Acreage is going skyward and has
sold for as much as $500 per acre,
The farmers of that community co-
operated with a gfod independent

concern and now they are reaping a
good dowry for their cooperation.
Joe Robison, on whose lands the well
is located, sold royalty interests un-
der 60 acres for $375.00 per care,
bringing him $22,500 for the 60-acre
tract. N

One very peculiar feature of the
development is that the people who
have been benefitted to date were
those who came to the country in the
early days. Mr. Robinson came to the
country with his parents in 1889. Dan
Stephens, another one who has been
helped, came to this country in 1886.
E. Howard, who landed there in the
early 80s, is another early settler
who is reaping a benefit from this
new discovery.
