Dickens County Is
Hopeful For Large
Wheat Production

There is a conservative estimate
~that Dickens County has more than

23,000 acres of wheat, which is about
ready to harvest and some is being
harvested at this time. This is the
largest acreage of wheat grown in
Dickens County up to this time.

If the estimated production proves |
true, there will be more than 400, 000 |
bushels of wheat produced in the|
county this year, and most of it will
go on the market about as rapidly as |
it is harvested, since few of the farm-
ers are prepared with storage to hold
it. Good, well developed wheat has
been selling around one dollar per
bushel. However, the markets have
been cut considerably by people try-
ing to harvest their wheat too green
and selling it before it has cured.

Last week in Fort Worth three or
four carloads of wheat were cut back
from the market because it was har-
vested too green. In Wichita Falls the
market price was cut around 15 cents
per bushel because of green wheat.
Tt is hoped that our farmers will
watch this little technicality and pro-
duce real wheat in Dickens County.
Unless hail should strike this country |
will be able to furnish the market
with good quality of wheat.

Any child coming from: a.standard-
ized: sthool -may enter any: school
in the \state in the same . -grade . in
which-is classified -without .an exam-
ination. A -school .in order-to stand-
ardize must be conducted in a mod-
ern, well - equipped building, the
teachers must have at least two years
of college work; the patrons must be
cooperative, the trustees must hold
regular'meetings with' minutes of the
meetings kept, and the pupils in ad-
dition to being orderly and interested
must pass scientific tests.

These examinations are geneyal in
nature and a person in order to pass
one of them must be a rather good
student. The test grades made in
Dickens County this year are -much
higher than they have ever been be-

fore.

To Spud Promptly

Heavy Rains Delay Rig
Movement; Location

Not Divulged

After nearly four years of almost
incessant work the Spur-Dickens
Block of leases for oil and gas has
been put into shape for drilling pur-
poses and the first opportunity for an
oil field will start within a few days.
A contract has been signed by the J.
F. Morrissey Company to drill this
first well to a depth of 5,000 or pro-
duce oil or gas in commercial quan-
tities before that depth. However, it
has been the history of this company
in their more than fifteen years of
operation to do all their contracts
have called for, and if no production
was developed to go on deeper if the
structure warranted it.

The well was expected to have been
spuddcd in the first of this week, but
on account of the extra heavy rains
to the east of us and those here, it
has Leen impossible to get a rig on
the block to date. These unavoidable
conditions cannot be helped.

‘Austin, Texas.—With a strangely
mixed record of good and bad legis-
lation, the 45th legislature’s regular
session was brought to a final end
in the wee hours of Sunday morning,
with its clocks turned back, as mem-
bers prepared to pay a flying visit
home and return to resume their ef-
forts at the first called session sched-
uled by Gov. Allred for Thursday of
this week.

The governor specified nothing but
repeal of pari-mutuel betting on
horse races in his call, but pointed
out omission of the usual reservation
of his right to submit other matters
did not preclude his doing that thing,
provided progress on the race repeal
measure justified submission of other
matters. Bryan Bradberry of Abilene
author of the repeal bill in the house,
planned to hold one-day hearings on
Friday and report the bill to the
house floor imediately. Prompt pass-
age by the house by a large vote was
foreseen. What the senate will ao
remained doubtful. Frank Rawlins,
shrewd senator from Tarrant county,
who single-handed blocked action in
the regular session of the senate, was
expecte dto resume the battle to pre-
vent a senate vote.

Appropriations Up.

Appropriation bills, rushed through
conference committees, in the dying
hours of the regular session, further
complicated the state’s woeful finan-
cial condition. Budget appropriations
for the biennium were hiked approx-
imately $10,000,000 total, as forecast
in this column recently. John Redditt,
chairman of the senate finance com-
mittee, constant comforter of the
special interests’
taxation, however, promptly came
out with an optimistic statement that
he believed only $5,000,000 to $7,500,-
000 additional revenue would be ne-
cessary despite the current 10 million
dollar deficit and the upped appro-
priations.

