Loan Brackets on

Cotton Announced
According to announcements made 

by the vice president of the Com­
modity Credit Corporation new loan 
brackets on cotton were released Mon­
day afternoon. The county agricultur- 
‘al conservation committee met with 
the county agent in Dickens in a spe­
cial session Saturday and discussed 
the matter very thoroughly. County 
Judge Formb,y, .working in coopera­
tion with the committee sent a tele­
gram to Hon. Lloyd Croslin, secre­
tary to Congressman Mahon who 
wired the Commodity Credit Corpor­
ation’s decision back Monday.

The following is the telegram re­
ceived by Judge Formby:

Washington, D. C., Oct. 4, 1937. 
Judge Marshall Formby:

Goodlie, vice president of the Com­
modity Credit Corporation just ad­
vised me new loan brackets on cot­
ton being announced this afternoon 
(Stop) Eight and half cents on sev- 
enveighths staple and strict low mid­
dling grade (Stop) Seven cents on 
shorter than seven-eighths staple and 
strict low grade (Stop) Six cents on 
shorter than seven-eighths staple and 
low middling grade (Stop) Looks like 
good break for our section (Stop) 
Suggest you write me further regard­
ing classing situation in your area 
and how new loan brackets help to 
move crop (Stop) Problem .has .been 
one of most interesting I have work­
ed on. (Signed) Lloyd Croslin, sec­
retary.

Under the new regulations cotton 
shorter than seven-eights of an inch 
and grading strict low middling or 
equivalent is eligible for a loan of 
seven cents per pound. Cotton shor­
ter than seven-eighths of an inch 
and grading low middling or equiv­
alent is eligible for a loan of six cents 
per pound. Neither of these grades 
were eligible for loans under the ini­
tial set-up.

It will be observed that the loan 
value on cotton of seven-eighths inch 
staple and above and grading strict 
low middling has been raised from 
seven and thi’e-foui'ths cents per 
pound to eight and one-half cents per 
pound. No change was made in the 
higher grades of cotton eligible for 
nine cents loan.

There is eiwugh gas showing 
in tests that have been made recent­
ly in the Bird Well No. 1 and the 
Harris No. 1 with the gas showing 
we could well afford to have a plant 
here and by so doing be able to fur­
nish this community as well as sur­
rounding towns that have never been 
able to have gas.

He has made the proposal to fur-

nish gas to the city and the city 
install their own gas system as a 
municipal plant. If that is not satis­
factory, he is willing to accept a gas 
franchise from the city and he will 
furnish the gas' and install the dis­
tribution system. In either case the 
price to the consuming public will be

It is hoped that one of these pro­
posals •will' he worked out and Spur 
will have good combustible gas for 
fuel.

The tension in oil situation in Dick­
ens County and north Kent County, 
seemed to tighten up the last few 
days and leasing has been very ac­
tive. Very high prices were paid for 
wildcat leases the past few days, 
some going as high as five and ten 
dollars to $15 per acre.

The Bird No. 1 well on the Wil- 
liams-Moore block west of town is 
drilling below the 1000-foot mark and 
the formation looking good for pro­
duction. Quite a flow of gas was en­
countered in this well Saturday morn­
ing and the fomiation is looking more 
favorable the deeper they go.

The Litchfield No. 1, on the W. A. 
Harris place north of.town continues 
drilling below 1600 feet. The rainbow 
in this well shows very favorable, 
and it is thought some results of pro­
duction will be showing soon.

Other surveys in the country are 
being made now and it is thought 
other locations for drilling will be 
made soon. Quite a lot of geophysi­
cal work is being done all through 
the Spur country. It is thought a lo­
cation in the Red Mud /■community 
will be made soon and drilling with 
a heavy duty .rig started immediate­
ly. • V

The oil activity in this country is 
looking good, and those in charge 
feel that production will be reached 
in the near future.

A number of representatives of the 
major oil companies with headquar­
ters at Midland, Fort Worth, Dallas, 
Tulsa, Oklahoma City and other 
points are here, and are taking leas­
es at extra high prices for wildcat 
territory. All seem to be interested 
and all the geological repoi’ts state 
this is very favorable for oil pro­
duction.

It is conservatively estimated that 
around $150,000 have been turned 
loose in this community within the 
past week or ten days. This money 
has been by ■way of bonus on leases, 
lease I'entals and royalty interests. 
Hotels in Spur are crowded every 
night and people have to wire in ad­
vance for hotel rooms or take' chan­
ces of having no rooms. Spur is des­
tined to be the center of a great 
oil producing territory and this may, 
come 'at any time with two wells 
drilling.

W PA Trying to
Reduce Force

San Antonio, Oct. 4.—Reduction of 
a'dult illiterarcy in Texas by 25,000 
persons during the current fiscal 
ye^r is the goal set by Carl W. Hu­
ger, assistant state director of emer­
gency education for the Works Pro- 
g'TGSs Administrstion.

Attainment of this objective will 
practically double the number of Tex­
as adults who have been taught fun­
damentals of reading and writing in 
Federally-financed classes, Huser 
said. Currently, there are 14,099 per 
sons attending the 924 literacy class­
es which are being conducted by 
WPA teachers.

Explaining that the Texas quota 
has been set as part of a national 
WPA anti-illiteracy drive, Huser de­
clared:

“ National emergency education of­
ficials plan that adult illiteracy in 
the United States will be reduced 
nearly one-fourth in five years as 
one feature of the adult education 
program now entering its fifth year 
it operations. The millionth adult to 
learn to read and write in these 
classes is expected to enroll during 
the term outlined for the coming 
months. The 1930 census revealed 
4,283,753 adult illiterates in the Unit­
ed States.”

Census figures were cited to show 
that Texas contained 309,009 adult 
illiterates in 1930. Broken down in­
to WPA administrative arears, these 
illiterates were shown to be distri­
buted as follows in the territories 
surrounding head-quarter cities; 
Marshall, 30,345; Dallas, 20,084; 
Houston, 44,779 ;,j Fort Worth, 8,762; 
WacOi 24,686; Austin, 29,274; San 
Antonio, 65,820; Laredo, 52,677; 
Amarillo 1,893; Lubbock, 3,903; San 
Angelo, 8,220; El Paso, 16,677.

receive all of its own scholastic mon­
ey, salary, transportation, and high 
school tuition aid, and tax money. 
This arrangement does not raise costs 
anymore as the state will pay the 
transportation from Peaceful Hill to 
Highway. The teacher or teachers 
hired in these schools will still be 
employed ' by their own school. In 
other words, the same financial con­
dition will continue to exist in both 
school districts.

This arrangement will cause all 
these children of the one and of the 
three teacher schools respectively to 
have the advantage of a four teacher 
school with the added time for reci­
tation, for supervised study, for mu­
sic, art, physicial exercise, partici­
pation in interscholastic league ac­
tivities in general, etc. In this coun­
ty, as in other counties, the first 
schools to standardize were the lar­
ger schools and the last ones were 
the one teacher schools.

The small number of claims filed 
was attributed to the general lack of 
information concerning this type of 
benefit and to the fact that amounts 
of these claims up to now have been 
relatively small.

All employments in the ordinary 
commercial and industrial fields are 
,covered by the old-age insurance pro­
visions of the Social Security Act.
Workers in such employments who 
have reached the age of 65 since Jan­
uary 1, 1937, and estates of workers 
who have died during 1937 are eligi­
ble to file claims for lump-sum ben­
efits. These benefits amount to 3 1-2 
per cent of the wages received by 
workers from employments covered 
by the act up to attainment of age 
65 or death.
