Newspapers Do
Not Favor Present
| Labor Situation

The newspapers throughout the
United States so far have exempli-
fied a negative attitude toward the
present labor situation in the country.
Seven questions were sent to news-
papers in different states with 1,634
newspapers returning their opinions
as answers to direct questions. The
following is a tabulation of returns:

1. Do your favor the Craft union
as typified by the American Federa-
tion of Labor (A. F. of L.) ? Answers:
Yes, 1209; No, 316.

2. Do you favor the Industrial
union as typified by the Committee on
Industrial Organization (C. I. 0.)?
Answers: Yes, 127; No. 1418.

3. Do you favor Federal mediation
of industrial disputes, under the plan
legalized by the National Labor Re-
lationg Act (the Wagner Aqt)?
Answers: Yes, 526. No, 931.

4. Do you favor amending the Na-
tional Labor Relations Act (the Wag-
ner Act) to correct alleged injuries
to the employer? Answers: Yes. 1,-
418; No, 126.

5. Do you favor the open shop,
where employment is given both un-
ion and non-union workmen, without
prejudice to either? Answers: Yes:
1,434; No, 168.

6. Do you favor closed shop which,
under contract agreed upon by com-
pany and union officials, would bar
all non-union workmen? Answers:
Yes, 184; No, 1,355.

7. Do you believe there is need
for a political labor party such as re-
ported by the C. I. O. and which has
always been opposed by the A. F. of
L.? Answers: Yes, 41; No, 1,586.

The above are the answers to ques-
tions sent to the press of America
within the past few weeks. Not all
papers sent questionaires made a re-
ply, but those who did, answered as
above shown.

Will Aid Claimants

Residents of Dickens and King
Countieg who are eligible for bene-
fits under the Texas Unemployment
Compensation Act, will be given their
first opportunity to file claims for
these benefits on Wednesday after-
noon between the hours of 1:30 and
4:00, on January 5, 1938 at the Coun-
ty Court House in Dickens when a
representative of the Texas State
Employment Service makes his first
regular visit for the purpose of aid-
ing claimants in the preparation of
claimg under the above act.

This schedule will be maintained at:
these same hours on each Wednesday,
so that ‘‘covered’” employees may
have an opportunity to submit claims
to the Texas Unemployment Compen-
sation Commission at Austin, accord-
ing to word received from Fred C.
Wendt of the Texag State Employ-
ment Service, with headquarters in
Lubbock, Texas.

The Employment Service does not
investigate claims. It accepts the
claimants statemdgnt of facts sur-
rounding his separation from his last
employment, and forwards such state-
ment to the Austin office of the Tex-
as Unemployment Compensation Com-
mission. The Commission investigateg
and checks the claim. and if it is
found to be payable, a check will he
mailed the claimant direct from that
office.

I scarcely need to name these
evils—intemperance. irreverence, ir-
religion, materialism, |\ vulgar and
worldly indulgence, and a growing
disregard for the sanctity of the law.
If these evils go unchecked, the

breakdown of the nation is inevitable. |.
