This 
committee in coming in advance of 
a special Air-Mail plane is to visit 
Spur Thursday, May 19, for the pur­
pose o f picking up all special air­
mail and delivering it to the contin­
ental air lines for all far distant
points. ^

Spur is centrally located for air 
mail distribution. People as far 
south o f Spur as Aspermont can post 
air mail letters on the morning train 
jeoming to Spur and those letters will 
be placed on an air mail plane the 
same day. People in Spur may post 
air mail letters as late as four o’clock 

the afternoon and those letters will 
be on the air mail lines that same 
day.

Otto Praeger, a Texan, bom at 
Victoria, inaugurated the first air 
mail in 1918. Mr. Praeger was serv­
ing as second assistant Postmaster 
General at the time, and he met with 
strong opposition in his endeavor. In

County Rates On
Crop Insurance

Crop insurance which will guaran­
tee insured wheat growers three- 
fourths of an average wheat crop in 
1939 will cost farmers of Dicken.s 
County an average of 1.4 bushels per 
acre, according to figures announced 
at the state wheat meeting recently 
held in Amarillo.

The insurance that guarantees one- 
half of an average crop, the rate will 
average .8 bushels per acre in Dick­
ens County.

The county rates reflect the average 
per acre loss in this county during 
the ten years, 1926-1936. The prem­
ium that an individual wheat grow­
er will have to pay for insurance will 
depend half on thi.s county rate and 
half upon the crop losses on his own 
farm. The rates for each farm will 
be computed in the branch offic ‘ of 
the Federal Crop Insurance CoinoJo- 
tion.

The cost of insurance is not ha od 
on the averairo amouir of . iekl. !)ui 
on the year-to-year variations in tli<‘ 
yield.. “ Two farmers with the same* 
average yield for the 10 years per­
iod would not necessarily pay the 
same premium for the same percent­
age,”  E, N. Holmgreen, admini'jlra- 
tiv’e officer of the Texas AAA  office 
at Texas A. & M. College, who at­
tended the meeting, pointed out. 1 he 
farmer who suffered but little crop 
loss would pay less than the farmer 
who suffered freqijpnt and heavy loss­
es, even though their average yield.s 
were the same.”

The figures farmers need for cal 
culating their insurance will be avail­
able for farms w’hich took part in 
wheat adjustment programs in the 
office of the county agricultural agent 
and the county committee, about 
which the county crop insurance pro­
gram will center. Farms on which 
figures are not available will be ap­
praised.

The premium a farmer pays covers 
only the actual cost of the insur­
ance. Administrative costs and costs 
for storage of insurance reserved will 
be paid by the Corporation.

But he 
holds up both hands and one foot and 
swears it’s true.

“ He was sitting one day near the 
bank of the Little Kanawha river, 
just in a sort of a reverie, enjoy-

ing the quietness of nature as she 
is dished out along the Little Kanaw­
ha, when he saw a red fox come out 
of the woods and go toward the river. 
The fox, when he neared the water’s 
edge, stopped and started nibbling at 
some moss, and soon had a large 
mouthful. Then he went to the edge of 
the water where instead of walking 
into the water as would be expected 
he turned around and began to back 
into the river, with his tail down, 
very slowly. This unusual proceeding 
naturally, was very mystifying to 
Col. Thad so he watched very closely 
to try to figure out what that crazy 
fox was trying to do. The fox spent 
several minutes backing into the 
deeper water, and finally w’as so 
deep that just his nose and the bunch 
of moss was sticking out of the water.

STATE ACTION NEEDED

The race for governor of 
Texas at this time is something 
of the nature of a Chinese puz­
zle. Different newspapers are 
having various things to say 
but no one seems to be very 
definite yet.

Railroad Commissioner Er­
nest O. Thompson, the first to 
make public his platform, 
seems to think that the State’s 
revenue should be made ade­
quate by inducing new indus­
tries to Texas. At the present 
financial conditions of the 
country, there seems to be no 
inducement for various indus­
tries to make any expansions 
in any section of the United 
States. Hence, if Mr. Thomp­
son is able to bring enough new 
industries into our state to bal­
ance the financial budget of 
Texas, certainly he would have 
to be recognized as a wonder. 
Thompson is the candidate 
sponsored by the oil interests 
of Texas and the different oil 
corporations, especially the 
larger one, will support him 
without any doubt.

