The Bond Jones, et al, No. 1, Foard 
is down 3,507 feet and is waiting for 
casing. The hole is 10 inches and 
a string of 8 and one-fourth, 32 
pound, new casing has l^en ordered 
from the mills and is expected to ar­
rive any day. Also, a new control 
'head has been included in the order 
with the casing and will arrive at 
the same time. They are drilling 
in black shale at this time- It is 
very unusual to go 3,500 feet with 
a  ten inch hole.

The Hanson-Anderson No. 1, Bird, 
went into action again Monday af­
ternoon after being held up a few 
•days on account of engine trouble. 
"Kiey are about the 500 foot mark 
and drilling in red shale.

The Ray Dawson No. 1, Hagins, 
eleven miles southeast of Spur, has 
been held up a week waiting the ar­
rival of casing. They have encoun­
tered some trouble with cavings. The 
casing is expected any day and was 
thought it would arrive last week.

The Humble ^No. 1, Matador Land 
and Cattle Company, on Section 26, 
in the Shock and Arnold Survey, is 
rigging up and it is thought will 
spud in sometime the first o f next 
week. This well is located about 18 
miles northeast of Spur and is to be 
a deep test.

The Dolman No. 1, O’Keefe, four 
miles southwest of Girard, is still 
idle waiting to get casing to go on 
down.

While attempting to shoot a wolf 
Saturday morning, Charlie Allen of 
McAdoo, shot himself through the 
left wrist, making a very painful 
wound. Mr. Allen saw the wolf a 
short way from his home and was 
trying to get at close range by hid­
ing behind an automobile. When he 
attempted to raise up to shoot the 
wolf his foot caught in some manner 
causing him to stumble. The gun 
was discharged in some manner and 
a full load of shot took effect in his 
left wrist.

He was rushed to the Nichols Sani­
tarium where X-Ray pictures were 
made. It appears that every bone 
in the wrist was shattered, but the 
outside bones may connect back 
enough to save the hand from hav­
ing to bo amputated.

He is resting very well but suf- 
imn much pain all the time. The 
physicians hope to be alble to save 
his hand and unless some complica­
tion sets in, they may be able to do 
ao. .

Croton Thursday

A message came to Spur by phon2 
Thursday afternoon that the Demp­
sey Gin at Croton was endangered 
by fire and asked that the Spur Fire 
Company go to the rescue. There 
was a strong gale blowing and the 
burr pile at the Dempsey Gin was 
burning and since it was located 
north of the gin house in course of 
time would have caused the destruc­
tion of the entire plant.

The Highway Department water 
trucks and the trucks of the Pitch- 
fork Ranch joined the Spur Fire 
Company in combating the flames. 
The trucks kept busy hauling water 
while the fire engine hurled it on 
the building and kept the flames 
back from the building. The fire 
was in progreJss from about 2:20 
o^Clock Thursday afternoon until 
about ten o’clock Friday morning be­
fore all flames were extinguished.

Members of the Highway Depart­
ment, the Ranch boys, the gin crew', 
neighbors and the Spur Fire Depart- 
bent all worked very diligently to 
get the flames under control. The 
gins at Spur sent their fire hose 
equipment out to be used, all of 
which was o f great assistance-

He was ransferred by automobile 
to the North Canii> at once where 
first-aid was rendered. The injuries 
were such that they made Mr. Adams 
v’ery sick just after the accident. He 
will be several days recovering from 
the effects of the wounds.

Lady Injured In
Car Wreck

.M iss Alice Worley, of Wake com­
munity, was dangerously injured in 
a car wreck Sunday evening. Miss 
W’orley and three friends had been 
in the CrosbytoA section Sunday 
ev'ening and they were returning 
home. After descending the hill into 
the Blanco Canyon they attempted to 
make the turn from the main high­
way into the old highway.

It appears they were driving fast­
er than they realized, and as they 
made the turn the car went into the 
ditch and hit an embankment, Miss 
Worley was thrown through the wind 
shield and glass cut her throat mak­
ing a long gash which required about 
20 stitches to close. She is a daugh­
ter of Mr. and Mrs. R. D. Worley, of 
Wake, and the second wreck in which 
she incurred injuries recently. Her 
father was with her in the first 
^Teck.

The -party who drove the car was 
saved only by bracing against the 
steering wheel. The two parties in 
the rear seat were thrown over into 
the front seat, but none of them re­
ceived any very painful injuries.

Soil Survey Crew 
Here Last Week

Members of the Goverment Soil 
Survey crew were in Spur last week 
looking over the soil condition and 
visiting at Spur Experiment Station. 
They were guests at the meeting of 
the Rotary Club last Thursday. 
Those present were E. H. Varnell, 
R. L. Srtiwartz, R. C. Madely, Dale 
Bidwell, R. Higginbotham, D. C. 
Lamer, R. L. Thigpin, L- F. Lawborn, 
J. M. Bird and Mr. Meredith.

In speaking of the work the re­
ported they have three piojects going 
at this time. One of these is the 
Adams Creek project near Vernon. 
One is the California Creek project 
near Stamford and comprises about 
700,000 acres. The ather project 
on Champion Creeks and Lone W olf 
Draw near Colorado, and covers 
about 250,000 acres.

The modern kitchen of the West 
Texas Utilities Company spent two 
days in Spur last week. The kitchen, 
which is part of a large trailer house, 
arrived here early Thursday morn­
ing and remained t^irough Friday. 
The personnel with the new kitchen 
were: Bob McClesky, L. B. Tillotson 
and Charles Story. Miss Frankie 
Haynes had been acting as home 
economist for the new kitchen, mar­
ried a few days before and is now 
supervising her own home kitchen.

The striking feature of the new 
kitchen is its compactness. The 
space was eight by ten feet and con­
tained all the modem conveniences 
any kitchen would require. It was 
eleotrically equipped with a hot 
water heater, stove, wanner, two 
cabinets, dishwasher, a frigidairc, 
closet for brooms and mops and 
storage, a mixmaster, an automatic 
toaster, waffle irons, a Slex coffee 
um, an automatic iron, a clock, a 
kitchen desk, telephone, radio, per­
colator, a sink with hot and cold 
water and a garbage disposal.

The kitchen was air conditioned 
and had indirect lights. The ar­
rangements were such that anyone 
could prepare a meal, and to secure 
any object in the kitchen would not 
be required to make more than one 
step in any direction. Yet it con­
tained everything that is needed for 
a modem kitchen and has more 
equipment than the average kitchen 
of present time.

Many people have complimented 
the New Deal Grocery and Market 
for the excellent meats furnished 
from the baby beef sold at the live­
stock sale Monday of last week.

The grand champion dressed out 
66.8 per cent while the calf the New 
Deal bought dressed out 88.31 per 
cent*

ell, an FFA boy of Patton Springs 
school. This was his feeding project 
for livestock and his instructor, Man­
uel W. Ayers, directed him in the 
work.

If a few markets will place suen 
meat as that before the people of 
Spur country it will not be long be­
fore people will be demanding the 
best meats. Most any one could tell 
the difference and people who 
bought this better type really ap­
preciated it. Some stated they d\d not 
think there could be so much dif­
ference in meats.
