Mahon Sees Deficit
Up To $170 Billion
In Next 18 Months

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
national debt could increase
by as much as $170 billion in
the next 18 months, Chairman
George H. Mahon, D-Tex.. of
the House Appropriations Com
mittee contended Monday

He said that during the new
fiscal year beginning July 1
alone the debt could climb $107
billion more than twice the
$51.9 billion deficit President
Ford estimated in the budget
sent to Congress Monday

“The huge deficits advertised
in the budget simply do not
represent the extent to which
the national debt will increase
this year and the next,” Mahon
said in a speech to the House.

Alarming Danger Signals

“It i clear that there are
some alarming danger dignals
at hand,” Mahon said, asking
whether further erosion of the
dollar will lead to another
devaluation. -

In his analysis of the budget,
Mahon said that the indicated
deficits — $34.7 billion in the
year ending June 30 and $51.9

billion for the following year

do not reflect the money
the government will be bor-
rowing from its own trust funds,
such as the Social Security fund,
which is invested in government
bonds. The borrowings, he said,
will be $8.3 billion in fiscal 1975
and $3.1 billion in fiscal 1978,
adding to $152 billion already
owed to the funds.

For various agencies financed
outside the budget, such as the
Export-Import Bank, the Postal
Service and others, the govern-
ment will be borrowing $13.7
billion in 1975 and $10.4 billion
in 1976, Mahon said, and other
off-budget financing will add $4
billion and $1 billion respectively
for the two years.

Shocking Debt Increase

“So for the two-year period
we have the shocking debt in-
crease of $120.4 billion,” he con-
tinued, ““Yet even this huge debt
is very probably understated.”

Mahon said Congress is not
likely to agree to many of
Ford’s proposals for cutting pro-
(grams ‘“‘mainly in the human

Rejection of these cutbacks,
|such as the 5 per cent lid on

Brazil Military Beckons To Democracy
