Four-Day Week Again
. A four-day ivork -week is b ack - 

In the news a fte r having been shunt­
ed, aside for an all too brief period.

, This tim e it is the Civil Service 
workers who soon m ay be working 
a  four-day, 40-hour week. _

The idea repoftedly -is being 
considered seriously. S ev e ra l other 
federal agencies already  are  ex- 
pdrim enting with flexible schedul­
ing, in which workers a re  perm itted 
to  choose their own starting  tim es 
oQ -a p articu lar day or during a 
fiv^-day work week.
'  'T he law at this tim e limits such 
workers to 3  five-day work week 

"With TTO inure ttian e ig h t  hours p e r -  
work day. Lim its a re  set, under the 
new proposal, requiring employes 
to be present, during certain  hours 
but. past that, the w orkers m ay de­
cide when they want to start.

How would this fit your busi­
ness'!’

Since 
then the GAO has reported  som e of 
the benefits of the flexible work 
schedules and four-day work week 
are reduced overtim e expense, and 
increased productivity.

Tax Blight Spreads 
South To Mexico

MEXICO CITY -  The United SUles’ 
belated diicovery that federal income tax 
can be unjust to the individual, as the 
U.S. Joint Economic Committee of the 
U^. Congress all but said recently, didn't 
surprise Latin Americans.

Although Mexico never accepted Al­
liance for Progress handouts, it did take 
some advice on fiscal reform from the 
U.S. Internal Revenue Service, including 
the training of its tax-collection people.

DATELINE W ASHINGTON—

In many Latin countries, Mexico 
among them, the citizens have felt them­
selves victimized by what is euphemistic­
ally called "tax reform,” thanks to the 
Alliance for Progress that the late Presi­
dent Kennedy proposed for Latin Ameri­
ca in the 19^ .

Mexico's tax take Increased and, 
under the currently more aggressive col­
lection procedures and newly decreed 
higher tax rates, the government expects 
to double its fiscal income this year.

Some, perhaps most, of those addi­
tional tax millions will be pqid by thoss 
the government says can afford to pay: 
by businessmen and industrialists.

WASHINGTON — Mention “petro­
dollars.” those billions and billions of 
dollars pouring into th^ treasuries of 
foreign oil-producing nations, and some 
Americans immediately express fears of 
Arabs buying controlling interests in the 
U.S. economy.

Although the predominantly Arab na­
tions that export their Oil tb the rest 
of the world reportedly took in $60 billion 
more than they could spend at home 
in 1974, leas than $1 billion was invested 
in American properties and equities, ac­
cording to the Treasury Department.

But while headlines focus on the 
investment _ of the oil nations (which, 
by the way^ invested another $10 billion 
in U.S. government securities and bank 
deposits in 1974), littfo attention is paid 
to major invlstments being made to 
the United States by non-oU nations, 
such as Japan, Britain, West Gwinany 
and Canada.

F o re i^  direct investments (that is. 
buying a company’s stock, buying tbe 
company, or starting ona from scratch) 
totaled an tttimated |2 billkm to |3 
billion to 1973.

Although much of' It was Arab 
money, the bulk was from countries 
that have been m a k i n g  direct in­
vestments in the United States for nearly 
a century and a half.

In the early 1800s, some $60 million, 
or 25 per cent of American equity 
holdings, was from foreign sources.

By 1960, the cumulative total of 
foreign investments in the United States 
was $30.5 billion, of which an estimated 
$6.7 billion was <in direct investments. 
And by 1972, the .cumulative total had 
climbed to $88.9 billion, with $14.4 billion 
in direct investments.

A look at some of the known ac­
quisitions by foreign interests in,. 1974 
reveals the non-oil pattern:

— A Weto^Oerman firm bought 90 
per cent of Cutter Laboratories, Inc.

— Britisi) financial Interesta bought 
100 |wr cent of Flrat Weatern Bank 
and Trust.

— Ar Japanese conglomerate bought 
SO por of -tbe aluminum division 
of American Metals Climax.

— A Swiss drug firm bought 91 
per cent of Alr-Wick InduatrleaNto<u .

— A Canadian firm bought^tf .per
cent of Energex Ltd. *,

— A Scottish firm bought 100 per 
( ^ t  of a (California winery.

And what were the billionaire Arabs 
doing in the United States last year?

They invested heavily in real estate, 
focusing on resort development potential, 
bought some stocks and dabbled in some 
industry.

But they made big headlines with 
their offer to buy ailing Lockheed 
Aircraft (a transaction that was blocked 
by existing laws dealing with foreign 
control of firms directly related to the 
national security).

And Iran offered a major loan to 
the equally troubled Grumman Oorp., 
another supplier of military aircraft. 
When the Pentagon also vetoed this deal, 
an Iranian bank jdned nine American 
banka in making a $200 million loan 
to Grumman with $75 milUon coming 
from Iran.

The Lockheed and Grumman deals 
are the 'so rt that provoke ■ kind of 
“the Arabe-are-coming” fear on Ca(>itoI 
Hill, where legislation has beeen proposed 
that would restrict direct foreign in- 

-vestmeota.
No one expressed great alarm, for 

example, when Spertaitourg, S.C., a city

of 45.000 persons, deliberately began in 
1960 to attract foreign firms and in­
vestors. Today, 4,055 Of the city’s workers 
sre employed by 24 foreign firms, none 
of them Arab controlled.

In recent testimony before the Joint 
Economic (Committee of C o n g r e s s ,  
Treasury Secretary William Simon ex­
pressed no dismay as he reported the 
$11 billion in (letro-dollars invested in 
the United States in 1974, of w h i^ ^ ly  
$1 billion was in direct investments.

One was "fiscal reform,” that is a 
perfecting of tax impoeition and collection 
so that no one escaped. The other was 
“ Agrarian reform,” that is the confisca­
tion of farmlands from those who owned 

^hem and their parceling out to the land­
less peasants.

But, so far as moat Mbxkan tax(My- 
ers are concerned, the important share ia 
that which is coming from their own 
pockets, the extra 10 centavos for a bottle 
of beer, toe extra pesos for a liter of 
gasoline, and the like.

Both were soak-the-rich programs, 
and very much in kne with Marxist aims 
and Latin leftists enthusiastically sup­
ported them.

Somewhere or other, it doesn’t seem 
fair to Juan Q. Pueblo that, on top of 
sha^ly higher prices that more than 
nullifi^ Ms last pay Increase; taxes 
should go up, too.
