The masses, wrote Schumpeter^ in

1942, didn’t credil capitalism with their 
affluence because they couldn’t un­
derstand any economic system as such. 
Schumpeter believed the masses only 
felt their daily f r u s t r a t i o n s  and in­
securities and didn’t see' the long-run 
gains from capitalism. He believed this 
system would fall, as Dr. Rogge puts 
It: “Finally, and very importantly, 
because they (masses) are taught by 
the Intellecfuats lo reMnt the capItalM 
system and its central figure, the 
businessman.”

Now, S3 years later, in an America 
which is confused e c o n o m i c a l l y ,  
Schumpeter's words hold true. We don’t 
understand our profit system. Too many 
businessmen worry more about their ex­
pense accounts and retirement benefits 
than they do about the enormously 
powerful economic engine we built. Too

WASHINGTON (KFS) -  Oc­
casionally, some grqat public miscon­
ception arises to hinder n a t i o n a l  
policymaking, and th*’ newest example 
— potentiaDy q u i t e  dangerous — is 
popular belief that our inflation and 
recession principally are caused by Mid­
dle Eastern oil producers.

Public opinion is clear enough
Pollster Louis Hsrris has Just released 
survey data claiming that “Three out 
of every four Americans blame the 
pietrQpowers for mflatkm and th e  
iWession.” t >

But when this belief is subjected 
to close financial scrutiny, it loses validi­
ty. For better or worse, petroleum price 
ramifications are a very minor part 
of u:s. stagflationAthe bulk of wh i c h  
stems from increasing government spend­
ing, deficits and borrowing.

As a result of the oil crisis, for
example, the average price of a gallon 
of gasoline in the U.S. has climbed 
from 40 to 65 cents. By way of contrast 
in Britain, France, Italy and Japan, 
the per gallon price hak increased by 
anywhore from 46 cents (France) to 
86 cents (Japan). At the same time, 
other U.S. energy cost increases have 
not been extreme.

Even the suggestion that petroleum 
prices have been highly inflationary in 
Europe is somewhat deceptive. Much 
of the European price rise has been 
occasioned by increased gasoline taxes.

Which brings us to fiscal basics* 
Runaway government. Endless spending. 
Endless debt. These are the fundamental 
dynamics of dangerous inflation in the

dustrial West As welfare statism boomed 
during the 1960s. so did the percentage 
of each country's economy accounted 
for by central- and local government 
outlays.

In the United States, all • levels of 
 ̂government spending reBTomted 33 per

^ r  cent in 1975. Much of this faicresnent 
has been achieved by deficit spending, 
with the result that the government has 
had to borrow vast suiAs of money.

T>et us remember that inflation first 
began to become noticeable in IM S  and 
1966 whef the Johnson administratioa 
decided to borrow on a large scale to 
finance both the guns of Vietnam and 
the butter of elaborate domestic social 
programming. Since that time, federal 
spending for health,' education and in­
come security has increased fmn $36 
billion a year -tô  $162 blDioa a year 
in fiscal 1976. And when July 4, 1976 
rolls around, we win have chalked u(l 
a 10-year budget deficit of at len t $200 
billion. Moreover, as we begin our third
