CAIRO — The reel and pervasive 
fear of a new war against Israel 
dominates every aspect of political 
discussion in Cairo, a fact that makes 
Israel’s use of the key Sinai pasM 
as her most important bargaining chip 
seem slightly hi^crous.

Some of the Perm ian Basin Em ­
pire residents who rem em ber Mc- 
C a m e y ’s Fifth Street of yester­
years, look forward to seeing its 
restoration. It was a madhouse of 
activity in the late 1920s and early 
’30s. To make it really realistic, 
however, it would be necessary to 
tear up all the street paving and 
concrete sidewalks. Fifth Street, 
back in the '20s, was unpaved^ with 
plenty of chug holes and mud holes.

WASHINGTON -  The United States 

has made secret preparations not to 
.seize but to protect the oil fields of 
the Arab oil sheikhs.

In public. Secretary of State Henry 
Kissinger has warned that the United 
States, as a last resort might take 
military action to prevent the oil 
strangulation of the West.

But in private, he has offered to 
help the petroleum potentates defend 
their fabulous holdings. He is worried 
that radical Arab groups may attempt 
to overthrow the conservative sheikhs, 
who have friendly ties with the United 
States. This could put the vast oil 
reserves of the Persian Gulf into hostile 
hands.

Secret intelligence cables report 
radical movements in most of the 
Persian Gulf states. Some of the un­
derground leaders, according to the 
cables, have spent time in Ru.ssia, China 
and North Korea. There is also evidence 
that they have received Soviet and 
Chinese arms.

We heard him proclaim it from the 
Lincoln Memorial; “I have a dream 
that one day this nation will rise up 
and live out the true meaning of its 
creed.”

(up flTS a ton or four fold higher than 
a year ago).

For example, the s t r a t e g i c -  
sheikhdom of Oman, which guards the 
entrance to the Persian Gulf, has been 
threatened by a radical uprising. There 
have been intelligence reports, too, that 
guerrillas have attacked Saudi Arabian 
outposts.

At least three other giant U S. cor- 
porations^Lockheed, Northrop a n d  
Ra>lheon—also have provided military 
services to Saudi Arabia. Now the 
Associated Press has discovered another 
civilian contractor, Vinnell Corp., which 
has agreed to train the Saudi National 
Guard to protect oil wells.

This corporate military aid has been 
coordinated quietly by a U.S. training 
mission in Saudi Arabia. Its duties go 
far be>ond training and deal with just 
about every aspect of military affairs, 
according to our sources.

The heaviest military support is 
going to the shah of Iran, whom Kiss­
inger has encouraged to become the 
protector of the Persian Gulf. Both the 
United States and Iran have gone to 
the aid of troubled Oman. The United 
States has just sent the omar of Oman 
a shipment of antitank missiles, complete

Pentagon officials, remembering how 
King Faisal withheld fuel from U.S. 
ships and planes in October 1973, wanted 
his pledge in return for military 
assistance that he wouldn’t participate 
in another oil embargo against the United 
States.

When Hollywood Comes To Washington The Country Parson

WASHINGTON — When Hollywood 
comes to the newsroom, we get “The 
Front Page,” if it’s the Chicago of the 
'20s, and “All the President’s Men,” 
if it’s Watergate. Well, the production 
of the Igtter is causing a stir among 
newsmen here understandably when the 
star, Robert Redford, hangs around the 
newspaper where the action will be focus­
ed.

That is The Washington Post, of 
course, whose team of Woodward and 
Bernstein won the Pulitzer for their 
paper with their Watergate reporting.

Redford is playing Woodward and 
Dustin Hoffman will be Bernstein. Fine, 
but who will play the editors, and what 
parts will they speak? Ah, that’s the 
question. Editors can be sensitive. That’s 
why The Post’s editors have a sort 
of veto over the working script which 
producer Walter Coblenz says “is con­
stantly being worked on.”

There must be some apprehension 
among the editors because Redford has 
spent many weeks sitting “inside” and 
learning how a paper- x«aUy operates. 
Indeed, far from becoming a fawning 
fan of our trade, Redftwd has developed 
doubts.

In February’s Ladies Home Journal, 
Redford is quoted as saying: “I think 
the press is a very intereklng institution 
that h a n ’t really b en  done In flbn. 
But certain members of,, the press art

capable of committing the same offenses 
that they are reporting othcxs for. 
Woodward and Bernstein, for example, 
made a couple of moves that were ex­
actly the sort of activity they were 
getting the goods on other peopl&for.

“I think there's terrific abuse of 
power by the press, and that’s confusing, 
because I also view the press, at least 
this year, as heroic. I’m indebted to 
them for exposing Watergate. But I’ve 
met very few people I didn’t feel to 
be corrupted. Of course, it’s easy to 
criticize until youjve had it in your 
lap.”

Well, Watergate has petered out. but 
the investigation of the CIA has great 
potential. Somehow there hasn’t been 
the splash over this story in The Post, 
and in other papers, that there was 
over Watergate.

There’s ev«i some muttering in this 
town that there might. be an affinity 
between those who would be shamed 
— or indicted — in a thourough in­
vestigation of the CIA and the power 
establishment in Washington, including 
some journalists and editors. But who 
knows?

Anyway, since Woodward and Bems-

Why not let Redford go out and 
do some investigative work on the CIA, 
so he can learn his part as a reporter 
for his film? Redford could fill in for 
Woodward, sniff around the CIA, the 
various saloons where former CIA Direc­
tor Richard HeTms likes to frequent, 
develop “sources close to the in­
vestigation,” maybe even a “Deep 
Throat” (the secret source in "All the 
President’s Men”).

By circumstance, Redford h a s  
already met Helms, whose sworn 
testimony on CIA matters is being 
reviewed for perjury. Helms dropped 
by the location of another Redford film, 
“Three Days of the Condor,” a spy 
story, and the two men chatted. Redford 
plays the part of a CIA agent in this 
one.

If, heaven forbid. Helms and the 
CIA investigation ever became a story 
the size of Watergate, Redford would 
have still another film to do. In fact, 
he could move his home to Washington. 
And maybe be could even play the role 
of Helms. They are handsome fellows 
and don’t  look like Watergate heavies 
at all.

But back to “All the President’s

casting the part of Ben Bradlee, The 
Post’s adventuresome executive editor. 
Bradlee is currently exploring the 
Amazon River, but when he gets back 
he should volunteer to play himself.

But to keep this all in the realm 
of make-believe, he could wear a rubber 
face mask of Humphrey Bogart, whom 
he resembles in demeanor, and utter 
those Bradlee speeches right from his 
own mouth.
