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Farm Prices Continue Slump 
As Consumer Costs Increase

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Farmers saw prices for the 
things ttiey produce plummet 4 
per cent between Jan. 15 and 
Feb 15. the sharpest of four 
consecutive monthly dtxlines 
that began last fall.

Last month the price index 
for commodities at the farm 
was 17 per cent below Feb 15. 
1974. the Agriculture Depart­
ment said F'nday Prices farm­
ers pay to meet expenses, 
meanwhile, held steady during 
the month but still were 12 per 
cent over a year earlier.

Oonsumers. however, are 
paying higher prices for food 
and those are ejpe<-ted to con 
tinue up at least through mid- 
197f, according to department 
economiata. But the gains in 
food prioes are expect^ to be

less .severe than those that hit 
shoppers last jear.

Official g«)\emment retail 
food price statistics for P'ebru- 
ar>- will not be release .̂, for 
al»ut three weeks. But the de* 
partmenl's report ?'riday in­
dicated those climbed again 
last month

P'arrn families paid 1 per 
cent more for food and tobacco 
in February than they did in 
January, the report said That 
index was up 13 per cent from 
a year earlier.

Department officials reported 
earlier last week that retail 
prices of farm-produced food 
rose again in January because 
of higher middleman charges 
for transporting, processing and 
selling products.

Thus, department experts

say, retail food prices will oon- 
|tkuie rifling despite the recent 
string of farm price declines.

The current farm price slide 
began last fall when Nov. 15 
prices were reported down 1.5 
per cent from mid-October. 
There was a 3 per cent drop on 
Dec. 15 and another 1.5 decline 
on Jan. 15.

Much of the 4 per cent drop 
in January-Februiary was due 
to a huge 24 per cent dechne m 
the cotton price index during 
the month. Prices of upland 
cotton, for example, averaged 
32 cents a pound, compared 
with 39 9 in January and 52 
cents a year earher.

But farm prices of cattle, 
corn, soybeans, wheat and eggs

They are young and vuiner- 
abie — easy prey lor men such 
as Karen’s 6-footrl inch, 300- 
poind attacker who poRce say 
choked the hie from her in a 
rundown Lexingten Avenue ho­
tel room Feb TSL with the sH- 
ver-colored metal chain around 
her neck.

He has m t yet been caught.
Karen had been in New York 

just one month. But her jour­
