The gvern-
ment said 7.7 million persons were
unemployed in November

PORT ISABEL, Tex. (AP) — Four
South Texas shrimp boats were in the
custody of the Mexican Navy today
accused of “illicit fishing activities in
national waters of Mexico.”

The boats, seized Thursday by
Mexican gunboats, allegedly within
the 12-mile fishing limit of Gulf
waters claimed by Mexico, were
taken to Tampico and Tuxpan, two
Mexican Gulf ports

The shrimp boats were identified by
the U.S. Coast Guard at New Orleans
as the Betty Margaret, the Fantomar
and the Miss Thriftyway of Brown-
sville and the Matsumoto Maru eof
Port Isabel

In Brownsville, the Texas Shrimp
Association, said it feared the seizure
was the resplt of pressure put on the
Mexican Navy to seize the shrimpers.
It was the first seizure of US
shrimpers by Mexican gunboats since
last March

T'he Job Corps is in the midst of a
recruiting drive in West Texas to
round up poor, unskilled, hopeless
and, sometimes, hapless, youth

The aim is to turn around the
vouths' lackluster lives, teach them
some money-making skills, and get
them out of the Job Corps and into the
labor market

“The whole idea is to get the
voungsters off the streets and
working so that they can become
productive citizens,”” said Homer
Sanchez, a high-level Job Corps
recruiter

Sanchez, state coordinator for the
Texas Employment Commission’'s
Job Corps recruiting efforts, and Job
Corps counselor Leroy Pollock were
in Midland this weeksto-voice the
scope and purpose of the 11-year-old
program

With “Sanchez and Pollock were
'EC Job Corps recruiting specialist
Ruby Freeman of Midland and two

corpsmen from the Gary Job Corps
Center at San Marcos.

Pollock, who counsels at the 2;200-
corpsman Gary center, said the Job
Corps —offers—- '‘tremendous op-
portunity'' for youths in its training
programs covering 26 trade skills.

Training periods last from six
months to two years

And during that time, the youths
may study for their high school
completion certificates through the
General Educational Development
(GED) program

Training at the centers spans the
building trades, such as carpentry
and masonry and heavy equipment
operation and maintenance, welding,
automotive mechanics, and food
preparation

To qualify for corps training, a
voungster must be between 16 and 21
unskilled, and living within the
poverty level

Moist climate keeps skin youthfu

By VIVIAN BROWN
AP Newsfeatures Writer

Go northwest, 'young woman, if
you'd keep your skin youthful looking.
It seems the “natural humidity and
moisture in the air keeps skin from
aging rapidly.’ So says makeup artist
Eduardo De La Madrid.

But all is not lost if you live in
another area. If you .apply
moisturizers to the skin, you might
get the same effect. Well-known —
Eduardo makes beauty forays into
cities and towns for a week at a time
all year — he was comparing skins in
different parts of the United States

“In Miami and New Mexico women
have dry skin because they spend so
much time in the sun. In Denver one
27-year-old girl had the kind of dry,
wrinkled skin a woman might have in
her late 30s. Sun and wind can age the
skin rapidly.”

In cities where women keep up with
fashion — San Francisco, Chicago,
New York and others — they may be
more attuned to beauty needs than
say, Seattle, where they spend a lot of
time outdoors, he points out. Even
though it lies in the moisture belt,”
Seattle women can dry their skins
prematurely by playing outdoors
without providing protection for their
skins

Some women tell Eduardo — which
he uses as his professional name —

wear makeup.'’ But he considers that
nonsense because ‘‘any husband
wants his wife to be attractive.”" If he
doesn’'t want her to make up it is
“because she doesn’'t know how to do
it or chooses the wrong colors or
something.”’ If she wants proof, she
should compare photographs of
herself in black and white and in
color. Color makes all the difference,
he says.

In fact when Eduardo, 35, arrives in
a town he is likely to shake all the
sleeping beauties — homemakers and
career girls who could be beautiful if
only they wouldn't take their looks for
granted.

“I tell them the truth ... not only
about their bad makeup ...their
wrinkled throats that need massaging
.. their hairdos that can be improved

. and how they are cheating them-
selves ..."’

He hears excuses, he says. ‘‘How
can I take 20 minutes a day for a
beauty program when I can hardly
keep up with the washing, cooking,
cleaning and children ...?"" is a typical
plea ;

“If a woman can't take 20 minutes a
day to improve herself, she will age

rapidly,” he tells the woman. It hits
home, he says
Women worry more about aging

than any other beauty factor, he has
found in his tours. He is national
makeup artist for Charles of the Ritz
and is its special events coordinator

In addition

to. providing makeup

advice, he provides information about
the effects of household pollutants on
the skin and offers exercises that will
help tighten flabby skin or ward off

deeper wrinkles.

