JUDGE WILLIAM POINDEXTER SPEAKS

ADDRESSES A LARGE AND ATTENTIVE 'AUDl'ENCE

IN THE

OPERA HOUSE ON THE LIVE ISSUES OF THE DAY.

FAVORS DEV

LOPMENT ON EVERY HAND OF ALL KINDS

——————

- The State Should Encourage Capital and Give ita Fair Deal.

The

A. & M. College Should Have Attention From The State
and Other Institutions Should be Looked After,

According to previous an-

ouncements in the papers and
Ztherwise. Judge William Poin-
dexter, the candidate for gover-
nor of the State of Texasarrived
in Lubbock on the evening train
from the north, and was met at
the depot by a number of his
friends and supporters and es-
corted to town, afterwards to
the opera house where awaited
him a large audience Lomposed
of men and women from all over |
town and the county.

By the time the hour of four
o'clock had rolled around, which
was the hour for the speaking to

begin, the large opera house was |

crowded and the speaker was

escorted to the platform where|

he was introduced in a few well
chosen words by Hon. O. L.

Slaton, president of the Lubbock |

State Bank.
Judge Poindexter began his|
address by stating that he had

traveled almost all over the great
State of Texas, from one side to |

the other, up and down, which
gave him an enlarged vision of
Q:e great State. He states that

‘e wassurprised at the great de-

velopment of this section of the
State, but realized that it needs
the assistance of more farmers
and more railroads to develop it

as rapidly as it should and in the

manner that would bein har-
mony with the hustling, progres-
sive class of people that are
coming here and who have been
here for years past. He could

see at a glance the great possi- |

bilities that are held out by this
country, and said they were such
that all men should earnestly
contemplate them, and should
stand with locked
a unit for the things that were
for the best interests materially
and morally. Mr. Poindex-
ter stands for more railroads
and more factories in the state,
and believes in the encourage-
ment of foreign capital, not for
the interest of the corporations
or individual who might bring 1t
shere. but because he felt that it |
would best serve the people of |
*&s sectlr)of the state in ama-
rial way.

He believed that capital indue-
ed to come into the State from
other states
fair deal, the same as an individ- |
ual.

The Judge dwelt at some
length on the question of court|
practice and believes that there
should be some radical changes |
in the way the courts are con-

ducted in the State. He states,

‘that there is too much time lost
in cases and too much money ex-
pended. He stated that a poor
man had no chance, that if he
was tried for an offense he was
usually convicted and sent to the
penitentiary and stayed there
till his time was out; while aman
with money could hire ‘‘legal

lent’’ who could twist around
the many technical points of the
law keep the case in court till the
witnesses die or left the State,
and finally get the case thrown
out of court.

His opponents in the race came
in for a good share of his com-
ments and though he handled
them in a manner that was alto-

Ihouse than students in a college.
| He states that if he is elected
: governor that he will see to it
that there is some changes made
around this college, and that the
| young men have decent houses
in which to live. He too touched
|on the Old Confederate Soldiers’
'Home, and advocated provisions
for homes for these old soldiers,
| that they may spend the balance
of their lives in comfort. He
'stated that the business of the
'State should be conducted the
same as any other first-class busi-
‘ness concern, so that they could
‘tell how things stood, and it
Iwould not be necessary to
.force a balance on the books
and charge a lot to profit and
| loss.

Judge Poindexter is opposed to
statutory prohibition, butis a
strong advocate of local option,
and believes too, that the only
g1fe method of dealing with the
saloon is by regulating the sale
of the article, and placing such
restrictions on the sale of liquor
that will practically close the sa-
loon in the State. .

The speech was well received
by the large audience, There
was the very best of attention
from the beginning to the end,

and though the speech covered
two full hours, there was no sign
of tiresomeness in the audience,
and he was heartily cheered many
times during the speech, which
showed that the people appre-
ciated what he said to the fullest
extent.

PROHIBITION ELECTION

An Election has been .Ordered to
Determine Whether or not In=
toxicationg Liquors be Sold

For scme time it has been in-
timated that there might be
some flaw in the local option law
of this county, and” though all
our people have always under-
stood that we had local option in
the county, and when it was
voted on some years ago it was
carried by a very large majority,
still some seemed to think that
all the requirements of the law
had not been complied with re-
garding the proper recording of
the result in the Clerks office,
and it was decided that in order
to make things very sure that
there be called an election to de-
termine again whether or not
there should be sold in Lub-
bock county intoxicating
liquors, hence the petition sign-
ed by a large number of the
people of the town asking for an
election.

The following is the petition
and order of the election, which
gives the people of this county
all the information necessary for
the election. The Avalanche
publishes this order so that the
voters of the county will know
about it and turn out to the polls
and say by their votes that they
do not want intoxicating liquors
sold within the bounds of the
county, and its attached terri-
tory:

There came on and was pre-
sented to this court, on this the
9th day of May, A. D. 1910, the
same being at a regular term of
this court, a petition addressed
to this court asking that this
court order an election to be
held in and for Lubbock County,
Texas, by the qualified voters of
said county, to determine whether
or not the sale of intoxicating
liquors shall be prohibited in said
Lubbock County, Texas, as is
provided in Title LXIX (69) of
the Revised Civil Statutes of the
State of Texas, and after care-
ful examination of the said pe-
tition the court finds that the
same is in proper legal from;
that the same is signed by more
than 250 qualified voters of said
county, and upon investigation
the court finds that there has
not been held in said county for
more than two years next pre-
ceeding the date of this order,
an election in which the same
proposition, or question, as
prayed forand set out in the
said petition, has been submit-
ted to the qualified voters of said
Lubbock County,

It is, therefore, ordered by the
Commissioners’ Court of Lub-
bock County, Texas, at the re-
gular term thereof in May, A.D.
1910, that an election be held in
and for Lubbock County, Texas,
on the 28th day of May, A. D.
1910, to determine whether or
not the sale of intoxicating
liquors shall be prohibited in said
Lubbock County, Texas, as pro-
vided in Title LXIX (69) of the
Revised Civil Statutes of the
State of Texas. Said election
shall be held in all the regular
voting precinets in said county,
at the following named places,
to wit; In voting precinct No.
1, the said election shall be held
in what is commonly known as
the County Surveyor’s office in
the court house in the town of
Lubbock; In ‘voting precinct,
No. 2, the said election shall be
held in what is commonly known
as the Sheriff’s office in the

bock; In voting precinct No. 3,

the said election shall be held in

monstrates the fact that we
have rain in this part of the
