There are twenty-two schools in
Lubbock county and attached coun
ties with twenty-two districts. For.
tyfour teachers will be employed in
the county schools, there being five
one-teacher schools, three, 3-teacher
schools, twelve 2.teacher schools,
two 4-teacher schools. Two of these
schools are attached to the Lubbock
county school system although they
are located, one in Hockley county
and one in Cochran county, these
districts being in counties attached
to Lubbock county. Every schoo! in
Lubbock county receives the maxi-|
mum of taxation, viz: fifty cents per
one hundred dotiars valuation
same holds true of the Hockley coun. |
ty distriet. This affords ample funds '
for the maintenance of a high grade’!
rural school system. \

The one district in Hockley coun-'
ty maintaining a school this year s
at this time building a twostory and
basement brick school building to
cost approximately $12.500, and will
be furnished with about $2500 worth
of fixtures and equipment Bonds
were recently voted in that county
for $15,000 to erect this building and
equip it. One teacher is employed in
this district and the grades taught

injure the tree to which it is applied.
If the proper material is used youw
can expect positive results.

The following are the more com-
mon insecticides and fungicides that

His opinions are|
more weighty on astronomical mat-
ters than any or all of the so-called |
weather prophets. Prof. Truman's

“I had not heard of the article by |
Foster to which you refer, but have
just answered some similar inquiries
to yours in regard to another article |
by a man named Porter, along the

“It is ‘a fact that on Dec. 17, and
for some days before and after that
date, six of the planets, Neptune, Sa-
turn, ‘Jupiter, . Mars, Mercury and
Venus, will be roughly in the same
direction from the sun, Uranus in

the n'[-p()sif(' direction and the earth
somewhere near at right angles
This is doubtless a very unusual
grouping, though nothing but a cal-
cutation WHhich it would takeé too Tong
to make would tell how often it oc¢
curs. I should think, nevertheless,
that this grouping or others equally
remarkable must have happened sev-
eral times in the course of recorded
history.

“However, no bad results are to
be feared from it. There is no evi-

dence of any influence of the planets

spots, for example; and it is highly
improbable that they do. And sun

spots have no influence on the weath-
er of the. earth, of which anyone
knows .
