Yet, It it true that practi­
cally every family in Lubbock county 

I keeps chickens and has always done

, plenty of protein. Animal protein 
is necessary to egg production. In 
summer it is supplied in part by 

(hugs, worms and other such food ob­

It 
is Ropied that the situation will Tooth 
en up rapidly, but Ihe miners have 
been Out forty days or naore and it 
will require several weeks to get the 
supply to rolling and points as far 
away from the mines as this, and wirti 
railroad conditioris congested as 
they are, there is a likelihood of Lub­
bock being scarce of coal for some 
time yet, and relaxation of the pres­
ent conservation'plans might result 
in much suffering should real severe 
weather strike us before the arrival 
of sufficient coal to supply the de­
mands.

We believe that within a reason­
able length of time there will be 
plenty of fuel for all purposes, but 
this cannot be immediately, and as a 
■fiitfe guard against a probable fur­
ther shortage at a time when the tem­
perature is flirting with zero.

short-time-practical-course in nursing 
wks airan^ d for those who wished 
to engage in this service work. There 
is every reasonable expectation and 
indication that thia service work ^ 1 1  
be either largely curtailed or elimi­
nated. while those women who have 
entered the war hospitals without 
sny extended course of study will be 
urged to associate themselves with s 
civilian hospital that maintains a well 
organized training school for nurses.

There is a large and unusual short­
age of nurses at the present time, due 
to excess calls at home on account of 
the influenza, and also because so 
many registered nurses, under-grad­
uates, and other women who might 
have entered training are still in ser­
vice. There it also an Increased sup­
port of the civilian hospital. Many 
persons have discovered during the 
past year that there is greater health 
benefit to be deriVed in a hospital 
than through treatment in their own 
homes. Furthermore, it is of greater 
advantage to a physician in that he 
ia able to treat more persons in less 
time at a hospital than through being 
obliged to make numerous calls in 
various parts of the city, or in any 
related community where he may
have patients.

It may not be necessary at this 
time to enumerate all of the aacri- 
ficcB the civilian hoapitala have made 
in the cause of patriotism. They did, 
without exception, contribute largely. 
iPnssibly there b  not s single hospital 
of the 8,600 in this country which 
has not contributed surgeons, doe- 
tors, nurses, dieticians snd their help, 

[besides being required to pay more 
I for their medical and surgical instru- 
!ments, equipment and supplies, and

Washington, Doc. 10.— Expres­
sions by government officials of re­
lief at the settlement of the nation 
wide strike of bituminous coal min­
ers were, coupled tonight with warn­
ings to the American people that 
early relaxation of the drastic re­
strictions on the consumption of coal 
must not be expected.

Fuel administration leader Garfield 
on receipt of word that the miners in 
Indianapolis had agreed to accept 
Preseident Wilsotf’s pToposal, declar­
ed tnat immediate removal of regu­
lations on soft cosl consumption was 
not to be considered. Director Gen­
eral Hines, in a formal statement,, 
asserted that the dislocation created 
by the strike could not be remedied 
instantly. The public, -Mr. Hines 
said, will be expected to continue 
conserving fuel until normal condi- 

jtions are restored, but just as soon 
I as practical restrictions wo^ld be re- 
'scinded or modified.

“ As a preliminary to bringing back 
normal conditions," the director said, 
“ coal will be allowed to run as order, 
except the tide water and'Wport em­
bargo will continue; orders placed 
for coal to western regions from Po­
cahontas and Allegheny regions will 
be cancelled, but coal billed on these 
orders prior to the .cancellation will 
be permitted to go and be expedited 
so that those cars can be' promptly 
released for mines.” <

The railroad administration. Direc­
tor General Hines anrfounced would 
aid in meeting the needs of other 
consumers by reduction of its supply 
to a ten day margin. The adminis­
tration has been maintaining a fif­
teen daya supply.
• While those two government agen­
cies directly concerned with distribu­
tion of the svailable supply of bitu­
minous coal—which, it is estimated, 
has been cut 000,000 tons by the 
forty day strike—were issuing their 
warning. White House officials in­
dicated that steps would be taken im­
mediately to carry out the provis­
ions of the president’s proposal re­
lating to investigation of wages and 
working conditions in the bituminous 
fields by a commission of three. In 
fact, it was intimated that the presi­
dent already had practically decided 
on the appointments to the commis­
sion and eras awaiting onlv the re- 
turn of Attorney General Palmer 
from Indianapolis before announcing 
the names of the three members.

Operators from all of the larger 
bituminous fields of the country who 
have been here awaiting develop­
ments from the miners’ meeting in 
Indianapolis, issued a statement to­
night in which they said:

“ We are pleai^ that the miners 
have voted to return to work and 
that the public ran he promptly sup­
plied. Realising the imperative need 
of coal in txrge quantities, the op­
erators stand ready now, as in the 
past, to bend all Uielr energies to­
ward a maximum production, begin­
ning at once."
