A tenUtive sUtem'ent of the num­
ber of votcc to which each county 
srill be entitled iu the Democratic 
Bute convention to be held on May 
26 is presented below. The compila­
tion has been made in rei^nim to 
inquiriOB from a number of citizens 
as to the convention voU of certain 
counties. No more than tenUtive in­
formation can be gWen at thii time, 
fur the reason that' the SUte Exec­
utive Comraittec has not yet fixed 
the badis of repreeenUtion. Four 
years ago then committee used 
the basis of represenUtion set forth 
in the primary election law (Article 
2142), provided as to the SUte con­
vention which has to do with the nom­
ination of candidates for Sute of­
fices.

The present committee, may do the 
same, or it may provide a different 
basis Assuming, however, that it 
shall use the same basis, which is one 
vote in the Sute convention for each 
600 votes cast in the county for the 
candidates for Governor in the last 
preceding primary eieetion, and one 
vote for s major fraction of 500, no 
county to have leas than one vote—  
if this bests shall be uacd the conven­
tion votes wil] be i i  is shown in the 
last column of the subjoined Ubie.

The toUl number of votes in the 
convention will be 1,409, as compar­
ed with 986 votes in 1918, the in­
crease being due to the large number 
of votes cast in the primary election 
o f IMS. The convention votes of 
ceruin of the larger counties have 
increased very materially. Dallas rises 
from 38 te 66; Tarrant from 27 to 
49, and Harris from 29 to 48. The 
gain in Bexar county is smaller— 
from 27 to. 34.

In presenting thb Ublc, which 
shows, as a basis tor the conventaoa 
vote, the vetee cast for the candidates 
for Governor in the primary election 
of 1918, attention w calM  to the 
fact that the returns from Crockett, 
DelU, Duval, Glasscock, Moor* and 
Reeves counties are as unofficially re­
ported to The News.

Throughout 
the land pleasure resorts of various 
kinds have developed. All have 
their special advantages and induce­
ments. Some emphasize health 
features, some natursl scenery, 
others social and intellectual advan- 
Uges, others religious, and still 
others pure sport, such as hunting. 
Ashing, and Iwthing. I
' Many of thSMS places ace good^and 
wholesome. They fumitii recrea­
tion and rest for, tired minds and 
wearied bodies. But the point is, 
that these unconsciously detract 
from the home as a social center. 
During the days of rest and recrea­
tion, when attention can be given to 
social functions, the home is usually { 
closed and family goes elsewhere for 
recreation. And this writer pleads 
guilty.

A second factor ia found in the 
development aad multiplication of 
traasporation facilities. The home 
has found itself more and more de­
serted as methods and convcaiences 
of travel have developed. In the 
days of the ox-wagon, or later, when 
we improved the wagon, and hitched 
the horse to IL or still later when the 
buggy esme into use, it waa not 
practicable to go thirty or forty 
miles for only a day's or an eve­
ning's outHig.

Dallas, March 22.—Figures issued 
recently by the United Statca’ De­
partment of Agriculture on crop 
production and acraagaa for 1919 are 
of the ntmoat importance to the coun­
try as a whole and aspacially to the 
floath. according to a atatement of 
D. N. Barrow, agronomist of the 
Texas Industrial Congreas. The gen­
eral prosperity of tha United Stataa 
during the past year has been un­
precedented. and is due chiefly to the 
rulue of Ha cron production amount­
ing to a grand total of more than I 
fifteen and three-quarter billion dol­
lars Of this tremendous sum. fifteen 
Southern States, embracinis the cot­
ton helt. contributed orer seeen bil­
lion dollani

"While there haa been an increase 
in the xalue of the cotton crop, this 
tuOToase haa not been In proportion 
to the total increnai."

Froth, clean eggs, properly pre- 
aerved, can be used aatitfactorily for 
all purposea in cooking for the table.

When eggt preserved in water 
glaaa are to be boiled, a amall hole 
rthootd be made m the shell with a 
pin, at the large end before placing 
them in water, to allow the air in 
the egg to escape and prevent crack-; 
ing.

Here is a good thing to paste in 
your scrap book— or maybe in your 
poultry house somewhere. It is the 
method for the preservation of eggs 
— something about which the av­
erage farmer knows but Very little 
and about which he ought to know 
much. The methods are recom­
mended by Hari7  M, Lamon, senior 
poultryma^. Animal Husbandry div­
ision, o / '  the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture.

T^e methods are the water-glais 
and the time imtthods,

ihie water-glass or sodium sili­
cate, has been found to be good.

Use one quart of water glass to 
nir\e quarts of water that has been 
boiled and ôole<l. Place the mix­
ture in a live gallon crock or jar. 
This will be sufficient to preserve 
IS dozen eggs and will serve as a 
guide for the quantity needed to 
preserve larger number of eggs.

Clean a five gallon crock, scald 
it and allow_ it to dry.

The eggs should be placed in the 
solution. If a suffleient supply of 
eggs are not obtainable when the 
solution is first made more eggs may 
be added from time to time. At 
least tw  ̂ inches of the solution 
should cover ,,̂ he eggs at all times.

The crock containing the eggs 
should be kept in a cool, dry place, 
well covered to prevent evaporation. 
Waxed paper put on or tied around 
the top of the crock will answer this 
purpose.

Here is a second beat method 
that can be used when the water 
glass cannot be obtained. , Many 
think that it is as good as the other, 
although in some instances the lime 
penetrates the shell and the em  
tastes of lime.

Dissolve two or three pounds of 
unslacked lime in five gallons of 
water that has prvytiously boiled and 
allowed to coob Allow the mixture 
to stand until the lime settles and 
the liquid is clear. Place clean, 
fresh egjgs in s clean eartkwace 
crock or jur and pour the clear lime- 
water into the- vessel until the eggs 
are covered. At least tsro inches 
of the solution should cover the top 
of the eggs.
