Washington, Aug. 15 The admin-
istration tax revision Bill was laid be-
fore the House of Representatives
today after the Republican member-
ship-of-that“Sody 1 ronference had
changed it 80 a8 to maké repeal of
the excess profits tax and the income
surtax rates in eéxcess of 32 per cent
effective next Janmuary 1, instead ‘of
last January 1.

on the basis of prev-
estimates would result

in the .corporations and individuals
with Targe incomes paying to the
government in the next calendar
year something like $200,000,000
more than they would have paid had
the administration plan of making
the repeals

retroactive previatled.
Total tax reductions )ur this fiscal
year under the bill as revised were
estimated by some majority members
of the ways and means committee at
$350,000,000 as against approxima-
tely $650,000,000 planned by com-
mittee Republicans and the total tax

yield is about $8,200,000,000

As a result of the changes made
by the Repubiican conference major-
ity nmittee: members further

amended the bill before 8 present-
ation in the House so as to make the
corporation income tam twelve and
one-half per cent after January 1, in-

stead of 15 per eent as originally

planned

The manufacturers’ tax on cereal
beverages will be six cents a gallon
instead of twelve cents. Under plans
adopted by the party conference, the
bill will be taken up in the House at
11 a. m.
