CANYON, Texas, May 22—In
speaking of the bill whish Senator
Sheppard has introduced to estay-
lish a dairy farm at Dalhart, Prof.
Phillips of the Agricultural Depart-
ment of the ﬂst Texas State
Toncherﬂ‘ College had the following
to say:

“I think Senator Sheppard is cor-
rect in his statement that as the
large ranches are broken up into
smaller farms and there is a de-
crease in beef ecattle production,
there wil be corresponding increase
in the number of dairy farms on
the Plains. At the present time
there are many farmers who are
interested in the best type of .dairy
cow for this kind of balanced ra-
tion which can be fed to dairy cows
from the feeds produced in this
section of the state.

With three dailies and two weeklies
stock in Lubbock newspapers will not likely be
very profitable, for the town is not really a one-
daily town, and should certainly not have more
than one. Amarillo is another town that .has
three dailies when one would suffice. Publica-

The conception of this order was
sublime and appealed to the highest sense of the
nation at large, then staggering under the appalling
losses of the war of the Rebellion.

The mystic chords of memory, stretching
from the thousands of battle fields and the mil-
lions of patriotic graves. distributed all over our
great nation, to every home and hearth within its
boundaries, compelled instant approval of the
Memorial thus inaugurated. All home loving, law
abiding and patriotic citizens, enthusiastically and
universally endorsed it; many of the states legal-
ized it, and at this time it is nationally accepted
and observed as the silent, yet eloquent Memorial
of the Grand Army of the Republic, and of every
soul that ever “‘sacrificed, suffered or served” in
behalf of the unity of our native land and its in-
stitutions.

If you, who stayed at home, or you who
went and returned, could wake those. who sleep
and ask of them why they gave their lives. what
would be the splendid chorus of thoese hallowed
dead. Go to God's Acre yaurself. Stand before
the tomb of him who died at Saratoga, or at
Gettysburg, or on the scarlet hills of Champagne,
and in all faith and humility ask him to answer.

No need to write his answer. It will be writ-
ten in your heartt God grant you heed that
answer, and on Memorial Day, guide your con-
duct as to make him glad that he died for Ameri.
