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SHORTAGE OF 
CITY WATER IS 

BIG THREAT
\  s  %

That the City of Muleshoe is in dire 
danger of a water shortage during the 
summer months is the statement made 
by Mayor A. P. Stone at the Kiwanis 
meeting held last Friday noon. This 
danger, said the mayor, has been 
growing for months past, and is now 
more eminent than ever before.

The present pumping plant was lo­
cated at the municipal well in 1927, 
the underground water level then be 
ing at one of its highest points. The 
pumps installed were built to take care 
of a suction lift of 13 feet, whereas 
they are now sucking water from about 
20 feet distance. Neither of the two 
pumps in the city well are working at 
any ways near their maximum effi­
ciency, one of them pumping about 
155 gallons per minute while the other 
one lifts approximately 160 gallons per 
minute. The pumps while operating 
well under conditions as they were at 
the time of installation, are not really 
of the type needed for water level 
fuctuations and lifting the large quan­
tities of water needed for growing 
municipal puropses, a turbine centrif 
ugal type pump being more desirable.

Present indications are that by care­
ful conservation of the limited supply 
it may be possible, though doubtful, to 
furnish enough water for household 
usage of the town’s residents; 
with none for garden or lawn irriga­
tion.

Tax Payment's Short
Mayor Stone insists that the city 

practically has its hands tied in 
coming the present water shortage be­
cause of no money with which 
make needed additions and improve­
ments. Delinquent taxes are mount­
ing higher each year, and unless there 
is some payment of taxes very prompt­
ly indications are even the present 
water supply will be still further di­
minished.

Municipal taxes collected this year 
to date total $1,740.62. Delinquent 
taxes still unpaid for the past year 
are. $1,200.39 for 1930; $2,504.12 for 
1931 and $3,040.61 for 1932, or a total 
of $6,745.12.

By cutting all necessary running ex­
penses of the city as closely as possible 
payments of all warrants and bonds 
coming due have been made up to and 
including June 1, this year, but with 
the heavy delinquency* of taxes it is 
now clearly evident future indebted­
ness will have to be defaulted until 
such a time as the city treasury has 
been replenished.

The water shortage is something 
that will effect every business man and 
householder within the city limits, and 
wherever it is at all possible citizens 
who are delinquent in their tax pay­
ments are urged to call at the city 
hall and make such payment as is pos­
sible for them to make. Present water 
conditions indicate that unless some 
taxes are paid the supply already in­
adequate for all purposes will become 
pracitcally nil within another 30 days.

Federal Fund Grant 
Will Demand Extra 

Law Body Meeting % %%
"Within the next few months the 

City of Austin is going to be the bus­
iest place in Texas," commented James 
E. Ferguson, principal advisor and 
mouthpiece for his governor wife 
when the Federal appropriations are 
available for expenditure.

Information was received at th( 
governor’s headquarters Monday morn­
ing that between $250,000,000 and $300- 
000,000 Federal funds would soon be 
available for expenditure, Texas get­
ting her. quota of that sum.

It has been estimated that between 
$18,000,000 and $24,000,000 will be the 
part to be received by this state, 
large portion of which will be 
pended by a special Relief committee 
appointed by the governor to handle 
the funds. Heretofore it had been an­
ticipated that most of this sum would 
be turned over to the State Highway 
Commission for road building through­
out the state; but at this time it ap­
pears this Commission will have little 
to do with the funds expenditure.

Ferguson also announced there 
would be a special called session of 
•he Legislature early in September. 
Such session would be necessary 
pass enabling legislation in case the 
citizens voted favorably on the pro­
posed $20,000,000 state bond which 
comes up August 26. There will also 
be other important financial matters 

•for consideration, it is said.

ASSUMED NAME FIRMS MUST FILE A 
CERTIFICATE OF OWNERSHIP IS THE 

DEMAND OF STATUTES IN THIS STATE
There are plenty of business men 

operating in the various counties 
throughout Texas who do not know 
there is a law requiring that any bus­
iness concern being operated under 
an assumed name shall file with the 
county clerk of the state sub-division 
wherein located a certificate giving 
the style of the name assumed by the 
owner or owners, also the names of 
the person or persons interested in 
operating that particular concern, ac­
cording to County Attorney Cecil H. 
Tate.

Publication of such business organi­
zations is mandatory under the law, 
the cost of filing same being $1.00, and 
punishment for failure to comply with 
this particular law being a fine of not 
less than $25.00 nor more than $100, 
each day of delay and failure to com ­
ply with the law constituting a sep­
arate offense.

