MISSIONARY

Sheriff Hutcherson

Dr. E. A. Nelson, for thirty-seven 
years a Baptist missionary to South 
America spoke Tuesday evening at 
the Baptist church and again Wed­
nesday morning at the school. Dr. 
Iselson’s many years in South Amer­
ica have been largely spent in mis­
sionary work in Brazil, along the 
headwaters and tributaries of the 
Amazon River.

The lecture at the school Wednes­
day morning was highly enjoyed by 
faculty and students, especially since 
some of the classes in geography are 
now studying that particular part of 
South America with which Dr. Nel­
son is familiar.

Dr. Nelson spoke interestingly of 
the products of Brazil, rubber por­
ous and precious woods and vegeta­
tions, samples of which former com­
modities he displayed.

The talk in substance, jiowever, 
dealt with the illustration of the fact 
that Nordic supremacy throughout the 
globe is responsible for better living 
conditions. All great inventions, he 
said, had come from the people a- 
mong whom the Word of God was 
paramount, bringing out the idea that 
if the rest of the world is to enjoy 
the civilaztion such as America and 
Europe have, the word of God must 
be still further carried to “every 
creature,”

M. O, Britt, superintendent, intro­
duced Dr. Nelson whose talk in twen­
ty minutes covered a very wide field 
of thought.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 3.—President 
Coolidge Wednesday issued a procla­
mation setting aside No. 24 as Thanks 
giving Day and calling upon the peo­
ple to show suitable gratitude for 
“ manifold blessings” which have come
to them during thp nast,

had the blessings of peace
and of honorable and friendly I’ela- 
tions with our sister Nations through 
out the world,” the proclamation said. 
“ Disasters visiting certain of our 
States have touched the heart of a 
sympathetic Nation, which has res­
ponded generously out of its abun­
dance.

“ In continuing to remember those 
in affilction we should rejoice in our 
ability to give them relief.”

The President recalled that “ not 
alone have we enjoyed material suc­
cess” in a domestic sense, but that 
this country has also “advanced in wig 
dom and in spiritual understanding.”
