AT CLOVIS N. M.

Daugherty & Billings­
ley Being Tried For 
J. A. Gibson Death.

M. C. Billingsley^ 23, and Raliegh 
Daugherty, 24, charged in connection 
with the murder of J. A. Gibson, 38 
year old liquor dealer, March 7, in a 
Clovis, N. M., rooming house, went on 
trial there in District court last Mon­
day for their part in the iragedy. Both 
young men lived at Lariat, about 12 
miles northwest of Muleshoe at the 
time of the killing.

Billingsley's case has been called to 
trial first. Some difficulty was ex­
perienced in obtaining a jury, about 49 
men having been examined. Everett 
Garntham and Dick Manson, Clovis, 
and Sam Aldridge, Furwell, are attor­
neys for the defense.

Daugherty and Billingsley were ar­
rested near Lariat only three hours 
after the killing Sheriff Jim Cook of 
Bailey county made the arrests, and 
Sheriff Earl Booth of Parmer county 
arrived a few minutes later. Both o f­
ficers testified last Monday.

Gibson was murdered after a squab­
ble which started over a flimsy sink 
which Daugherty had knocked loose 
from the wall of the rooming house 
lobby. Mrs. Ruth Bowman, the pro­
prietress, struck Daugherty in the face 
when, she said, she thought, he was 
going to strike her. That started the 
fight, and Gibson, Martin Cranfill, 
Texico merchant, and L. L. Hunsaker 
of near Portales, came to her aid. 
Daugherty retreated into a little inner 
room where one of the girls living at the 
rooming house battled his battered 
right eye.

Daugherty claimed that Gibson and 
the others came in there and renewed 
the fight and that he struck out blindly 
at them with his pocket knife. Some 
of the others said that Gibson went 
in alone.

In a moment he staggered out, blood 
spurting from his neck. He managed 
to get out of the roerns, down a flight 
of stairs and out onto the sidewalk be­
fore he collapsed and died. A bystander 
got the car number as Billingsley and 
Daugherty fled—without knowing that 
anybody had been badly hurt, they 
claimed.

A six inch hemostate, scissors-like 
surgical instrument used to pinch off 
severed veins to prevent hemorrhage, 
was last week removed from the ab­
domen of Mrs. A. R. Banks at Tulsa, 
Okla. Following her suffering, it was 
located by x-ray, having been left 
there from a previous operation.

Livestock buyers on the terminal 
markets say that farm ers who turn 
veal calves outdoors in the hot sun 
should either provide the animals 
with parasols or prepare to re­
ceive less money for the animals 
when they are sold because con­
sumers do not want sunburned 
veal.

Complaints from  several markets 
have been made that calves which 
are exposed to the sun actually 
are sunburned so that the meat ap­
pears red when the calves are 
slaughtered. This unusual appear­
ance may not injure the food val­
ue but it does prevent consumers 
from  buying the veal.

Hot weather also affects the size 
of meat cuts which consumers will 
buy, and they prefer small chops, 
steaks and roasts. This tendency 
to ask for the smaller cuts makes 
it difficult to sell cuts taken from 
heavy veal calves. Calves weigh­
ing from 150 to 175 pounds are 
most likely to bring top prices 
in hot weather.

The difference b e t w e e n  
calves and medium grades may be 
as much as two or three cents a 
pound. A 200-pound calf at $6 
hundred only brings $12 but a 150- 
pound calf at $0 a hundred brings 
$13.50. The feet that lighter calves 
sell better in midsummer should 
not cause farmers to send thin 
calves to market; the calves should 
be in good condition.

After midseason, calves that 
weigh 175 to 200 pounds will again 
bring good prices, but during the 
hottest weather farmers should 
keep the calves sheltered from the 
sun and should market them before 
they are too heavy to bring top 
prices.

Some Causes and Cure
of “ Rancid” Butter

“ The term 'rancid' is used to de­
scribe many undesirable flavors 
which may occur in butter. The 
chemist, however, when he speaks 
of rancid flavor, has in mind the 
flavor or odor of butyric acid. 
Butyrin is the fat from which but­
ter gets its name. When this fat is 
split into glycerin and the free fat­
ty acid known as butyric acid, the 
rancid flavor develops. Although 
this does not com m only occur 
butter, it is due to the action of 
enzyme found in milk, known 
lipase. The activity of this enzyme 
m ay be destroyed by heat. The 
sweet cream may be heated to 145 
degrees F. and held at that tem­
perature for one-half hour, and 
then cooled immediately to 50 de­
grees F. It should be held at this 
temperature overnight b e f o 
churning.

“ Quite often cream  m ay develop 
a strong flavor, due to bacterial 
contamination. This may be over­
com e by milking in a clean man­
ner, by thorough cleaning and by 
prompt cooling

“ Occasionally a strong flavor 
may be noticed in the milk when 
the cow is experiencing some ud­
der trouble. Such milk is liable to 
taste salty.”

