The Lower Colorado River 

Authority Transmission Ser­
vices Cooperation (hereafter 
LCRA) hosted an open house 
at the Sutton County Civic 
Center on Wednesday, Febm- 
ary 24, 2010 to inform the cit­
izens of Sutton County about 
the possible constmction of a 
transmission line through the 
county. This meeting was a 
part of the transmission line 
constmction process as the 
LCRA has held “the come 
and go-style open houses” in 
all the communities this route 
passes through.

In 2009 the Public Utility 
Commission of Texas (PUC) 
ordered the LCRA-a non for 
profit organization-to con- 
stmct transmission lines de­
signed to transport the elec­
tricity produced on West Texas 
wind farms to urban popula­
tion centers (predominantly 
San Antonio and Austin). Part 
of the mandate from PUC re­
quires the LCRA “to purchase 
an easement to constmct, op­
erate, and maintain the new 
electric transmission lines.” 
Landowners would be paid a 
fair market value for the ease- 
ments-which is established by 
an appraisal for the easement. 
The LCRA has proposed sev­
eral different routes for this 
transmission line to support 
their mandate from PUC, and 
one o f their “alternate route 
segments” is placed along 277 
(from Eldorado to Sonora) 
then to Interstate 10 head­
ing east-bisecting the county. 
This specific route has only 
been recently added by the 
LCRA-the previous plans had 
the line mn from Eldorado to

Menard in an almost direct line 
(cutting through only a part of 
the county). These transmis­
sion lines are currently in the 
proposal phase, and final route 
selection is not expected until 
mid summer of 2010. Sutton 
County stands to collect taxes 
on any equipment or property 
the LCRA has within its bor­
ders, but the city-and citizens 
therein are guaranteed no other 
direct benefit from this proj­
ect.

The actual construction of 
this transmission line will not 
use any local contractors or 
materials, and will not pro­
vide electricity to the counties 
it passes through. Statewide 
electricity prices would actu­
ally increase due to the size 
of this overall project. Ac­
cording to LCRA documenta­
tion this project encompasses 
“600 miles of new and exist­
ing transmission lines and fa­
cilities”, and “according to the 
Electric Reliability Council of 
Texas (ERGOT), represents 
about $795 million”. This rep­
resents a cost that all electric­
ity users in Texas will initially 
have to pay for in higher rates.

A possible benefit to Sutton 
County landowners would 
be that the close proximity of 
this transmission line could 
increase interest from wind 
farms, but it probably has a rel­
atively small influence on that 
decision. Just as an oil compa­
ny doesn’t decide to drill a rig 
simply because a gas station 
is nearby, a wind farm won’t 
immediately come to Sutton 
County because a transmission 
line is close. Simply put, if 
there aren’t any people-there’s

no need to get dressed up just 
because a band is playing.

Two things that are of real 
concern to landowners (and 
citizens alike) are the poten­
tial decrease in property val­
ues and the instances of high­
er rates of cancer associated 
with these power lines.

A study published in South­
western Legal Foundation 
(by David Dolton, and Kent 
Slick) evaluated the relation­
ship between property values 
and power lines, and deter­
mined that, “real estate pro­
fessionals (even those per­
forming studies on behalf of 
power line companies) are 
continuing to conclude that 
power lines are bad for prop­
erty values”. In 1997 the 
LCRA funded a study that 
confirmed the previous state­
ment by showing that “the 
area located within an elec­
tric transmission line ease­
ment has a 90% [decrease] in 
value to due the presence of 
the easemenf’. Further stud­
ies conduced in Oregon, Mis­
souri, New York, and Califor­
nia confirmed the correlation 
between a decrease in proper­
ty value and power lines ex­
ists (as low as 10 and as high 
as 54%). The greatest nega­
tive impact seen in Oregon 
properties were those proper­
ties that were “managed agri­
cultural property and in rural 
developments.”

City Council Special Meeting: 
Council Discusses Last Years Budget

The City Council met for 

a special session on Monday, 
March 8, 2010. O f the several 
items on the agenda-most of 
the discussion centered on the 
City Managers (Judy Miller) 
report on the 2008-2009 an­
nual audit.

Miller commented that, “I 
haven’t finalized a written re­
port yet-but will finalize it for 
the next meeting. Looking at 
these documents, and taking 
what I had from the financial 
trends report, I just had some 
reflections. The general fund 
has a reserve balance of 1.3 
million—which is very differ­
ent from most cities because as 
it stands we have 7 months of 
operating expense in that fund 
(most cities only have about

three months)”. She included 
in her report some results o f the 
cities revenue sources, “sales 
tax and moteFhotel tax are 
huge contributors to that fund 
and Sonora was hit like every 
other city, but we are gaining 
on it in 2010. Other revenue 
from enterprise funds defiantly 
includes the airport. 1 just have 
not had enough time to look at 
that and see how to make that 
a more profitable venture, we 
can defiantly improve there.

