Boating Deaths 
Decline in Texas

The article last week dealt 
with an upcoming workshop 
which we are offering on May 
25th. Some may wonder why 
focus an agricultural work­
shop on energy, resources, and 
legislation. The short answer 
is because agriculture will be 
impacted by any potential leg­
islation regarding energy.

In their initial climate 
change proposals, congress 
spent a lot o f discussion on 
what is referred to as "cap 
and trade." There are serious 
concerns about cap and trade 
and its impact on the Ameri­
can people, rural communities 
in particular. The stakes are 
even higher for the agricul­
ture industry. Agriculture is 
an energy-intensive industry 
- anything from fuel for the 
pick-up truck, to equipment 
needed for fertilization, irri­
gation, etc. \

So what is cap and trade? 
Cap and trade would impose a 
limit on carboa dioxide emis­
sions in the United States and 
require businesses to pur­
chase "allowances" for their 
emissions. The increased cost 
o f compliance could then be 
passed onto energy consum­
ers in the form of higher en­
ergy costs. As higher energy 
prices hit other areas of the 
economy, farmers and ranch­
ers could pay more for seed.

equipment, steel, and other 
supplies.

You’ve probably heard 
about the "cow tax". Recently, 
the Environmental Protec­
tion Agency (EPA) declared 
carbon dioxide, methane, and 
four other heat-trapping gas­
es as pollutants. This action 
paves the way for the EPA 
to regulate anything which 
emits carbon or other green­
house gases - including live­
stock. Farmers and ranchers 
might find themselves paying 
for what their livestock "pro­
duces" as well as their own 
increasing input costs.

But the workshop will also 
feature discussion aside from 
cap and trade or carbon credit 
markets. We will also dwell on 
the potential benefits o f wind 
energy as well vs. contention 
against the turbines. Another 
topic will address bioenergy 
(ethanol, biodiesef etc.). Fi­
nally, there is a segment on 
ranch resource planning.

If you have the opportunity 
to attend, we think it would 
be worthwhile. Preregistra­
tion cost is $15 and will cover 
the cost of a noon meal, re­
freshments during breaks, and 
workshop materials.

AUSTIN —  Deaths from 
boating accidents on Texas 
public waters decreased last 
year compared with the year 
before and Texas game war­
dens, boater education propo­
nents and others hope to keep 
the numbers trending down­
ward. The decrease in 2009 
came after an unprecedented 
spike in boating accident 
deaths in 2008, the highest in 
more than ten years.

“We don’t know for sure 
what caused the decrease in 
boating deaths, but we do 
think two contributing factors 
are saturation law enforce­
ment and educational out­
reach,” Parrish said.

Statistics compiled by Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment show that 207 boating 
accidents on Texas public wa­
ters in 2009 led to 139 inju­
ries and 38 deaths, compared 
with 272 accidents, 175 inju­
ries and 62 deaths in 2008. Of 
the fatalities last year, 25 of 
the deaths occurred in open 
motorboats. Only one death 
was attributed to a personal 
watercraft.

“While we hate that any­
one died in a boating accident 
last year, we are very encour­
aged to see that the number of 
deaths fell so dramatically,” 
said Game Warden Maj. Jeff 
Parrish, the state’s marine 
safety chief “The trick this

year is going to be to keep 
these numbers down and 
hopefully see them decrease 
even more.”

Last year, in the course of 
192,882 boating compliance 
vessel checks, game wardens 
issued 9,705 citations and 
9,928 warnings. The most 
common violation was not 
having a sufficient number of 
life vests available. Wardens 
issued 2,488 citations for that 
offense. Additionally, they ar­
rested 220 persons for boating 
while intoxicated.

One trend that continues to 
worry those in marine law en­
forcement is that most water 
deaths are connected to one- 
boat accidents -  capsizing, 
running aground, collisions 
with fixed or floating objects 
or falls overboard.

