Adult Enrichment Center:
San Angelo Gives to Area Senior Citizens

Do you have a loved one liv­

ing at home who is elderly or 
disabled and is unable to ad­
equately care for themselves 
for extended periods o f time?
Do you find it difficult to 
manage your own life while 
tending to the care o f others?
Do you find a simple trip to 
San Angelo to run errands, 
attend doctor appointments, 
meet friends, or even have a 
nice meal out can be stressful 
when you have to worry about 
the care and comfort o f your 
loved one at the same time?

Caring for a relative with 
a chronic illness or disabil­
ity is a loving commitment 
many families fulfill each 
day. More and more people 
are finding themselves to be 
the primary caregivers for 
their parents, their children, 
and in some cases, even their 
grandchildren. The demands 
on their time and money can

be a difficult challenge to 
overcome. The alternatives to 
this care, nursing homes and 
home health care agencies, 
can be expensive on families.

Groundwater Study Helps Predict The Future

It would be easy to think of the 
Edwards Aquifer (the source 
of all our groundwater) as an 
underground storage tank. If 
that were the case, measuring 
the amount of water stored 
would be determined by sub­
tracting the amount pumped 
out of the ground fi'om the 
amount o f water added by 
rainfall events. The problem 
becomes apparent once you 
realize that nature very rarely 
acts in a simple manner.

In order to plan for a desired 
future condition of our ground- 
water resource (as mandated

by the Texas Legislature), we 
first need to understand how 
the aquifer recharges itself 
which requires an understand­
ing of the geology, hydrology, 
aquifer depth, soil type, to­
pography, and vegetation (as 
well as many other factors) of 
eight different counties. Not 
only do scientists need to un­
derstand all these factors, but 
they need to understand how 
they interact with each other. 
The ultimate goal o f putting 
this information together is to 
form a Groundwater Manage­
ment Model (GAM), which is

nothing more than a math­
ematical formula that adds 
all these factors together to 
predict the amount of avail­
able groundwater. An over- 
simplistic example would be 
if A is rainfall, B is soil type, 
and C is the aquifer level, 
then A+B=C.

In 2004 the Texas Wa­
ter Development Board 
(TWDB) came up with a 
model to predict the behavior 
of groundwater recharge for 
the Edwards Trinity Aqui­
fer (covering 44,000 square 
miles). According to a re­

port compiled for the Sutton 
County Groundwater Conser­
vation District by the South­
west Research Institute, that 
2004 model was supported 
by, “limited information”. 
That model was revised in 
2009 by the TWDB, but the 
researchers developing the 
revision admitted that there 
was a lack of information 
available on the western edge 
o f the Edwards Trinity Aqui­
fer. This prompted the Sutton 
County Groundwater Conser­
vation District to commission 
a study (along with 7 other 
counties along the western 
edge o f the Edwards Trin­
ity Aquifer) to measure the 
accuracy of the 2004 model 
with the option of, “possi­
bly replacing the use of the 
GAM during their process 
of designating desired future 
conditions appropriate for 
the western Edwards-Trinity 
Aquifer”.

The comparison found that 
the recharge rates calculated 
for Menard, Val Verde, and 
Crockett Counties were com­
parable to what was predicted 
in the 2004 model, but the 
“uncertainty in the calcula­
tions remains high”. The 
calculated recharge rates 
for Edwards, Kimble, Real, 
Schleicher, and Sutton coun­

ties were significantly higher 
than what was cited in the 
2004 model. Much o f the in­
accuracy o f the 2004 model 
was attributed to the fact that 
groundwater piracy was not 
accounted for.

