Texas Leadership Touts Energy 
Industry as Leading the Way 

For Our Economy
Gov. Rick Perry today met 

with plant managers from the 
Baytown area at the Southeast 
Texas Plant Managers Forum 
to discuss Texas’ economy 
and the role of the state’s pet­
rochemical industry in fueling 
the nation.

“This industry creates jobs 
and generates products and 
services that have helped our 
economy lead the nation,” 
Gov. Perry said. “We will con­
tinue to create the economic 
climate in Texas where these 
businesses can not only sur­
vive, but thrive. We will also 
continue to fight an increas­
ingly activist EPA that threat­
ens industries like this One to 
ensure they can continue driv­
ing Texas’ economic engine.”

Texas’ energy industry sup­
plies 20 percent of the nation’s 
oil production, more than 30

percent of the nation’s natural 
gas production, a quarter of 
the nation’s refining capacity, 
and nearly 60 percent of the 
nation’s chemical manufac­
turing. Texas’ energy industry 
employs 200,000 to 300,000 
Texans, earning $35 billion in 
total wages.

Overall, Texas’ economy 
continues to receive nation­
al attention. CNBC recently 
named Texas America’s Top 
State for Business. Texas was 
also recently named the “Best 
State to Do Business” by CEO 
Magazine for the sixth year in 
a row, and six of Texas’ metro 
areas were listed as “America’s 
Recovery Capitals” by Forbes 
and Moody’s Economy.

No other state is home to 
more Fortune 500 and 1000 
companies, and Texas is the 
nation’s leading exporting

state for the eighth consecu­
tive year. Over the past 10 
years, Texas created more 
private sector jobs than any 
other state in the nation, with 
the Texas unemployment rate 
staying constant at 8.2 per­
cent in July, well below the 
national average.

The Southeast Texas Plant 
Managers Forum repre­
sents companies that employ 
20,000 individuals in the pet­
rochemical industry in South­
east Texas, with $1 billion in 
annual payroll. These compa­
nies refine 60 percent of the 
nation’s aircraft fuel, 11 per­
cent of the nation’s natural 
gas, and almost 40 percent of 
the nation’s liquid natural gas. 
Plant managers from these 
companies meet monthly to 
discuss issues relevant to the 
petrochemical industry.

The Bronco defense 
then stopped the Buffaloes on 
a three and out. Jesus Vasquez 
connected on a thirty-five yard 
sweep pass to Esau Martinez 
who was downed at the six 
yard line.

If I ever come to Sonora and 
forget what I came for, all I 
have to do is ask someone and 
they will know. The football 
talk among Sonora fans cen­
tered on Coach Sine’s game 
plan for the Forsan Buffaloes. 
He was rumored to have some 
real surprises in store for the 
Forsan Buffaloes. Indeed, 
Coach Sine and his staff had 
prepared the Broncos for the 
Buffaloes, and the team ex­
ecuted the game plan to per­
fection as the Broncos scored 
49 points in the first half 

Forsan’s first mistake was 
in winning the toss and de­
ciding to kick off to the Bron­
cos. Eric Santana returned 
the pigskin 45 yards to the 
Buffalo 43-yardline. On the 
first play of the game, Ethan 
Morriss dropped back and 
threw to Zach Badeaux for 
a 3 5-yard completion. On 
third and goal, Morriss lofted 
a perfect pass to Word Hud­
son for the first touchdown 
of the game. The PAT failed 
and the Broncos led 6 to 0 
with only 90 seconds ticked 
off the clock.
On the first Buffalo offensive 

play, Shane Patlan stripped 
the ball from the Forsan re­
turner and recovered for the 
Broncos. Braxton Snyder 
scored on the first play as he 
tipped, hobbled,, and finally 
snagged a 43-yard touch­
down pass from Morriss. To

make up for the missed PAT, 
Morriss completely fooled the 
Buffaloes and walked into the 
end zone untouched for the 
PAT. The score stood at 14 
to 0 with 9:34 left in the first 
quarter.

