Breast Cancer Awareness  
Month Kicks Off At The  

Sutton County Courthouse

All life is a fight where the battle lines are drawn between 
the first desperate gasp of air and the surrendering re lea^  of 
the last breath. Most of us never have to choose any specific 
battleground, and continue about our everyday lives without a 
thought towards our own mortality. There are; however, some 
people that have no choice but to turn and face that unrelent­
ing adversary. In 2009, 254,650 American women have had 
to stop their lives to turn and look across the field of battle. In 
a perfect world they would be allotted the time to focus on the 
upcoming fight, but our reality is not perfect. They do not get 
a break from paying bills, taxes, or work. They have to con­
tinue on as best they can-looking across the battle lines while 
breast cancer stares back at them.

In the “Art of War” by Sun Tzu there is a well known pas­
sage that states, “keep your friends close and your enemies 
closer”. While Sun Tzu may have been talking about war 
among men, there are some shocking statistics that show it 
applies to the war on breast cancer. In the case of breast can­
cer early detection (keeping your enemy closer) seems to be 
the key to a successful battle plan. Generally speaking there 
is an estimated 95% survival rate of patients diagnosed with 
breast cancer if the tumor is 2 centimeters or less in diameter. 
Depending on any number of factors, that 5 year survivability 
rate can decrease to 67% if that tumor grows only three more 
centimeters. Keep your enemies closer because its easier to 
see them coming.

For us older Sonora Bronco 
Fans who may have started a 
“Bucket List,” we can scratch 
through any need to see a 
football game with non-stop 
action, trick plays, fake punts, 
pick six interceptions, 12 
touchdowns, five lead chang­
es, comebacks from 12 and 
11 points down, and a des­
peration game winning drive 
where the winning touchdown 
came with no time left on the 
game clock!

The regular season is half 
over, and the Bronco Na­

tion has already enjoyed three 
games of extraordinary sus­
pense and excitement. In the 
Brady game, we got to watch 
the Bronco defense stop the 
Bulldogs as they tried to come 
from behind. Then the Ball­
inger game featured a Bronco 
team that overcame a 21-point 
deficit to take the lead only 
to see the Bearcats drive the 
field losing on the last play of 
the game as their field goal to 
tie missed. The excitement of 
those two games now seems 
like watching paint dry when

compared to this week’s 
game versus the Blanco Pan­
thers. Ever since the 2000 
State Championship game, 
where Sonora won 27 to 
24, the Blanco Panthers had 
owned the Broncos when 
they were in our district in 
2006 and 2007.

The Panthers won the toss. 
Blanco came to the line of 
scrimmage using the same of­
fense that they used in 2000. 
Tim Goodman, a sophomore 
making his first varsity start, 
scored on his first carry on 
a 66-yard run on a mid-line 
trap play. In what was go­
ing to plague the Panthers all 
night, TJ Raby badly hooked 
his PAT kick that smacked the 
little bucking Bronco on the 
scoreboard next to the “Class 
of 1976” sign. The Panthers 
had a 6 to 0 lead with only 16 
seconds off the clock.

Eric Santana returned the 
Panther kickoff to the Bron­
cos’ 33-yard line. The Bron­
cos made two first downs as 
Ethan Morriss completed two 
third down passes to Word 
Hudson. The drive ended 
when Cadesman Pope had a 
pass from Morriss go through 
his hands, and a diving Sam 
Isenburg intercepted for the 
Panthers near the Panthers’ 
20-yard line.

Despite excellent tackles by

Jorge Gaytan, Lino Villaneu- 
va, Sam Powers, and Zach 
Badeaux, the Panthers logged 
two first downs on Bronco 
penalties. Gavin Garrow 
broke free for a 20+ yard run 
to the Broncos’ 22-yard line. 
They did not go any farther as 
the Broncos forced a turnover 
on downs.

After two plays o f no gain 
and another penalty, Mor­
riss found Hudson over the 
middle for a 36-yard gain for 
a Bronco first down at their 
own 41-yard line. Bronco 
penalties moved the ball back 
to the 20-yard line. Gavin 
Garrow intercepted and re­
turned it to the Bronco 16- 
yard line. On the next play, 
Garrow appeared to score but 
a motion penalty against the 
Panthers cancelled it. Good­
man broke through the Bron­
co line again and made to the 
Broncos’ one-yard line. He 
got his second touchdown of 
the night two plays later on a 
quick hitter. After a Blanco 
penalty. Panther quarterback 
Tanner Rogers was forced to 
scramble. Davis Jimenez hit 
him low and prevented the 
two-point conversion. The 
Panthers lead 12 to 0 with 
0:28 left in the first quarter.

