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Ralph David
Copeland

Ralph David Copeland, 75, passed away peacefully Sun-
day, April 15, 2012, at home in San Antonio, TX. His passing
leaves a hole in the hearts of his family and friends along with
a profound gratitude for having know him. Ralph was a true
eccentric who was an unfailing gentleman and an enthusiastic

' epicurean. He will long be remembered for his great generos-

ity, hiss droll sense of humor, and his amazing writiig on all
sorts of interests.

Born in the midst of the Great Flood in San Angelo, TX,
on September 22, 1936, to Gay Y. and Esther Hines Cope-
land, Ralph spent much of his childhood and school years on
Sonora, TX, where his parents where ranchers and civic lead-
ers. He graduated from Sonora High Schoool, class of 1955.
Among his great pleasures where the UIL speech competitions,
at which he and his partner, Albert Ward, won state honors.

Ralph learned to fly as a teenager, earning his Private Li-
cense at age 16 and his Commercial License at 18. He went on
to earn many other ratings, and flew both privately and com-
mercially until he was in this mid-50’s, logging some 4,000
hours. :

AFter graduation from Kenyon College, Gambier, Ohio, in
1959, Ralph enlisted in the U.S. Army and began his long writ-
ing career as Public Information Specialist in Louisiana and
Germany. Following his military service, he spent three years
as Public Information Officer for the European Headquarters
of the American Red Cross. Later, he served as creative direc-
tor, senior writer, senior editor, speechwriter, and other posts
in companies such as Piper Aircraft, Fisher Scientific Instru-
ments and PGC, Inc.

In later years, he attended law school, educated himself
about the oil industry, and managed a family broadcasting
business. He was a longtime member of the National Associa-
tion of Royalty Owners and National Association of Royalty
Owners -Texas. He taught seminars on various aspects of min-
eral ownership, lobbied the Texas legislature for the rights of
royalty owners, and taught his family more about oil owner-
ship than they ever thought they could learn.

He was a prodigious reader with an insatiable curiosity, and
his personal library of thousands of books reflected the breadth
of his interests. He held other writers and authors accountable
for accuracy in their research, frequently writing them letters
to correct some detail he knew to be wrong or to acknowledge
some obscure detail. :

He is survived by his brother, Richard Copeland and his
wife Andrea, and his sister, Gayle Copeland, and her husband
Jim Jacobs, all of San Antonio; niece Tracy Barsalou and her
husband Chris of San Antonio; and nephews Hill Copeland
and his wife Leslie of Readstown, Wisconsin, and Chris Cope-
land and his wife Stephanie of Greenwich, New York; grand-
nieces and grand-nephews Anne and Abigayle Pentland, Finn
and David Barsalou, and Zach, Andie, G.P., Zoey, Scout, Sar-
ah, Tanner, and Kate Copeland; and untold numbers of friends.
The family is particularly grateful to Ralph’s personal chef and
friend, Scott Grimmit, and to his devoted caregivers, especial-
ly Jan Clark, R.N.

AUSTIN — State game
wardens have wrapped
up an extensive 16-month
poaching investigation in
East Texas that has net-
ted stout fines and jail or
' prison sentences for four

men responsible for il-.

legally killing 30 deer in
Wood and Rains coun-
ties.

Wood County Game
‘Wardens Derek Spitzer
and Kurt Kelley along
with Van Zandt County
warden Steve Stapleton
began the investigation
on Dec. 7, 2010 when
a dead deer was found
hanging from an oil well
pump jack on a wooded
1,500-acre tract near
Alba. Only the deer’s
backstrap had been re-
moved, with the rest of
the meat left to waste.
The subsequent investi-
gation, which involved
an estimated 270 man

often only taking the back-
strap from the animals.

While probing the hunt-
ing law violations, the
wardens recovered mul-
tiple stolen items and sev-
eral theft cases are still
pending. A total of 528 of-
fenses were determined to
have occurred with 40 of
those being state jail felo-
nies. Of the total offenses
known, 22 charges were
brought forward in Wood
and Rains counties. Nine
Class A misdemeanor
charges and two state jail
felonies were filed in each
county.

Of the four defendants,
three made plea deals with
prosecutors with one of
them entering a plea in
exchange for a one-year
sentence for hunting deer
without a land owner’s
consent. The protracted
investigation was finally

hours, uncovered an ex-
tensive pattern of deer
poaching in both Wood
and Rains counties.

During the course of
the investigation, the war-,
-dens conducted several
protracted interviews, se-
cured a large amount of
evidence, and were able to
document the illegal kill-
-ing of 30 deer by four in-
dividuals. All of the deer
had been killed at night
from public roads with
the aid of a spotlight over
a three-month period.

In one documented in-
cident, two of the men
mvolved were found to
have shot two deer be-
hind a high fence at night
and returned later with a
pair of bolt cutters, which
they used to cut a hole in
the fence and remove the
deer. Most of the deer
meat in the investigation
was found to have been

For each of these 23 Class
C misdemeanors, fines can
range up to $500.

Texas saltwater species in-
cluding spotted sea trout, red
drum (redfish), red snapper,
southern flounder and gold-
en croaker to seafood mar-
kets and restaurants along
the upper Texas coast. Of
42 businesses approached,
only 9 of those illegally pur-
chased game fish.

Wardens made video and
audio recordings of each il-
licit sale in addition to pre-
serving cash received and
receipts as evidence.

“While we were disap-
pointed that some busi-
nesses knowingly purchased
game fish for resale, 33 Tex-
as businesses did the right
thing and turned our war-
dens down,” said Col. Pete
Flores, Law Enforcement
Division director.

In all, wardens sold 418
pounds of fish for prices
ranging from 60 cents to $4
a pound.

The number and type of
misdemeanor citations filed
