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Would Your Child’s Safety Seat Pass Inspection?
PERRYTON -  The Texas

Securing children properly 
in age- and size-appropriate 
child safety seats -  in the back 
seat o f the vehicle -  is the 
most effective way to protect 
them in the event o f a crash, 
according to the National 
Highway Safety Administra­
tion.

Highway safety statistics 
show child seats reduce the 
risk of fatal injury by 71 per­

cent for infants and by 54 
percent for toddlers in motor 
vehicle crashes. From 1975 
through 2010, an estimated 
9,611 lives were saved by 
child restraints. Statistics 
show 41 percent of children 
killed in crashes are found to 
be unrestrained.

Even though the major­
ity of parents buckle up their 
children in a child safety seat, 
booster seat or seat belt, most 
do not use them correctly. Ac­
cording to National Highway 
Traffic Safety Administra­
tion, nearly three out of four 
child safety seats are not used 
properly, which is a grave risk 
when traveling.

For a child safety seat to do 
its job right, it has to be:

- Appropriate for the child’s 
age and size.

- Installed properly :in the 
vehicle.

- Adjusted to fit the child se­
curely.

Nearly 2.6 million 
feral hogs cause an estimat­
ed $500 million in damage 
across Texas every year. Hogs 
are a problem to both rural 
and urban areas.

So, since 2010, the Texas 
Department of Agriculture 
has offered the Hog Out Chal­
lenge which lasts from Octo­
ber through December. Coun­
ties compete for funding on the
