Emergency Meeting Of 
Hospital Board:

Personnel Problems Discussed

On May 5 th, 2013 the Lil­
lian M. Hudspeth Memorial 
Hospital board met in a spe­
cial meeting at 6:00 p.m. in the 
Wellness center. This meeting 
was to discuss and act upon 
the hiring/firing practices of 
the EMS service and to discuss 
and act upon personnel mat­
ters concerning hospital CEO 
Keith Butler.

Board president Preston 
Paris called the meeting to or­
der at 6:00 p.m. with over 70 
people in attendance. Hospital 
board members present were 
Preston Farris, Lenora Pool, 
Gary Leonard, Virginia Epps, 
Lance Castro, Sharon Holman, 
Edward Earwood and Hos­
pital CEO Keith Butler was 
also present (also present was 
Michelle Schaffer and Mark 
Edwards). After an opening 
invocation the board closed to 
executive session to discuss 
and investigate the hiring and 
firing of EMS employees. 
While the board was in closed 
session they called in former 
EMS director Dink Nichols as 
well as the Departineht Heads 
of the Hospital to answer ques­
tions. This process continued 
for almost two and a half hours 
until the open session re-con­
vened at 8:20 p.m.

Board president Paris thanked 
the public for being patient and 
asked if the board would like 
to make a motion reguarding 
anything discussed in execu­
tive session. Board member 
Gary Leonard stated that, “I 
do believe we need to make 
changes in the EMS struc­
ture. After conferring with 
our lawyer it has become clear 
that no law has been violated. 
Nepotism only becomes illegal 
when it deals with an elected 
position, but not everything 
that is legal is right or ethical. 
It’s obvious that Keith [But­
ler] can no longer supervise 
his family. I suggest that EMS 
should be organized under the 
board separate from Keith.” 
Virginia Epps seconded the 
motion to restructure the EMS 
where Keith Butler no longer 
has direct supervision over that 
department. After the motion 
was seconded Mr. Paris asked 
for any discussion Keith But­
ler commented that, “Your in­
tent sounds fine, but the board

does not have the expertise to 
manage an EMS, I do. I think 
it would be best to hire a COO 
[Chief Operations Officer]. 
That position would be under 
me in all departments except 
for EMS. He would report di­
rectly to the board.”

One of the board members 
then asked Butler if he would 
have the authority to fire the 
COO and when he answered 
that he would have that au­
thority, that board member 
commented that, “then that 
wouldn’t be any different than 
what we have now”.
Board member Gary Leonard 
then made the comment that, 
“I am not trying to be funny 
or sarcastic when I say this but 
the commissioner’s court has 
run the EMS for years and I 
am sure that we [the hospital 
board] are at least as capable 
of doing so”.

After further discussion Gary 
Leonard withdrew his previ­
ous motion to have the EMS 
director answer directly to the 
board, and made the motion to 
hire a COO to run the EMS un­
der the direction of the board. 
That position would be hired 
by the board and Keith Butler 
would have no authority to fire 
anyone who held that position. 
The motion was seconded by 
Vkginia Epps and passed on 
a unanimous vote. The board 
then again closed into execu­
tive session to discuss person­
nel vacancy at the EMS and 
any action on personnel items 
regarding Keith Butler.

Open session re-convened at 
9:19 p.m. where no action was 
taken regarding the personnel 
vacancies at the EMS. The 
board then moved to discuss 
and take any action on the per­
sonnel items of Keith Butler, 
where board member Lenora 
Pool made the motion to table 
that item until the next regular 
meeting of the Hospital board. 
The motion was seconded by 
Lance Castro and passed with 
one dissenting vote coming 
from Edward Earwood. Board 
President Paris then thanked 
the board and those in atten­
dance. The next regular meet­
ing of the Hospital board will 
be on Monday, May 12, 2013 
at 6:00 p.m. at the Health Cen­
ter.

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How We Got Here
By Colin Rosser

This is a short story written 
up by a friend about our com­
ing alongside local farmers to 
help them break the yoke o f 
poverty through better agri­
cultural practices. The story 
is about our involvement in 
getting a zero-till/no-till farm­
ing method introduced in this 
area.

Walking Alongside Farmers: 
For most families in Uganda, 
farming is a way o f life. From 
the rural villages to the bus­
tling cites, you need not look 
far to find private plots filled 
with staple crops like maize, 
sweet potatoes, and cassava. 
In fact, nearly 70 percent o f 
all agricultural production in 
Uganda is sold and consumed 
locally, making subsistence 
farming an essential part of 
Ugandans’ livelihoods.
But difficult conditions during 
the harsh dry season each year 
pose serious problems for 
farmers and their families. Us­
ing typical farming methods, 
most crops in Uganda will 
not be ready for harvest by 
end of the fertile rainy season, 
meaning farmers are forced to 
keep their plants in the ground 
without the water supply they 
need. The result tends to be 
that most ̂ ee serious shortfalls 
in their yield. It’s a problem 
that most tJgandans know all 
too well and one reason why 
poverty and hunger threaten 
so many families.

