So great
was the force of the saws drawing the
body inward that some of the ma-
chinery of the stand was broken. A
large amount of the pieces of the
mangled body were later picked up in
a sack.

Insurance Commission
Warns Against Risks
Of Fire In Holidays

Austin, Dec. 20.—Marvin Hall, Te:
as fire insurance commissioner toda
called attention to the number of un-
usual fire hazards which should be
guarded against during the festivities
of the holiday season

“A destructive fire is the sworn ene-
my of the peace and happiness that
Christmas should properly bring,” Hall
explained. “It is important, therefore,
to be familiar with the hazards com-
mon to the month of December which
have.in past years caused wasteful loss
of life and property.”

Some of the “Don as listed by
Commissioner Hall are as follows:

Don't decorate evergreen trees with
highly inflammable materials.

Don't place cotton or lighted candles
on the Christmas tree.

Don't carelessly smoke or get near an
open flame when wearing a cotton
Santa Claus beard.

Don't place a lighted candle in the
window near curtains or other inflam-
mable material

Don't allow small children to handle
fireworks.

Don't use pennies or wire to re-
place blown-out electric fuses.

Don't use kerosene or gasoline to
start or quicken a fire.

Don't permit children and other
members of the family to get too
close to stoves and open fireplaces.

“Among the many things the people
of Texas have to be thankful for this
Christmas,” Hall said, “is the excep-
tionally low fire loss of the last 11
months. The first six months of 1937
showed a lower fire loss than any six-
month period during the last twenty
years. It is doubly important during
this last month of the year, then, to
think of the fire dangers to life and
property which continually threaten to
blight rejoicing because of a careless
act or the use of an unsafe article

“If we Texans will but observe dili-
gently all safety rules, particularly
| those pertaining to fires,” Hall con-
cluded, “this Christmas will be one of
joy and happiness for all.”

| Get Total Of $4,683
St. Per Capita Funds

Out of the $5,000,000 per capita state
funds distributed this week throughout
Texas, Bailey county schools received
a total of $4,683.81. Of this total 2,004.-
81 went to the common schools of
the county, Muleshoe district received
$1,410; Bula district $783; and Cir-
cleback, $495.

It was @ $3.00 per capita payment,
which makes a total of $7.00 of the
$22.00 due for the year that has been
paid tc date, according to M. G. Miller,
county school superintendent.

It is also stated that a joint legisla-
tive committee has completed action on
claims for 1935-36 and 1936-37 rural
school aid. Final payments amount to
$336,323 for 1936-37 and $7,724 for high
school tuition during the preceding
year.

The appropriation for last year was
sufficient to pay 94 per cent on ap-
proved *claims an-unusually high per-
centage.

With passage of the individual Na-
tional Farm bills by both houses of

toward ironing out the differences by
that body before its adjournment for
the holidays. Committee memgers, how
ever, agreed to work as speedily as
possible after the holldays toward a
conciliation bill which would be ac-
ceptable by both Senators and Repre-
sentatives,

Innumerable amendments of various
kinds were sidetracked and arguments
cut down to a low minimum so the
bill could be shuffled out of the way
before holiday time. It is predicted a
practically new bill may have to be
written by the Conciliation commit-
te before anything can be passed that
will be generally acceptable. This ‘third
house of Congress” can report out al-
most anything it wishes, and neither
house must reject or approve their
suggestions in toto; they cannot amend

Some measures of the two bills man-
ifest wide divergence in their require-
ments, and it now seems likely that a
compromise on some of the compul-
sory features of the two bills is likely
to give Secrtary Henry Wallace just
about what he wishes in the bill. He
has already intimated he prefers the
Senate measure; but believes sur-
pluses should be permitted to increase
before quotas are applied.

In any event it is likely the Con-
ference committee will support recom=
mendations of the administration in
their changes.

Something of war hysteria and war-
madness has entered into the Ameri-
can life and spirit and it has not
sweetened it at all. Jealousy, suspicion
and hatred have cast their vivid
glances and spewed their venomous
poison toward others. Modern Cains,
springing up, have, without the slight-
est compunctions, murdered the repu-
tations of others. Never before in his-
tory of this country have folks been
so brazen in false representation, co-
vetousness and lying.

With at least two nations now en-
gaged in major warfare and other gov-
ernments of earth ready to spring at
each others throats the influence of
a great leavener of good will is sorely
needed. It is important unfinished
business that needs immediate atten-
tion. The social problem of the world is
by no means solved and the Associa-
tion of Peace and Good Will cannot
adjourn sine die. Peace cannot be ob-
tained unless there is first good will.
They ‘are bound up inextricably with
each other. A peace that is not found-
ed upon good will is unstable, and good
will must be founded on mutual sym-
pathy and understanding. It is a
mighty piece of unfinished business
that needs prompt attention and set-
tlement.

Christmas with all its joyous aspect
should also be a time of thoughtful
reflections, for after all, pleasure is but
the bubbling over of serious sediment,
and it is not the forth and foam that
becomes the foundation of mutual hu-
man welfare, rather solidified social
security.
