No Injuries in Three-Vehicle Crash Near Road Ranger

A three vehicle crash in the
600 Block of US Hwy 277 North
near the Road Ranger Travel
Center slowed traffic around the
intersection Friday afternoon at
about 1:43 p.m., September 23rd.

The driver of a 2013 gray
Ford Fusion was on the North
Service Road at the stop sign
after exiting Interstate Highway
10 (Exit 400) and failed to yield
to the driver of a black 2006 Ford
truck traveling south on US Hwy
277 from the area of Schleicher

County and struck the vehicle,
according to a police report.

The driver of a white 2012
FORD F550 was stopped at the
stop sign on the west side of
North Service Road by the Road
Ranger Travel Center.

The impact caused the black
Ford truck’s back right area to
hit the front of the white Ford
F550.

After the second impact, the
black 2006 Ford truck went down
a small embankment near the

area of the west side North Ser-
vice Road and the intersection of
US Hwy 277.

DPS officers directed traffic
while Sonora Police investigated
the crash.

A Sutton County Sheriff
deputy and EMS were also on
scene.

No injuries were reported.

All three vehicles were towed
from the scene.

A citation was issued to the
driver of the Ford Fusion for
failure to yield to a vehicle in an
intersection, according to the
report.

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State of Texas May Withdraw from Federal Resettlement Program

AUSTIN — Texas officials said the state
will withdraw from the federal refugee
resettlement program if the U.S. Office of
Refugee Resettlement does not approve the
Lone Star State’s refugee plan by Sept. 30.

In a Sept. 21 letter to the Office of Refu-
gee Resettlement, State Refugee Coordina-
tor Kara Crawford gave official notice of
Texas’ intention to withdraw from the pro-
gram. A news release from the governor’s
office said the letter was in response to the
federal government’s “unwillingness to
approve Texas’ updated state refugee plan,
which would require national security
officials to ensure that refugees do not pose
a security threat to Texas.”

If Texas withdraws, the state’s role in

the program would end effective Jan. 31,
2017, which is 120 days after the Sept. 30
deadline.

“Empathy must be balanced with secu-
rity,” Gov. Greg Abbott said in explaining
the state’s position. “Texas has done more
than its fair share in aiding refugees,
accepting more refugees than any other
state between October 2015 and March 2016.

While many refugees pose no danger, some

pose grave danger, like the Iraqi refugee
with ties to ISIS who was arrested earlier
this year after he plotted to set off bombs at
two malls in Houston.

“Despite multiple requests by the State
of Texas,” Abbott continued, “the federal
government lacks the capability or the

will to distinguish the dangerous from
the harmless and Texas will not be an
accomplice to such dereliction of duty to
the American people. Therefore, Texas will
withdraw from the refugee resettlement
program. I strongly urge the federal gov-
ernment to completely overhaul a broken
and flawed refugee program that increas-
ingly risks American lives.”

Texas’ refugee program currently
provides:

— Temporary cash assistance for refu-
gees who have lived in the U.S. for eight
months or less.

— Medical assistance for refugees who
have lived in the U.S. for eight months or
less; and

— Social services to
eligible refugees who have
lived in the U.S. for five
years or less.

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A Gold Sheep Drive

Back in the 1990’s my ranching opera-
tion needed some more sheep. This was
in the lower end of Pecos County. I began
searching for some quality ewes to buy by
calling area sheep ranchers.

I also visited local coffee shops and left
word that I was wanting to buy some good
aye ewes. For a while

this produced no
results.
- Asitbeganto get
late in the fall, I began
to worry about getting
some ewes bred-up
for lambing in the
coming spring. Hunt-
ing season went by,
Thanksgiving passed
and Christmas was
approaching - no sheep!

One December night my friend Pinkie
Carruthers called and asked if I was still
looking for sheep to buy? Now Pinkie is
a large operator and had several ranches
leased besides his home place in Terrell
County. I assured him I needed 600 solid
mouth ewes to make my operation work.

Pinkie came back with at me with “I
have 600 four-year old Rambouillet ewes
that are bred for March, what would you
give for them?”

My answer was “I would have to see
these sheep then we will settle on a price
per head, by the way where are these
ewes?”

“They are on the Stumberg Ranch1
have leased near you in Pecos County, why
don’t you meet me there tomorrow about
9:00 o’clock and I'll show you these ewes,
OK?”

“I'll be there.”

The next morning I met with Pinkie at
the Stumberg headquartersat 9.0’clock. We
drove down a wide canyon and saw bunch °
of 25 to 30 sheep. The sheep were of excel-
lent quality, in good shape and heavy bred.
I agreed they were what I wanted and we
agreed on price per head. Then came the
problem of moving this herd of heavy bred
ewes from his ranch to mine, a distance of
about 15 miles.

