PITY THE POOR |
RAILROADS!

Why? Because They Are More
Prosperous Today Than
Ever Known Before?

“Poor But Proud!" is the title of
u rowmstce of other days.

The railways of the United States
employ high-priced writers to con-
coct for the readers of this genera-
tion, romances which deserve that
title, All daily pewspaper editors
and millions of ordiniary folk swal-
low those romances and ask for
more, They beliave the carriers are
heroically wearing last year’s clothes
in order to make ends meet and serve
the public, Unpless the railway em-
ployes accept repeated cuts in pay,
the poor carriers will soon be strip-
ped bare and the sheriffs will take
over the roads,

The carriers are poor and proud of
it!

Spare your tears, brothers!

Be realists and analyze the ro-
mances of the railtoand propsgan-
dists. You will find that the car-
riers are wore prosperous today than
at any time ip their history and that
bigger mouney ies in sight. They can
pay living wages and still collect
royal dividends,

In 1920, acting on pleas of the
railroads, the Interstate Commerce
Commission increased traneporta-
tion rates to give the raiiroads
$1,600,000,000 additional annual
revenue. It was estimated that
$500,000,000 of thie increase would
cover the increase in wages granted
employes by the Railroad Labor
Board. That left a cool billion to
bolster up the (alleged) tottering
revenue of the carriers,

A series of decisions of the Rail-
road Hoard hae lopped off a billion
dollars from the wages of rail em-
ployss. Operating expenses of the
carriers have been reduced another
half billion by decreases in the cost

of supplies,
Rate reductions, on the other
hand, amount to only a measly

$450,000,

The farriers, have, therefore, ad-
ded a billion doilars to their profits.
Curiously enough that ia the sum
they have taken out of the pay en-
velopes of their employes.

1f that line of ressoning fails to
convinee you, consider the state-
ment of Frederick Hanssen in the
July 1, 1922 issue of The Financial
World, a paper published for in-
vestors and banks and not interested
in perpetuating the poverty legend
about the railroads. After pointing
out that recent earning reports of
the railroads indicate on s whole
that they are getting close to the
5.75 per cent return on property val-
vation fixed by the Interstate Com.
merce Commission as a ‘‘fair” re-
turp, Hanssen eaye:

“‘Railroad earnings in 1915, 1916
and 1917, were record breaking and
resuited 10 the most prospefous
three-year period in the history of
Awerican railroading, the average
net return on the net capitahization
being 5,75 per cent. Now for the
next thirty-eight monthe theee rec-
ord earnings were used as a basis
and the roade were guarsnteed ex-
actly this same record return through
Federal control and government
guarantee, Then, fifteen monthe

EES PLOT TD SMASH
 UNIONS SAYS JEWELL

Hale Holden and Others of Western
Lines Deny There Is Split Over
Seniority Issue,

New York.—A majority group of
the Assoclation of Railway Execu-
tives by a vote of 254 to 4 rejected
the proposal of the big five train per-
vice brotherhoods, that carriers end
the Nationwide shopmen's strike by
reinstating the men with seniority
unimpaired, and Bert M. Jewell, off!
elal spokesman for the strikers, de
clared the assoclation had closed the
door to peace ana voted for a lockout
to smash unionism.

Splitting away from the majority
was a group of twenty-five railroads,
principally Western lines, which de-
bated a new suggestion of the broth-
orhoods that individual settlements
be effected. This mirority, while
professing to stand with the majurity
on seniority. indicated that it desired
to hear further regarding the indivi-
dual settlement suggestion.

{Hale Holden, president of the Chi-
cago, Burlington & Quincy, Jjoined
with members of the majority group
in denying that there was any eplit.

“There is no question of a split,”
he asserted, “The rallroads are all
standing pat on seniority, and any
individual settlement will have to be
made in the light of that understand-
ing.”

The association met as a whole and
almost unanimously decided to con-
tinue its stand a<ainst restoring the
strikers with their ranking unaffected,
and directed its committee which met
last week with the brotherhood chiers
to draw up a resolution embodying
this decision.

The committee submitted the reso
lution after the noon recess, and arter
its adoption left for the Grand Cen
tral Station and transmitted the mes
sage to the committee representing
the running trades, who have stepped
into the shoes of méldiators. These
mediators before going Into con-
ference issued a statement asserting
that the strike must be settled be-
cause the public demanded it, and
setting forth that “the crews who
now operate the trains form that
part of the public which knows best
why a settlement must come.”

SOON T0 OPERATE THE
MINES IN THE SOUTHWEST

, Agreement to Terminate Coal Strike
! Has Been Reached at Kansas
City.

Kansas City, Mo.—An agreement to
end the coal strike in the Southwest
{ and resuuie operz‘ions of minesg im-
mediately was re.ched at a confer
ence here of miners’ union officials
and operators from Missouri, Kansds,
Arkansas and Oklahoma. Vote o8&
the settlement waf unanimous, which
was based on the Cleveland agree-
ment.

The basis of the agreement, it was
announced, was the extension of the
wage scale whic* expired March 31
last to March 31, 1923, A condition
of the settlement was that miners
now employed in mines under opera-
tion shall not Dbe discriminated
against. Operators declared newly-
mined coal would be on the tracks at
mine sidings by Sept. 1.

Richiand Getting 50 Bales a Day.

Richland, Texas.- Cotton is coming
into Richland now at the rate of
forty to fitty bales a day and it is
finding a ready sale at a good price.
The dry weather is causing the
staple to open rapidly and much early
cotton is nearly all opened. There
is a demand for cotton pickers all
over the sectlon.

SEIZURE OF RAILROADS

HARDING CONTEMPLATES TAK-
ING OVER RAILOADS AND
ANTHRACITE MINES.

600D SERVICE ALTERNATIVE

Otherwise Administration Will Seek
Legislation Authorizing U.
$. Operation,

Washington. — The administration
will seek legislation from Congress
authorizing the taking over of cer-
tain railroads and anthracite mines
if there is not a radical improvement
in the industrial situation within &
few days, it was indicated after Sen-
ator Cummins, chairman of the Sen-
ate Interstate Commerce Commit-
tee, and Attorney General Daugher-
ty had conferred with Presideat
Harding for more than an hour.

Railroads will be given an oppor-
tunity to demon trate their ability
to furnish adequate service, it was
declared, but those which can not
give proper servi.ce will be taken
over by the Government under pres-
ent plans.

It production of anthracite is not
resumed “within a few days” it was
added, a bill will be introduced in

Congress to authorize the Govern-
ment to take over the mines and
produce coal Legislation to enable
such  seizures Senator Cummins
predicted, would quickly be rushed
through Congress

Likewi he said, the railroads
would be given a “reasonable time

in which to demonstrate their abili-
ty to furnish adequate service and
that those unable to do so would be
taken over

It was indicated that consideration
of these steps would not operate to
interfere with the proposed legisla-
tion now pending and designed to
curb profiteerin in coal

The Whil House conference fol-
lowed a survey of the whole situa-
tion at the regular Cabinet meeting
and the termination without result
of the conference at New York be-
tween railroad executives and union
officials.
