Moreover, everyone should build 
up  character, health , and  educa­
tion as the best security in case 
of World W ar III.

(3) THE NEW INDUSTRY:

Nick la especially generous to tha 
American people. History proves 

that the Americans have dona a 
lot for Saint Nick!

They have given him •  new 
name, a new face and figure, and 
a new means of transportation.

The original European version 
of Saint Nick pictured him aa a 
tall angular man who rode on a 
bony gray mare. Both the horse 
and Saint Nick looked as If they 
hadn't had a good meal in some 
time.

The early English settlers In 
this country started giving Saint 
Nicholas his "New Look.” The Eng­
lish children adopted the legendary 
Christmas figure from the Dutch, 
but the English children had trou­
ble pronouncing "Saint Nickolous.’’ 
Somehow the name changed to 
"Santa Kalouf,” and finally it was 
corrupted to “Santa Claus.” 

However, this was only the be­
ginning. In 1809 Washington Irving, 
in his "Knickerbocker’s History of 
New York,” wrote of the Saint as 
the guardian of New York City. 
Irving described Saint Nick as a 
jolly fellow with a broad-brimmed 
hat and huge breeches. He taught 
Saint Nick to smoke a long pipe, 
and, in the story, replaced his 
shuffling hay-burner with a trim 
wagon.

A short time later. Saint Nicholas’ 
transportation was a i d e d  by 
Clement Moore In his famous poem, 
“The Visit from Saint Nicholas,” 
written In 1882. Moore, a professor 
of divinity in a New York theolog­
ical seminary, gave Saint Nick a 
sleigh, twinkling eyes, cheeks like 
roses, nose like a cherry, and a 
round little belly.

Today’* Santa Claus is by no 
means streamlined, but he is a 
far cry from the lean, ascetic, som­
berly dressed fellow who, for cen­
turies, on Christmas Eve, guided 
his mare through the streets of 
Europe.

On a shelf-like plateau, 600 feet 
above the Mediterranean, the 
world’s oldest Christmas trees stand 
where they have stood for centuries. 
The cedars of Lebanon, 400 of 
them, are protected by religion and 
law from harm at the hands of 
either the Moslems or the Maronite 
Christians.

The magnificent trees “that sing 
of the nativity” were venerated as 
monarchs among trees long before 
Judah had her first king. Some of 
them have a girth of 40 feet and a 
branch circumference of 300.

In the days of the conquerors 
thousands of conscripted Hebrew 
workers were sent into the Leba- 
nons to take to Jerusalem ."cedar 
trees without number” ; the result of 
one of the first building contracts, 
between Hiram of Phoenecia and 
King Solomon.

Today, however, the trees are pro­
tected by law and the department 
of agriculture of the government 
sponsor* the planting of seedlings, 
so that the giant cedars will grow 
forever.

St Francis Made 
First Crib in Cave

St. Francis of Assisi Is believed 
to have originated the custom of 
displaying the Christ Child In a 
crib at Christmas time.

He is reported once to have said 
to one of his followers: “I wish to 
celebrate holy Christmas night with 
you. In the woods near the clois­
ter you will find a cave where we 
shall arrange a manger filled with 
hay. We shall have an ox and an 
ass just as at Bethlehem. I wish 
to see how poor and miserable the 
Infant Saviour became for us.

So at midnight, in the small Ital­
ian village of Garcia, in the year 
1200, St. Francis and his followers 
celebrated mass at the cave and 
sang hymns in honor of the Christ 
Child.

Joel Poinsett, 
U.S. Statesman, 
Noted for Flower

Although he was a brilliant states­
man, and the friend of four Ameri­
can presidents, Joel Roberts Poin­
sett is famous chiefly because he 
Introduced the Mexican plant 
known as the “Painted L e a f , of 
“Mexican Fire Plant” into the 
United States.

Poinsett, then U.S. ambassador 
to Mexico, called the plant to the 
attention of American botanists 
and grew the plant himself as a 
hobby at his South Carolina home, 
after he left Mexico.

The plant grew heavily in Amer­
ican favor—especially popular at 
Christmas time—and was renamed 
poinsettia, in honor of the man who 
brought it to this country.

Contrary to popular impression, 
the flaming red bracts of the poin­
t e r s  ^re gj»t_flowers, but leaves,1 
and it is for these bracts that the 
plants are grown. tiirfMniir- . ■

It is possible to have variations 
of either pink or white varieties, 
as well as of the more usual red, 
popular because it carries out the 
holiday color scheme of rich bright 
red with a contrast of the dark 
green of the leaves.

