Administrative Law Judges 

(AUs) have issued an interim order 
allowing West Texas Utilities 
Company (WTU) to implement 
new, lower electric rates for its 
customers. The issuing of the 
interim order comes after WTU and 
parties to the rate review agreed to 
the settlement to resolve all 
outstanding WTU regulatory 
issues.

Starting with October electric 
bills, a WTU residential customer 
taking basic service will see an 
approximate 7 percent decrease on a 
monthly electric bill, compared to 
the permanent rates in effect prior 
to Oct. 1, 1994, when the interim 
3.25 percent base rate reduction was 
implemented. This 7 percent 
decrease is based on an average 
usage of 1,(XX) kwh.

As part of the interim order 
issued by the Public Utility 
Commission of Texas (PUCT) 
ALJs, WTU customers will also 
share in a one-time $21 million

refund, which will amount to 
approximately a $50 credit on a 
monthly bill for residential 
customers taking basic service and 
using 1,(X)0 kwh of energy. The 
refund will be spread over two 
months and reflected in October and 
November bills.

“We are pleased that the ALJs 
agreed, after their review of the 
settlement, to allow the company 
to place the new electric rates in 
effect on an interim basis until the 
Commission can issue a final 
order,” said Glenn Files, WTU 
chief executive officer and 
president

“WTU entered the rate case with 
residential electric rates that ranked 
on average the fourth lowest of any 
investor-owned utility in Texas and 
because of the settlement our 
customers will enjoy rates that are 
even more competitive than 
before,” Files added.

Prior to the rate case, WTU’s 
commercial and industrial prices 
averaged 10 to 20 percent lower 
than the regional average.

“With even lower rates being 
implemented for commercial and

industrial customers resulting from 
this settlement, we believe our 
communities will be in a better 
position than ever before to help 
West Texas grow and prosper,” 
Files added.

The settlement resolves the 
current proceeding involving 
deferred accounting treatment of the 
Oklaunion power plant; the current 
rate case; and the pending appeal of 
WTU’s 1987 rate case; and issues 
relating to a fuel reconciliation, 
whicii involves a review of WTU’s 
eligible fuel costs and how those 
charges are recovered in customer 
bills.

Specifically, the settlement 
results in an annual $13.5 million 
retail base rate reduction, which 
includes $5.9 million in reduced 
rates that took effect on Oct. 1, 
1994, and an additional 2 percent 
reduction in rates due to a reduction 
in fuel factors. The settlement also 
calls for a three-year freeze on base 
rates.

WTU serves more than 180,000 
electric customers in a 53,000 
square mile area in 52 West Texas 
counties.

Slagle told the Houston Chroni­
cle he would not leave d'fice until 
he was satisfied that a new chair­
man would have the support of 
party activists.

Tlie leaders, at the Austin 
meeting; also agreed to recommend 
that the State Executive Committee 
elect Bill White of Houston as 
Slagle’s replacement.

The Chronicle reported that the 
Democratic (rfficials were anxious 
about possible Republicans in the 
1996 elections.

Perot Eyes Third PEirty
Dallas billionaire H. Ross Perot 

told the nation last week he wanted 
a viable third party as an alternative 
to the Democratic and Republican 
presidential candidates in 1996.

Bill Walker, state director ctf 
United We Stand America, said he 
will get the 44,000 signatures to 
establish Perot’s Independent Party 
in Tbxas, the Houston Chronicle 
reported.

Ann McGeehan, elections ad­
ministrator for the Tbxas Secre­
tary of State said Perot’s support­
ers must first meet the Jan. 1 dead­
line for the filing of party rules, 
and furthermore, that to get on the 
November 1996 ballot, the Inde­
pendent Party must:

■ Hold precinct conventions on 
primary diy, March 12; and

■ By mid-M<ty, collect 43,962 
signatures from people who did not 
vote in either tite Democratic or 
Republican primaries.

