APHIDS ARE PRESENT

Aphids are present in some de-
gree in almost cvery field inspect-
ed. However, natural enemies such
as lady beetles are abundant and
are bringing the aphid under con-
trol. If aphids are heavy through-
out a field and honey: dew is
abundant then control measures
should be applied.

Remembers you cannot kill in-
jurious insects if they're not there
and you may by making badly
timed poison applications, kill the
beneficial insects which may al-
low the harmful insects to in-
crease later on. Some growers are
alarmed at finding a few damaged
squares but are unable to find
worms now. This is many times
old damage and gives you a false
report of what is going on in the
field.

This probably
iis because of the advice of my
good father who once owned the
leading ‘“dry goods and variety
store” in Gloucestor, Mass.

MY FATHER'S ADVICE

“Don’'t be a manufacturer and
be dependent upon one location
and one product with accompa-
nying labor troubles. Don’t be
content to be always working for
others. Start out by being a sales-
man of investments, insurance or
merchandise with the ultimate
goal of having a business of
your own. In other words, be a
middleman or shopkeeper, free
to grow and to serve”.

The above was my father's ad-
vice and he would sometime add,
“The live merchant who cleans
up his bank loans once each year
and puts half his profits back in-
to the business can’t help but to
succeed. But remember, Roger,
that the best floor covering for
a successful store consists of the
footprints of the owner.”

WHAT ABOUT MERCHANDISE

INVESTMENTS?

First, I would advise a young
man to have a store in a small
city. Likewise, I advise investors
to put their money into helping
to build up a local independent
store, rather than in the stock of
any big department store of some
large city. If you can’'t invest
money in such a local store, then
buy stock of one of the good
chain stores operating in your
town.

It may be one of the grocery.
chains like the A & P, or one of
the variety stores like Penney.
Woolworth, Kresge, Grant, Mc-
Crory, McLellan, Newberry,
Murphey or Green, although
some of these stocks seem
pretty high priced to buy now,

Large department stores have

prospered the past few years’

through the sale of furniture, ele-
ctric refrigerators, television sets
and other household goods which
are not carried by the variety
itores. When, however, hard
times or a crop failure come, de-
pPartment store sales fall off
sharply; while the variety store
Ssales often increase. Besides,

having stores in many different

states, a do the chain stores, goes
the advantage of diversification
both of merchandise and locality.
Most such chains have excellent
management and no debt. The
stock of all are listed on a Stock
Exchange; if you buy into one
which has a store in your own
community, you can keep an eye
on what it is doing.

WHAT ABOUT INFLATION
Dollars may decline in purcha-
sing power until they reach 25
cents. If World War III should
come,dollars could be even lower
Hence, it is common sense to
have your money in good mer-
chandise rather than in cash or
government bonds. But, insist
upon investing in these stores
with an annual turnover of four
to seven times a year, and which
charges off to zero every article
héld more than one year.

The live merchant, chain or
independent, has nothing to
fear if he follows the above
rules, using his profits to im-
prove his store and buying only
quick-selling goods.

Or, he can use his profits to
open another store in an adjoin-
ing community, putting in charge
thereof the best clerk in his pre-
sent local store. This not only
makes a success of the new
branch, but alsa serves as an in-
centive to all employees. Such a
policy will soon make you a
chain owner.

A WORD TO CHILDREN

Let me add a word of advic to
young people, boys and girls
whose fathers has a good store,
Learn to know and serve in your
father’s store. Follow my exam-
ple and work there during vaca-
tioris and Saturdays. This is the
way I started and today, with my
savings alone, apart ffom my
regular business of writing and
advising on investments, I am
the largest owner of a chain of
over 200 stores, the stock of which
is listed on the New York Stock
Exchange.

At your father’s death he can
leave you a good store, free of
debt and with “good will’ estab-
lished by extensive advertising
and good service.

EATED EFFICIENCY
Sit-down ironing has been rec-
ommended to the housewife ever
since efficiency experts began
applying to housework rules
learned in industry for saving ef-
fort, fatigue and time. Why, then,
do most women continue to stand
while they iron yet report that
ironing is one of their most tiring
jobs because of long hours of
standing.
The answer it that most ironing
‘bquipmcnt in the average home
is not suited to sit-down work.
Most homes have M the folding
ironing boards with criss-cross
supports which lack space under-
neath for the knees of the seated
worker. Many of the older irons
still in use are too heavy, too
tall, or poorly shaped for the
seated worker, or have cords
that drag, catch and get in the

w ny. Few homes have chairs con-
venient for sitting at the iron-
ing boards.

Studies at the Vermont Station
of 25 women at fthe job or iron-
ing showed that when seated
comfortably at a board of the
right height, women use different
and less tiring motions than
when standing. When standing,
they tend to exert unnecessary
pressure on the iron or grasp the
handle tightly., When sitting,
they use an easy sliding motion
which irons just as well with
less effort.

