The remains of Josh Blocher, 
Bailey County pioneer, brutally 
murdered about a week before, 
were laid to rest in Muleshoe 
cemetery Saturday afternoon. 
Graveside ceremony was held at 
3 p. m. with Rev. H. W. Hanks, 
pastor of the First Methodist 
Church officiating. Arrangements 
were in charge of Muleshoe Fu- 
nera’ Home.

Mr. Bloeher’s body was found 
in a cotton field several miles 
west of his home in Progress 
last Tuesday. He had disapear­
ed from his home sometime Sat­
urday night. He had been a res­
ident here since 1902, the town 
of Progress was founded by him 
on land he had owned many 
years.

A group of relatives came from 
Kansas to supervise funeral ar­
rangements. The group included 
Albert Maichel, a nephew, with 
two other nephews and a niece, 
all of Wichita, Kans. Mr. Blocher 
is survived by two sisters, Mrs. 
Lydia Maichel of Topeka, and 
Mrs. C. N. Reed, of Overbrook, 
Kans.

Sheriff Hugh Freeman this 
morning told the Journal that 
there has been no arrest in the 
case. Several local people have 
expressed the desire to raise 
money to be offered as a reward 
for information leading to the 
apprehension of the person or 
persons who perpetrated this out­
rage, and if the investigating of­
ficers agree it will be done quick­
ly. The backers of the plan felt 
that practically everybody in the 
neighborhood would contribute 
to the fund and that it might 
help the officers to find the 
guilty.

WHY MERCHANTS LACK

ing on Saturdays. This resulted 
in enabling the office clerks to 
have more time to themselves;

This closing of the real estate 
office prevented my friend from 
renting a cottage because he

I find this caused a 
loss of work to several different 
trades needed to be employed for 
openiing up vacant cottages. 
WHY LIVING COSTS ARE HIGH 

Whether our sympathies are 
with these office employers or 
the clerks, the fact is that every­
one involved loses by such non- 
sence. The clerks have no money 
to take home; the real estate of­
ficies lose commissions; the cot­
tage owners lose rents and the 
merchants lose customers. High­
er wages may be deserved; but 
they should not be followed by 
shorter or fewer working hours 
which result in less business and 
higher prices. Certainly, this in­
flation ballon is bound to col­
lapse sometime.

The plan of keeping an offiice 
or store open a fewer hours in 
order to keep costs down is bad 
for the nation as a whole, Mer 
chants are the bottleneck of bus­
iness, The fewer hours an office 
or store is open, the less it sells; 
the less it sells, the less it buys 
from the factories. As retail 
sales decline, the factories are 
Obliged to layoff employees. This 
unemployment results in less 
purchasing power and so the 
trouble increases. Working few­
er hours may easily be a cause 
of the next business depression.

WHAT IS THE REMEDY?
If prosperity is to continue 

rtiore sales and more production 
are essential. This requiires more 
work by all of us. “Money-wages” 
mean nothing until we turn them 
into “goods” . What we can get ( 
for our weekly pay, in food, 
clothing, and shelter are our Real 
vages. This can be increased on-' 
ly through increased sales and 
increased production which re­
quires longer hours, better work 
ind more new inventions. Wage­
workers have more goods today

HEAT AFFECTING SAND HILLS PHILOSOPHER

He Knows HowTo Beat The Heat, But 
Not How To End Korean Trouble

Editor's note: The Sand Hills 
Philosopher on his Johnson 
grass farm is affected by the 
heat again, his letter this week 
reveals.

Dear editar:
There have been times when I 

felt it was necessary to figure 
out an excuse 
for not workin, 
and times when 
I haven’t work­
ed, excuse or not p 
but when the 2 
temperature rea- ■ 
ches 100 out here 
I just lay down 
what ever I have 
in my hand and 
sit. May not be 
able to do any- -j. 
thing about the 
weather, but I blamed sure can 
do something about myself.

because of Inventors and labor­
atories, not due to labor leaders 
and politicians.

