A uniform closing schedule for 
holiday store closing appears to 
be favored by a majority of the 
merchants and business houses 
in Muleshoe, according to early 
returns from a poll being con­
ducted by the Muleshoe Chamber 
of Commerce.

Six 
of the ballots received failed to 
designate preferences but indi­
cated that the voters would abide 
by the popular selections.

Armistic Day, November 11, 
was favored on 56 per cent of the 
ballots, and New Years Day garn­
ered 14 votes for a scant 35 per 
cent. Labor Day was running two

The poll was instituted last 
week by the Retail Trade Divi­
sion of the local chamber of com­
merce following repeated re­
quests from members that the 
project of uniform, city-wide holi­
day closing be attempted by the 
organization.

Myron Pool, chamber of com­
merce president, pointed out that 
such a plan would doubtless 
prove beneficial from many ang­
les. “First” , he said, “ it would 
give our customers from ou'side 
the city a definite knowledge of 
what days will be observed .and 
they could make their shopping 
plans accordingly. We kncf that 
we lose the goodwill of anybody 
who drives several miles only to 
find the stores closed. By adopt­
ing uniform schedule and pub­
licizing it we can avoid any mis­
understanding. Then, by knowing 
in advance when they are going 
to close, merchants can be pre­
pared to handle the extreme vol­
ume of business that naturally 
precedes a holiday. Third, it will 
give all of us, employers and em­
ployees alike, an opportunity to 
make our holiday plans. Often 
we have found that the stores 
were going to close too late to ar­
range an out-of-town trip.”

Ray Morrison, chairman of the 
Retail Trade Division urged that 
all questionaires be returned as 
soon as possible so that his com­
mittee could make its recommen­
dations. “We are making a sin­
cere effort to determine the wish­
es of the business people and 
with four holidays coming up 
within less than 90 days we 
should reach a decision as soon 
as possible. Although these early 
returns give us an indication of 
the thinking in town, we want 
to have at least 60 or 70 per cent 
of the ballots returned before we 
take any action one way or the 
other.”

Manager A1 Hall has reeom 
mended that if a holiday closing 
schedule is adopted, that the 
Chamber of Commerce and the 
Retail Merchants cooperate to 
have anouncement posters dis­
played in the stores and a news­
paper advertisement run in each 
issue preceding a holiday to in­
form the buying public of the 
fact that stores will be closed on 
certain dates and asking that 
plans be made accordingly.

Rural Fires Will Take Toll Of 3,500 
Lives, $100 Million In Property Loss

College Station, October 11 — 
Some 3,500 lives and more than 
one hundred million dollars in 
property losses will be the toll 
for rural fires in the nation this 
year. The Texas Farm and Ranch 
Safety Committee, headed by 
president J. Walter Hammond of 
the Texas Farm Bureau Federa­
tion and E. C. Martin, Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service, is 
urging all Texans not only to ob­
serve National Fire Prevention 
Week, October 7-13, but to prac­
tice fire prevention every day in 
the year.

The leaders report that each 
year there is a sharp drop in 
the number of fires during 
and immediately following Fire 
Prevention Week and cites this 
as evidense to prove that some­
thing can be done to prevent 
fires when people really work 
at the job. Rural fires occur at 
the rate of one every five min­
utes and records show that 90 
per cent are due to careless­
ness and neglect and are pre­
ventable.
They say one or more of the 

folowing hazards is usually re­
sponsible for most rural fires; de­
fective stoves and furnaces; de­
fective, clogged and poorly built 
chimneys; failure to protect 
buildings with lightening rods- 
improper storage of gasoline and 
kerosene; sparks falling on flam 
able roofs; spontaneous ignition 
>f hav; careless smoking habits- 

overloaded electrical circuits and 
failure to replace worn electrical 
cords and defective electrical 
appliances and equipment 
The members of the Texas Com- 

mittee point out that the bin fire  
prevention Job rests with the tn 
dividual farm family. Each mem' 
ber of the family should a J a y *  
be on the alert r fire ha-n*d"

and when one is found, it should 
be removed immediately. Tomor­
row, in this case, may be too late. 
But they are quick to add that 
other prevention practices can 
best be carried out on a com­
munity or neighborhood basis. 
There should, they say, be pre­
visions made in each community 
for pooling all fire fighting e- 
quipment. There are many fires 
such as grass, brush or trash 
fires that eoulld be controlled be­
fore they get out of hand if as­
sistance and a few- pieces of e- 
quipment were available. The 
portable spray rigs or even hand 
sprayers can be used successfully 
There is a great need for more 
fire fighting equipment in most 
rural areas but that on hand 
should always be serviced and 
ready for immediate use.

