Whooping cranes numbers
increase in Texas

AUSTIN—Turkeys (the edible
variety, no political joke intended) are
the bird on most folks’ mind these
days, but one other member of the
avian species has been getting some
attention.

The endangered whooping crane
has begun showing up at its winter
home on the coast and the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department is
urging waterfowl hunters to be care-
ful not to get that bird confused with
its legal-to-hunt cousin, the sandhill
crane.

Whooping cranes are protected
and can’t be shot. They are white with
black wingtips. The smaller sandhill
cranes are gray. (If you’re a hunter,
make sure you get this right: A mis-
take is illegal and expensive.)

Biologists in Canada have re-
ported that somewhere between 180
and 190 of the big birds—they stand
more than 4 feet tall and are the tall-
est in North America—Ileft their
breeding grounds for their annual
migration to the Lone Star State in
late September and early October.
That’s an increase from the 176
whooping cranes that wintered in
Texas last year.

the population), nursing home resi-
dents, people with diabetes, people
with asthma or other chronic respi-
ratory conditions and those with heart
or kidney troubles. And for the first
time this year, public health officials
also recommend the shot for infants
6 months to 23 months.

To put the importance of the shots
into perspective, every year about
8,000 Texans end up in the hospital
with a bad case of the flu. In addi-
tion, flu or its complications Kkills
1,500 in Texas annually.

Finally, something to look for-
ward to if you have not had your shot
yet: The peak season for flu is dur-
ing January and February.

West Nile update...

Unfortunately, there’s no shot to
prevent West Nile virus. The virus
has now been identified in 195 of
Texas’ 254 counties, up from 176 in
the previous survey.

Of the cases reported in Texas,
165 have been in humans, the Depart-
ment of Health reports. Of the 165
human cases 23 became ill in July,
76 in August, 50 in September and
16 in October.

There have been eight deaths —
four from Harris County and one
each from Tarrant, Randall, Hood and
Dallas counties.