DeBerry Is Confirmed.

Nomination by Gov. Allred of Tom
DeBerry, former senator from Red
River, to succeed John Wallace as
member of the board of control un
Jan, 1, 1938, was confirmed by the
senate, but| brought out much discus-

\ sion. Allred’s unprecedented action in

ﬁubmitting this and other nominations

far in advance of vacancies in the of-
fices brought the question on the sen-
ate floor as to whether the governor
planned to resign to accept a federal
judgeship. This Allred denied, but his

They pointed out that
Connally has opposed the president
vigorously on the NRA, the St. Law-
rence waterway treaty and other mea-
sures—and remained one of the most
infleential administration senators in
Washington.

Advertising Bill Dead.

If Texas voters are to be given an
opportunity to vote on whether the
state shall advertise to attract indus-
trial capital and tourist trade, it will
not bBe for another two years. De-
spite valiant efforts of Lieut. Gov.
Walter Woodul, who piloted the reso-
lution through the senate, the house
failed to vote on it. Friends of the
bill declared they received little coop-
eration from Bob Calvert, speaker of
the house, in getting it up, although
Calvert saved the measure from de-
feat once by supporting it on a tie
vote.

Veto on Dental Bill?

Final passage of the silly measure
which would prohibit dentists from
advertising' in-newspapers, with signs
or otherwise, drew predictions that
Gov. Allred would veto it on consti-
tutional grounds. Newspaper publish-
ers and others who have opposed it on
the ground that it involves a principle
questioned its validity and uregd the
governor to strike it down. They de-
clared the legislature might decide
next to forbid grocery stores, filling
stations or restaurants to advertise
their wares.

Seek Road Money.

The eyes of Texas this week were
turned toward Washington, where the
members of the Texas Highway com-
mission and good roads advocates in
the state were wiring Majority Lead-
er Sam Rayburn of Bonham urging
stpport of the Cartwright amendment
to the emergency relief appropriation
for 1937-38. The amendment would
designate a substantial sum out of
the president’s $1,500,000,000 relief
fund for highway construction, send-
ing it through regular channels, in-
cluding the U. S. Bureau of roads &nd
state highway commissions. It would
be applicable for federal aid and for
farm-to-market roads, and would give
to Texas about nine million dollars
additional highway money without ad-
ditional federal matching.

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Grasshoppers Are
Becoming Menace
To Crops of County

Numerous farmers have called at
the county agent’s office within the
past week reporting that grasshop-
pers are beginning to become quite a
menace to their crops. The county ag-
ent is negotiating with the state of-
fice in an effort to secure ready-mix-
ed poisoned bran mash for control of
grasshoppers, but until this material
is available control measures should
be employed to protect crops, which
may be done by the use of the fol-
lowing formula:

Coarse wheat bran, 25 pounds.
Paris green or white arsenic, 1 1b.
Hgh grade amyl acetate (avoid cheap
grades of banana oil or bronzing lig-
uids) 1 ounce.

Cane or sorghum molasses
corn syrup) 2 quarts.

Water sufficient to make a moist
mash as explained below.

Mix the bran and poison together
thoroughly. Dilute the amyl acetate
and molasses in about two gallons of
water. Pour this liquid over the mix-
ture of poison and bran until every
particle is moist. Then make further
additions of water and mix thorough-
ly until the mash is obtained that is
quite moist, yet so it will fall apart af-
ter beigz tightly squeezed, and so
may readily be sown broadecast.

The quantity of mash should be
broadcast so as to cover about five
acres. Good practice is to mix at night
and sow early in the morning before
nine o’clock, since the hoppers do not
actively feed until the dew dries up.
If it is desired to kill hopers in grass
land, sow over the entire acreage to
be protected. Where they are migrat-
ing from fence rows or pastures into
cultivated crops, sow the fence row
on a fairly broad margin of the pas-
ture, and also a broad margin of the
cultivated crop with the mixture.