Crowley
Karl Crowley, former U. 3. 

Commissioner, has come out 
rather strongly against the var­
ious utilities operating in our 
state. This program is diam»et- 
rically in opposition to the plan 
of Commissioner E r n e s t  
Thompson, who advocates 
more industries in our state.

Mr. Crowdey’s on­
ly other alternative to balance 
the state budget would be to 
either cut off overhead expen­
ses or resort to new taxes of 
some kind. The kind of new 
taxes would be up to the Texas 
Legislature.

Renfro
Mayor R. D. Renfro of Beau­

mont is making the race on his 
record of economy as mayor of 
his home city. During the four 
years he served as mayor of 
Beaumont, Renfro stated that 
he relieved the city’s general 
fund of an indebtedness of 
$82,000 and now has a surplus 
in the same fund of $76,000. 
If he can establish such a re­
cord proportfionatel^ for (the 
State of Texas as our Governor, 
the state w’ould be paying taxes 
back to the citizenship in order 
to take care of the savings. 
This w’ould be fine.

McCraw
Attorney General McCraw 

is spon ’to make his platform 
knowm to the public. jMcCrinv 
says hands off in increasing 
taxes, unleas it should be t;>xes 
on natural resources that car­
ries no taxes at this time. His 
idea of taking care of the 
State’s expenses is to cut down 
overhead expenses and start a 
program of saving. He says 
the people of Texas are paying 
too much taxes at this time. He 
states that there are many 
places by w hich money can be 
saved to the state and still the 
same government requirements 
can be obtained. John T. Flynn, 
associate editor of Collier’s 
magazine and one of the na­
tion’s leading political tcom- 
mentators says that McCraw is 
going to be the winner. His 
statement was: “William Mc­
Craw, the dynamic red-haired 
Attorney-General, who looks 
like a winner from where I am 
sitting, is going to have plenty 
of kind words for the old folks 
of the grand old Lone Star 
State” . McCraw is very insist- 
*ant that the deserving aged 
people of Texas shall receive 
their assistance checks regular­
ly each month, but he is great­
ly opposed to the abuse of the 
plan.

The race for Governor is 
destined to wax hot and strong

Texas has neglected one op­
portunity to assist its harassed 
business enterprises under the 
Social Security Act. The Fed­
eral law provides allow'ances 
to employers with good em­
ployment records unless indi­
vidual States have enacted leg­
islation permitting e a r l i e r  
credits. Texas has postponed 
credit until 1941. In view of 
the heavy toll on small busi­
ness earnings in meeting the 
employer’s contributions to un­
employment insurance, t h i s  
State should act at once.

Take the case of a printing! 
firm in Dallas w’hich employs 1 
fifty people and has an excel-1 
lent record of continuous em- i 
ployment. In 1937, it cost this ' 
enterprise $1,800 to meet un­
employment insurance p a y- 
ments. In 1938, the amount 
will increase to $2,700. Yet 
the $1,800 was about the net 
income of the business for 
what was a normally good 
year. In 1938 and 1939, it 
looks forward to going into the 
red or out of business and it 
cannot be aided by Federal 
good record credits until 1941, 
unless Texas acts now.

Actually, oi course, such a 
small business is competing 
with still smaller enterprises 
which do not employ eight 
persons and do not have to 
make the contribution. In oth­
er words, the competition has 
an $1,800 price advantage to 
start with. This would not be 
entirely sw'ept away by good 
credit awards but it would be 
narrowed. Whereas, without 
the credits, this particular bus­

iness must see it.=- price disad-j 
vantage reach $2700 this year 
and go higher next year. Its 
operator is of the opinion that 
if he is forced out of business, 
his fifty employees are paying 
high fo r  the temporary aid of 
unemployment i n s u r a n c e  
which actually will cost their 
jobs.

The situation affects so many 
small business enterprises that 
there is very urgent need for 
quick Texas action.