‘“Makeup can protect against dust,
heat and the drying effects of air
conditioners in the home. At the same
time it can make a woman more at-
tractive if she must answer a knock

on her door.”

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Hugh Scott won't seek reelection

PITTSBURGH (AP) After 33
vears in Congress, Hugh Scott has
decided to end his elective political
career.

There was no fanfare, no exit in a
blaze of glory, as the 75year-old
Philadelphia lawyer called it quits at
a Pittsburgh dinner honoring another
Pennsylvania Republican.

There was also no news conference,
which he had often used with con-
summate skill to make his point
during the 16 years he served in the
House and the 17 more in the Senate
where he has been Minority Leader
since 1969. He has 13 months to go in
his present term.

In a brief, written statement
Thursday night he said he would not
seek re-election next year, alluding to
his already long service to his state
and his country and to a desire to
spend more time in rest and
recreation.

Never once did Scott mention the
currént controversy raging around
him, centering on charges he knew
about illegal cash contributions To
him from the Gulf Oil Corp. for almost
two decades

Scott has been generally silent since
the Gulf story broke, but his office
released a response on the subject. It
said g

“I have never knowingly received
any corporate funds from anybody
anytime. I am not going to have any

The Watergate special prosecutor’s
office is investigating the allegations
that Scott received $10,000 a year in
cash from Gulf, along with other Gulf
money matters.

Vice President Nelson A.
Rockefeller, who came to Pittsburgh
for the dinner honoring Pennsylvania
Republican leader George Bloom,
said he wes not concerned about the
reports and charges that Scott had
failed to respond to them.

*1 haven't seen anything of any
substance that he did ot comment on
forthrightly, simply and flatly,” the
vice president said.

Buf there are some who say Scott,
who tagged himself “The Affable
Tiger,"” was more a cat who ran out of
his political nine lives.

Scott’s biggest undoing was his
hawkish support of the Vietnam war
and his stauch defense of both
President Richard M. Nixon and Vice
President Spiro T. Agnew, who both
quit in disgrace, forcing Scott to make
a 180-degree” turn and cry
apologetically that he had been used
and lied to

But despite his lame duck status,
Scott isn't tossing in the political
towel completely

“I will campaign in 1976 as hard as |
know how to elect President Ford and

our Republican candidates at all

levels,’" Scott said.

His friends say he hopes to be a
strong voice at the Republican
national convention next summer in
Kansas City, possibly as chairman of
the - Platform Committee, .which
would create the policy for the party’s
presidential candidate.

Sen. Robert P. Griffin, RMich., the
assistant minority leader, and Sen.
John G. Tower, R-Tex, are considered
likely candidates to succeed Scott in
the leadership post.

President Ford arrives
in Indonesia for brief visit

JAKARTA, Indonesia (AP) —
President Ford arrived today for a 19-
hour overnight stay in Indonesia
which the U. S. government regards
as the central element in Southeast

Asian stability following the Com-
munist conquest of Indochina
President Suharto and his wife

greeted the American president and
his wife and daughter as they stepped
from Air Force One into a light drizzle
and temperature in the 80s. It had
been clear and near freezing when the
Fords left Peking nearly eight hours
before

The Indonesian airport welcome
included a 21-gun salute, a canopied
platform to keep the rain off, 40

honor guards and 400 journalists. But
the airport was closed to the public
and there was a heavy guard of police
and troops with automatic weapons

which Indonesia is a key country.”

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A & M, Hogs seek Cotton

LITTLE ROCK (AP) — For Scott
Bull, Texas A&M's victory over Texas
was like the death row inmate getting
a reprieve from the governor.

It meant a second chance.

Bull's first shot at-quarterback for
Arkansas in a “big game'' was a
disaster. It came against Texas Oct
18. That day, Arkansas lost five of
eight fumbles and Bull had three
interceptions. The Razorbacks went
down 24-18 and were counted out of
Conference race on
several fronts

Arkansas stuck to its knitting, as
Razorback Coach Frank Broyles likes
to say, and, with A&M's Victory over
Texas, is one victory away from the
Cotton Bowl.