Corporations are not required to 
make such filings, according to Mr. 
Tate's interpretation of the law, their 
charter granted by the state carrying 
the necessary information and being 
considered sufficient; but organiza­
tions operating under a trade name, 
or any Individual transacting business 
under any assumed name of any kind 
other than that of his own must make 
such filings.

While Attorney Tate did not inti­
mate he would take any action against 
concerns in Bailey county failing to 
comply with this provision of the law, 
yet he did emphasize the advisability 
of complying with it, pointing out some 
of the benefits and protections accru­
ing to assumed name firms, and the 
possibility of unnecessary cost in fines 
for failure to meet this particular legal 
provision.

house shows the record of assumed 
name firms has been kept since 1926, 
in that year there being five such cer­
tificates filed. In 1927 there were four 
certificates filed; in 1928. nine; in 1929 
three; in 1930, six; in 1931, none, in 
1932, 13, or a total of 40 certificates 
the record began. Many of these con­
cerns listed have long ago passed out 
of business existence, some of them 
have changed owner personnel and 
said certificates have not been pro­
perly revised, while it is also known 
there are several other business con­
cerns operating in Muleshoe and other 
places in Bailey county who have 
made no attempt whatever to comply 
with the law.

The law applying to this particular 
business requirement, reads as follows;

“No person or persons shall carry 
on or conduct or transact business 
this state under any assumed name or 
under any designation, name, style, 
corporate or otherwise, other than the 
real name or names of the individual 
or individuals conducting or transact­
ing such business unless such person 
or persons shall file in the office of 
the county clerk of the county oi 
counties in which such person or per­
sons conduct, or transact or intend to 
conduct or transact such business, t 
certificate setting forth the name un­
der which such business is or is to b< 
conducted or transacted, and the true 
or real full name or names of the per­
son or persons conducting or transact­
ing the same, with the post-office ad­
dress or the addresses of said person 
or persons.

“Said certificate shall be executed 
and duly acknowledged by the per­
son or persons so conducting or intend­
ing to conduct said business in the 
manner now provided for acknowledge­
ment of conveyance of real estate. 
(Acts 1921, p. 142).’’

LEGISLATURE 
HAS CLOSED ITS I 

LONG SESSION% s v
The 43rd Texas Legislature Thurs­

day of last week completed the longest 
continuous term any lawmaking body 
ever has been in session in the state, 
the term of service lacking only one 
week of five months in duration.

The legislature cut the appropria­
tions by one-fourth under the last leg­
islature and liberalized blue laws to 
permit betting on horse races, made 
prize fighting permissible and submit­
ted propositions to legalize the manu­
facture and sale of 3.2 per cent beer 
and repeal of the 18th amendment.

The prohibition propositions will be 
submitted to the electorate at a special 
election on August 26.

Among other proposals submitted at 
that election will be a $20,000,000 bond 
issue, proceeds of which would 
used to relieve unemployment and to 
supplement funds of the United States 
Reconstruction Finance Corporation.

In event the bond issue should carry 
it would be necessary for the legisla­
ture to meet in sepcial session to pass 
legislation putting the relief legislation 
into effect.

As they were leaving the capitol city, 
it was generally agreed by members 
of this law-making body that a sepcial 
session would have to be called for 
sometime during the month of the 
coming September.

Prompt Action Of 
West Texas Needed 
On Good Roads Plan %%%

That it is now up to West Texas 
citizens to get busy in securing their 
pro rata part of the Federal money to 
be expended in this state in the near 
future, is the statement of J. C. W at­
son, secretary, South Plains Good 
Roads Association, who was in Mule­
shoe Wednesday in the interest of that 
organization.

It is now an assured fact that Texas 
will receive between $18,000,000 and 
$24,000,000 federal money to be expend­
ed on state highways, none of this 
money having to be returned to the 
government.

At the meeting of the South Plains 
Good Roads Association held in Lub­
bock, April 28, this year, the move­
ment for securing this big fund was 
initiated; to this organization goes 
largely the credit for the suggestion 
which has finally produced this fund, 
and, therefore, this section is entitled 
to its share of the sum appropriated.

It is a well known fact that, re­
gardless of the matter being originated 
in West Texas, that leading towns 
and cities of East and Central Texas 
are now laying their plans to secure 
the major share of this big sum, and 
it is squarely up to the citizens of this 
western area to get busy immediately 
to protect their own interests in se- 
cuuring more good roads, Watson said.