Using Beet Pulp
Beet pulp or beet meal may be 

used to replace hay, as a dairy cow 
ration. The best use, however, says 
an authority, is made of this feed 
when it is fed soaked. If short of 
hay replace one pound of hay with 
one pound ol dried beet pulp. You 
may do this up to one-half the hay 
allowance. Add about four times 
the dry weight of the beet pulp of 
water and feed it as you would s i­
lage or roots. In this way the beet 
meal will help replace the short­
age of hay.

WALKING.
To walk in a circle within a bed­

Demand for farm land is now at the 
highest level in eight years, such being 
occasioned by the recent economic de­
pression and the fact of rising food 
prices, according to Gov. W. I. Myer, of 
the Farm Credit administration, Wash- 
iogtn.

"An 80 per cent increase in farm in­
come since 1932 and more advantageous 
fann credit terms have set a premium 
on farm ownership.” Myers said. “Vol­
untary transfers of farm land are now 
at the highest level since 1928.”

“ In the last twelve months,” Myers 
said, “ the federal land banks and the 
land bank commissioner extended 50 
million do'lars of morgage credit to 
finance the purchase of farms and 
homes for about 20,000 farmers. More 
than 2 million dollars of farm debts 
have been converted into long term 
loans through the federal land banks 
and commissioner.

‘Present real estate and farm fi­
nancing conditions Indicate a definite 
reversal of the depressin factors which 
brought thousands of farm foreclo­
sures and consequent needs of emerg­
ency financing.”

Myers recommended owner-operator 
tanning should be a permanent na­
tional policy, and pointed out that in 
the past year the farm credit adminis­
tration had been assisting qualified 
farmers, including tenants and young

men, in financing the purchase of 
farms.

“With the recent legislation provid­
ing second morgage money for farm 
financing, the farm credit administra­
tion,” Myers said, “ is in a position to 
provide the farm purchaser with the 
same type of financial assistance of­
fered the farm owner during the 
emergency for re-financing his debts.

“Farm purchase loans on more rea­
sonable terms are not intended to pro­
vide a complete solution of the farm 
tenancy problem, but over a period of 
years, adequate prices for farm pro­
ducts, thrift and the proper use of 
credit will help; and long-term loans, 
reasonable interest rates and the amor­
tized repayment plan provide the max­
imum safe y for the young farmer- 
purchaser.”

Lubbock, Nov. 24—More than two 
hundred and 85 miles of roadwork are 
included in the Lubbock district WPA

Eased upon statistics of September 
15, WPA records show that workers in 
the Lubbock district have completed 
repairs and improvements on 213 miles 
of lateral reads and that work is pro­
gressing upon an additional 71 miles.

"In addition to providing work for 
needy unemployed persons in this area, 
the road program has been one of the 
most beneiicial types of public im­
provement undertaken by this organ­
ization,” Jones declared. “In many in­
stances these all-weather roads estab­
lished by WPA workers replaced roads 
formerly impassable in rainy weather.

Investigation Now 
Being Made Of Old 

Age Pension Folks 
s s \

Austin, Nov. 24— Belief that the 
statewide average assistance grant 
would be larger under the new statute 
than the $16 of the old law, was ex­
pressed today by Orville S. Carpenter, 
acting dlrcetor, of the Texas Old Age 
Assistance commission. He said he 
expected this trend to become appar­
ent about the first of next year. 

“Experiences of other states indi­
te that a ‘needy only’ program gen­

erally results in a higher average 
grant,” Carpenter stated.

"The present Texas average of $16 
is Influenced by small allotments made 
under the old law to people barely 
meting statutory requirements.

‘Applicants and recipients needing 
only small grants now will be put on 
the rolls, of course, but I believe we will 
have fewer of them,” he added.

Investigators were busy this week 
throughout the 254 Texas counties re­
investigating present old age assist­
ance recipients granted aid under the 
old pension law, Carpenter said. “No 
me will be removed from the rolls un- 
;i a thorough re-investigation of his 

c.'^e has been made,” he declared.
Last week Carpenter explained that 

there would be no arbitrary or me­
chanical cut in the rolls but that each 
case would be studied and re-investi­
gated upon its own merits before any 
ac'ions were taken. Rumor tha* 36,000 
aged would automatically be dropped 
from the assistance lists was declared 
unfounded.

“Re-investigations are now bein; 
made in each district of all people on 
the rolls who ossess income or prop­
erty. Their cases are being reinvesti­
gated to determine whether they are 
eligible under the new law, but until 
they are found ineligible, they will con­
tinue receiving monthly checks," Car­
penter stated.