We spent a lot of money try­
ing to get the landfill back to 
the landowner and that project 
should be wrapped up within 
the next month to 60 days. We 
are doing ok with our year to 
date .with a recorded revenue 
of $830,338.61 and expenses

$436,283”. Miller then com­
mented that while the previ­
ous year’s audit reflected, 
“a variance from a positive 
[dollar amount] to negative 
$226,000”, she was quick 
to comment that, “we have 
to keep a real tight reign on 
the budget from now on. It’s 
just numbers-and any good 
manager looks at them very 
diligently and I certainly 
call on financial advisors on 
everything to do with bud­
gets. I want to start our bud­
get process to start in April. 
It’s going to be much better 
this year. This [the previous 
year’s budget trend] won’t 
happen under my watch for 
sure”.

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What is the Gospel?

That same Gospel is being proclaimed to “every nation, tribe, 
and tongue” (Revelation 14:6). Will you respond?

100 points. The meet was 
small but we had to compete 
against Ozona, Crane, Reagan 
Co. and Junction.

The field events were bet­
ter this week than last week 
at Fort Stockton. The team 
scored on four o f the six field 
events. The field events were 
led by Manny Paderes, who 
vaulted a best for the year of 
13’00”. Manny was the re­
cipient of the Justin Brown 
Award that is given to the top 
Pole Vaulter o f the meet. Dan­
iel Lankford finished second 
with a personal best o f 12’06” 
and Eric Santana also had a 
personal best of 11 ’00” to fin­
ish in 5th place. In the discus, 
Santi Campa threw 106’06” 
to place third in his event. An­
gel Aguayo had the highest 
place in the long jump with a 
jump of 17’11” to place 5th, 
and teammate Edward Garza 
jumped 17’08” to place 6th. 
Harvey Santana and Shane 
Patlan also competed in the 
long jump. The triple jump 
competitor was Bailey Joe 
Pennington, and he jumped 
a personal best o f 40’02” to 
finish in third place. The field 
events competitors did a bet­
ter job this week and have 
continued to improve.

The running started with a 
bang as Robert Chavez ran 
a personal best o f 10:39.52 
to finish second, and fellow

distant runner Jesus Vasquez 
improved his time by ten sec­
onds by running a 10:40.55 
and placed third. The sprint 
relay team of Gunter Penning­
ton, Jessie Guerrero, Zach 
Badeaux, and Ryan Garmon 
ran a 44.98 to win the sprint 
relay. In the 800 meter run, 
which has been our strongest 
event, Robert Chavez, Cody 
Pena and Esteban Garcia 
placed first, second and fourth. 
Robert’s time was 2:06.03, 
Cody’s time was 2:06.38 and 
Esteban time was 2:11.56. In 
the 110 meter High Hurdles, 
Will Dunn ran a blazing time 
of 14.87 to win his event. 
Freshman, Gunter Penning­
ton, ran an 11.49 to win the 
100 meters. Teammate Harvey 
Santana ran an 11.76 to finish 
second, and Edward Garza 
ran an 11.91 to place third. 
The 800 meter relay team of 
Gunter Pennington, Eric San­
tana, Ryan Garmon and Ed­
ward Garza ran a 1:37.63 to 
place second. Once again in 
the 400 meter, the team was 
able to sweep the event. Jes­
sie Guerrero ran a 51.33 to 
win the event. Cody Pena ran 
53.97 to place second, and 
Angel Aguayo ran a 54.11 to 
place third. Will Dunn and 
Zac Badeaux ran great times 
of 41.04 and 41.82 in the 300 
meter hurdles to place first 
and second. In the 200 meter, 
the team was able to obtain 
another sweep, Eric Santana 
ran a 24.48 to win the event, 
Braxton Snyder ran a 25.03 
to finish second, and Harvey

Santana placed third with a 
time of 25.42. Milers Jesus 
Vasquez, Angel Aguayo, and 
Esteban improved in their 
times to place second, fourth 
and fifth. Jesus had a time of 
4:55. Angel had a time of 5:04 
which was better by two sec­
onds and Esteban had a time 
of 5:13 which was also better 
by two seconds. Rounding 
off the scoring was the 1600 
Meter relay team of Dunn, 
Chavez, Pena and Guerrero. 
The team ran a great time of 
3:32.64 to win the event.

The team had thirty-four 
young men in attendance, 
but was still missing some 
of their teammates that had 
other commitments. The team 
scored a total of 202 points 
in the running events and 31 
points in the field events. They 
have continued to improve to 
hope to have the majority of 
the team this week at the Iraan 
Braves Relays.