“Staying safe while boat­
ing is simple as one, two, 
three,” Parrish said. “First, 
wear a personal flotation de­
vice. The new inflatable jack­
ets are lightweight and com­
fortable, and they save lives. 
Second, don’t drink and boat. 
Third, take a boater education 
course.”

Parrish said studies show 
that taking a boater educa­
tion course can cut accident 
rates in half Even seasoned 
boaters can benefit from the 
6-hour basic course, plus earn 
possible boat insurance dis­
counts. Last year, 36,014 par­
ticipants benefited from water 
safety programs sponsored by 
TPWD.

She pitched 91.0 innings in 
league play, allowing 67 hits 
and 56 walks while striking 
out 106. WAC opponents bat­
ted only ;201 against her as 
Krieg allowed only one team 
to score more than four runs 
against her in 14 appearances 
in the circle.

Overall, Krieg was 18-14 
this year with a 2.20 earned 
run average. In 209.2 innings 
of action, Krieg has struck out 
250 batters and needs only

five more strikeouts this sea­
son to break a 24-year-old sin­
gle season strikeout record set 
by Stacey Johnson in 1986. 
Krieg, whose younger sister 
Cassie has signed to play at 
LA Tech next year, held oppo­
nents to a . 194 batting average 
this year while making 33 ap­
pearances, including 31 starts 
and 28 complete games.

Her overall record was not 
a clear indicator of her suc­
cess as she lost a number of 
games in which she recorded 
outstanding performances; 
including losing a pair o f 1-0 
games to Notre Dame and 
Auburn in which she allowed 
only two hits.

The Sonora, Texas native 
earned the WAC Pitcher o f the 
Week Award a school-record 
three times in 2010.

any dissenting votes.
Council also agreed to set­

ting the dates for new council 
orientation. Miller described 
the orientation as, “local gov­
ernment 101 for both new and 
seated council members. I 
would like to schedule some­
thing with you within the next 
30 days, as it would be an 
open orientation-this could be 
a great opportunity for com­
munity members to attend and 
see how their local govern­
ment is run”.

With just a few staff members, 
we just can’t do it in a few 
days”. During a lengthy dis­
cussion on the cost of direct­
ing the staff on cleanup duties 
for a month. Miller comment­
ed that “we are going to work 
it into the regular schedule of 
employees; so there won’t be 
any measurable burden on the 
budget”. The council passed 
the motion to set June as the 
City’s Cleanup Month 3-1. 
Wamble was the dissenting 
vote stating that, “Without ex­
act figures to how much this is 
going to cost the taxpayers I 
can’t vote for this”.
The major discussion point 
for this meeting was informa­
tion presented by Judy Miller

concerning some o f the city 
boards and commissions cur­
rently in existence (specifi­
cally the formation o f a Ho­
tel Occupancy Tax advisory 
board). Miller stated that, 
“eventually I would like to see 
a Parks Board established for 
Sonora, but I would like to fo­
cus on a HOTS board for the 
short term.” She then handed 
council templates from other 
cities who have implemented 
such boards. A lively discus­
sion ensued about the forma­
tion o f this board (as well as 
alterations to others already in 
existence). Mayor Jed Dav­
enport closed the discussion 
by stating, “board appoint­
ments are very serious. We 
are delegating responsibil­
ity to city members; so we 
need to ensure that the meet­
ings are done in a proper and 
open manner”. Since Miller 
was only presenting informa­
tion for the Council’s review 
no action was taken, with the 
exception o f her recommen­
dation that council, “consid­
er the formation o f a HOTS 
board”.
Council then (after advice 
from council) moved to ap­
prove Pascual Hernandez to 
the Economic Development 
Board-motion made by Wam­
ble, seconded by Neal, and 
passed unanimously.
Other actions taken by coun­
cil were to pursuit legal action 
against V-Tec Construction 
Company to recoup expenses 
from work they were contract­
ed to perform. There was no 
new information presented on 
the litigation against former 
City Manager Dean Carrell.