Groundwater piracy occurs 
when the above ground flow 
of water moves in one direc­
tion, while groimdwater flows 
in a different direction. For 
example, if  a drop o f water 
lands on the west side o f the 
divide in Schleicher Coun­
ty it will move west above 
ground and is associated with 
that county’s recharge rate. 
If that drop of water soaks 
deep enough into the ground 
it will move south adding to 
Sutton County’s groundwa­
ter recharge rate. The 2004 
model was over estimating 
the amount of recharge for 
the counties benefitting from 
groundwater piracy, indicat­
ing that a direct relationship 
between river discharge (as 
affected by rainfall) and aqui­
fer recharge rates must be re­
evaluated. Researchers com­
pared the 2004 study in terms 
of predicted recharge rates 
across different levels of rain

It’s that time of year. Mes­
quite enjoyed good growing 
conditions this spring, and 
they’ve really benefitted. So 
for those o f you who have 
a mesquite control plan in 
mind- it’s time.

The mesquite tree is one of 
the toughest, most invasive 
species o f brush in the world. 
It thrives across the western 
two-thirds o f Texas, both in 
rural pastures and on urban 
lots. There is a three step way 
to control mesquite that is 
easy, inexpensive, environ­
mentally responsible, and ef­
fective. Using these “Brush 
Busters” methods, which in­
volve spraying a small, but 
potent, concentration of her­
bicide directly pn each plant, 
you will be abl^ to keep the 
mesquites and other trees and 
shrubs you want and get rid of 
those you don't. \

Professionals with the Tex­
as Agricultural Experiment 
Station and Texas AgriLife 
Extension Service have de­
veloped and approved these 
three-step “Brush Busters” 
methods o f mesquite control. 
Your results may vary with 
weather and other conditions, 
but you should be able to 
knock out more than 7 o f 10 
mesquites treated.

“Brush Busters” recom­
mends two ways to control 
mesquite, depending upon 
tree shape.

The first is known as the Leaf 
Spray Method. It works best 
on mesquites that are bushy, 
have many stems at ground

level, and are less than 8 feet 
tall. This method has also been 
known as high-volume foliar 
spraying. Begin treatment in 
spring, when mesquite leaves 
change color from a light pea 
green to a uniform dark green, 
and throughout the summer.

The second method is known 
as the Stem Spray Method. 
It works best for control of 
relatively young mesquite 
trees that have smooth bark 
and few basal stems, those 
slim trunks emerging from 
the ground. The method has 
been known for years as the 
low-volume, basal stem treat­
ment technique. What's new 
is that demonstrations have 
shown excellent results using 
much less herbicide, mak­
ing it much more economi­
cal. When to apply? Anytime 
during the year, although best 
results occur during spring- 
summer growing season.

Whichever way you choose, 
with these simple directions, 
you'll find you can success­
fully control your mesquites. 
Just be sure that the trees are a 
dark, green color and actively 
growing. Drought stress can 
reduce chemical efficacy.

A third treatment, known as 
the cut-stump method, is also 
available. For application in­
structions, you can come by 
the Sutton County Extension 
Office for a “Brush Busters” 
publication or visit our web­
site at HTTP://sutton-co.tamu.

Lifetime Hunting and 
Fishing License

AUSTIN -  This Father’s 
Day forgo the gaudy neck­
ties and register to win a 
gift for dad that will never 
go out of style -  a lifetime 
of free hunting and fishing 
in Texas.

The Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department is of­
fering outdoors enthusiasts 
in Texas another chance to 
enter the Lifetime License 
Drawing for a chance to 
win a lifetime Super Combo 
hunting and fishing license. 
The drawing will take place 
on June 30, but entries for 
the drawing must be pur­
chased by midnight of June 
27. Entries for the lifetime 
Super Combo license -  a 
$1,800 value -  are only $5.

This license package will 
permanently exempt the 
lucky winner from having 
to purchase new state hunt­
ing and fishing licenses each 
year. The winner, however, 
is not exempt from the Fed­
eral Duck Stamp Require­
ment.

All proceeds from the 
drawing will go toward the 
department’s on-the-ground

fall over an 80 year period, 
and found that its level of ac­
curacy depends on the amount 
of annual rainfall.