It only took the Buffaloes one 
play to score their first touch­
down. Brendan Roman broke 
through the line, got past the 
linebackers, and sprinted 57 
yards for the score. After 
their kick, the score was 14 to 
7 in favor of Sonora with 8:54 
left in the first quarter.

Once again, Santana re­
turned the kickoff to the 
Bronco 38-yard line. Two 
runs by Morriss and Badeaux 
resulted in two first downs 
moving the ball to the Buffalo 
34-yardline. Cross rushed 
for the next first down gain­
ing 12 yards. Two keepers 
later, Morriss scored his sec­
ond rushing touchdown of the 
season. Cross kicked the PAT, 
and the score increased to 21 
to 7 with 6:39 left in the first 
quarter.

On the first Buffalo play, they 
tried the spread version of the 
sweep to right. Dallas Payne 
did not allow the runner to get 
outside. As Ty Johnson tried 
to turn back inside, Badeaux 
leveled him for a loss. The 
Buffaloes’ fine quarterback, 
Trevor Biychett,

the mismanagement of the city by the previous city manager.

By and large the council has 
shown that they are aware of the gravity of the situation and 
have the leadership to face and manage the problem and the 
city manager has the wherewithal to be o f help in fixing the 
problem.

Hill Country Landowners Attend Meeting On 
Proposed CREZ Transmission Line

Lawn maintenance requires attention to weed control. One 
o f the most effective ways to control weeds is to apply pre- 
emergent herbicide. Preemergent herbicides are chemicals that 
prevent the germinating weeds from establishing in the lawn. 
These herbicides control annual grass weeds by inhibiting cell 
division in the young root system. The failure of the root sys­
tem to develop results in the death o f the young seedling weed 
shortly after germination.

Pre-emergent herbicides can be purchased at nurseries or 
garden centers. You can calculate the lawn's square footage to 
help determine how much herbicide you need. Lawns can be 
measured easily by walking their perimeters,'length by width, 
taking roughly 3-foot strides.

The big question for pre-emergent weed killers is when to 
apply them. Pre-emergent herbicides only work if  they are ap­
plied to your lawn before the weed's growth period. But if  ap­
plied too early, weather will dilute the herbicide and the weed 
will grow unencumbered.

The two dates to remember are September 15 and March 
15. Those are the two rule-of-thumb dates o f the year around 
which pre-emergent herbicides should be applied so that they 
activate before seasonal weeds make an appearance. The Sep­
tember 15th date is to catch weeds as they set new seed. This 
fall application will limit any late fall growth and hopefully 
begin w eeding,work for next year.

Brands solddn Texas kill weeds common in most lawns. 
A number o f brands contain a variety o f chemicals. Active 
ingredients include prodiamine, dithiopyr, and pendimethlin. 
R e ^  the label carefully. Some pre-emergents target broadleaf 
weeds and others target grassy weeds.

Once the herbicide is applied, water the lawn immediately 
or at least within a day or two, because the pre-emergent mate­
rial needs to soak in. If  left on the surface too long, the herbi­
cide can break down in  sunlight and lose some potency.

So, remember to apply pre-emergent weed killer mid-Sep­
tember to mid-October for the most effective kill. And just as 
important, read the label. For more information, contact the 
County Extension Office.

Judges hearing LCRA Trans­
mission Services Corpora­
tion’s application to build a 
new 345-kilovolt transmission 
line through the Hill Country 
held a prehearing conference 
today (Wednesday) in Aus­
tin’s Palmer Events Center. 
More than 350 intervenors 
and their representatives at­
tended the prehearing confer­
ence and about 100 stayed for 
the question-and-answer ses­
sion ftiat followed.

Questions from the public 
at the later session included 
several about how LCRA TSC 
would determine how much to 
offer landovmers for property 
needed for easements for the 
transmission line, potential 
use o f a private transmission 
line, the type o f erosion con­
trols and re-vegetation used by 
LCRA TSC and whether spe­
cific features could be avoided 
in the construction process.