Ryan San Miguel returned 
the kickoff to the Bronco 
39-yard line. Coach Sine

called Badeaux’s number on 
a seldom used trick play that 
resulted in a 40-yard run to 
the Panthers’ 21-yard line. 
Imoni Cross almost scored 
on the next play as he gained 
20-yards to the Panthers’ one- 
yard line as the first quarter 
ended. On the first play of 
the second quarter, Mor­
riss scored on a quarterback 
sneak. Cross got off a low 
PAT kick that was blocked. 
The scoreboard read Vistors 
12 -  Broncos 6 with 11:56 left 
in the second quarter.

Preston Lopez and Pope 
stopped the first down run, 
Gaytan sacked Rogers on sec­
ond down, and Rogers threw 
incomplete on third down 
forcing a punt to the Broncos.

Morriss completed a pass to 
Braxton Snyder for a 20-yard 
gain to the Panther 36-yard 
line. Two plays later, Mor­
riss scored from 19-yards out. 
Morriss attempted a pass for 
two to Snyder, but a Panther 
deflected it incomplete. New 
game: 12 to 12 at 8:45 left in 
the first half

With the ball at the Panthers’ 
3 5-yard line, Rogers threw a 
quick pass that was intercept­
ed by 6 ’4” Pope who took to 
the bam for the first Bronco 
lead of the night.

With the acquisition of a digital mammography machine the 
Hospital is now able to provide a tool to assist in early detec­
tion of breast cancer. This new machine is able to detect the 
pre-cursors to the formation of breast cancer tumor cells, in 
effect detecting breast cancer before it forms. In addition to 
mammograms the machine is built to perform breast capable 
MRIs, and sonograms.

Diabetes Numbers Are on the Rise

A ccording to the Centers 
for D isease Control (CDC)* 
the num ber o f  people w ith 
diabetes has increased by 3 
m illion in 3 years to a new  
high o f  24 m illion. This 
m eans that alm ost 8 percent 
o f  people in the U .S. have 
diabetes. A lm ost a quarter 
o f  people over 6(5 years old 
have diabetes. In addition, 
57 m illion people have p re­
diabetes, w hich m eans they 
are at very  high risk  for de­
veloping diabetes.

A re you or som eone in 
your fam ily at risk  for type 
2 diabetes? Your risk  is 
higher i f  you are over 45 
years o f  age, especially if  
you are over your recom ­
m ended w eight. You are 
also at higher risk  i f  you 
are less than 45 years o f  age 
and have any one o f  these 
risk factors: physically 
inactive; have close re la­

tives w ith diabetes; are a 
m em ber o f  high-risk ethnic 
populations such as African 
A m erican, Latino, N ative 
A m erican, A sian Am erican, 
or Pacific Islander; have 
delivered a baby weighing 
over
9 pounds; have high blood 
pressure, high cholesterol 
and/or triglycerides, poly­
cystic ovary syndrom e, tests 
indicating your body is not

handling glucose well, or a 
history o f  vascular disease.

I f  you think you are at 
risk, ask your doctor or 
clinic for a fasting blood 
glucose test. Then, make 
sure you understand the re­
sults w hen they come back 
to you. A sk for a copy, and 
keep that copy somewhere 
so you can find it and com ­
pare future results.

The Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department would like to re­
mind landowners that a hunt­
ing lease license is required 
for certain hunting operations, 
and that those licenses must be 
renewed yearly.

The owner of a hunting lease 
or the landowner’s agent may 
not receive pay or anything of 
value from hunters unless the 
owner or agent has acquired a 
hunting lease license from the 
department. This law applies 
to all hunting leases.

There are three types of lease 
licenses: (1) hunting lease li­
cense; (2) hunting coopera­
tive; and (3) wildlife manage­
ment association. The license 
is required to be displayed on 
the hunting lease property.

The first type of license, the 
hunting lease license is for