Pastor Emeru Charles is no 
stranger to these kind o f strug­
gles. But today he smiles as he 
points to a small plot o f maize 
next to the church he helps 
lead in the village o f Obulle. 
The maize stalks tower some 
12 feet in the air, well over 
those in nearby fields. “People 
come from the village all the 
time,” he says. “They always 
ask, ‘How did you do this?” ’ 
The answer is something 
called Farming God’s Way, 
a new method o f agricultural 
cultivation that Colin and 
Ronnie Rosser ar? helpijpg in­
troduce to farmers in the com­
munities surrounding Sgroti. 
“We have to start thinking 
about our land differently,” 
explained Chris Sperling a 
Farming God’s Way instruc­
tor, during a three-day semi­
nar organized the Rossers. 
The event attracted over 60 
local farmers who gathered to 
learn a better way to work the 
land, starting with no-plowing 
and heavy mulching to in­
crease fertility.

“We’re not only talking 
about higher yields,” Chris 
told the group. “It’s about 
being faithfijl stewards of 
the gifts God has given us 
as farmers. It’s about God’s 
glory and not squandering the

fertile soil and good rain that 
He has blessed us with here in 
Uganda.”

Over t^e course o f five 
years, a farmer using these 
new techniques can expect to 
see his crop yield increase five 
or even tenfold as the ground 
becomes healthier. Beyond 
being the difference that puts 
food on the table or helps a 
family boost income, fiiese 
dramatic results can also be a 
powerful testimony of God’s 
faithfulness for to an entire 
community.

Even after one year, Charles 
sees the difference and can’t 
help but tell his neighbors. 
“We have done it on the 
church property first and now 
I look forward to doing it this 
year on my own property,” he 
says excitedly. The Rossers 
are also partnering with locals 
from other communities to 
form support groups that can 
keep fiiends accountable as 
they implement the new tac­
tics together. “I think it is all a 
really wonderful testimony,” 
Charles says.

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Healthy Soil Needs 
Microbes

We usually think o f soil nutrients, sunlight and water as needs 
for productive land. However, we tend to overlook an impor­
tant factor- the soil microbes. They are absolutely necessary to 
soil health. With the recent rains, these soil microbes should 
be invigorated.

Many microorganisms live in soil. Some are parasitic, and 
others cause disease. However, the vast majority are beneficial 
and help keep soil-based systems stay healthy. These microor­
ganisms are part o f a complicated system which recycles vital 
plant nutrients and maintains the basic soil structure.

There are three major types of microorganisms. These three 
groups of microbes make up a major part of the food chain 
group called “primary decomposers”. They are responsible for 
60-80% percent o f all chemical reactions in the soil.

The first group is made up o f bacteria. Bacteria decompose 
a wider range of earth material than any other microbe group. 
Some bacteria can fix nitrogen into forms plants can use.

The actinomycetes are a specific type o f fungi with an amaz­
ing ability to survive and function at extremely high soil tem­
peratures. They can also break down some very tough soil ma­
terials, such as the shells o f insects. One type, Frankia, help 
plants get nutrients needed from the air by breaking triple 
bonded nitrogen down into ammonium that plants can use.

The third group consists o f the other types of fungi. They 
are great survivors and can tolerate dry soil conditions. These 
fungi are able to break down resistant materials such as cel­
lulose, gums, and lignin. They also help bind soil particles to­
gether. Tfiese fungi prevail in acidic, sandy soils and in fresh 
organic matter.

Microorganisms improve a soil's ability to absorb water and 
exchange air with the atmosphere. As bacteria work in the soil, 
some of the products that they secrete act as a cement to hold 
soil particles together. This process helps keep the pore spaces 
between the individual soil particles open for easy entrance 
o f water and air. Other tasks that microbes perform include 
buffering soil pH, helping make nutrients more available and 
lowering salt concentrations.

How quickly decomposition o f dead organic matter occurs 
depends on soil temperature and soil moisture. A moist soil 
environment is just as important for the microbes as it is for 
plants. . If  it weren't for the microbes, compost and other or­
ganic litter like dead leaves and leftover plant residues would 
end up as no more than sterile, lifeless trash.

Soil animals, especially, the earthworms and some insects 
also improve the soil through their burrowing and feeding ac­
tivities which improves aeration and drainage. Their actions 
indirectly enhance microbial activities due to creation of a 
more favorable soil environment.