Both of us being sheep men knew that
these heavy ewes could not be loaded and
hauled in their condition. After much dis-
cussion, we agreed to drive this head cross
country to my ranch. There were a couple
of problems with this - we would have to
cross highway 90 and the SP Railroad at
Longfellow.

Agreeing that we could handle that,
we set a date for delivery. Pinkie and his
men would drive the herd to Longfellow
and help put them across the highway and
tracks, then my men would take the herd
over the mountain to my ranch. Good plan -
WRONG!!! Mother nature did not cooperate
atall.

I had three imported ranch hands plus
myself, so I called my friend Bob Hunn, a
Dryden rancher to come help drive this
herd home for me. He agreed to be at Long-
fellow with his horse on the date. I had to
get permits to cross the R.R. tracks that day
at 10 o'clock. 1 did that.

Delivery morning came with a blue
northern blowing. No way to back out now.
1 called Pinkie and he said the sheep are on
their way. I loaded my men and horses and
drove to Longfellow. Bob Hunn was waiting
there and not a happy camper!

The sheep arrived at 10:30 but a R.R.
flag man told us we had to wait until a
scheduled train went through. We held the
head on the north side of the highway in the
miserable cold til 11 o’clock when the train
passed. We had no problem crossing the
sheep as they wanted to travel.

Pinkie took his crew home and we
started this herd over the mountain about
12 o’clock. Cold, miserable, hungry, and
wishing for a cup of hot coffee. We drove
sheep to my ranch. We arrived about 5:00
p.m., put the ewes in the house pasture,
unsaddled and went to the house. :

Bob Hunn and I went to the ranch house
and began to thaw out by the stove. We
both had a good shot of Kentucky bourbon
to ward off the cold of course. At this point
Bob Hunn told me never to call him in the
winter time again. I agreed that this was
a one time thing and would never happen
again.

Paxton appeals Voter ID

Texas’ voter identifica-
tion law has been temporar-
ily relaxed by a court order
for the approaching Nov. 8
general election.

But Texas Attorney Gen-
eral Ken Paxton, in hopes
of having the law’s photo
identification requirements
reinstated, on Sept. 21 filed
a petition asking the U.S.
Supreme Court to review
the case.

If Paxton’s petition is
granted, the high court
will review the summer
decision by the U.S. Court
of Appeals for the Fifth
Circuit, which remanded
the case to a Corpus Christi
U.S. District Court for a
temporary fix. The Fifth
Circuit found that the
Texas law is discriminatory
in effect, with Hispanic
citizens twice as likely and
black citizens three times
as likely as white citizens
not to have photo identifica-
tion that would be accepted
at voting polls.

Soil microbes are key
to nutrient cycling and
the decomposition of plant
material.

They also influence
plant health through their
abilities to fix nitrogen,
cause plant disease, inhibit
the development of plant
disease, and enhance plant
nutrient uptake.

These microorganisms
are part of an intricate sys-
tem of tiny creatures which
recycle vital plant nutrients
and maintain the basic soil
structure.

There are three major
types of microorganisms.
These three groups of
microbes make up a major
part of the food chain
group called primary
decomposers.

They are responsible for
60-80% of all chemical reac-
tions in the soil.

The first group are the
bacteria. Bacteria decom-
pose a wider range of earth
material than any other
microbe group. Some bac-
teria can fix nitrogen into
forms plants can use.

The actinomycetes are
a specific type of fungi
with an amazing ability
to survive and function
at extremely high soil
temperatures.

They can also break
down some very tough soil
materials, such as the shells
of insects.

materials such as cellulose,
gums, and lignin. They
dominate in acidic, sandy
soils and in fresh organic
matter.

Microorganisms
improve a soil's ability to
absorb water and exchange
air with the atmosphere.

As bacteria work in the
soil, some of the products
that they secrete actas a
cement to hold soil particles
together.

This process helps keep
the pore spaces between
the individual soil particles
open for easy entrance of
water and air.

. Other tasks that
microbes perform include
buffering soil pH, help-
ing make nutrients more
available and lowering salt
concentrations.

How quickly dead
organic matter decomposes
depends on soil tempera-
ture and soil moisture.

A moist, but not satu-
rated, soil environment is
ideal.

Without the microbes,
compost and other organic
litter like dead plant residue
would end up as no more
than sterile, lifeless trash.

Through their burrow-
ing and feeding activities,
earthworms and some
insects can improve the
aeration and drainage in
soil.

Their actions indi-
rectly enhance microbial
activities due to creation
of a more favorable soil
environment.