The beautiful poinsettia, almost 
a “must” as far as Christmas deco­
rating is concerned, is one of the 
most temperamental of plants.

The poinsettia thrives in its 
native Mexico, but elsewhere must 
be handled carefully—perhaps pam­
pered slightly. However, the bril­
liantly colored flowers it has at 
Christmas time is reward enough 
for any efforts needed to make the 
plant thrive.

Constant warmth is needed by 
poinsettias. Temperatures should 
be kept between 70 and 80 degrees 
during the day aijd no less than 65 
degrees at night. Any sudden 
change in temperature and drafts 
will cause the plant to drop its 
leaves.

Abundant water is also a neces­
sity, but it should be applied but 
once a day so that the plant may 

, become moderately dry between 
waterings. This permits needed 
oxygen to reach the roots.

Try to give the poinsettia the 
sunniest spot available. It is wise 
to fertilize it occasionally with a 
good commercial food tablet.

WHITE FRUIT CAKE

1% lb. blanched alm onds 
% lb. candied citron 

1 Ml lb. candied pineapple 
lb. candied cherries 

%  lb. golden ra isins 
4  cups sifted all-purpose flour 
•  eggs
1 % cups butter or m argarine 

, 2 cups sugar 
1  cup m ilk

I 1  teaspoon alm ond extract 
I 1 teaspoon cream  of ta rta r 

Cream th e  butter, add sugar 
g r a d u a l l y ,  and beat until 
sm ooth. Beat egg yolks until 
th ick  and  lemon colored. Com­
b ine w ith  butter and sugar m ix­
tu re  and beat thoroughly. Dredge 
th e  fru it and nuts w ith part of 
th e  flour. Sift other flour and 
cream  of ta rta r  together. Com­
b ine fru it and nu ts w ith the

first m ixture. Then add rest of 
floifr a lterm ately  w ith  the milk. 
Fold in the  stiffly  beaten egg 
whites. Add the alm ond extract. 
Bake in a slow oven (250-300 F.) 
from 3% to 4 hours.

1. Prepare your fru its and nuts 
the day before m aking your 
fru it cake, the m aking of the 
fru it cake will be m uch easier.

2. To decorate the  top of your 
fru it cake, place n u ts  and friflfs 
on the top of the cake for the 
last 30 m inutes baking.

3. In preparing pans for any 
fru it cake, they m ust firs t be 
greased, then lined w ith brown 
paper, oiled.

4. Almond paste  frosting for 
fruit cake: Blanche or skin  1 
pound of alm onds and put 
through food chopper. Mix in 1 
pound confectioner’s sugar, s if t­
ed very well. Beat 3 egg whites 
slightly . Then m ix them  in. Add 
1 teaspoon alm ond extract. Place 
on the  fru it cake and  work into 
a smooth, even layer w ith your 
hands.

5. To store fru it cake: W hen 
stone cold, place in  a crock or 
can w ith a few pieces of raw, 
unpeeled apple to help keep cake 
moist. Then cover tigh tly  and 
keep in a cool place.

town named Santa Claus, in Indi­
ana.

Except for a lucky break, the 
town would have had another name 
and hence would not have enjoyed 
the annual fame that it gathers 
around the Yuletide season.

The original intention to name 
the town Santa Fe fell through 
when the officials at Washington 
suggested that the town be named 
something else, since there was al­
ready a Santa Fe in New Mexico.

On Christmas Eve, in 1882, the 
citizens held a mass meeting to se­
lect another name, but every one 
proposed w'as discarded for one rea­
son or another. The meeting was 
about to break up when Santa 
Claus, making his yearly visits in 
the neighborhood, strode in to get 
warm. He was in costume and his 
arrival put one name in every 
mind.

And so the town was named 
Santa Claus.

When you fatten the ornaments to 
your Christmas tree this year you 
will be commemorating a centuries- 
old Arabian legend that relates how 
plants blossomed and flowered and 
trees miraculously bore ripened 
fruit on the eve of the first Christ­
mas.

In fact, the Christmas tree itself 
stems from the story of a Scandina­
vian "sacred" tree and Martin 
Luther, a German, Is said to have 
brought the first one Indoors and 
decorated it for the Yule season in 
the early 10th century.

These are only two of more than 
a score of legends from which 
today's Christmas symbols and cus­
toms stem. According to Jeannette 
Lee, who has probed their origin for 
nearly a dozen years, the American 
Christmas symbols—from candles 
and bells to kissing under the mis­
tletoe—have no common nationality. 
They have come from all parts of 
the world.