Other Higjhli^ts

Tbxas prison officials last week 
said they will move quickly to 
implement an attorney general’s 
opinion that allows families of 
crime victims to witness executions 
in the Huntsville death chamber.

Tbxas Board of Criminal Justice 
chairman Allan B. Polunsky of San 
Antonio said the board “welcomes 
this authority as a due and just right 
for those close relatives who have 
lost loved ones in violent crimes. ”

The nine-member Criminal Jus­
tice board in September voiced sup­
port for permitting victims’ fami­
lies to view executions and asked 
for the Texas Attorney General’s 
clearance as a guard against any 
possible legal challenge to a future 
execution.

Attorney General Dan Morales’ 
opinion pointed out that the board 
must go through the legal formali­
ties of proposing and adopting rules

■ In the first major reorganiza­
tion in the agency’s 104-year his­
tory, the Texas Railroad Commis­
sion approved plans to create an ex­
ternal affairs division, a policy and 
research branch and a Natural Gas 
Services Division that will work to 
expand markets for gas produced in 
Texas.

■ The Texas Lottery Commission 
reports that Tbxas has sold more 
lottery tickets than any other state 
for the second year in a row. Since 
the lotto debuted in May 1992, it 
has deposited an estimated $2.8 
billion into the General Revenue 
Fund, said Nora Linares, executive 
director d  the commission.

■ U.S. Rep. Jim Chapman, D- 
Sulphur Springs, announced he 
would not seek re-election in 1996. 
He won his 1st Congressional Dis­
trict seat in a 1995 special elec­
tion. Chapman said he would an­
nounce in the near future whether 
he will join the field of candidates 
challenging incumbent Republican 
U.S. Sen. Phil Gramm, who is run­
ning for president.

■ The Texas Court of Criminal 
Appeals last week rejected Henry 
Ijsq Lucas’ latest appeal challeng­
ing his 1984 conviction for the 
murder of an unidentified woman 
hitchhiker 30 miles north d" Austin 
and his resulting death sentence. 
Lucas still has appeals to pursue in 
federal court, his lawyer said.

Texas Medicaid 
dollars given 
to other states

Texas Medicaid faces devastation 
if the funding formula prq)osed 
recently by Senate Finance 
Committee Republicans is enacted, 
according to the Texas Hospital 
Association. The formula sends 
Texas tax dollars unfairly to 
subsidize high-cost Medicaid 
programs in states like New York. 
Texas spends about $2,800 per 
recipient, while New York spends 
more than $5,000. The national 
average is about $3,9(X).

“Part of the problem Congress 
must address is the disparity of 
states’ spending on Medicaid,” said 
Joe DaSilva, senior vice president 
of public affiEurs. ‘Texas hospitals 
believe that population growth and 
a high level of poverty should be 
recognized and addressed by 
Congress. Hospitals can support an 
equitable formula based on the 
needs of states and tied to their 
population growth. Instead these 
formulas penalize Texas, and shift 
the burden to local taxpayers and 
health care providers,” he added.

The new formula would reduce 
f e d ^  sp^iding for Texas Medicaid 
by $12 billion over seven years. 
This is $5 billion more than the $7 
billion reduction in Medicaid 
growth approved last week by the 
House Commerce Committee.

“This cut in the growth of the 
program is the same as Texas not 
receiving the federal govmiment’s 
share of Medicaid for two years,” 
DaSilva noted. “Who will niake up 
the difference? The burden will faU 
to local taxpayers and health care 
IHOviders,” he added.

“Health care needs are not 
dictated by funding allocations. 
Where will low-income patients go 
for health care? Historically, they 
have sought services in hospit^ 
em^gency rooms, the most costly 
places to deliver non-emergency 
health care,” DaSilva Said.

“It is impossible to serve a 
growing population of Medicaid 
recipients with fewer dollars. As a 
result, in some communities, local 
taxpayers will see assessmrats rise 
to subsidize public hospitals. In 
other areas, hospitals and doctors 
will treat mote patients for whom 
they receive no reimbursement As 
the health care delivery system 
strains to meet growing needs with 
fewer resources, some hospitals 
will close and some doctors will 
move away or retire. Access to 
health care will be jeopardized f(X 
all Texans,” DaSilva said.