The studies showed that the
ideal height of the board for a
seated woman just clears her
lap, and the ideal chair is a
comfortable, armless office chair,
just high enough to let the feet
rest easily on the floor with a
swivel seat, adjustable back
rest and castors so that she can
swing around to reach clothes
basket or rack or move along the
board for fast and easy work.
The Station found that with such
equipment women can iron for
long hours without fatigue and
with high efficiency.

raiséd ‘or lowered to suit differ-
ent workers and both stahd-up
and sit-down ironing. Most pre-
ferred a board 58 inches long and
14 inches wide with a tapering
end. Engineers at the Station de-
signed two types of homemade
boards for sit-down ironing. The
one that proved most satisfactory
was a built-in, fold-up, wall
board with only one slanting
room. The other was a folding
board which had a straight “leg”
under its wide end aand a second
leg slanting out toward the
tapered end of the board, sup-
ported by a brace. Commercially
made sit-down ironing boards
have been for sale in recent
years.

Though the adjustable office
chair on castors proved ideal
for ironing, the Vermont special-
ists realize that it would be ex-
pensive for many families. So
they remodeled plain kitchen
and dining room chairs for iron-
ing use by cutting down legs to
a convenient height for the work-
er, padding seat and back for
support and comfort, and adding
castors.

As for the iron, the tests show-
ed that the newer lightweight
irons (about 3 to 33% pounds)
were best for seated ironing. Al-
so, they showed the advantage
of a low handle, easy to hold, a
tapered end to fit into gathers,
a beveled or slanting edge to go
around buttons and other fasten-
ing.

An iron with a large sole plate
had the advantage of gcovering a
larger area, thus saving time and
motions.

Soils Test Shows
Fertilizer Needed

COLLEGE STATION, July 24 —
Farmers in Cooke county are
using larger amounts of commer-
cial fertilizer this year as a re-
sult of having their soils tested
at A. & M. College, says County
Agent B. T. Haws.

Haws reports that some farm-
ers who had been using 100 1bs.
are now using 400 pounds of
commercial fertilizer per acre un-
der corn and peanuts.

For good production of corn
grain sorghum or sudan grass
under normal rainfall conditions
approximately 150 pounds of ni-
trogen, 60 pounds of phosphoric
acid, 150 pounds of potash and
800 pounds of calcium oxide are
needed per acre, according to M.
K. Thornton, Extension agricul-
tural chemist of A. & M. College.

“After we test a sample of soil,
we can predict with reasonable
degree of certainty what the
limiting nutrient will be in crop
production under- normal rain-
fall”, says Thornton.

The agricultural chemist points
out that fertilizer recommenda-
tions are affected by other con-
ditions in adition to the amount
of plant nutrients present. Some
of these conditions are soil type
and soil characteristics, amount
of leaching, soil structure, the
preceeding crop or the crop on the
land, the crop to be grown, pre-
vious soil treatment and seed

Washington —The Senate has
passed a bill which, if the States
take full advantage of it, will
increase old age pensions $3 a
month beginning October,

The bill is in the form of an
amendment to the Social Se-
curity Act sponsored by Senator
Ernest W. McFarland of Ariz-
ona, Senators Tom Connaly and
Lyndon B. Johnson of Texas, and
20 other Senators. It must still
be aproved by the House,

The $3 monthly increase would
also apply to payment to the
blind. Federal contributions to
States for aid to dependent
children would be increased an
average of $2 per month recip-
ient.

“These small increases are
overdue and are more than just-
ified by the rising cost of living”,
Senator Connally declared.
“When the bill was before the
Finance Committee, I urged and
voted for increases of $5 a month
for the aged and the blind and
of $3 a month for dependent
children. Average old age as-
sistance payments in Texas in
May were only $32.74, which is
obviously not enough to live on”.

The bill as passed by the
Senate included a provision re-
quiring the States to maintain
their present payments so that
the full amount of the increased
federal contributions would be
passed along to the recipients.

In the case of Texas, this
should mean a $3 a month in-
crease for 90 per cent of the 2-
22,155 old persons receiving pen-
sions; if the Texas Department
of Public Welfare makes ap-
propriate adjistments in its
standards of judging needs. Ten
per cent of the pensioners are
already receiving the State’s
maximum of $50 a month and
would get the increase only if
the maximum is lifted to $5.

The bill also makes it possible
for Texas to give a $4 a month
increase to recipients of aid to
dependent children by increasing
the state payment only by $1 a
month. This would bring the
average payment up from a
little less than $12 a month to
about $16 a month. Under the
present law, the State puts up
$3 and the federal government
$9. Under the Senate bill, if the
State put up $4, the federal
government would put up $12.

1951 wheat has been anounced
by the Production Marketing Ad-
ministration office. A higher par-
ity price on July 1 is responsibje
for higher price supports on the
1951 crop of wheat, B. F. Vance,
chairman of the State PMA Com-
mittee said.

Supports for both the 1951 and
1950 crops represented 90 percent
of parjty at the beginning of the
marketing year.

“Parity” represents the com-
modity’s fair purchasing power
in relation to price of the things
the farmer must buy. July 1,
1951 wheat was $2.42 a bushel;
for the same date last year the

wheat price parity was $2.21.

Wheat eligible for supports
must grade No. 3 or better, or No.
4 or 5 because of test weight or
because it contains wheat of
the classes Duram and Red Pur-
um.

Mr. Vance also reminds farm-
ers that there will be no acerage
allotments and no marketing
quotas on the 1952 wheat crop.