Shall we destroy Unions? No! 
Shall we abolish collective barg­
aining? No! Shall we enact Anti­
labor legislatiion? No! Consum­
ers want satisfied labor with the 
highest REAL wages possible. 
But both employers and wage­
workers must co-operate to iin- 
crease sales and production and 
the quality of the products. This 
could be brought about by all 
agreeing on a wage that “the 
average” is worth and then pay 
a bonus fof good work and more 
of it. Incentive pay is the con­
sumer’s only hope; and the wage 
workers make up 80 percent of 
the consumers.

WHAT ABOUT STRIKES? 
Then finished costs would go 

down, causiing lower prices to 
benefit consumers; while both 
real wages and real profits would 
Increase likewise. But strikes 
which are costly to all parties 
must also be discouraged. It 
would greatly help in reducing 
strikes by inserting a clause in 
every Jabor contract that neither 
the labor officials nor the com­
pany officials could get any pay 
while a strike is on! This simple 
clause would do much to help 
out "us consumers.

Another thought: Returning 
my reference to the cottage. The 
owner of the vacant Cottage had 
some idle money which he had 
planned to use in building an­
other cottage next door. The 
fact, however, that he failed to 
rent his present Vacant cottage 
caused him to give up building 
the new cottage. This will result 
in a loss to 27 different indus­
tries, from the woodsman who 
cut lumber to the electricians 
plumbers and painters. Yes, even 
the City of Glocester loses one 
more cottage to tax while the 
new summer resident would lose 
a vacation making him more e f­
ficient all next year.

I know there are people who 
argue you’re better off if you 
just keep on workin when it’s hot 
but that seems like a mighty 
big price to pay just to be better 
off.

A neighbor of mine says he 
forgets about the heat by think- 
in of how cold he was last win­
ter, but I ain’t never been able to 
kid myself in such a fashion. It 
reminds me of tryin to lift your 
spirits by thinkin about the time 
you got 35c a pound for a steer 
while the one you’re sellin now 
is goin for 21c. I can remember 
four years ago I thought I was 
out-smartin a man when I sold 
him a calf for 16c a pound, and 
while the same calf will bring 
30c a pound now, that ain’t no 
consolation to me, as it would 
also have brought 35c four 
months ago. Tryin to keep cool 
now by thinkin about last winter 
is about like bein tickled over 
high taxes now because they was 
low in 1911, like bein over-joy­
ed with a sorry bill Congress 
passed because they passed a 
good one year before last.

As far as I’m concerned, the 
weather’s been too • hot, and 
while I know there are people 
who will say if you don’t like 
the heat, work harder and get 
some air-conditionin, the idea 
of workin yourself half to death 
the first two-thirds of your life 
in order to cool off the last third 
never has appealed to me. There 
are ways to beat the heat from 
the start, and the best way I 
know is to sit still, and that’s 
what I’m doin. Me and Congress 
know how to handle a situation 
like this.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 1 
proposing an amendment to Section 49-b, 
Article III, Constitution of Texas, so that 
the total amount of bonds or obligations 
that may be issued by the Veterans' Land 
Board is increased to One Hundred Million 
Dollars ($100,000,000); providing for tha 
issuance of said bonds and certain condi­
tions relating thereto and the use of th« 
Veterans’ Land Fund; providing for an 
election and the issuance of a proclamation 
therefor.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLA- I 
TURE OF THE STATE OF TEXASi

Section 1. That Section 49-b, Article 
III, Constitution of Texas, be amended so 
that the same will hereafter read as follows: |