Jesse Osborn Chosen Director As 
Parts Of Plains Vote Water District

Littlefield, Oct. 10 — Parts of 
at least 12 counties have voted to 
become a part of a special under­
ground water district, the district 
board of directors announced to­
day.

The board said that total re­
sults of special elections in 21 
counties in the south and high 
plains area had not been deter- 
mined.

At least 4300,000 acres will be 
incorporated into the one district, 
the directors said.

Only four of the directors elect­
ed last Saturday participated in 
today’s meeting. The new direc­
tors are E. C. Hatton, A C. Che- 
sher, Jesse M. Osborn and Tdm 
McFarland.

Tom Bostic, of Hale County, did 
not qualify as a director because 
Hale County voted against Join­
ing the district.

The board did not name 
Bostic’s successor.

A statement issued by the 
board said the reason for the cre­
ation of the water district was 
“to retain title to our water.”

"No regulations are contem­
plated by the directors unless 
and until it is needed and the 
people want it and ask for it,” 
the statement continued.

The board said that water level 
studies indicate “ there is no 
critical situation as to water sup­
ply in the bounds of the district, 
and therefore no regulation is 
necessary at this time in the 
area."

The directors will meet within 
45 days to complete the organi­
zation of the district and plan 
the election of county committee­
men.

Farmers who borrow from ( 
the Farmers Home Administra­
tion will be better able to make 
adjustments in farming opera­
tions, increase production and 
work out balanced farm and 
home management plans un­
der the newly enacted Public 
Law 123, Arch T. Fowler. Coun­
ty Supervisor of the Farmers 
Home Administration, announ­
ced today.
The law, amending the Farmers 

Home Administration Act of 1946, 
enables the agency to make loans 
for farm operating expenses up 
to $7,000. for an initial loan and 
places a ceiling of $10,000. on the 
indebtedness outstanding at any 
one time The maximum repay­
ment period is seven years. Prev­
iously the initial loan was limit­
ed to five years.

In amending the loan terms. 
Congress recognized the costs of 
farm operating expenses have 
increased sharply in recent years. 
A farmer who is required a 
$3,500. loan in 1946 for annua’ 
operating expenses and the pur 
chase of machinery and livestock 
would have required a loan of 
$5,900. for the same purpose ii 
1951.
The main objective of the Farm 

ers Home Administration is t< 
help family farm operators make 
the most effecient use of theii 
land and family labor supply.

The new loan terms will be of 
great help in achieving this goal. 
In the past we have had to turn 
down many young veterans and 
other farmers who came to us for 
assistance simply because we 
could not provide them with ade­
quate financing under our pre­
vious loan limitations to enable

them to work out a balanced 
farming scystem.
~ A  sound farm and home man­
agement plan is drawn up with 
tach family who receives a loan, 
and no loan is made unless the 
plan shows that the family will 
receive enough Income to pay 
operating and living expenses 
and retire their debts.

Loans are made only to farm­
ers who are unable to obtain 
necesskry financing from other 
sources. Committees of hree lo­
cal farmers approve each appli­
cant. Veterans receive preference.

Draft Boards d ^ e>ed To Reclassify 
All Married MenWftout Children

Austin, Oct. 2 — Texas dr&6^JanJ mentally examined by armed 
boards today were called upon 
to reclassify all married regis­
trants without children as avail­
able for military service unless 
they are eligible for some other 
deferred classification.

Brig. Gen. Paul L. Wakefield, 
state Selective Service director, 
said he received authority from 
national Selective Service head 
quarters to order the move. Local 
boards were urged to complete 
these reclassifications “as soon as 
possible.”

The man to be reclassified un­
der these new regulations will 
be drawn from a state pool of 
men with dependents which on 
August 31 stood at 71,000. A more 
up-to-date figure will not be 
available until around October 
15.

How many of this pool are men 
with only wives is not known.
General Wakefield said. He said 
that State Selective Service head­
quarters at present shows all men 
with dependents in one class, 
with no breakdowns as to num­
ber of dependents.

Cases To Be Reopened
In his communication to 137 

T e x a s  local boards, General 
Wakefield asked local board 
chairmen to act “with your 
charactistic speed” in reopening 
the cases of married men who 
only have dependent wives.

He requested boards to report 
the number of such men they re­
classify by age groups as soon as 
board action is completed. Until 
these reports are completed, it 
will not be known how many 
men are affected in Texas.

When these reports are receiv­
ed, local boards will be sent or­
ders to have these men physically

forces joint examining and in­
duction stations in their area.