Amyl acetate is preferable in the
formula, but if it cannot be obtained,
substitute six lemons for one ounce
of the amyl acetate. This should be
diluted with water as with the other
substance, but one should use hoth
juice and rinds, grinding the latter
in a fine food chopper.

Do not place the mash in piles.

Do not use lead arsenate—use Par-
is Green or white arseniec.

Do not use cheap banana oil or
bronzing liquids.

Comparative experiments in recent
years conducted by Federal entomol-
ogists have developed the conclusion
that a bran mash containing only the
coarse bran and poison and water, in
the proportions mentioned in the for-
mula above, is as fully effective as
when the molasses and lemon or amyl
acetate are included.

Drivers Licensels
Required in Course
At Texas Tech (lass

Drivers’ license is a matriculation
requirement for one course in Texas
Technological College this summer.

Conducted by the civil engineering
department of Texas Tech in coopera-
tion with the American Automobile
Association and the Texas State
Highway patrol, the course is de-
signed especially for instructors who
plan to teach courses in traffic safety
and automobile operation.

The course will examine the limi-
tations, sesponsibiliities, and duties
of *he driver and pedestrian; the
causes of accidents and their preven-
tion; sound driving practices; traffic
laws and their resaonableness; the
automobile and its place in modern
life; and the organization and admin-
istration of the course in the second-
ary school.

Lectures, classroom  discussions,
written papers, and road demonstra-
tions will comprise work in the course.
Topics to be treated are: analysis of
accidents and their causes; study of
methods of accident prevention; stu-
dy of “rules of the road” involving
study of ordinary statutory regula-
tons and of the courtesies of the high-
way. Laboratory periods wll empha-
size study of driving mechanism of

cars, inspection of cars for safety, and
wdrivipg demotstrations by expery
drivers under actual driving condi-
tions.

Part of a movement by Dr. Brad-
ford Knapp, Texas Tech president, to.
initiate traffic educaton into schools
and colleges of the state, the course
is in charge of F. L. McRee, associate
professor of civil engineering, assist-
ed by representatives of the co-
sponsors. Enrollees will receive two
hours college credit. Doctor Knapp
is chairman of the education sub-
committee of Governor Allred’s Traf-
fic Safety Committee.

Use seeds of
known hardiness.

Legend: Texas farmers will do
well to buy, whenever possible, seeds
bearing the familiar state certified
or state registered tag. The tag
state representatives
who have visited the seed producer’s
plant have certified to the purity of
the variety. The producer must ful-

b

fill strict requirements to insure_the
purity of the strain.

Texas now certifies several varie-
ties of cotton, corn, grain sorghums,
wheat, oats, and Irish potatoes. The
plan used by manyy farmers is to
buy enough certified seed to plant
their entire acreage with the ine
crease. When reasonable precautions
are observed to prevent cross pollin-
ation and mixing, such a plan is us-
ually worth while, and the only ex-
pense is the annual purchase of a
small amount of seed.

The state certified tag means that
the seed is true to variety and free
from noxou sweed seed. It should not
be accepted as a recommendation of
the variety represented. Farmers

should plant only varieties of ﬁeld‘

seed known to be adapted to their
section.

This is especially true of legumes,
which  are particular as to their soil
and climatic requirements. County
agricultural agents can recommend
soil building crops which will yield
the utmost return in soil improve-
ment.