Dispelling the Fog
By CHARLES MICHELSON

Already the consistent opponents of 
the Roosevelt administration have 
begun their clamor against the en­
actment of the relief and business 
revival program which was the sub­
ject of the President’s recent message 
to Congress. Mv. Snell, the extreme­
ly minority leader in the House of 
course sees in it a usurpation of Con­
gressional functions and an advance 
to dictatorship.

If Franklin D. Roosevelt promul­
gated the Ten Commandments, Mr. 
Snell w'ould be quick to point out that 
the proolamation was a subtly disguis­
ed effort of the Chief Executive to 
assume authority to regulate the mor­
als of the American people and that 
if Congrress endorsed the proposal it 
would mean the absolute destruction 
of the American form of government 
and the setting up of a Fascist system 
in this country*

My favorite columnist, Frank 
Kent, is, of course, early on the job.

He admits gloomily that “ the pre- 
vailinc: opinion at the moment i- that 
the piogram will go through.”  But he 
insists that if it does, it will not be 
because Congress approves of the 
measure, which has for it.s purpose 
re-tarting the wheels of industry and 
commerce, the slowing down o: which 
resulted in the recession that knock­
ed down the stock market and increas­
ed unemployment but for the simple 
reason that the Congre.ssmen on the 
eve of an election are spending 
eve of an election are not brave 
enough to vote against anything which 
involves the spending of money in 
their respective districts.

Mark Sullivan almost beat Mr. 
Kent to this particular foray on the 
Roosevelt policy. |He mournfully 
denies that the spurt of activity prom­
ised by the program “ wdll give the 
spending nsonuy iKestGmcA-qnt-Y,i 
country’s economic engine enough im­
petus so it will acquire a velocity suf­
ficient to keep it going on its own 
power.

he does is aimed at accomplishing 
more efficiency in government, or des­
truction of a billion dollars’ worth of 
gold in the inactive fund. Of course 
I have not plumbed the profundity of 
these experts’ knowledge on the gold 
question, which has been the subject 
of debate among the fiscal authorities 
o f the earth for some hundreds of 
years, and which this humble layman 
must admit it too intricate and techni­
cal for him to understand in all its 
applications.

There is a story concerning a non­
technical person’s presence in the 
midst of a grave and abstruse dis­
cussion of the merits of the conun­
drum. Finally, the money pundits 
asked the one neutral to express his 
view, and the answer ran something 
along this line: “ You have, I admit, 
clarified the question to the extent 
that I now believe that one of three 
theories is tenable, though I have 
not yet been able to make up my mind 
which one of the three is the valid 
explanation. Either you people are 
incoherent and cannot convey your 
meaning to me or I am dumb and 
cannot follow the ramifications of 
your arguments, and if neither of 
these things is true, it seems to me 
that you know no more about it than 
I do, and I know nothing.”

This fable does not imply that 
there is not such a thing as mone­
tary science, but it does convey that 
the question is so highly involved that 
the average non-technical writer is as 
capable of analyzing it as the fat lady 
at the circus may be supposed to un­
derstand the Einstein theory of rela­
tivity.

To return to the topic of the so- 
called “ pump-priming” as the method 
for ameliorating the business slump.

After reciting the effect.s the gov- 
einment believes it can produce with 
the new recovery program, Mr. Mark 
Sullivan says that “ we can’t help 
vemembering that is the same thing 
tlicy said five years ago \\hen they 
began :hier first pump-priming.”

When Business Has The Mumps
Surqiose a chihl ha> the mumps 

and the doctor fixed him up, and that 
five yeais later the same child had 
another attack of the mumps. How 
sensible would it be to say that the 
doctor should use the same method 
he used before to effect a cure? I 
realize that in using this simile, I lay 
myself liable to somebody telling me 
that mumps is not a recurrent disease 
Not being a columnist who knows 
everything, I am not prepared to de­
bate that queston.