“This is- what everybody strives
for,"” Broyles said. ‘“We don't have to
win two, three, or four games to
achieve our goal. It's down to just one

game."
The Razorbacks play A&M
Saturday at Little Rock. A victory

means a share of the SWC title and a
spot in the Jan. 1 Cotton Bowl against
Georgia

A&M is 6-0 in the SWC; Arkansas is
5-1, and Texas is 6-1. A three-way tie
would mean a trip to Dallas for the
Razorbacks because A&M and Texas
have played in the Cotton Bowl since
Arkansas lost to Louisiana State
University in 1966

The loser of Saturday's game goes

to the Liberty Bowl Dec. 22 against
Southern California
Bull says the A&M game is “‘another

chance for me to prove I can play well
in a big game

“Nobody said anything to me, but |

“I've seen all year, in films or on TV,”

Bull said. “‘I think we can run on
them, like no one has this year, and
score on them, like no one has."

A&M has been devastating on
defense. The Aggies lead the nation in
total defense, allowing an average of
175.5 yards per game, and in rushing
defense, permitting an average of 71.9
yards per game.

The Aggies have stopped their
opponent from making a first down on
65 per cent of their possessions.
Texas, which entered last week's
game as the highest scoring team in
the country, managed to make a first
down on only four of its 13
possessions

Bull started the season as Arkan-
sas' No. 2 quarterback, but took over
the starting role when Mike Kirkland
was injured in the third game of the
season: The loss to Texas has been the
Razorbacks' only black mark since
that time

Broyles said the Arkansas coaching
staff had been amazed at the progress
Bull had made and because of new
confidence, the 6-foot-5 senior had
become more adept at improvising —
making things happen

‘He's doing a heckuva job,” said
A&M Coach Emory Bellard. ‘‘He
gained a lot of confidence in the past
four, five or six games."'

ORLANDO, Fla. — Women in
some families run such a great risk
of cancer that doctors recommend
the removal of their breasts and
ovaries even though there are no
signs of the disease, experts
reported here Wednesday.

Both breasts of one 19-year-old
woman — whose mother, sisters,
grandmother, aunts and cousins had
developed breast cancer — were
removed as a preventative measure,
Dr. Henry T. Lynch of the Creighton
University School of Medicine in
Omaha told a meeting on cancer and
genetics here sponsored by the Na-
tional Cancer Institute and the Na-
tional Foundation-March of Dimes.

He and Dr. Joseph Fraumeni Jr.
of the National Cancer Institute also
reported on 14 other women from
four high-risk families whose ovaries
were removed even though there

Lynch said he
has recommended remaval of
ovaries in other cases in which the
patients belonged to cancer-prone
families.

But Dr. Fraumeni said a
microscopic examination of  the
ovaries after removal showed pre-
cancerous changes that could not
have been detected otherwise had
begun in three of the 14 women.

“Those ovaries are better in the
jar than in the body,” said Dr. Lyn-
ch, a professor of preventive
medicine.

FOR THOSE women who run a
great risk of developing cancer of
the uterus, Lynch said the removal
operation could be postponed until
the patient has given birth to all the
children she wants. The operation is
necessary, he said, because

diagnostic techniques now available
are not sophistigated enough to catch
the cancer in time to treat it suc-
cessfully in many cases.

Lynch said his study of 5,000 per-
sons in Omaha and Detroit shows
the risk of cancer increases largely
markedly if there is a strong family
history of the disease. If more than
three close relatives have cancer, he
said, a person runs a 22 per cent risk
of developing cancer himself. The
risk drops to 10 per cent if only one
close relative had cancer,

Lynch said one in 14 Americans
belongs to a cancer prone family.

As an example, he cited the family
of the 19-year-old woman whose
breasts were removed as a preven-
tive measure. Her two Sisters
developed breast cancer at an
unusually early age — 22 and 29 —
while her mother had it at age 42

and her grandmother at age 48. In
additien, he said, several aunts and
cousins had breast cancer in their
forties and fifties.

The odds on that woman develop-
ing breast cancer were as high as
50-50, Lynch said. He recommended
immediate breast removal because
the yearly X-rays required for early
detection of breast cancer would add
to her risk.

SOME TYPES of cancer appear to
run together in families, Lynch and
Fraumeni said. These include
cancers of the breast and ovaries,
cancers of the colon and the lining of
the uterus; and cancers of the
adrenal gland and brain. Men in
families with histories of female
breast cancer often have an increas-
ed risk of developing cancer of the
gastro-intestinal tract, especially of
the colon, said Lynch.

For this reason, he advised doctors
to keep an especially close watch on
members of cancer-prone
and cited the case of a family that

Florida's Lewis said sellers of
worthless stock generally do have the
wells drilled, but they know in ad-
vance they are attracting investment
to a dry hole

“They're not experts in the oil and
gas field,” he said. “They're experts
in securities fraud.”