This week a drive for increased mem­
bership in the Texas Good Roads As­
sociation is being begun, as a means 
of securing immediate funds for pros­
ecuting the campaign and showing to 
the Texas Highway Association the 
interest of West Texas in good roads. 
It is the desire of leaders of this sec­
tion that the South Plains Good Roads 
Association shall make a strong show­
ing of increased memberships in behalf 
of this very important movement. 
Bailey county has been assessed for 
75 memberships, which should be eas­
ily raised, said Wilson, and a com­
mittee should be appointed immediate­
ly for such action.

Penalties On Taxes 
Graduated, Second 
Payment Due June 30

% *  %
Jim Cook, Bailey county tax collec­

tor, is in receipt of an opinion rela­
tive to paying of taxes and delinquen­
cy penalties from the attorney general 
of the state to the effect that if no 
payment of taxes has been made 
the 1932 taxes Senate Bill No. 262, 
which provides for remission of penalty 
and interest, will be effective. How­
ever, the ruling says, if the first half 
payments have been made and the 
taxpayer fails to make the last half 
payment before July 1, the full penalty 
and interest will be charged.

All taxes delinquent on or before 
February 1933 may be paid with only 
one percent penalty and no costs if 
paid prior to September 30, 1933, Mr. 
Cook said.

In view of the opinion sent Mr. 
Cook it is especially urged that taxpay­
ers who paid the first half of their 
1932 taxes, pay the last half before 
June 30. because the provision of the 
Senate bill remitting penalties and 
interest will not apply to this last half 
of the 1932 taxes.

County Judge J. E. Adams states 
that Bailey county is now in dire need 
of tax money. All county officials have 
received only one-half their salary 
checks for the past two months, many 
other bills have only been partly paid 
and some not paid at all. Probably 
never before since the county’s organ­
ization has the treasury been so low 
in available funds, the Judge said.

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TEXAS 1933 WHEAT CROP IS
SMALL BUT MORE PROFITABLE

Texas wheat growers with a crop of 

about 15,000,000 bushels this year will 
get a real profit from their crop that 
was lacking in the 1932 harvest of little 
less than 30.000,000 bushels.

Last year they received from 23 to 
30 cents for their wheat, according to 
location and time of harvest. This year 
they will probably get from 54 to 60 
cents.

With costs of plowing, planting and 
harvesting about the same each year, 
farmers expect to show “money in the 
bank" from this year's operations—and 
that also holds good with reference to 
oats and barley.

Oats are expected to bring the farm­
er from 18 to 22 cents, while last year, 
they sold at 7 to 10. Barley probably 
will sell at 25 to 27 cents, compared 
with considerably less in 1932.

WHEAT LOANS ARE EXTENDED
Time for granting winter wheat 

loons which were supposed to have 
closed May 31, have been extended un­
til June 15. according to announce­
ments of officials in charge.

The maximum amount of loan allow­
ed any one applicant is $300 and he 
must agree to use 30 per cent of his 
land for other crop growing purposes.

Palo Duro Canyon 
To Be improved As

A National P a r k
•

The 30 year dream of Texas Pan­
handle citizens for a national park in 
the Palo Duro canyon became a reality 
last week when President Roosevelt 
signed a document to that effect. On 
the other hand, owners of the 14,466 
acre tract in that canyon have agreed 
to convey the land to the state under 
consideration of the Federal govern­
ment establishing at least three for­
estry camps there for improvement.

The Federal government has agreed 
to establish four camps in this particu­
lar canyon and to expend the sum of 
$72,000 during the coming six months 
in building roads, bridle paths, water 
dams, forming lakes, establishing boat­
ing, swimming and fishing places, erec­
tion o f stone buildings for administra­
tion purposes, trimming the trees, 
planting additional trees and cleaning 
out the underbrush. None of the 
money used by the government for 
these purposes will have to be repaid.

The president's signature also pro­
vided for another state park in the 
Panhandle to be known as Palisades 
park and located about 12 miles south 
of Amarillo. Two hundred men will be 
given work for six months on this one 
park.

It has been estimated that $90,000 
will be expended on the two projects.

A  Million Dollar Kitchen
WOULD food taste better to you 

if you knew it was prepared 
in a million dollar kitchen? As a 

matter of fact, you eat food from 
a million dollaf kitchen practic­
ally every day of your life—at a 
cost of a few cents to you.