It was found that in the 80 
years of rainfall data (in the 8 
county study area), “ 10, 20, 
and 30 percent reductions in 
precipitation occurred ap­
proximately 40, 30, and 20 
percent of the time during 
1920-2000”. That means 
over a period of 10 years we 
can expect to have 10% less 
rainfall in 4 of those years.
The 2004 study predicted a 
much lower recharge rate for 
all counties (except Val Verde 
and Crockett) at a 10% re­
duction in rainfall. When the 
rainfall decreases by 20% the 
recharge rate^ for Sutton, Ed­
wards, and Schleicher coun­
ties were much lower than 
what were predicted by the 
2004 model (at 30% all coun­
ties had lower recharge rates 
than predicted by the model).
This implies that 40% of the 
time (10% less rainfall) the 
2004 model underestimates 
the amount of groundwater 
recharge, and 50% of the time 
it overestimates the amount of 
groundwater recharge (those 
periods where annual rainfall 
is reduced by 20 and 30%).

After evaluating several oth­
er factors affecting ground- 
water recharge the study de­
termined that, “Crockett and 
Val Verde counties are most 
vulnerable to drought be- • 
cause recharge is negligible 
when precipitatjpn is reduced

to less than 16-17 inches per 
year. Menard County is also 
vulnerable to drought because 
it has minimal opportunity 
to store groundwater due to 
the limited thickness o f the 
aquifer in Menard County. 
Conversely, Real, Edwards, 
Kimble, and to a lesser de­
gree, Sutton Counties are least 
vulnerable to drought because 
they receive greater amounts 
o f precipitation and their 
groundwater catchment areas 
limits beyond the extents of 
their surface watersheds [they 
benefit from groundwater pi­
racy]”.

It was suggested that any 
plan of the future conditions 
of the Western Edwards- 
Trinity Aquifer should be 
shaped to fit the unique char­
acteristics of each particular 
district. The continual use 
of a generalized model to es­
timate recharge rates (i.e. the 
2004 model covering 44,000 
square miles) has been clearly 
demonstrated that, “the water 
resources o f the Edwards Pla­
teau are not adequately char­
acterized”.

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No summer Slow-Down for Central Texas insects
UVALDE -  Insects with 
strange names like red katy­
dids, false chinch bugs and 
cicada killers are among the 
pesky critters popping up in 
surprising numbers through­
out South and Central Texas 
this summer, according to

Texas AgriLife Extension 
Service experts.

“From late spring to the 
present, AgriLife Extension 
entomologists and integrated 
pest management specialists 
have been receiving reports of 
red Central Texas leaf-katy-

dids in Medina, Comal, Bexar 
and Real counties”, said Noel 
Troxclair, AgriLife Extension 
entomologist at the AgriLife 
Research and Extension Cen­
ter in Uvalde.

“While masses of red katy­
dids can damage trees, espe­
cially the canopies of oaks, as 
well as cause consternation 
and aural irritation to many 
Central Texas residents, they 
do not tend to inflict much 
long-term damage on the ar­
eas they choose for their sum­
mer home”, he said.

Central Texas leaf-katydids 
look similar to grasshoppers 
and are from 1.3-1.7 inches in 
length with forewings that are 
broad near the tips and slight­
ly convex, forming a cup 
around the abdomen. They 
are sometimes called "long­
horn grasshoppers" because 
of their long, sturdy antennae. 
Katydids produce a sound by 
rubbing their forewings to­
gether, and during population 
outbreaks, masses of them 
generate a loud, raspy, pulsat­
ing whine that continues night 
and day.

"The Central Texas leaf- 
katydid is an arboreal or tree­
dwelling species found most­
ly in oaks," Troxclair said. 
"Large populations of them 
can decimate oak tree cano­
pies and swarm over property, 
though they’re mostly con­
sidered a nuisance or annoy­
ance."