The judges are part o f the 
State Office of Administrative 
Hearings, which is hearing 
the case for the Public Util­
ity Commission. LCRATSC’s 
application is to amend LCRA 
TSC’s Certificate of Conve­
nience and Necessity (CCN), 
which is required before con­
struction can begin on the new 
transmission line, known as 
the McCamey D to Kendall 
to Gillespie project. The line 
would connect the McCamey 
D Station, to be constructed 
north of Eldorado, with sta­
tions in Kendall and Gillespie 
counties, providing more re­
liability and a new path for 
wind power to get to market. 
The three members o f the 
Texas Public Utility Commis­
sion have the responsibility 
to make a decision on LCRA 
TSC’s application by mid- 
January.

“We really appreciate ev­
erybody who came to the con­

ference today and the thou­
sands o f people who have 
provided valuable input for 
LCRA TSC,” said Tom Ma­
son, LCRA general manager. 
“Together we’re looking for 
the best possible route for this 
transmission line.”
The line is part o f a $4.9 bil­
lion effort mandated by the 
Texas Legislature to allow 
for reliable and cost-effective 
delivery of power produced 
fi-om areas in West Texas and 
the Panhandle, called Com­
petitive Renewable Energy 
Zones (CREZ), to homes and 
businesses throughout the 
state.

Following PUC guidance 
that the application must in­
clude several geographically 
diverse routes, LCRA TSC 
presented a preferred route 
and 59 alternative routes for 
McCamey D to Kendall, and 
a preferred route and 14 alter­
nate routes for Kendall to Gil­
lespie, which it believes are all 
viable possibilities and could 
be built. Commissioners can 
select any o f those proposed 
routes or instruct LCRA TSC 
to construct an alternate route 
that they devise using route 
segments included in LCRA 
TSC’s CCN filing.
Depending on the route cho­
sen, the line fi’om McCamey 
D to Kendall could be between 
129 miles and 166 miles long, 
while the route fi*om Kendall 
to Gillespie could range fi*om 
28 to 33 miles long. Estimated 
cost for the preferred route is 
more than $367 million. 
Counties that could be im­
pacted by this CREZ project 
include Schleicher, Sutton, 
Kimble, Kerr, Kendall, Gil­
lespie, Menard and Mason. 
“We studied an area as large 
as some New England states,” 
said Rebecca A. Klein, chair 
o f the LCRA Board o f Direc­

“However [political parties] 
may now and then answer 
popular ends, they are like­
ly in the course o f time and 
things, to become potent en­
gines, by which cunning, am­
bitious, and unprincipled men 
will be enabled to subvert the 
power o f the people and to 
usurp for themselves the reins 
o f government, destroying

afterwards the very engines 
which have lifted them to un­
just dominion”.

I feel old because I am tired 
of voting for a leader only be­
cause he fits my vision better 
than his opponent. I am tired 
o f being force fed information 
I don’t care about. I am ready 
for a leader that inspires me 
to see his/her vision for our 
country. I want a leader with 
the wisdom to see that choices 
may not always be right, the 
sorrow to feel the weight of 
mistakes, the honesty to pass 
along the credit to those that 
deserve it, and can feel re­
lief when their service is fin­
ished. It is up to us to find 
such a leader. This November 
the solution is found with a 
simple vote, and that vote is 
not exclusive to Washington. 
Vote local and vote often!

Through the lens of time the 
founders of our country have 
been elevated to the point 
where they are no longer men, 
but legends.

I continually fight 
with the feeling that I have 
not given back to her as my 
father did in Vietnam and so 
many of my fnends currently 
are in the Middle East. I pay 
her back with a simple vote, 
but that vote has the strength 
o f over 300 million Ameri­
cans. Where we are is not 
where we were. Hopefully 
where we are going will be a 
better place-but the course of 
our country (and community) 
will be set by a single vote...