Mrs. Lee, who is supervisor of 
creative art for a greeting card 
company, constantly utilizes the 
traditions and emblems of the fes­
tival as ornaments for Christmas 
cards and is just as constantly 
searching tot new ones. This year, 
for example, the bright-colored tree 
ornaments are in high vogue as 
decorative devices on Christmas 
cards.

Federal Savings'
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State Can Compel Motorists To Give 
Proof Of His Financial Ability

AUSTIN, Dec. 18—Public Safe­
ty  Director Homer Garrison, Jr., 
em phasized in a sta tem en t to ­
d ay  th a t  the  s ta te ’s new Motor 
Vehicle Safety Responsibility 
L aw  does not give h is  d ep art­
m en t the  s ig h test. jud ic ia l a u ­
th o rity  to determ ine questions of 
fa u lt before ap p ly in g ' the  law ’s 
fu ll requirem ents to  m otorists 
w ho are involved in severe tra f ­
fic accidents.

“The saddest m istake a m otor­
is t  can m ake,” Director G arri­
son said , “it to th ink  the  state  
cannot compel him  to furnish 
proof of his ab ility  to m eet d am ­
ag e  claim s and suspend a ll of 
h is  m otoring privileges if he fails 
to  do so, because he is qu ite  sure 
he  w as not to blam e. Those who 
Im agine they can postpone m eet­
ing  the new law ’s security re ­
quirem ents until a court decides 
th e  issue of fau lt will find th a t 
th ey  are wrong.

"This does not m ean th a t 
any  m otorist will be required 
to pay for dam ages he did not 
cause, or th a t he does not have 
lu ll resources to the courts of 
h e  feels th a t  any  order issued 
under the new law  violates his 
rights. It does m ean, how­
ever* th a t pending a  final 
court decree on a  question of 
liab ility , the involved owner 
or operator m ust satisfy  the

Texas D epartm ent of Public 
Safety th a t he is prepared to 
m eet dam age claim s for w hich 
he is apparen tly  responsible.

“Here are th e . circum stances 
th a t will prevail w hen the new 
law  becomes effective on J a n ­
uary  1:

“If you are involved in an  acci­
dent resulting  in d ea th  or in ­
jury  to a person, or property 
dam age exceeding $100 to any  
one person, including yourself, 
you m ust file a com plete report 
w ith the D epartm ent not la ter 
th an  10 days after the  accident. 
If the  report shows th a t you 
were properly insured a t the 
tim e of the accident, you are not 
subject to the safety responsibil­
ity law  because it recognizes in ­
surance as proof of ab ility  to 
m eet dam ages claim s up to $15,- 
000.

“If you were not insured, the  
D epartm ent w ill determ ine the 
ex ten t of dam ages for which 
you m ay be held liable, ranging  
from a m inim um  of $101 to a 
m axim um  of $15,000. You m ust 
then  furnish the D epartm ent 
w ith satisfactory proof th a t you 
w ill be able to respond in the 
fixed am ount, either by deposit­
ing collareral or posting a bond. 
You will not be required to 
furnish any  security, however, if 
you have all other persons in-

AUSTIN, Dec. 18 — C hristm as 
the  season of joy and happiness, 
w ill soon be w ith  us and  Dr. Geo. 
W. Cox, S tate Health Officer, 
urges everyone to do their u t ­
m ost to prevent accidents in 
order th a t the season of m erri­
m ent be not changed to one of 
sorrow or suffering.

This season of the year brings 
w ith  it an  increase in  th e  motor 
vehicle traffic. Thousands of 
persons, enjoying a vacation, are 
on the  highw ays a t th is  tim e. 
Like public health , and  a g reat 
m any other things, traffic safety 
depends upon effective p artn e r­
ship. W hether you are a t the 
wheel or on the  h ighw ay or 
street, your safety  and th a t of 
th e  o ther fellow, depend upon 
both of you.

The speed m ania and reckless 
driving, and all th a t  they imply, 
in  the  lack of self control .d is­
regard  for laws and  for the rights 
and lives of others, are  respons­
ible for a large part of the traffic 
dea'ths and unnecessary su ffer­
ing. In the face of the hazards 
involved absent-m indedness on 
the p art of the driver or pedest­
rian, also becomes a vice, w ith 
notorious record for destructive 
consequences. Motor tran sp o rta ­
tion has become an  inherent 
part of our daily  lives. To reduce

volved in the accident release 
you from liabiliay, obtain  a final 
court decree of non-liabiliay, or 
execute a legal agreem ent pro­
viding f<yr insta llm en t paym ent 
of claim s. N either will security 

(be required if you show th a t 
your car w as legally  parked or 

. being operated w ithout your per­
mission, or th a t a ll in juries and 

'd am ag es were confined solely to 
yourself.