“Texas will lose significant 
federal funds if Congress caps 
federal Medicaid spending. Given 
our state’s large and growing poor 
population and limited state budget 
to support Medicaid, the cost to 
Texas taxpayers will soar,” DaSilva 
Said. “And, most importantly, 
access to care will be jeopardized, /  
from inner cities to rural West 
Texas.”

DaSilva noted that the hospital 
association supports the efforts of 
state leaders, like Gov. George W. 
Bush and Comptroller John Sharp, 
who are w orking w ith 
congressional leaders, like Sen. 
Kay Bailey Hutchison, to bring 
fairness and equity to the Medicaid 
allocation formula. “The future of 
Texas Medicaid also depends on the 
leadership  o f key Texas 
Republicans, like Sen. Phil 
Gramm and Congressmen Bill 
Archer, Dick Armey and Tom 
DeLay,” he added.

One in eight Texans relies on 
Medicaid. At 54 percent, children 
are the largest group of Medicaid 
recipients, but they received only 
28 percent of program funds in 
• 1994. Texans age 65 and older 
reixesented 12 percent of Medicaid 
recipients in 1994, and they 
received 26 percent of program 
spending. Texas Medicaid pays 
some portion of the bill for 71 
percent of nursing home patients. 
Disabled and blind recipients made 
up 10 percent of the Medicaid 
population in 1994, and received 30 
percent of program funds.

Computer screen m ay cause eye fatigue
You may have wondered if 

working all day in front of a 
computer will harm your eyesight; 
although prolonged computer use 
will not damage your eyes, it may 
be uncomfortable and fatiguing. 
Some symptoms of computer- 
related eyestrain are related to the 
eyes themselves and include dryness 
or irritation, blurred or double 
vision, eyes crossing or diverging, 

-after-images, or light sensitivity. 
Symptoms you may not at first 
associate with eyestrain include 
brow discomfort, headaches, and 
excessive fatigue or irritability. 
Objects on the screen may blur 
intermittently; your neck, back or 
shoulders may ache; or you may 
have trouble ccmcentrating.

Several factors contribute to 
video display terminal (VDT) 
eyestrain. The definition of screen 
characters, for example, can be of 
lower quality and less clear than on 
the printed page. Older and poorer 
quality monitors, in particular, may 
have screen flickering and low-

contrast backgrounds that causes 
problems.

Glare can cause eyestrain, too. 
Unless your office is specifically 
designed for computers, it probably 
is about 25 percent too bright. In 
addition, lights reflecting on your 
screen can wash out characters. If a 
screen is too high, it may cause 
back, neck, or shoulder aches. 
Bifocals may cause difficulties 
because they are not designed for 
reading computer screens.

To get relief from eyestrain, 
start by turning off your desk lamp, 
fluorescent lights or other bright 
lights in your field of vision. Make 
sure your screen is at least 20 
inches away from your eyes and 
below eye level. You might also 
purchase an anti-glare filter or 
image magnifier. Take an eye break 
by looking away from the screen 
and blinking every few minutes.

Uninterrupted hours in front of a 
VDT are not recommended, so take 
five to ten minute breaks often — 
even if you’re just switching to a

different desk task. Special glasses 
may help, too. Prescription 
“terminal spectacles’’ and special 
bifocal lenses can make VDTs 
easier on the eyes. And, don't 
forget to see your eye doctor 
regularly.

THE EXECUTOR’S JOB
Should you agree to serve if  a relative or friend asks you to 

be the executor o f his or her estate? You may feel proud that 
your relative or friend considers you capable. You will be com­
pensated for your efforts, unless you choose to waive the fee. 
However, the job can be difficult, time-consuming, and some­
times risky, especially if  there are conflicts among the heirs.