“ Section 49-b. There is hereby created a 
Board to be known as the Veterans’ Land 
Board, which shall be composed of the Gov­
ernor, the Attorney General, and the Com­
missioner of the General Land Office. The 
Veterans’ Land Board may issue not to 
exceed One Hundred Million Dollars ($100,- 
000,000) in bonds or obligations of the State 
of Texas for the purpose of creating a fund 
to be known as the Veterans’ Land Fund. | 
Such bonds shall be executed by said Board 
as an obligation of the State of Texas, in 
such form, denominations, and upon the 
terms as are now prescribed by Senate Bill 
No. 29, Chapter 318 of the Acts of the Fifty- 
first Legislature (provided, that when the 
limitation of Twenty-five Million Dollars 
($25,000,000) is used in said Senate Bill 
No. 29, the same shall hereafter be con­
strued as One Hundred Million Dollars 
($100,000,000), or as said Act may be here­
after amended, or by other laws that the 
Legislature may hereafter enact; provided, 
however, tha' said bonds shall bear s rate 
of interest not to exceed three per cent 
(3% ) per annum, and that the same shall 
be sold for not less than par value and 
accrued interest.

“ In the sale of any such bonds, a prefer­
ential right of purchase shall be given to 
the administrators of the various teacher 
retirement funds, the Permanent Univer­
sity Funds, and the Permanent School 
Funds; such bonds to be issued as needed, 
in the opinion of the Veterans’ Land 
Board.

“Ths Veterans’ Land Fund shall be used 
by the Board for the sole purpose of pur­
chasing lands suitable for the purpose 
hereinafter stated, situated ki this State, 
(a) owned by the United States, or any 
governmental agency thereof; (b) owned 
by the Texas Prison System, or any other 
governmental agency of the State of Texas; 
or (c) owned by any person, firm, or cor­
poration.

“ A ll lands thus purchased shall be ac­
quired at the lowest price obtainable, to be 
paid for in cash, and shall be a part of the 
Veterans’ Land Fund.

“ The lands of the Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall be sold by the State to Texas Veterans 
of the present war or wars, commonly 
known as World War II, and to Texas Vet­
erans of service in the armed forces of the 
United States of America subsequent to 
1945, as may be included within this pro­
gram by legislative act, in such quantities, 
and on such terms, and at such prices and 
rates of interest, and under such rules and 
regulations as are now provided by law, or 
as may hereafter be provided by law.

“ All moneys received and which have 
been received and which have not been used 
for repurchase of land as provided herein 
by the Veterans’ Land Board from the sale 
of lands and for interest on deferred pay­
ments, shall be credited to the Veterans* 
Land Fund for use in purchasing additional 
lands to be sold to Texas Veterans of World 
War II, and to Texas Veterans of service 
in the armed forces of the United States 
of America subsequent to 1945, as may be 
included within this program by legislative 
act, in like manner as provided for the sale 
of lands purchased with the proceeds from 
the sales of the bonds, provided for herein, 
for a period ending December 1, 1959; pro­
vided, however, that so much of such 
moneys as may be necessary during the 
period ending December 1, 1959, to pay 
principal of and interest on the bonds here­
tofore issued and on bonds hereafter issued 
by the Veterans’ Land Board shall be set 
aside for that purpose. After December 1, \ 
1959, all moneys received by the Veterans’ j 
Land Bonrd from the sale of the lands and I 
interest on deferred payments, « r  so much | 
thereof ns may be necessary, small be set ■ 
aside for the retirement of said bonds and 
to pay interest thereon, and any of such 
moneys not so needed shall not later than 
the maturity date of the last maturing 
bond or bonds be deposited to the credit of 
the General Revenue Fund to be appropri­
ated to such purposes ns may be prescribed 
by law. All bonds issued hereunder shall, 
after approval by the Attorney General of 
Texas, registration by the Comptroller of > 
the State of Texas, and deliverey to the pur- i 
chasers, l>e incontestable and shall consti- i 
tute obligations of the State under the j 
Constitution of Texas. Of the total One i 
Hundred Million Dollars ($100,000,000) of j 
bonds herein authorized, the sum of Twenty- | 
five Million Dollars ($25,*000,000) has here- , 
tofore been issued: said bonds are hereby i 
in all respects validated and declared to be j 
obligations of the State of Texas. This 
amendment shnll become effective upon its 
adoption.’ ’

Sec. *2. The foregoing Constitutional i 
Amendment shall be submitted to a vote of 
the qualified electors of this State at an 
election to be held throughout the State of 
Texas on the second Tuesday in November, 
1951, at which election all voters favoring 
the proposed Amendment shall write or 
have printed on their ballots the following 
words:

FOR the Amendment to Section 49-b, 
Constitution of Texas, for increasing Vet­
erans’ Land Fund (pr the purchase of lands 
in Texas *o be sold to Texas Veterans of 
World War I I , and to Texas Veterans of 
service in the armed forces of the United 
States of America subsequent to 1945.”