“The number found acceptable 
will, in the majority of instances, 
be inducted early,” General 
Wakefield commented, “s i n c e  
many of them will be in the old­
er age groups.”

Under the law, among exam­
ined and acceptable registrants 
the oldest men take their turn 
for induction first when calls are 
received. Because of this pro­
vision, examined and acceptable 
married men in many cases will 
be inducted ahead of single men 
who have been examined and ac­
ceptable for many months.

If a registrant has an unborn 
child, new regulations provide 
that he be deferred, provided he 
files with the local, board the 
certificate of a licened physican 
stating that the child has been 
conceived, and further provided 
that he does this prior to the 
time the local board mails him 
an order'to report for induction.

BABSON DISCUSSES
Woodlands

Mew Boston, N. H., Oct 5. — 
Every investor is justified in 
warning some growing timber. 
IM s  applies especially to those 
la  the higher brackets who are 
« o t  too much interested in in­
come, the most of which must be 
paid back to Uncle Sam I say 
this because only 25 per cent of 
the profits onn woodland need be 
ptld in taxes.

WOODLAND PROFITS SURE
In areas protected against fires, 

woodland profits should be slow, 
liut sure. With the demand for 
timber increasing more rapidly 
than the growth, it is evident 
that the price must constantly 
Increase. This increase in demand 
is due both to the constant in­
crease in population and also to 
the new use for pulwood and 
ether species.

A few years back pulwood was 
used only for newsprint, wrap­
ping paper, etc. Today it is used 
tor plastics, cabinets, cellophane, 
end even wearing apparel. These 
vew  uses are increasing very 
te s t Hence, the two most valu­
able woods today are spruce for 
pulp and pine for timber. Hard 
woods are also becoming valu­
able for use in connection with 
furniture, tools, and various uteri- 
alls. In fact, the largest profit 
may be in stands of hard woods 
because they are now so very 
Cheap.

GRAFTING OF TREES
The grafting of fruit trees is 

very common. This applies partic­
ularly to apple, pear, and orange 
trees. The best orange trees are 
Valencias grafted on lemon roots. 
Mow experiments are being car­
ried on to graft timber trees to get 
more valuable varieties and 
quicker growth. For instance, af­
ter cutting down an 18” pine tree, 
Instead of permitting the stump 
to  waste, a hole will some day 
*>e bored in the stump and a 
bealthy ten year old graft will 
be Inserted. This gives the new 
tree the benefit of the large root 
system of the old tree which has 
just been cut. This method has 
*  great future.

With free gravity power, it will 
sometime be possible to irrigate 
woodlands. The growth of trees is

very dependent upon the mois­
ture. When a tree is cut, it will 
be seen that some “growth rings” 
are over an inch thick, which was 
the growth during a rainy year. 
Other rings will be only one 
quarter inch thick, which shows 
the growth in a dry year. If wood­
land could be cheaply irrigated, 
the time required to grow good 
timber or pulpwood could be cut 
in halves.

MORE MEDICAL USES 
COMING

The sap of very few hard wood 
trees is now used. The outstand­
ing example of useful sap is that 
of the maple tree from which 
maple sugar is obtained. We, 
however, use this maple sap 
merely because it is sweet. Some­
time it will be found that the bit­
ter saps of other trees contain 
valuable medical qualities. These 
may help people suffering from 
high blood pressure, arthritis and 
similar diseases. Who knows but 
the key to the cancer problem 
will be found in the sap or bark 
of some hard wood tree. Today 
the bark is used mostly for tan­
ning or dyeing.

Looking into the future, we 
must not forget the leaves of 
trees. We know how valuable are 
the leaves of the tea trees of 
China,Malay, and India. At one 
time the leaves of the mulberry 
aree were needed to raise silk 
worms. Yet, today not one hund- 
reth of one per cent of the billions

Marvelous new discoveries are 
ahead in connection with the use 
of grasses and other forms of 
vegetables which are now wast­
ed.

SOMETHING TO THINK 
ABOUT

Just a thought in closing. Has 
it ever occurred to you that trees 
can do something which you can­
not do? Trees can draw up food 
through their roots. We humans 
must lift our food up to our 
mouths and let it pass down 
through our bodies by gravity. 
The branches and leaves of a 
tree take their food up from the 
ground through their “f e e t’ 
against the pull of gravity. This 
means that they have some un­
discovered elements or vitamins 
which have a great responsibili­
ties. Don’t put all your money 
into any one thing; but don’t go 
through life without owning a 
few trees.