THE SAME OLD GAME FOR THE FAMILY FUSS

Germany, with Hitler as the big howler, is sendiflg up a re-
lentless wailing and making gigantic threats as to what that
nation will do to the world. Yes, somebody directed a bomb
from the air to one of their warships and it went up in splinters.
Probably Herr Mann has forgotten the great catatrophe they

threw into world acairs just a little more than two decades ago}|-*
when they had no respect for any ship that sailed the great|*

world highways, whether they were of the merchant marine or
war cruisers. They asked no questions—they fired torpedoes
and then investigated afterward. Yet, when they had a vessel
away from home, anchored in the harbor of a neighboring na-
tion and in a warring zone where they knew there could be-no
safety, and the vessel met the fate that peaceable American
merchant vessels met during the fall of 1916 and the spring of
1917, Herr Mann howls like a hungry wolf. Let’s hope that our
country can manage to attend to our own business and not join
that European family fuss. If those countries want our mer-
chandise, let them furnish the ships and come for merchan-
dise.. People in Eurbpe cannot fight leng unless they have food
and munitions of war and other equipment. None of us are mad
at those people now.

THE TIMID DOLLAR

Charles R. Gay, President of the New York Stock Exchange,
recently said:

“The government is, or should be, ‘of the people, by the peo-
ple, for the people.’ To me this means just one thing—all the
people. If government, through legislation, favors one class
as against another, a vicious circle is created around which class
pursues class in an effort to secure selfish advantage. For the
worker it must create means to guarantee the right to work, the
right of the individual to work out his own destiny. To the bus-
iness man it must guarantee -freedom, subject to considerate
and just regulation, to continue to make his contribution to the
upbuilding® of the country, the maintenance of that high stand-
ard of living which has been our pride, and to realize ade-
quate profits.

“To capital it must guarantee the right to seek employment
in productive enterprise subject to fair taxation but not confis-
cation. Capital is timid; it is elusive. Representing the savings
laid up against the ‘rainy day,’ it may not take undue risks, and
if through too great taxation the ‘game is not worth the can-
dle,” capital will disappear into hiding and thus restrict the
productive efforts of business and worker,”

The most dismaying deevlopment of recent years has been
the promotign of class feeling and class hatred, which has
found its reflection in dangerous and malicious class legisla-
tion. Should this feeling spread far enough, democracy would
be doomed. Private enterprise would be doomed. And the Un-
Jted States, as we know it, would be dcomed. ~ = ~=riemt——

Fair laws, fair taxes, the maintenance of individual rights—
these are the proper concerns of our government., They are es-
sential to the maintenance of our traditions and our institutions.
If we take any other course, the worker, no less than the em-
‘ployer and industry, will face a black future.

FRIENDS OF THE CONSUMER

" ——

o
It is a highly encouraging sign to see a substantial mobilizing
of “consumers’ spokesmen’’ is opposition to laws which would
‘exploit the hapless consumer.

This has been especially noticeable in the opposition to the
Tydings-Millers price fixing bill—an opposition which the
President recently joined in advising against its passage. This
bill would, in effect, make the consumer the prey of any man-
ufacturer of a commodity in interstate commerce who wanted
to establish an excessive profit margin not only for himself but
for retailers. The consumer would have no recourse. He would
have to pay a fixed, non-competitive price, or go without.

Opposition to this and similar measures is couriously mixed.
Liberal and radical publications and groups, thinking of the
poor man’s budget problem, speak against it. And so do con-
servative business publications and groups which attack the
problem from the standpoint of the manufacturer and retailer.
They realize that the law might very well lead to a consumer
rebellion which would eventually destroy our present system
of commodity. production and distribution, and replace it with
another system, such as consumer cooperatives.

The Robinson-Patman Act, passed last session, contained a
number of clauses which, by forbidding trade practices that re-
duced overhead costs, hit straight at the consumers’ pocket-
book. This is probably reflected in the higher cost of living
now. The current proposed law would go a step farther, and
might very well add billions to our food, clothing, drug, furni-
ture and other bills. Growing opposition to the bill, according to
experts, makes its chance of passage highly doubtful.