Fiv’e or six years ago this coun­
try was in the throes of a terrific 
economic disaster. Hungry people 
had to bo fed re-employment was a 
desperate neces.sity, and business, 
screaming in its agony of almost com­
plete collapse, had to be braced up. 
So a lot of money was spent, and some 
millions of people were put back at 
work, the entries on innumerable led­
gers were changed from red into 
black, and profits and dividends and 
solvent banks became theordinary in­
cidents of our economic life. Anybody 
listening to those who would Ike to 
succeed the Roosevelt administration 
with another Hooveresque period 
might believe that the billions dis-

To Summer Service

Now that spring is definitely here, 
over most o f the country, wise mot­
orists are taking care of the few 
routine seasonal operations which w’ill 
do most to assure that result.

The Chevrolet truck which is nea. iug 
the 50,000-mile mark on its long-dis­
tance economy run covered more than 
12,000 miles before any water was 
added, AAA-certified records show-

Battery level should be checked, 
and terminals and cables cleaned if 
they have accumulated greases and 
corrosion during the winter months. 
The bulletin adds the reminder that 
the battery should be inspected more 
frequently in summer than in win­
ter, because warm-weather operation 
depletes the solution more rapidly 
than does cold-w’eather driving.

Because cars operated at a higher 
average speed in summer, Chevrolet’s 
ser\’ice director advises careful check 
of their condition, before starting out 
on those long spring drives.

Former Texan Writes 
From California

Turlock, California.
Apnl 30, 1938. 

Dickens County Times,
I still get letters w'anting to know 

more about California. I am not very 
well versed on California and do not 
know very much about the state ex­
cept what I hav'c been told and what 
little obseiwation I hove had.

Now, Turlock is in the San Joa­
quin Valley and is located west of 
the Sierra Mountains and east of the 
Coast Range. I can see snow all the 
time heie, but it gets very warm 
down in the valley. This strictly is 
a farming country. They raise most 
anything here that you raise in Tex­
as and some things you can’t rai.se 
there. Grapes, figs, English walnuts 
and almonds are the principal crops 
now. Right in this immediate sec­
tion they grow' sweet potatoes and 
melons of all kinds. Land is very 
high here. Land like Frank Goof’s 
place where Terrell Sandin lives, un­
improved is worth $90.00 per acre. 
Improved land with a well and water 
pump is worth $250.00 per acre, and 
this country is about the same na­
ture o f soil and some more sandy. 
This is a great dairy country. I am 
working for a man eight miles east 
o f Turlock. On the farm he gfrows 
sweet potatoes and sells milk. He 
gets 32 cents per pound for butter 
fat and 12 cents per gallon for the 
milk. He has two motor pumps on 
his farm and one on a farm three 
miles east o f where I w’ork. I will 
help plant 45 acres in sweet pota­
toes, then all I will do is to irrigate 
them.

Now, don’t any one get excited and 
come here thinking they can get a 
job for people are here by the hun­
dreds looking for work. This is not 
Texas. You can’t find a place to 
stay or eat except in town. The 
roads are full o f tramps and there 
is some one here every day wanting 
a job. These farms are small, five 
to 40 acres. They call them ranch­
es. There are lots of chickens here. 
Eggs are 16 to 18 cents, and you 
don’t have to take anything to town. 
They pick up right at your door. It 
has rained here more this year, the 
old timers say, than since 1886. It 
never hails here and I have never 
heard it thunder since I have been

here. The wind and sand are not as 
bad as in Texas. Small grains look 
fine, but small acreage. Lots of this 
land is planted to cover crop ana 
then plowed under every alternate 
year. Some has been in cultivation 
for 100 years or more. Improvements 
are better than most West Texas 
farms. Taxes are $7.00 to $8.00 per 
hundred, water tax and all. If you 
buy land and don’t drill a well and de­
pend on the irrigation company, they 
charge you 810.00 an acre on top of 
the price of the land. If you drill 
a well it will cost you about $2,000 
for a well and motor pump, then you 
have to buy electricity which will 
cost SI 50.00 to S300.00 per year, and 
much of the land has to be fertilized 
every year.

I want to say “ hello”  to all my 
old friends—Uncle Bill Hyatt, Frank 
Goff, W. A. Johnson, Scotch Bill, W. 
F. Cathey, G. Brown, John W ade-- 
in fact, all the old timers. Please 
send me the paper to Turlock and 
stop sending it to San Diego.