Rusch advised state regulators to
investigate companies registering
securities, adding that high
marketing costs should be a ''red
flag'' to state officials

High-costs in that area mean
“they're concentrating on sales and
not oil and gas,'" he said

Lewis said investors should ask if
the securities are registered with
state and federal governments, get
everything in writing and consult

(AP) — Fugitive
radical Abbie Hoffman says the ar-
rest of a Patty Hearst—or anybody
else—can be accomplished when the
FBI wants it badly enough.

But ““. . .they have to use illegal
means,”” he told his friend, Austin
Sun editor Jeff Nightbyrd. “With
systematic use of illegal techniques,
anyone is vulnerable to capture.”

Nightbyrd reported in a copy-
righted story Thursday that Hoff-
man, perhaps the best known radical
still hiding from the law, was in
Texas around Thanksgiving and that
he interviewed him for two days.

Nightbyrd says Hoffman told him

Schlesinger would disappear into the
mists has been exploded by this fact:
Schlesinger is prepared to inform and
advise Ronald Reagan on defense
matters.

This does not mean the former
Defense Secretary summarily fired
by President Ford is joining Reagan's
presidential campaign. Schlesinger is
willing and eager to talk over defense
matters with any presidential can-
didate (‘“‘right on down to George
McGovern'). But Sen. McGovern has
not asked his advice. Reagan has.

Schlesinger's, willingness to advise
Reagan shows how badly he has been
misjudged by the White House. After
the national notoriety achieved by his
ouster in the Halloween Massacre,
Mr. Ford's advisers figured
Schlesinger would soon retreat from
the headlines to a cushy corporate job

Jimmie Oglesby quits

county attorney post

Jimmie D. Oglesby, Midland
County attorney since 1972, this week
announced his resignation from
public office and his intent to re-enter
the private practice of law in
Midland

The 38-year-old Oglesby, who has
asked the Midland Coufty. Com-
missioners Court to " make his
resignation effective Dec. .31, is
leaving office shortly before he
otherwise might have filed for. re-
election to a four-year term

“It's been quite a job,"" he said in an
interview late Thursday. "I really
have enjoyed it. It's a tremendous
opportunity for a lawyer to meet the
people, to deal with the people on a
daily basis.”

He said the job as prosecutor and as
the county's legal adviser is ‘‘so
beneficial to a lawyer who wants to
get experience and to develop.”

Though Oglesby did not formally
recommend a successor, he did say
that his assistant, Leslie Acker, by
law would take over the role of county
attorney until the commissioners
appoint a new county attorney

In his letter of resignation, Oglesby
told the commissioners and County
Judge Barbara Culver that he is not
leaving office ‘‘because of any
dissatisfaction or discontent; but,
rather, from a deep personal con-
viction that it is simply time for me to
withdraw from public office and enter
the private practice of law."”

Oglesby's first law job was as
assistant county attorney for 1%

DuBose. That tenure began in
January 1967 shortly after Oglesby
earned the law degree from Baylor
University and ended in September

appointed him to succeed DuBose as
county attorney. DuBose resigned to
re-enter private law practice.

In 1972, Oglesby ran unopposed on

Oglesby said his office doesn't
handle many ‘“weighty or heavy"
matters but that ‘“‘there is a
tremendous volume of work."”

Dutch government
resisting demands

AMSTERDAM, The Netherlands
(AP) — The Dutch government
showed no signs today of yielding to
demands of South Moluccan
nationalists holding more l)1an 60
hostages in the Indonesian consulate
in Amsterdam and aboard a stranded
train in northern Holland.

More than 150 police surrounded the
consulate in which six terrorists held
an estimated 30 captives, including 11
children.Sharpshooters were perched
on buildings around the consulate as
the siege entered its second day.

At Beilen, 90 miles to the north, 600
troops and 45 armored cars rein-
forced police and troops surrounding
a fourcoach local train in which five
terrorists  held 38 hostages. The
gunmen have killed three hostages
since hijacking the train Tuesday.