Director G. H. Hecke, head of 
the California Department of 
Agriculture coined the "million 
dollar kitchen” phrase in speak­
ing of canned foods. A recent 
editorial in the Los Angeles 
Times quotes Director Hecke’s 
reference to canned foods as “ pre­
pared in a million dollar kitchen, 
under expert supervision with all 
the latest methods of testing, ac­
companied by the accuracy and 
skill of modern cooking and prep­
aration.”

Canner Aids Farmer and 
Housewife

The Times says, in part: “ The 
canning industry has made tre­
mendous progress in the past flf- 
ten years, having grown to a

point where today it represents 
an annual business of approxi­
mately $90,000,000 in California 
alone. It has become the right- 
hand man of agriculture, so to 
speak.

“ Look in the most particular 
housewife’s pantry and, lo, her 
shelves are well filled with 
canned goods of many sorts. She 
will tell you that the canners 
have secured the choicest fruits 
and vegetables for their process­
ing, that they have obviously used 
the utmost care in their prepara­
tion and that they have preserved 
beyond the scope of many a 
woman’s kitchen equipment, the 
flavor and value of the foods.

“ And from an economic stand­
point, the canner saves agricul­
ture from a heavy annual loss. 
The amount of fruit and vege­
tables which can be consumed 
during their periods of harvest is 
rarely equal to production, but 
the packer can preserve it for 
later use.” *

THERE are still a few house­
wives who have inherited be­
lief in the old wives’ tale that 

it is not safe to leave canned 
foods in the can after it is opened. 
Perhaps the assurance of two 
such eminent scientists as Dr. J. 
C. Geiger, Director of Public 
Health of the City and County 
of San Francisco, and Dr. E. V. 
McCollum, Ph.D., Sc.D., of Johns 
Hopkins University in Baltimore 
will help to dispel this mistaken 
idea.

“ Quite a number of inquiries 
have come to this department,” 
said Dr. Geiger, “ relative to com­
mercially canned foods. The 
canned food, as canned today, is 
one of the safest foods available. 
Ope point that disturbs most 
people is that they are afraid to 
allow food to remain in tLe can 
after opened. It is much safer 
to leave the food in the can if

properly protected, since ordi­
narily this food is free of germs 
and quite often the housewife 
thinking she is doing the right 
thing, takes the food from the 
germ free can and transfers it 
to a not germ free plate. Further­
more, poisoning from tin is quite 
unknown in America.”

Remain In Better Condition

Dr. McCbllum recently wrote in 
McCall's Magazine about this fal­
lacy:

"This is not true. In general, 
foods remain in better condition 
until eaten if the unused portion 
is kept in the can. Spoilage re 
suits from exposure to dust, air 
and insects, and to the bacteria 
with which any dish may be cov­
ered. There is nothing about the 
can which will contribute to the 
spoilage of foods.” *

A  Dollar Dinner For Four

Salmon Saga

DID you ever stop to tiiink 
how the salmon and the can 
get together? Canned sal­

mon costs so little that we are 
inclined to think cans grow on 
bushes and accomodating salmon 
leap into them.

Consider the Can 
What actually happens, so far 

as the can is concerned is this, 
according to the American Grocer 
magazine. The tin is imported 
from far-off Singapore or Bolivia 
—and the iron is probably mined 
in Northern Minnesota. The two 
elements are combined in Pitts­
burgh or vicinity in the form of 
tin-plate. This tin-plate is 
shipped to the Pacific Coast, is 
made into tin cans which are 
sent by steamer to the Northern 
reaches of Alaska.

Pays to Put Sows
on Clean Ground

Means Assured Increase in 
Size o f Litters.

By OKOHGE HENDERSON. County Agent at Large, Colorado Agricultural College Extension Servtee.—WNU Service.
Sanitation spells more pigs saved per 

Utter for many eastern Colorado hog 
growers. For Instance, arrangements 
made by two farmers to have their 
sows farrow on clean ground, brought 
much better results than a year ago.

Fred P. Fussier, who lives near 
Akron, had 11 sows farrowing on new 
ground In the spring. They saved 100 
pigs—about ft per litter. The last two 
litters contained ten pigs each, and 
there were no runts in the whole 
bnnch, according to E. J. Meadows, 
Washington county agricultural exten­
sion agent, who has aided Fassler la 
obtaining better results. Last year, 
on old ground, Fassler’s 16 sows only 
saved 96 pigs.