Troxclair said he witnessed 
the previous explosion of 
Central Texas leaf-katydids in 
2007 and remembered a large 
bottomland area near Pearsall 
where the rapacious insects 
had completely defoliated 
hundreds of live oaks. Dur­
ing that year, outbreaks were 
reported in Bandera, Bexar, 
Comal, Frio, Hays, Kendall, 
and Medina counties.

One of this year’s most se­
rious reports came from the 
Kane family of Hondo.

"A few weeks ago, red katy­
dids started swarming all over 
my house and property," said 
Janelle Kane. "At first there 
were hundreds on the side of 
my house, then they finally 
moved into the trees and now 
they’ve spread all over a 50- 
to 60-acre area around us."

Kane said the katydids have 
gotten into her shed, crawled 
under her patio and “found 
their way into almost ev­
ery nook and cranny” of her 
home’s exterior.

"When their noise finally 
stops for a brief time, we can 
actually hear them eating the 
leaves on our oak trees," she 
said. "They’ve jumped on 
both me and my kids, and 
now my kids are scared to go 
near them. Besides that, with 
so many of them dying around 
us, they smell just awfiil."

Troxclair said katydids are 
sturdy insects and insecti­
cides for their control would 
depend on their location such 
as home landscape, pasture, 
forested area, etc., and the 
recommendations and direc­
tions noted on the pesticide’s 
label. Insecticides containing 
acetamiprid, carabryl, indoxa- 
carb, malathion, phosmet and 
spinosad would be labeled in 
most situations and provide 
some level of control.

"We’ve also gotten reports 
of false chinch bugs in Gua­
dalupe and Medina counties," 
said Troxclair. "These are a 
sucking bug related to the 
chinch bug, but are of a differ­
ent genus. They tend to do the 
most damage to row crops, as 
well as rangeland and brush- 
land with a lot of winter annu­
als, which is where they pre­
fer to breed."

He said the insect prefers 
wild mustards, breeding on 
numerous species in the mus­
tard family including Virginia 
pepperweed and shepherd’s 
purse, but also feeds on other 
winter annuals.

Troxclair said adults are a 
gray-brown with translucent 
wings and approximately the 
size of an uncooked grain of 
rice, but the late instar imma- 
tures are responsible for the 
majority of the crop damage 
done in Texas.

"As the winter annuals dry 
down in the summer forcing 
these large new populations of 
false chinch bugs to migrate, 
they can move into small row 
crop stands and destroy them, 
basically sucking them dry," 
he said. ^

Troxclair said reports of false 
chinch bugs usually come 
from rural and semi-rural ar­
eas, but sometimes they can 
migrate onto residential prop­
erty where they can damage 
landscape plants and lawns.

"Malathion is an effective

pesticide for row-crop farm­
ers to use against the insect, 
he said, and pyrethroids also 
typically do a good job of 
controlling them. But again 
it is important to read the 
pesticide labels carefully for 
proper application rates and 
information."

"We’ve been getting a num­
ber of calls about cicada kill­
ers, especially about the holes 
the cicada killers make in the 
ground," said Wizzie Brown, 
integrated pest management 
specialist at the AgriLife Ex­
tension office in Travis Coun­
ty.

“Many people panic when 
they see large wasps flying 
low over their yard at this 
time of year and spot holes 
in the yard or flower beds 
surrounded by small piles of 
dirt”, she said.

"But these wasps are cicada 
killers and aren’t anything to 
panic over," Brown said. "The 
males can be aggressive and 
buzz near people, but males 
are unable to sting. While the 
females are capable of sting­
ing, they are rarely aggressive 
towards humans or animals."

Cicada killers are about 1.5 
inches long with a reddish- 
brown head and thorax and a
Continued From Front Page: Adult Enrichment Center

black abdomen with yellow 
markings, and their wings 
have a rusty tinge. Females 
dig burrows in the ground and 
use them as nesting areas.