“The law  allows you a m ax i­
m um  of 70 days, however, in 
w hich to satisfy  it in any one of 
these m anners, 10 days to file 
your safety  responsibility  report 
and 60 days thereafter to sa tis ­
fy the  security requirem ents. If 
w ithin the  s ta te r period you have 
not satisfied the law, regardless 
of how innocent you th ink  you 
m ay be, the  Texas D epartm ent 
of Public Safety has no a lte rn a ­
tive bu t to suspend your opera­
tor’s license and the reg is tra ­
tion plates for all cars owned by 
you.

“Should you la ter m eet tin e  of 
the security requiretnents, obtain 
a final court decree of non-li­
ability, or if a year elapses w ith ­
out court action for dam ages 
being filed, the suspension will 
be lifted im m ediately ; or if se ­

c u r ity  w as deposited, it w ill be 
returned. In the m eantim e, how­

e v e r , others involved in the acci­
dent have their righ ts protected, 
too. Thus our new law  is fa ir to 
everyone.

the  hazards for ourselves and  
for others the  least we can do is 
to adm it our obligation as p a r tn ­
ers in the Safety Traffic business, 
and  to accept our responsibilities 
as drivers and as pedestrians.

One would not wish all p er­
sons to be in  a s ta te  of con­
s ta n t dread to the  ex ten t th a t 
every act be considered a source 
of possible accident; but we can 
be sensible and  in te lligen t and 
since we are creatures of hab it 
we can teach ourselves and  our 
young people to recognize certain

s i t  u  a  ti ons w hich represent 
hazards and  to act i s  such a 
w ay as to prevent them .

The pinata, Christmas custom so 
long observed by the happy chil­
dren of Mexico, is gradually spread­
ing Into the United States.

Although lt performs year-round 
duty In the land south of the border, 
the pinata is busiest during the 
Mexican Christian festival that lasts 
from December 16 to January 6. In 
America, it is used in various parts 
of the country only at Christmas 
time.

The pinata Is made of thin, fragile 
clay, and Is filled with sweetmeats 
and trinkets before being suspended 
from the ceiling.

Each of the guests, not always 
only Just children—is blindfolded 
and given a stick. The object Is to 
swing the sticks overhead until 
someone shatters the pinata, send­
ing the delicious contents pouring
out.

The pinata Is a great aid In mak­
ing the long Christmas seasori tol­
erable for Mexican children. Tradi­
tion decrees that they must wait 
until the final day of the 21-day 
Christmas season to receive their 
gifts.

Idea Conceived

In Denmark
A DANISH postal clerk thought 

of the idea of attaching stamps 
to Christmas packages and letters 
in 1903, and a few years later the 
scheme was tried In America.

This year millions of Americans 
will receive a letter from their 
local chapter of the National Tuber- 
c u l o s l s  association containing 
Christmas seals, the seasonal re­
minder of the never-ending fight 
to stamp out the disease.

Einar Holboell, at work in a 
Danish postoffice conceived the 
idea of attaching decorative stamps 
to Christmas packages, the sale 
of which could be conducted by 
some worthwhile organization.

He mentioned it to his fellow 
workers and they decided it would 
be a great help in defraying the 
cost of fighting tuberculosis. The 
idea reached King Christian, who 
approved, and the image of Queen 
Louise was placed on the first 
seqls In 1904.

Jacob ftiis. Danish-born Ameri­
can, heard about the idea and sold 
it to the American public In 1907 
through a magazine article written 
for Outlook magazine. A Red Cross 
worker, Miss Emily Bissell, started 
the first American sales that year.

The practice of holding “open 
house” has been a Christmas tradi­
tion through the xears.

The Saxon lords threw open the 
iOOlS Ol their great halls to peasant 
and noble alike dining il.« feStiVe 
season and all enjoyed great feast­
ing, songs and the exchange of gifts. 
A tremendous Yule log was dragged 
upon an open fire pit and festivities 
lasted until the embers alone re­
mained.

The same custom was followed In 
the pre-Civil War South. The slaves 
often soaked a log in the cypress 
swamps long before Christmas so 
that it would burn slowly, and ex­
tend their Christmas freedom.

“Open House” during the Yule- 
tide season is a true mark of demo­
cracy and a realization that he who 
was born on Christmas day came 
to save all men.