Before accepting the position, make sure that you do not have 
a conflict o f interest. Will you be faced with decisions which 
could increase your inheritance to the detriment o f others? 
Remember that you can be held personally liable for making 
imprudent decisions or failing to perform your duties as execu­
tor.

Your attorney can elaborate on the following lists o f an 
executor’s duties.

•Collect the  assets. Search for assets and file a detailed 
inventory with the probate court.

•Value the assets. Art, antiques, and real estate should be 
appraised by experts.

•Protect the assets. Insure, property, if necessary. Act pru­
dently to preserve the estate. Invest the assets in nonspeculative 
vehicles that produce reasonable returns.

•File the  estate and  income tax re tu rn s  and  pay the taxes. 
Under some circumstances you may be personally liable for 
unpaid taxes.

•Pay cred itors and  adm inistration  expenses o f the estate.
•P repare  a  final accounting. This allows all concerned par­

ties, including the probate court, to pass judgment on your work.
•D istribute rem aining assets to the heirs and  beneficiar­

ies after all accounting has been approved.

Marcia Talkmitt, daughter of 
Mr. and Mrs. Howard Brass of 
Rule, was recently awarded the 
Christa McAuliffe Fellowship for 
developing a program guaranteed to 
take a “byte” out of the ordinary 
day-to-day routine for both the 
over- and under-achieving student

Talkm itt teaches physics, 
chemistry and physical science at 
Slaton High School and is 
facilitator in the Gifted and Talented 
program . H er p ro jec t, 
VESAMOTEX: Virtual Education- 
Science and Math of TEXas, was 
selected for the competitive award 
from among 110 proposals from 
Texas educators.

The C hrista  M cA uliffe 
Fellow ship  Program  was 
established in 1986 by the U.S. 
Dept, of Education and the Christa 
Corrigan McAuliffe Center in 
Massachusetts. It is operated in 
conjunction with TEA and the 
Texas governor’s office. The 
program pays tribute to the late 
Sharon Christa McAuliffe, the New 
Hampshire English and history 
teacher chosen to serve as an 
astronaut on the Challenger Space 
Shuttle in January, 1986.

Virtual Reality involves wearing 
special eyewear to create a three- 
dimensional imaging system — 
flat objects pop to life and the 
image can be manipulated. Virtual 
Reality can be either passive, 
involving the use of 3-D glasses or 
immersive, involving a head- 
mounted device that seemingly 
projects an individual into the 
action. Talkmitt’s proposal focuses 
on passive virtual reality, but it 
goes far beyond the basic 
computers-in-the-classroom 
scenario.

“My dream is to develop a roller

coaster ride and the students can 
manipulate the curves and banks,” 
Talkmitt said. “I plan to gather 
ideas about what simulations can’t 
typically be done in class or are too 
dangerous for real life — like free 
fall or an accelerating car.” She 
plans to turn these into lesson 
plans that will make for 
educational, exciting  and 
memorable science and math 
classes.
’ As the idea catches on and the 
program expands, Talkm itt 
envisions using it in all diciplines. 
“Imagine American history coming 
to life as you ‘walk’ into the Civil 
War, take a trip to Old Mexico 
with a Spanish-speaking guide, or 
taking a trip down the Mississippi 
with Tom Sawyer or Huck Finn,” 
she said.

Talkmitt has outlined four 
d is tin c t phases for the 
VESAMOTEX project. The first 
includes the investigation and 
purchase of basic equipment. The 
second will involve students and 
teachers in the video production of 
various scientific and mathematical 
applications. The third will involve 
all students in the use of Virtual 
Reality within the science, 
computer and math classrooms. 
The fourth phase will demonstrate 
the program and other Virtual 
Reality possibilities to other 
schools within the district and 
throughout the state.

In a letter of recommendation to 
fellowship judges, Slaton High 
School Principal, James Starkey, 
expressed full support for the 
program and it’s future potential. “I 
have the fullest confidence that 
VESAMOTEX will not only 
succeed here at Slaton High, but 
that it will become a model

program for the state and possibly 
the nation,” Starkey wrote.