Those opposing said proposed Amend­
ment shnll write or have printed on their 
ballots the following words:

“ AGAINST the Amendment to Section 
49-b, Constitution of Texas, for increasing 
Veterans’ Land Fund for the purchase of 
lands in Texas to be sold to Texas Veterans 
of World War II, and to Texas Veterans of 
service in the armed forces of the United 
States of America subsequent to 1945.”

If it appears from the returns of said 
election that a majority of the votes cast 
were In favor of said Amendment, the same 
shall become a part of the State Constitu­
tion and be effectfVe from the date of the 
determination of such result and the Gov­
ernor's proclamation thereof.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the State of 
Texas shnll issue the necessary proclama­
tion for said election, and shall have the 
same published as required by the Constitu­
tion and laws of this State.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. $ 
proposing an Amendment to the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas amending Articte 
III, Section 51a, providing that the Legis­
lature shall have the power to provide 
assistance to and provide for the payment 
of same to residents of the State of Texas 
who are needy aged persons over the age 
of sixty-five (65) years, needy blind per­
sons over the age of sixteen (16) years; 
needy children under the age of sixteen 
(16) years; removing the Thirty-five Mil­
lion Dollars ($35,000,000) limitation upon 
expenditures for such purposes and provid­
ing for a limitation of Forty-two Million 
Dollars ($42,000,000) upon such expendi­
tures; providing a maximum payment of 
Thirty Dollars ($30) per month from State 
funds for old age assistance; prohibiting 
payment of assistance after disposition of 
property under certain conditions; provid­
ing for acceptance of financial aid from the 
Government of the United States of Amer­
ica for such assistance; providing that the 
payment of such from State funds shall 
never exceed the payments from Federal 
funds; providing for th<p necessary election, 
and providing for the form of ballot, proc­
lamation, and publication.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLA­
TURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 51a of Article 
III of the Constitution of the State of Texas 
be amended, and the same is hereby 
amended so that the same shall hereafter 
read as follows:

“ Section 51a. The Legislature shall have 
the power, by general laws to provide, sub­
ject to limitations and restrictions herein 
contained, and such other limitations, re­
strictions, and regulations as may by the 
Legislature be deemed expedient for assist­
ance to, and for the payment of assist­
ance to:

“ (1) Needy aged persons who are over 
the age of sixty-five (65) years; provided 
that no such assistance shall be paid to any 
inmate of any State-supported institution, 
while such inmate; and provided that any 
resident of the State, if otherwise eligible, 
may not be excluded who has resided in the 
State for five (5) years during the nine (9) 
years immediately preceding the filing of 
the application for such assistance includ­
ing the one (1) year continuously immedi­
ately preceding the filing of such applica­
tion; provided that the maximum payment 
per month from State funds shall not be 
more than Thirty Dollars ($30) per month.

“ Any applicant for or recipient of assist­
ance, including the spouse in each instance, 
who shall dispose of any property after 
June 1, 1952, and any person who initially 
applies for assistance after June 1, 1957, 
who has disposed of any property within 
five (5) years prior to the date of applica­
tion, shall be ineligible to receive assist­
ance; provided, that if such property was 
disposed of by bona fide sale and convey­
ance, and for value commensurate with the 
actual market value thereof, such disposi­
tion shall not affect eligibility for assist­
ance If it be shown that all proceeds from 
such sale have been used by such person 
and spouse for normal living expenses, or 
for the purchase of other real property of 
like value. I f  any recipient of assistance 
or spouse shall sell any real property, 
neither such recipient nor spouse shall 
thereafter receive assistance until all net 
proceeds of said sale have been expended 
for normal living expenses: and in case of 
disposition of such property by gifts or for 
an amount less than its actual market value, 
such person and sppuse shall not thereafter 
receive assistance until the expiration of 
the period of time during which the net 
proceeds of said sale would have paid their 
normal living expenses had the actual mar­
ket value been realized therefrom.