MEDICINE WORSE THAN DISEASE

During their current sessions, legislatures in 29 states have
been asked to consider bills which would compel motor vehicle
owners to take out bodily injury iiability insurance. No one
quarrels with the intent of this kind of legislaiton. It is intend-
ed to give a practical and certain means of redress to persons
injured in motor vehicle accidents. There are many cases on
record, according to the Association of Casualty and Surety
Yxecutives, where lack of some public protection against the
accident evil has worked hardship on innocent parties and their

| dependents.

Nevertheless, the compulsory automobile insurance law has |3

n otproven a remedy. It fails to accomplish in practice what it
 promises in theory, as ten years of experience has shown the
| ‘people of Massachusetts—the only state where such a law ex-

ists. In the Bay State, motorists complain of the high cost of
liability insurance. In many cases it is from 50 to 100 per cent
higher than formerly. Insurance companies point to the excess-
ive cost and frequency of claims. Racketeering in faked, fraud-
ulent and exaggerated claims is rife.

Being Answered

Question: What should an employee
do if he loses his Social Security ac-
count card? What should he do if he
has been issued more than one. ac-
count card?

Answer: If an employee loses his
aceount card, he should report such
Ioss fo the postmaster where his ori-
ginal \application for an account card
was made. He may later receive a
duplicate SS-5 form, Application for
Accoant Number., He should fill out
this form, showing on line 14 the
place-and date of his original appli-
cation. After this form is returned to
the postmaster, the worker shortly
will receive a duplicate card.

If an employee receives two or more
account cards, he should present, pre-
ferably in person, all account num-
ber cards issuel to him to the local
postoffice or to any Social Security
Board field office, either of which will
designate the number to be kept.

account number, so that wages paid
to him may be accurately recorded to
his credit under a single old-age bene-
fit account.

Question: If an employer has less
than eight employees must he file
any reports under the Social Security
Acte?

Answer: All employers of one or
more workers under the age of 65
in covered occupations are subject
to the tax provisions of Title VIII of
the Social Security Act. Their em-
ployees are required to obtain account
numbers and will be entitled to feder-
al old-age benefits.

All employers of one or more, re-
gardles sof age, are also required to
make one priginal report to the Tex-
as Unemployment Compensation Com-
mission, Austin, Texas; although only
those employers who employ eight or
more, regardless of age, must make
monthly reports and pay taxes on
wages of their employees to the Tex-
as Unemployment Compensation
Commission.

Employers of eight or more, in ad-
dition, are required to pay a tax, un-
der Title IX of the Act, to the Col-
lector of Internal Revenue. Employ-
ers may credit against this tax their
contribution to the State Unemploy-
ment fund, up to 90 per cent of the
Federal tax. In the case of Texas,
the 90 per cent credited to employers
of eight or more equals the amount
of the contribution to the State Un-
employnient Compensation Commis-
sion. . \

ROTC Unit For
Texas Tech College
Is Recommended

Congressman George Mahon last
week appeared before the Senate Ap-
propriations Committee urging that
funds and officers for an additional
ROTC unit at Texas Technological
College be provided. The item would
be included in the War Department ap-
propriation bill which is under con-
sideration by the Senate Committee
at this time. He had previously pre-
sented the matter to Major General
E. T. Conley, Adjutant General of
the Army.

Texas Tech was gven a Senior En-
gineering ROTC unit last year, and
the work which has already been ac-
complished has received high recog-
nition by War Department officials.
The report of the ROTC inspector
from Fort Sam Houston,
ters for the Eighth Corps area, made
March 1 this year, recommended that
an additional unit be established at
the College, preferably a Field Ar-
tllery unit. This type of unit would
make the training available to about
1200 students at the college who are
inelighle for trainng in the existing
engineering unit which is open only
to engneering students.

The outcome of the matter will de-
pend upon the disposition by the
House and Senate of the proposed
appropriation item for funds and per-
sonnel. The War Department advised
My, Mahon that the Texas Tech appli-
cation for such a unit was in excel-
lent standing.