The terrorists are éxiles or sons of
exiles from the South Molucca islands
in the Indonesian archipelago. The
South ‘Moluccas were part of the
prewar Dutch East Indies and
became part of Indonesia when the
Dutch gave their vast island colony
independence in 1949. Thousands of
the islanders fled to Holland when the
Jakarta government took over after
‘an unswecessful rebellion in 1950, and

there are now about 40,000 South
Moluccans in the country

The train hijackers issued a new set
of demands Thursday, which in ad-
dition to safe passage out of the
country included admission by the
Dutch government that ‘“‘great in-
justice'' had been done to the South
Moluccan people and a Dutch
initiative for United Nations
mediation of South Moluccan
demands for independence

Premier Joop den Uyl and senior
cabinet members met though the
night to discuss the twin acts of
terror. Den Uyl said earlier prospects
for a quick solution were ‘‘verv
somber.'" The government
proclaimed a full alert of all royal
marine and state police units in the
country, \

The Job Corps is in the midst of a
recruiting drive in West Texas to
round up poor, unskilled, hopeless
and, sometimes, hapless, youth

The aim is to turn around the
vouths' lackluster lives, teach them
some money-making skills, and get
them out of the' Job Corps and into the
labor market

“The whole idea is to get the
voungsters off the streets and
working so that they can become
productive citizens,” said Homer
Sanchez, a high-level Job “TCorps
recruiter

Sanchez, state coordinator for the
Texas Employment Commission's
Job Corps recruiting efforts, and Job
Corps counselor Leroy Pollock were
in Midland this week to voice the
scope and purpose of the 11-year-old
program

With Sanchez and Pollock were
EC Job Corps recruiting specialist
Ruby Freeman of Midland and two

corpsmen from the Gary Job Corps
Center at San Marcos.

Pollock, who counsels at the 2,200-
corpsman Gary center, said the Job
Coxps offers ‘‘tremendous op-
portunity’’ for youths in its training
programs covering 26 trade skills.

Training periods last from six
months to two years

And during that time, the youths
may study for their high school
completion certificates through the
General Educational Development
(GED) program

Training at the centers spans the
building trades, such as carpentry
and masonry and heavy equipment
operation and maintenance, welding
automotive mechanics, and food
preparation

To qualify for corps training, a

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PITTSBURGH (AP) — After 33
years in Congress, Hugh Scott has
decided to end his elective political
career.

There was no fanfare, no exit in a
blaze of glory, as the 75year-old
Philadelphia lawyer called it quits at
a Pittsburgh dinner honoring another
Pennsylvania Republican.

There was also no news conference,
which he had often used with con-
summate skill to make his point
during the 16 years he served in the
House and the 17 more in the Senate
where he has been Minority Leader
since 1969. He has 13 months to go in
his present term.

In a brief, written statement
Thursday night he said he would not
seek re-election next year, alluding to
his already long service to his state
and his country and to a desire to
spend more time in rest and
recreation.

Never once did Scott mention the
current controversy raging around
him, centering on charges he knew
about illegal cash contributions to
him from the Gulf Oil Corp. for almost
two decades.

Scott has been generally silent since
the Gulf story broke, but his office
released a response on the subject. It
said

“I have never knowingly received
any corporate funds from anybody,
anytime. I am not going to have any

Swindlers hit bonanza
in many Southern states

ATLANTA, Ga. (AP) — 0il swin-
dlers are striking it rich in naive in-
vestors if not in petroleum, say of-
ficials of seven Southern states
meeting in Atlanta to plan strategy
against get-rich-quick schemers.

The meeting of state officials and
the federal Securities and Exchange
Commission (SEC) comes two weeks
after Florida Comptroller Gerald
Lewis filed suit in Miami seeking to
stop 15 companies from selling
allegedly fraudulent . oil leases in
Florida

Georgia Secretary of State Ben
Fortson, who estimates that as much
as $5 million in oil and gas rights has
been offered recently in Georgia, last
month ordered 35 firms selling oil
leases to cease doing business in the

state.
He branded their operations ‘‘an
imminent danger to the public.”
Officials say the companies

generally have addresses in oilrich
Texas or Oklahoma but try to sell oil
securities in other states.

An assistant director of en-
forcement for the SEC, Al Rusch, said
Thursday, “They don't want the local
district attorney knocking on
thedoor.”

He added, “You can't create an iron
curtain between state lines. That's
why it’s important for states to work
together."

Rusch said the energy crisis
boosted investor interest in oil and
gas exploration. He said $20 million
worth of securities was registered

with the SEC in 1973 under a special
exemption, and that figure was ex-
pected to exceed $40 million this year.

Some of the securities are sold by
legitimate independent  drillers,
Rusch said, but he added, ‘‘they seem
to be outnumbered now by the un-
scrupulous.”

Florida's Lewis said sellers of
worthless stock generally do have the
wells drilled, but they know in ad-
vance they are attracting investment
to a dry hole.

“They're not experts in the oil and
gas field,” he said. “They're experts
in securities fraud.”