H. A. Michael, Sedgwick county 
farmer, who had difficulty tn raising 
hogs the year before, was able- to save 
85 pigs from 11 sows by moving the 
sows to new ground before they far­
rowed. He plans to use a pasture for 
his pigs where no hogs have been for 
two years, according to G. E. McCrim- 
mon, county extension agent.

Changing the hog lots to new ground 
is probably the best thing farmers can 
do to Increase the size of the Utters.

Germinated Oats Found
of Little Real Value

A few years ago considerable atten­
tion was paid to providing poultry 
with succulence especially during the 
wtnter months. The common methods 
were to supplement the rations with 
bulky material such as cabbage, stock 
beets, etc. Then came the- sprouted 
oat craze and later the use of germi­
nated oats. The practice of using this 
type of material in rations for egg 
production was based upon the fact 
that poultry apparently relished this 
form o f food. On the other hand, ex­
perimental tests were lacking and 
those which were conducted failed to 
produce the expected results.

Professor Carrlck of Purdue univer­
sity reports the results of three years 
test with germinated oats In laying 
rations. The average result for the 
three year test was about 8 eggs per 
hen more for the flocks fed germinated 
oats. According to Professor Carrlck 
the slight difference in egg production 
Is not sufficient to Justify much ex­
pense for labor or equipment to feed 
these products and that “ It appears 
possible that the general farmer can 
expect.to gain little, if anything, by 
feeding germinated oats to his flock, 
and It seems doubtful that specialized 
poultry keepers will profit from such 
feeding practices.”—Missouri Farmer.

C. The U. 3. Bureau of Investigation 
has recently given out some facts rel­
ative to crime that may well give pause 
to every thoughtful citizen. It is based 
upon records compiled from finger­
print cards received during the first 
three months of 1933 and shows the 
percentage of the total number of per­
sons arested for crime, who* were un­
der 21 years of age.

The figures are startling: auto 
thefts, 46 percent; burglary, 38 per­
cent; robbery, 28 percent; rape, 27 per­
cent; larceny, 26 percent. More signifi­
cant evidence could scarcely be found 
in favor of setting up all possible 
agencies to aid American youth toward 
upright living, when the tendency to­
ward crime of those under 21 years of 
age is so appalling.

It is a great undertaking, and one 
that the school and the home can take 
a leading part in. It is one of the most 
stupendous problems this country must 
eventually solve.

The Function O f A  
...B A N K ...

We believe if the public kept in mind the true function of a bank 
It would make for better understanding and banks would be more 
esteemed by the communities which they serve. The officers who 
work in a bank work for its stockholders and they do not own the 
mon' y which they handle and which they loan.

As we understand It the function of a bank is to gather up 
the resources of the community in which it exists and, as far as 
they can safely do so, loan these funds to the customers of the 
bank.

It is the duty of every person who borrows from a bank to not 
only pay his note but to, for at least a part of the time, have funds 
on deposit in the bank that can be leaned to other customers. In 
other words a good bank is a mutual proposition. Its customers com­
bining their resources to accomodate each other and thus It follows 
that no one who Is not a depositor of the bank should epect a loan 
from the bank.

'T ’WO elements beside the bankers 
** themselves are required in order to 

g,ve the n i ’ ioa universally the'type of 
bunklns It should have, Francis H. Sis­
son, president of the American Bank­
ers Association, declared in • recent 
i idress. He said thpt the efficiency of 
government offlcia’.s upon whom the 
people rely to supervise the banks 
properly, and the tfatronage of the 
people themselves are factors In the 
kind of banka a community shall have.

"There can be no question that the 
people of the United Statea should hare 
bpaks immune from failure and wholly 
freo from bad or questionable banking,” 
Mr. Sisson said, ‘‘ it Is not enough, as 
President Roosevelt has said, that 
while some bankers had been incompe­
tent or dishonest, this wag not true In 
the vast majority of our banks. A sit­
uation should exist In which there is 
not even a small minority of bankers 
open to question. There should be no 
room for dishonesty or incompetency 
to exercise any influence in banking 
anywhere.

"While bad faith and bad manage­
ment enter the human factor in all 
types of business,* their effects In bank­
ing should be surrounded by such spe­
cial safeguards as to render them no 
longer a factor In bank failures. The 
responsibility for bringing this about, 
however, cannot rest upon the bankers 
alone, for the means to accomplish it 
are not wholly in their hands. There 
are other essential elements.