Females sting and paralyze 
cicadas, then take them back 
to their burrow to lay eggs on 
them. When the eggs hatch, 
the larvae feed upon the ci­
cada carcass.

“Cicada killers usually do 
not warrant any control meth­
ods”, Brown said.

"They are actually benefi­
cial insects that help to reduce 
populations of cicadas," she 
said. "But if  you feel that you 
must do something to manage 
them, you can sprinkle insec­
ticidal dust around the open­
ing o f the burrow."

Troxclair and Brown also 
noted an increase in reports 
in Central Texas o f caterpil­
lars they have identified as 
salt marsh caterpillars. They 
agreed while the caterpillars 
are not yet a significant issue, 
the moths they will produce 
in weeks to come could create 
problems for home gardens 
and area cotton producers as 
cotton is a preferred host.

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Gov. Perry:
EPA Action Would Kill 
Texas Jobs, Derail Air 

Quality Progress

Three Receive Eagle Scout Honors

DEER PARK -  Gov. Rick 
Perry today was joined by lo­
cal government and business 
leaders to decry Washington's 
latest attempt to extend feder­
al control over the state's au­
thority, an action that would 
undermine Texas’ successful 
clean air programs and cost 
the state thousands o f jobs. 
Last week, the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) an­
nounced its efforts to take over 
Texas’ federally delegated, 
successful Title V permitting 
program, and replace it with 
a less effective Washington- 
based, bureaucratic led, com­
mand and control mandate.

“Last week, the federal gov­
ernment sent the very clear 
message that it seeks to de­
stroy Texas’ successful clean 
air program and threaten tens 
o f thousands of good Texas 
jobs in the process. The EPA 
seems to believe that federal 
controls and bureaucracy are 
more important than clean 
air results.” GoV. Perry said. 
“Texas’ common-sense ap­
proach to air quality permit- 
ting^^^works because it avoids 
the damage caused by Wash­
ington’s command and con­
trol approach, while cleaning 
the air, helping create jobs and 
growing our state economy.”

In response to the EPA’s an­
nouncement last week. Gov. 
Perry sent a letter urging 
President Barack Obama to 
stop the agency’s excessive 
overreach into Texas’ permit­
ting process, which would kill 
thousands o f Texas jobs and 
derail a program that has ef­
fectively cleaned Texas' air.

“I am eager to get back to 
the drawing board and have 
constructive, law and science 
based discussions with EPA, 
discussions that should have

been finished 16 years ago” 
Texas Commission on Envi­
ronmental Quality Executive 
Director Mark Vickery said.

The air Texans breathe to­
day is significantly cleaner 
than it was in 2000. As Texas 
added much of the nation’s 
job, population and econom­
ic growth, the Texas clean 
air program achieved a 22 
percent reduction in ozone 
and a 46 percent decrease in 
NOx emissions, compared 
to an eight percent reduc­
tion in national ozone levels 
and a 27 percent reduction 
in national NOX levels be­
tween 2000 and 2008. Addi­
tionally, no county in Texas 
is in nonattainment for fine 
particulate matter, one of 
the pollutants with the great­
est impact on human health.

“The Houston Port Re­
gion’s petrochemical in­
dustry employs more than 
30,000 direct jobs and an ad­
ditional 300,000 in indirect 
jobs, Chad Burke, president/ 
CEO of the Economic Alli­
ance Houston Port Region 
said. “If  we allow the EPA to 
chase the 30,000 jobs away, 
the 300,000 jobs will follow/’

Texas is a national leader 
in reducing emissions and 
known pollutants and ad­
vancing renewable energy 
sources, all while remain­
ing a leader in the nation's 
energy production. We have 
successfully balanced the 
need for environmental im­
provements with fostering 
economic growth, new in­
vestment and job creation. 
Texas continues to advance 
new, clean energy technology 
by using market incentives 
and stable regulation, not 
costly mandates and taxes.