The program and needed software 
costs far exceed the McAuliffe 
Fellowship grant, but Talkmitt is 
determined to make the project 
work. She is attempting to secure 
$25,000 in computer equipment 
and $5,000 in software. She is 
planning a trip to the San 
Francisco Bay area to investigate 
software options.

T a lk m itt’s passion  for 
computers is a family affair. Her 
brother, Ed Brass, who is an aero­
space engineer, is helping her to 
develop the project, and her father,

a former educator, is an avid user of 
the Internet and the Texas 
Education Network. She, too, 
enjoys time on the Internet and 
credits the computer network 
system for helping to bring her 
project to reality.

“Through the Internet, I have 
developed a friendship with 
Veronica Pantelidis, co-director of 
the Virtual and Educational 
Laboratory at East Carolina 
University,” Talkmitt said. The 
two have discussed the project for 
about eight months and Talkmitt 
credits Pantelidis for helping to 
pull the project together and 
develop a winning proposal.

“The equipment that this 
fellowship will provide for us is 
something that could never be 
obtained with the budget that we 
operate under,” Talkmitt said. ‘This 
fellowship is a pilot project, a 
dream...an idea that I have been 
given the opportunity to explore.”

Green Thumb
By Gladys 0 ‘Neal

October is a nice month and the 
days we love have finally come. 
The air is crisper and the sky at 
night is a brilliant blue. We can 
pull on a sweater to ward off the 
chill and take a walk to hear the 
leaves crunch underfoot.

You can enjoy color all year 
long by planting flowers now. 
Pansies, a winter annual, will 
bloom all winter, even in the 
snow. When planting them, add 
one tbsp. of bloodmeal, a slow 
release fertilizer, to each hole. 
Cover the bloodrneal with a 
shallow layer of dirt, then plant the 
pansies. They will die in the heat 
of late spring.

Mums will give lots of color to 
your yard for 45 to 60 days after 
their first full blooms and will die 
back at the first frost. Sometimes 
they will bloom again in early 
spring and will come back year 
after year.

If you have a bougainvillea, 
bring it inside before freezing 
weather comes around. Put it by 
your sunniest window and cut the 
plant back to a manageable size. 
Keep the soil just barely moist and 
do not fertilize. When it begins 
growing in February or March,

increase watering and use a water- 
soluble houseplant fertilizer every 
two weeks. Don’t change it to a 
bigger container; it will actually 
bloom better when it is potbound.

I have recently planted some 
herbs, namely chives, parsley and 
thyme. My garlic is growing 
nicely. I love herbs; they are so 
tasty in cooking and also very 
healthy.

Continue to water even if the 
nights are cool, as regular watering 
of shrubs strengthens them for the 
winter.

My mother, Bessie Fonts, was a 
member of the Haskell Garden

Club for 23 years. She was 
president in 1969, 1970 and 1971. 
For her life, she had a special 
motto, which I want to pass on to 
you.

Joins forces with other 
organizations to increase awareness 
of child abuse and emphasize the 
importance of victim assistance; 
educates members and their 
communities about conservation 
concerns such as clean water, solid 
waste management and energy 
awareness and preserving the legacy 
of volunteerism through the 
GFWC Women’s History and 
Resource Center in Washington, 
D.C. GFWC Departments and 
Programs presented through studies 
include the Arts, Conservation, 
Edu(^ation, Hom e L ife , 
International Affairs and Public 
Affairs.

GFWC is responsible for the 
establishment of 75 percent of 
America’s public libraries. In 1988, 
it instituted a youth suicide 
prevention program; in 1974, 
started an alcohol and drug abuse 
education program for women and 
youth; in 1944, endorsed a 
resolution supporting equal rights 
and responsibilities for women; in 
1938, supported the first child labor 
law; in 1906, turned the tide for 
passage of the Pure Food and Drug 
Act; and in 1899, established the 
national model for juvenile courts.