“ (-> Needy blind persons who are over 
the age of sixteen (16) years; provided 
that no such assistance shall be paid to any 
inmate of any State-supported institution, 
while such inmate: and provided that any 
resident of the State, if otherwise eligible, 

.may not be excluded who has resided in the 
State for five (5) years during the nine (9) 
years immediately preceding the filing of 
the application for such assistance includ­
ing the one (1) year continuously immedi­
ately preceding the filing of such appli­
cation.

“ (3) Needy children who are under the 
age of sixteen (16) years; provided that 
any child, if otherwise eligible, may not be 
excluded who has resided in the State for 
one (1) year immediately preceding the 
filing of the application for such assist­
ance, or. if said child is under the age of 
one (1) year, whose parent or other rela­
tive with whom the child is living has re­
sided in the State for one (1) year imme­
diately preceding the birth of such child.

“ The Legialatore shall have the authority 
to accept from the Federal Government of 
the United States such financial aid for th 
assistance of the needy aged, needy blind, 
and needy children as such Government 
may offer not inconsistent with restrictions 
herein set forth: provided, however, that 
the amount of such assistance out of State 
funds to each person assisted shall never 
exceed the amount so expended out of Fed­
eral funds; and provided further that the 
total amount of money to be expended out 
of State funds for such assistance to the 
needy aged, needy blind and needy children 
shall never exceed the sura of Forty-two 
Million Dollars ($42,000,000) per year.

“ Should the Legislature enact enabling 
laws and provide an additional appropria­
tion hereto in anticipation of the adoption 
of this Amendment, such Acts shall not be 
invalid by reason of their anticipatory 
character.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall be submitted to the quali­
fied electors of Texas at the Election to be 
held throughout the State of Texas on the 
Second Tuesday in November, 1951, at 
which election there shall be printed on 
surih ballot the following clause:

“ FOR the amendments to the Constitu­
tion giving the Legislature jiower to set up 
a system of payments of assistance to needy 
persons over sixty-five (G5) years of age; 
to needy blind persons over the age of six­
teen (16) years: to needy children under 
sixteen (16) years of age; removing the 
Thirty-five Million Dollar ($35,000,000) 
limitation upon amount of State expendi­
tures for such purposes: disqualifying per­
sons who dispose of property under certain 
conditions; providing a maximum payment 
of Thirty Dollars ($30) per month from 
State* funds for old age assistance; provid­
ing for the acceptance and expenditure of 
funds from the Federal Government; pro­
v i n g  that expenditures from State funds 
shall not excer 1 the expenditure from Fed­
eral funds with respect to any individual;

Equipment has been added 
during this time which includes 
a baking oven costing about Sd- 
0n, potato peeler which cost S180 
as well as practically all new 
dishes, electric mixer, in addi­
tion to other equipment.

Probably the greatest progress 
has been made in the school's 
financial status. Finances were 
at a low ebb and now are prob­
ably as good as that of any 
school its size in this section of 
the state.

Texas Banks Say Increased Farm 
Production Helps Fight inflation

One of the most effective ways 
to fight inflation is to increase 
production of basic commodities 
such as food, feed, and fiber, ac­
cording to Jesse M. Osborn. Mule-1 
shoe State Bank, who represents 
the Texas Bankers Association 
as Bailey County Key Banker.

An accurate gauge of produc­
tion is a comparison of farm and 
ranch marketing income. During 
the five years ending December 
Si, 1950, cash income of Texas 
ranches and farms advanced 70 
per cent from $1,188,618,000 to 
$2,018,197,000.