SaJ VR YN 9
A JOINT RESOLUTION

proposing an amendment to Section
16, Article XVI, of the Constitution
| of Texas; providing that the Legisla-
ture shall authorize the incorporation
of banking bodies and provide for the
supervision and regulation of same;
providing for all of the capital stock
to be subscribed and paid for before
charter issued; restricting foreign
corporations from doing banking
business. restricting corporate busi-
ness to one place.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-
ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 16, Article
XVI, of the C9nstitution of Texas,
be amended so ‘as to hereafter read
as follows:

“Section 16, The Legislature shall
by general laws, authorize the incor-
poration of corporate bodies with
banking and discount privileges, and
shall provide for a system of State
supervision, regulation and control of
such bodies which will adequately
protect and secure the depositors and
creditors thereof.

“No such corporate body 'shall be
chartered until all of the authorized
capital stock has been subscribed
and paid for in full with cash, Such
body corporate shall not be author-
ized to engage in business at more
than one place which shall be desig-
nated in its charter,

“No foreign corporation, other
than the national banks of the United
States, shall be permitted to exercise
banking or discounting privileges in
this State.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing amendment
to the Constitution shall be submitted
to a vote of the qualified electors of
this State at an election to be held
throughout the State on the fourth
Monda# in August, 1937, At this elec-
tion all voters favoring the proposed
amendment shall write, or have print-
ed, on their ballots the following
words:

“For the amendment of Section 16
to Article XVI of the Constitution of
the State of Texas, providing for the
amount of the liability of stock-hold-
ers in State banks.”

Those voters opposing said amend-
ment shall write, or have printed, on
their ballots the following words:
“Against the amendment of Seec-
tion 16 of Article XVI of the Consti-
tution of the State of Texas, provid-
ing for the amount of the liability
of stock-holders in State banks,”
Sec. 3, The Governor of the State
of Texas is hereby directed to issue
the necessary proclamation for \such
election, and to have samé published
as required by the Constitution and
the amendments thereto,

Sec. 4. The sum of Five Thousand
Dollars ($5,000.00), or so much there-
of as may be necessary, is hereby
appropriated out of any funds of the
State of Texas, not otherwise appro-
priated, to pay the expenses of such
election,

Method to Prevent
Death by Drowning

“No elaborate equipment is need-
ed to save a life from drowning,” is
the opinion of Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer. “In fact, actual harm
has been done by the use of so.-cal.led
lung motors. Modern resuscitation
apparatus has been perfected so that
oxygen and carbon dioxide can be used
without inflicting more damage to
cases of asphyxiation and drowning.
It is tragic enough to have a drown-
ing accident, but fit is far more tragic
if no one present at the time knows
how to save a life by artificial res-
piration.

“The prompt application of arti-
ficial respiration is of primary im-
prone pressure method is the easiest,
portance and for this purpose the
simplest and most effective. This
should begin at once and continue
vhythmically- until natural breathing
is established—and this may take
four or more hours. Procedure:

First: Kneel, and straddle the pat-
jent below the hips, placing hands on
small of the back, with fingers over
the lowest ribs, tips of fingers just out
of sight.

Second: With arms straight, while
counting one, two, swing forwartl
bearing weight on body, firmly but
not violently.

Third: Swing backward while count
ing onme, straightening up and thus
relieving pressure—this' allows air
to be drawn into lungs.

Fourth: Rest in this position for
two counts.

Fifth: Repeat these movements
rhythmically, forward and backward,
without interruption about twelve to
fifteen a minute, until natural breath-
ing is restored.

Sixth: Meanwhile, if assistance is
at hand, a physician should be sent
fyr, the patient’s tight clothing
should be losened at neck, chest and
wast, and he should be kept warm.

The patient should not be moved
until he is' breathing normally and
then should not be allowed to get up
but should be carried in a lying po-
sition to a place where he can be
kept warm and receive medical at-
tention.