“ One Is the efficiency of government 
supervision. Since we rely so greatly 
upon supervision, it may. unless it is of 
the highest order in safeguarding, the 
public Interest, create a sense of false 
security. Supervision should render 
bad banking Impossible, but it has 
failed to do so. There was super­
vision by presumably the highest type 
or bank supervisors in every one of the 
Instances of questionable banking that 
has shocked the attention of the coun­
try during the past three years. There­
fore a thorough strengthening of super­
vision is clearly called for if the people 
rre to rely on It to the fullest extent 
for the protection of their interests.

Tbs Public's Part
"Another essential factor in main­

taining good banks involves the part 
played by the public in banking. There 
i3 certainly a responsibility on the peo­
ple themselves to support that type of 
banker whose rigid adherence to sound 
principles makes a sound bank, rather 
than to give their patronage to the easy 
going banker who may be easier to do 
business with, but whose methods cre­
ate a weak bank.

"Bank customers are charged with a 
gre,at responsibility in protecting the 
safety of their hanks in respect to their 
utilization of the assets of the banks as 
borrowers. Banks have failed because 
many of their loans and securities, cre­
ated in good faith by bankers in coop­
erating with the business interests of 
the country, proved unsound under sub­
sequent conditions. An unsound loan is 
created by the borrower as well as the 
banker. A bank Is only as sound as its 
community, and this applies also to the 
banking structure as a whole In rela­
tion to the economic condition of the 
nation as a whole.

"A bank-1s truly a semi-public insti­
tution, but In a reciprocal sense—it has 
its obligations to the public, but so has. 
the public equal obligations to the 
bank. No one who has not sound bank­
ing principles at heart bas any business 
in a bank whether as a banker or as 
a customer.

"The banker Is a semi-public servant. 
He is charged with the heaviest of re­
sponsibilities and obligations that occur 
in our economic life. But he can meet 
these fully only through the coopera­
tion of good laws, good public officials 
who are empowered to exercise au­
thority over his bank, and good busi­
ness methods on the part of business 
men generally who utilize his bank. 
Only through such cooperation by all 
elements in our nation's community life 
can we be assured of a failure-proof 
banking structure.

"The Administration at Washington 
has taken hold of this problem with a 
llrm grasp of essentials and la exercis­
ing splendid leadership toward the de­
sired end. The strongest feature of the 
government program will be found In 
recognizing the joint responsibility of 
the public, of business and of govern­
ment officials together with the bankers 
themselves in creating the kind of 
banking the nation should have.”

Improved Pasture Pay*

IMPROVED pastures are a cheap 
source of feed* for stock. A farmer 

In New Hampshire, cooperating with 
his county agent top-dressed his 5 
acres of pasture with 500 pounds of 
complete fertilizer at a cost of $75, re­
ports the United States Department 
of Agriculture. After 4 weeks he turned 
bis cows out on this pasture. Tests 
made during the six weeks the cows 
grazed there showed that his herd pro­
duced 7,000 pounds more milk than 
they did in the same period the pre­
vious year, although the farmer had 
one cow fewer and fed 800 pounds less 
grain. Based on current milk prices 
be made $189 on the extra milk and 
saved $16 on the grain, netting him 
an increaae In Income of $120.—U. 8 . 
Department of Agriculture.

And Mosquito Family 
Begin Residence Here

Austin, Texas—Word has just been 

received by the State Department of 
Health that Mr. and Mrs. Mosquito 
and Mr. and Mrs. Fly with their kin­
folks, are planning to take up their 
summer residence in the state. They 
state that, although many had died 
since last summer, they would soon 
have large families. Mrs. Mosquito 
raises from fifty to three hundred 
children at one time and only takes 
around two weeks to have full grown 
children. Mrs. Fly bragged that she 
and her husband could be ancestors 
to a million flies in one season.

Mosquitoes are responsible for the 
spread of malaria, dengue, and yellow 
fever. Malaria is spread by the bite 
of the Anopheles or malaria mosquito. 
Dengue fever and yellow fever are 
transmitted by the Aedes aegyptl or 
Tiger mosquito. The best way to pre­
vent these diseases is to destroy the 
breeding places of the mosquito. They 
breed in any standing water, there­
fore, you should drain, ditch or fill 
such places, spray oil on water each 
week, too, or stock the water with sur­
face minnows as they will eat the wig­
gle-tails. Houses should be screened.