Oleta Cornelius reported on the 
Historic International Headquarters 
located in Washington, D.C. 
Originally built by retired rear 
Admiral William Radford in 1875, 
the building was a five story stone 
and brick mansion. It was next

bought by General Nelson Miles of 
Spanish and Indian Wars fame and 
later Commanding General of the 
United States Army.

He built a stable in the rear of 
the lot to house his thoroughbred 
horses. He gave one of the horses, 
named Duke, to Buffalo Bill, who 
used him as a lead horse in his 
shows for many years. At the 
present time, the stable is leased to 
the Iron Gate Inn, a popular 
Washington restaurant.

Later owners, Mr. and Mrs. 
John Jay White, remodeled the old 
house into a modern residence. 
White was a great U'aveler and big 
gam e hun ter, frequen tly  
accompanying former President 
Theodore R(X)sevelt on expeditions 
from which he brought back 
trophies to adorn the house. During 
W hite’s residency, impressive 
murals were painted on the walls of 
the drawing room.

Following World War I, the 
house was used as the 
Czechoslovakian Legation. The 
property was purchased by the 
General Federation of Women’s 
Clubs in 1922 from White. It is 
now the center of three buildings in 
which the largest organization of 
women volunteers in the world 
o p e r a te s  a n d  w h o se  
accomplishments for the common 
g(X)d have gained for it worldwide 
respect and admiration.

During her two years in office, 
the GFWC president resides in the 
mansion, her apartment is on the 
fourth floor. The building was 
designated as an historical landmark 
in 1991.

President Greeson reminded 
members of the Mesquite Dist.

Essay contest 
for seniors

The Sons of the Republic of 
Texas are sponsoring a Texas 
History Essay Contest for 
graduating seniors across the state. 
Graduating seniors in any high 
school may enter. History, 
government and English classes are 
particu larly  encouraged to 
participate.

The authors of the three best 
essays submitted will be the 
winners if the essays so warrant. 
They will be recognized and the 
prizes presented by the Sons of the 
Republic of Texas at the annual 
1996 San Jacinto Day Celebration 
in Houston. The prizes will be 
scholarships to the college of each 
winner’s choice or will be given to 
the student directly if he or she does 
not intend to attend a college or 
university. First prizes is $3,000; 
second prize is $2,000; and third 
prize is $1,000.

The uniqueness of Texas and 
Texans is recognized around the 
world. The purpose of this essay 
contest is to encourage students to 
explore the pioneer spirit of Texans 
on the early-day frontier, their 
methods of accomplishing their 
goals under very difficult 
circumstances and the results of 
their eff<»ts that we can see today.

The topic of the essay is to be: 
“Santa Anna’s 1836 Campaign and 
the ‘Runaway Scrape.***

Essays are to be no fewer than 
1500 words nor more than 2000 
words in length (excluding endnotes 
and bibliography) and must be 
typewritten or computer-generated, 
double spaced, on one side only of 
8-l/2’’x H ” paper. Quotations from 
other writers are encouraged but 
must be acknowledged and should 
be used with discretion. The title 
page must have (1) the contestant’s 
name, address, and phone number,
(2) the name, address and phone 
number of the faculty sponsor and
(3) the name, address and phone 
number of the school represented. 
In addition to the original copy, 
each contestant must submit three 
photocopies for the judges (four 
copies in all).

The student must follow the 
format of the Chicago Manual o f 
Style or Turabian’s Manual fo r  
Writers.

Criteria to be used by judges in 
selecting the winners will be depth 
of research in Texas history, 
originality of thought and 
expression and organization. The 
final judge will be Dr. Ben H. 
Procter of the history department, 
Texas Christian University.