“This substantial increase in 
agrucultural income is indicative 
of the greater farm and ranch 
production vital to the nation’s 
defense effort”, he said. “The in­
crease was made, however, with­
in the framework of sound farm­
ing practice, better operating 
methods, diversified production 
of crops and livestock, and a 
high degree of mechanization. 
The rural banks of the state have 
Worked closely with their farm 
and ranch customers and have 
given wholehearted support to 
programs of soil conservation, 
pasture improvement, and other 
programs benefiting our rural 
communities. Banks loans which 
Increase production and farm 
efficiency are one of our greatest 
weapons against runaway infla­
tion.

“ In carrying out their individ­

ual projects of mechanization 
and better land use, our farmers 
and ranchers have found bank 
credit an increasingly useful tool. 
The improvement programs have 
placed the state’s agriculture in 
such a strong financial position 
that farmers and ranchers found 
it necessary to borrow less money 
from banks in 1950 than in the 
preceding year, despite rising 
costs of production.”

Quoting from the tenth na­
tional survey of farm lending by 
the Agricultural Commission of 
the American Bankers Associa­
tion, "in 1950, the last full year 
of operation, the Texas banks 
serving agricultural communities 
loaned $366,296,000 to 176,036 
farmers and ranchers to meet 
all types of financial needs. Of 
the total amount loaned, $350,- 
182,000 was borrowed by 172,047 
farmers and ranchers to finance 
production and operational re­
quirements. This compares with 
245,580 production loans, total­
ing $397,833,000, during 1949. The 
rapid repayment of production 
loans is shown by the fact that 
on January 1,1951, only $220,203,- 
000 remained outstanding.

Debt Held To Minimum
“On January 1, 1950, farmers 

and ranchers had a total of bank 
held mortages debt of $26,565,000. 
During the year, banks made 3, 
989 additional agricultural real 
estate loans in an aggregate a-

Labor Officials 
Watching School 
Work Situation

With most public schools open­
ing next month, officials of the 
U. S. Department of Labor al­
ready are turning their atten­
tion to the labor and employment 
of young citizens, particularly 
those under 16.

Despite the national crisis, 
they boys and girls to continue 
their education because promi­
nent figures everywhere contend 
that good schooling makes a 
happier adult, a better wage 
earner, a finer citizen, and, if 
necessary, a more efficient sol­
dier.

P. D. Riley, supervisor of the 
Wage-Hour and Public Contracts 
Divisions of the U. S. Department 
of Labor here, points out that 
Federal laws prohibiting chiild 
labor now apply in all states to 
all children under 16 years of 
age employed on farms produc­
ing crops for interstate com­
merce (other than their parent’s 
farm) when school is in session.

Local resident childdren as 
well as migratory alien child­
ren are covered by the law, he 
said. Neither may be employed 
in agriculture during school 
hours if they are under 16.

By school hours” is meant the

mount of $16,114,000. Yet, at the 
end of the year, only $27,638,000 
of this long term debt was out­
standing, indicating that this 
type of debt is being held to a 
minimum.

“The increased cost of produc­
tion to the individual farmer is 
shown by the rise in the average 
production loan from $1,620 in 
1949 to $2,035 in 1950.

“The total of bank-held farm 
and ranch debts outstanding in 
Texas on January 1 of this year 
was $247,841,000, excluding C.C.C. 
loans”.

STILL TIME TO PLANT 
WINTER LEGUMES

COLLEGE STATION, August — 
The continuing dry, hot weather 
over much of Texas is not con­
ductive to getting a big acreage 
of fall and winter legumes plant­
ed but as the old timers say, “ it 
has always rained”. So despite 
the drought, farmers should be 
making plans now for gettiing 
the seed and fertilizers they 
will need for their legume plant­
ing.

According to E. A. Miller, Ex­
tension agronomist of Texas A 
and M. College, there is still lots 
of time for planting legumes. In 
most areas of the state, the bst 
time for fall planting is from the 
middle of September to Novem­
ber 1st and not later than No­
vember 15th.