Files help spread typhoid fever, 
dysentary, diarrhoea, tuberculosis, an­
thrax. and cholera. They breed, live 
and feed in filth. To prevent their in­
crease all refuse should be disposed of 
at once, garbage kept in covered con­
tainers, privies made sanitary and 
houses screened. Every neighborhood 
raises its own flies so that their num­
ber is an excellent index to the sani­
tary conditions. The State Health De­
partment, County and City Health O f­
ficers are only too glad to assist in 
banishing this source of disease.

NOTICE OF PROPOSED AMEND­
MENT TO THE CONSTITUTION OF 

TEXAS
S. J. R. NO. 3.

tE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGIS- 
ATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Article IX  of the 

Constitution of Texas be amended by 
adding thereto a section to be Section 
3, which shall provide:

"Section 3. (1) Holding the belief 
that the highest degree of local self 
government which is consistent with 
the efficient conduct of those affairs 
by necessity lodged in the Nation and 
the State will prove most responsive 
to the will of the people, and result 
to  reward their diligence and intelli­
gence by greater economy and effi­
ciency in their local governmental af­
fairs, It hereby is ordained:

"(2) Any county having a popula­
tion of sixty-two thousand (62,000) or 
more according to the then last Federal 
Census may adopt a County Home 
Rule Charter, to embrace those powers 
appropriate hereto, within the specific 
limitations hereinafter provided. It 
further is provided that the Legisla­
ture, by.'a iavoring vote of two-thirds 
of the total membership of both’ the 
Senate and the House of Representa­
tives, may authorize any county, hav­
ing a population less than that above 
specified, to proceed hereunder for 
the adoption of a Charter; however, 
as a condition for such authorization, 
it is required that notice of the intent 
to seek Legislative authority hereunder 
must be published in one or more 
newspapers, to give general circulation 
in the county affected, not less than 
once per week for four (4) consecutive 
weeks, and the first of such publica­
tions shall appear not less than thirty 
(30) days next prior to the time an 
Act making proposal hereunder may be 
introduced in the Legislature. No 
County Home Rule Charter may be 
adopted by any county save upon a 
favoring vote of the resident qualified 
electors of the affected county. In 
elections submitting to the voters a 
poropsal to adopt a Charter (unless 
otherwise provided by a two-thirds 
vote of the total membership of each 
House of the Legislature) the votes 
cast by the qualiffied electors resid­
ing within the limits of all the incor­
porated cities and towns of the county 
shall be separately kept but collectively 
counted and the votes of the qualified 
electors of the county who do not re­
side within the limits of any incor­
porated city or town likewise shall be 
separately Kept and separately count­
ea, and unless there be a favoring 
majority of the votes cast within and 
a iavoring majority of the votes cast 
without such collective cities and towns, 
the Charter shall not be adopted. It is 
expressly forbidden that any such 
Charter may inconsonantly affect 
the operation of the General Laws of 
the State relating to the judicial, tax, 
liscal, educational, police, hignway 
and health systems, or any other de­
partment of the 8 tate’s superior gov­
ernment. Nothing herein contained 
shall be deemed to authorize the 
adoption of a Charter provision inimi­
cal to or inconsistent with the sov­
ereignty and established public poli­
cies ol this State, and no provision 
having such vice shall have validity as 
against the State. No Charter provis­
ion may operate to impair the ex­
emption of homesteads as established 
by this C w s^ ution  and the Statutes 
relating thereto,

"(3) a. A Charter hereunder may 
provide: the continuance of a County 
Commissioners' Court, as now consti­
tuted, to serve as the governing body 
oi a county to operate hereunder; or, 
may provide lor a governing body 
otherwise constituted, which snail be 
elective, and service therein shall he 
upon such qualifications, for such 
terms, under such plan ol representa­
tion, and upon such conditions of 
tenure and compensation as may be 
Hxed by any sucn Charter, The terms 
for service in such governing body 
may exceed two (2) years, but shall 
not exceed six (6) years. In any event, 
in addition to the powers and duties 
provided by any such Charter, such 
governing body shall exercise all 
powers, and discnarge all duties which, 
m the absence of the provisions hereof,

Courts. Further, any such Charter may 
provide for the organization, reorgani­
zation, establishment and administra­
tion of the govenment of the county, 
including the control and regulation 
ol the performance of and the com­
pensation for all duties required in the 
conduct of the county aflalrs, subject 
to the limitations herein provided.