Entries must be postmarked on 
or before Feb. 3, 1996. The 
original essays and the copies

Pesticide applicators must 
renew certification by 1 2 /3 1

Private pesticide applicators who 
were certified before Jan. 10,1989, 
have until Dec. 31, of this year to 
renew their certification or apply 
for a private license. The U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency 
requires that certification be 
renewed ev«y five years for private 
pesticide applicators, such as 
f^armers who use restricted or state- 
limited use pesticides on their 
crops.

Two options for renewal are 
available. Applicators may obtain 
15 continuing education units 
including two credits in laws and 
regulations and one credit in 
integrated pest management by 
Dec. 31, and repeat this process 
every five years. Or applicators 
who cannot meet the Dec. 31 
deadline have the option of 
tq^lying for a licrase. To become a

private licensed applicator, you 
must take the Texas Agricultural 
Ext. Service’s private applicator 
training course; pass the Texas 
Dept, of Agriculture’s private 
applicator test; and apply for a 
private applicator license which 
includes a $50 fee.

Continuing education units may 
be obtained by completing TDA 
accredited courses or by applying 
for credit through appropriate 
college credit courses or training 
held by out-of-state sponsors 
including universities, national 
association or the federal 
government.

A total of 25 penalties were 
stepped off against the two 
teams, and another 9 were 
declined.

Both teams suffered during 
the first half from mistakes 
and poor execution. During 
the first half the Indians 
managed only 56 yards total 
offense compared to Olney’s 
90. Haskell had three first 
downs and OIney had 7. 
Haskell had 43 yards in pen­
alties and OIney had 20.

The Cubs moved the pig­
skin to within 15 yards of 
pay dirt on their first pos­
session but couldn’t manage 
-a needed first down to keep 
the drive alive.

Neither team had the ball 
over six plays during the 
first period and together 
managed only 6 first downs. 
The Indians had the ball 
three times and OIney twice 
during the first quarter.

The second quarter was 
even worse for the Tribe, 
who managed only 11 yards 
on seven plays during the
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entire quarter. OIney*moved 
to within 25 yards of a TD 
early in the second period 
only to' be halted when the 
Indians recovered a fumble. 
Two plays and three penal­
ties later the Indians punted. 
A penalty and return of the 
punt gave OIney possession 
16 yards from the goal line. 
(One yard from the original 
line of scrimmage).

Understanding what hap­
pened during the next 10 
plays is pretty close to im­
possible. The Cubs began 
the drive 16 yards from the 
goal line, gained 15 yards, 
scored two TD’s, (both were 
called back), and gave the 
ball up on the 6 yard line. 
Indians Ricky Bird, Calvin 
Marshall, and George'Brown 
halted the final scoring at­
tempt on 4th down and three 
yards to ga when they threw 
01ney«for a three yard loss. 
The scoreless half ended one 
play later.

The Tribe amassed a total 
of 160 yards offen^yely dur­
ing the second half and held 
OIney to a total gain of 52 
yards.

The Tribe scored on their 
first po.«session during the 
second half with a seven-play 
drive which, covered 67 
yards. Indian Jim Pippin 
began the drive with three 
runs totaling 12 yards. On
the fourth play. Quarterback 
Gary McAdams th.T'iw 18 
yards to Cris Love. Pippin 
rushed twice more for 26 
yards before Love scored 
from the 13 yard line. The 
entire drive took place with­
out either team being assess­

ed a penalty. This was the 
most number of consecutive 
plays by either team with­
out a penalty. An offside 
penalty against the Cubs 
nullified Love’s attempted 
extra point kick and the 
Tribe decided to try for two 
points. The conversion came 
on the same pitch-out from 
McAdams to Love around 
right end and was also 
good.

The Tribe defense held 
OIney to -5 yards on their 
next .attempt. The Indians 
also had difficulty moving 
the ball on their next posses­
sion and were forced to punt 
seven plays later. The Cubs 
moved the ball 3 yards in 
as many plays and again 
punted to Haskell.

The Indians moved the 
ball 60 yards in six plays.

Midway through the final 
period, the Tribe threatened 
to score again but cOuld not 
manage a first down to keep 
the drive alive.