"b. A Charter hereunder may provide 
that Judges of County Courts (includ­
ing that County Court designated in 
this C onstitu tion ), and Justices of the 
Peace be compensated upon a salary 
oasis in lieu of fees. The jurisdiction 
ol the County Court designated in 
this Constitution, and the duties of the 
Judges thereof, may be confined to 
that general jurisdiction of a probate 
Court which elsewhere is defined in 
this Constitution. The office of Jus­
tice of me Peace may be made either 
elective or appointive. Other than as 
herein provided, no such Charter shall 
provide for altering the jurisdiction or 
procedure of any Court.

£ revisions to define, create and admin- 
iter districts, and have and exercise 
the powers and authority granted by 

the Constitution and laws relative to 
the same.

"(7). No provision of this Constitu­
tion inconsonant with the provisions 
of this Section 3, of Article IX, shall 
be held to control the provisions of a 
Charter adopted hereunder, and con­
forming herewith. Charters adopted 
hereunder shall make appropriate pro­
vision for the abandonment, revoca­
tion, and amendment thereof, subject 
only to the requirements that there 
must be a favoring majority of the 
—*- cast upon such a proposal, by the

pledge the full faith and credit of the 
county; but in no event shall the ag­
gregate obligations so issued, in prin­
cipal amount outstanding at any one 
time, exceed the then existing Consti­
tutional limits for such obligations and 
such indebtedness and its supporting 
tax shall constitute a first and super­
ior lien upon the property taxable in 
such county. No obligation issued here­
under shall be valid unless prior to 
the time of the issuance thereof there 
be levied a tax sufficient to retire the 
same as it matures, which tax shall 
not exceed the then existing Consti­
tutional limits.

“ (5). Such Charter may authorize 
the governing body of a county oper­
ating hereunder to prescribe the 
schedule of fees to be charged by the 
officers of the county for specified 
service, to be in lieu of the schedule 
for such fees prescribed by the Gener­
al Laws of the State; and, to appro­
priate such fees to such funds as the 
Charter may prescribe; provided, how­
ever, no fee for a specified service shall 
exceed in amount the fee fixed by 
General Law for that same service. 
Such Charters as to all judicial o f­
ficers, other than District Judges, may 
prescribe the qualifications for ser­
vices, provided the standards therefor 
be not lower than those fixed by the 
General Laws o f the State.

" ( 6) a. Subject to the express lim­
itations upon the exercise of the pow­
ers by this subdivision tq be authorized, 
such Charters may provide (or omit to 
provide) that the governmental and

or proprietary functions of any 
city, town, district or other defined 
political subdivision (which is a gov­
ernmental agency and embraced with­
in the boundaries of the county) be 
transferred, either as to some or all of 
the functions thereof, and yielded to 
the control of the administrative body 
of the county. No such transfer or 
yielding of functions may be effected, 
unless the proposal is submitted to a 
vote of the people, and, unless other­
wise provided by a two-thirds vote of 
the total membership of each House 
of the Legislature, such a proposal 
shall be submitted as a separate issue, 
and the vote within and without any 
such city, town, district, or other de­
fined governmental entity, shall be 
separately cast and counted, and un­
less two-thirds of the qualified votes 
cast within the yielding defined gov­
ernmental entity, and a majority of 
the qualified votes cast in the remain­
der of the county, favor the-proposed 
merger, it shall not be effected. In 
case of the mergers hereby authorized, 
without express Charter provision 
therefor, in so far as may be required 
to make effective the object of the 
proposed merger, the county shall suc- 
ceeu to all the appropriate lawful 
powers, duties, rights, procedures, re­
strictions and limitations which prior 
to the merger were reposed in, or im­
posed upon, the yielding governmental 
agency. Particularly, it is provided 
that the power to create funded in­
debtedness and to levy taxes in sup­
port thereof may be exercised only by 
such procedures, and within such lim­
its. as now are, or hereafter may be, 
provided by law to control such appro­
priate other governmental agencies 
were they to be independently ad­
ministered. Such mergers may be ef­
fected under proposed contracts be­
tween the county and any such yield­
ing . governmental agency, to be ap­
proved at an election as hereinbefore

than two (2) years. The provisions 
hereof shall be self-executing, subject 
only to the duty of the Legislature to 
pass all laws (consistent herewith) 
which may be necessary to carry out 
the intent and purpose hereof. Further 
the Legislature shall prescribe a pro­
cedure for submitting to decision, by a 
majority vote of the electors voting 
thereon, propose alternate and elective 
Charter provisions.”
