OOOowners of stock, after elimi­
nation of duplications.

As the civilian labor force of 
the country, exclusive of agri­
cultural labor is around 54,000,- 
000 (including 15,000 000 union

members) it is obvious that the 
direct owners of stocks and 
bonds are overwhelmingly out­
numbered by wage earners. Vic­
tory on November 4th will fall 
to the candidate who can get a 
majority of the wage earners to 
vote to protect the stocks and 
bonds owned by the life in­
surance companies and banks in 
which they have their savings. 
DEMOCRATS AVOID HARMING 

LABOR?
The Republicans will have to 

strike hard indeed between now 
and November 4th if they are to 
win. This is because most of the 
“ 'sins” they ascribe to the Dem­
ocrats are not greatly resented 
by wageworkers as these sins 
are mostly against capital or 
property, not against “ labor”.

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< Forage Is Basic 
For Dairy Cows

The hot, dry weather has up­
set hay and silage plans on 
many dairy farms, and dairymen 
w ill lose efficiency in produc­
tion if they fail to supply these 
basic feeds. According to Richard 
E. Burleson, dairy husbandman 

1 i’or the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, every effort 
should be made to obtain one or 
two tons for each cow in the 
herd.

He reports that, Texas A. & M. 
College dairymen got good results 
from feeding a silo of inmature 
Atlas sorghum which; was en­
siled last summer before it had 
headed. Although no preservative 

.was added, the sileage proved to 
%oe of excellent quality and cows 

pushed aside good leafy alfalfa 
hay in the feed troughs to get it.

This appears to be conclusive 
evidence that there is little to 
gain by allowing sorghums to

Make seed before ensiling ex­
cept to get increased tonnage 
and grain.
When drouth conditions cause 

the sorghum crop to burn before 
reaching the soft dough stage, 
the crop should be ensiled promp­
tly. Much better quality silage is 
obtained by enlisting green ma­
terial without adding water than 
is obtained by ensiling dry ma­
terial and addition of water.

Water should never be added 
to silage unless the material is 
too dry to pack without it, Burl­
eson advises.

This 
compares with 15 per cent in 
1945 and less than one per cent 
in 1941, the year Texas hybrids 
Srst became available.

Primary reasons for the wide­
spread use of corn hybrids, says 
E. A. Miller, agronomist for the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, have been the numerous and successful demontrations 
supervised by local county agents

and the publicity relating to the 
demonstrations. The Texas Ex­
periment Station, through breed­
ing, research and testing, has 
provided seed stock of adapted 
hybrids that have outyielded the 
best native varieties. The ndwer 
yellow hybrids, Texas 24, 26, 28, 
and 30 and the white hybrid Tex­
as 11W have produced yields that 
averaged 30 per cent and in some 
cases 50 per cent more than the 
best native varieties.

30 % Yield Increase
Here is what the 30 per cent 

yield increase will mean to Texas 
corn producers in 1952. Despite 
unfavorable weather Miller says 
the increase should amount to 
about five bushels per acre or a 
total of 8,275,000 bushels. Based 
on the present price of corn, 
this means Texas corn producers 
have earned for themselves about 
$14,000 000 extra for growing the 
better yielding hybrids. Miller 
adds this amounts to a 700 per 
cent profit on the investment for

hybrid seed or a return of about j 
$7.00 for each dollar spent for1 
seed.

For the United States as a 
whole Miller continues, 84.4 per 
cent of all the corn planted in 
1952 is hybrid. In the coin belt 
states, practically 100 per cent 
of the total corn acreage is 
planted to corn hybrids.
Miller believes that Texas pro­

ducers will continue to replace j 
the open pollinated varieties of I 
corn with hybrid because they j 
now know that the extra bushels j 
produced by the hybrids can be | 
had at no increase in production I 
costs except for planting seed I 
and this is a small item on a per j 
acre basis.

New and better hybrids con­
tinue to be the goal for corn' 
breeders of the Experiment Sta­
tion and only recently announce­
ment was made that farmers in 
1953 will be able to secure plant- 
seed of Texas 15W, a new high 
yielding white hybrid. The story 
of corn hybrids and their ec- , 
onomic importance to the life •

PM A Community Elections To Be Price Specialist 
Held In Bailey County August 22 j

Community PMA elections will 
be held in each of Bailey coun­
ty’s eight farm communities Aug­
ust 22 1952, H. E. Schuster, 
Chairman of the County PMA 
Committee announced today.

At these elections, farmers in 
each community will vote for 
3 farmers to serve on the com­
munity committee, for a delegate 
to the county convention to elect 
the county PMA committee for 
1953, and for alternates. Voting 
will be by mail or at the coun­
ty office. In general, any farmer 
is eligible to vote of he is owner, 
operator, tenant, or sharecrop­
per is participating or is carry­
ing out practices in accord with 
the programs administered by 
the county PMA Committee.

Chairman Schuster empha­
sizes that the effectiveness of 
Agricultural Conservation Pro­
gram operations and of price

support and marketing pro­
grams will depend a great deal 
on the community committee­
men who are voted in at these 
elections.
The concentration of Agricul- 

ural Conservation Program opera- 
1 tions in 1953 on the problems of 
individual farms adds to the 
need for able committeen\en. 
Committeemen will be expected 
to help each farmer in determin­
ing the conservation needs on his 
farm and in making the most 
effective use of ACP assistance 
and available services in carry­
ing out most needed practices.

Since this program has to do 
with the protection and improve­
ment of the soil and conserva­
tion of water on the .farms of 
Bailey county, community com­
mitteemen are in a key position 
in the fight for continued produc­
tion.

Sam Blake, price specialist for 
the Office of Price Stabilization, 
will be in Muleshoe, Tuesday 
afternoon, August 19 to assist 
merchants in complying with 
price regulations.

While here he will operate 
from the Chamber of Commerce 
and will assist 4II merchants 
seeking information concerning 
the federal price stabilization 
program.

The price officials reminded 
merchants of this area that the 
newly revised Defense Produc­
tion Act has produced some new 
regulations and amendments to 
old regulations about which busi­
ness men will need to know.

The chairman urges farmers in 
each community in Bailey coun­
ty to look over the field care­
fully and make sure that farm­
ers are elected who are best 
qualified and who will have the 
time to devot§, to the job.

There are three tags which 

can be found on seed bags, all 
Issued by the department— 
the tested seed label, the Cert­
ified seed tag, and the Regis­
tered seed tag. Unless the 
purchaser is familiar with 
each of them, he can easily 
become confused and believe 
he is buying seed guaranteed 
by the department.
The cream-colored Tested Seed 

label does not guarantee that 
the seed is of high quality. The 
Department of Agriculture issues 
the tags and requires the deal­
er to supply information on the 
tag as to bag contents.

Purpose of this tag is to let 
the purchaser know exactly 
what he is buying. The law 
states that the dealer should in­
clude on the tag the commonly 
accepted name of the seed, its 
germination qualities, the purity 
amount of inert matter, weed 
seeds, date tested, weight of bag, 
and origin of contents. This is the 
responsibility of the dealer and 
if he falsifies this information, 
he violates the Texas Seed Law.

Many farmers are mistaking 
this tag for the Certified Seed 
Label and the Registered Seed 
Both of these do guarantee, to 
a certain extent, a high quality 
of contents. The Certified tag is 
pale blue in color, and the Reg­
istered tag, which is backed by 
even higher test standards, is 
light purple. They are plainly 
marked “Certified” and Register­
ed". They also carry the name of 
the seed grower, variety of crop, 
weight per container, year of pro­
duction, and a serial number. 
Field inspectors have determined 
qualities of the seed before 
either tag is issued.

Some unscrupulous operat­
ors have been known to attach 
these two quality tags to in­
ferior seeds, since it would be 
impossible for the Texas De­
partment of Agriculture to em­
ploy enough men to personal­
ly tag each bag. Any such 
practice is a direct and serious 
violation of the . law and 

i should fc'3 reported to the de­
partment at one#. — -  1
It is a good practice for each 

farmer to save a generous sample 
of seed from each bag he pur­
chases, and keep the tag with the 
sample. If the seed fails to meet 
his expectations the sample can 
be sent along with the tag to 
the Department of Agriculture 
for test purposes to be used as a 
guide in determining if the deal­
er is mislabeling his seed. Co­
operation between purchasers 
and the Department of Agricul­
ture will go a long way toward 
elimination of “seed rackets” .

Texas Inspedion 
Law

There is a law on the statute 
books of the State of Texas which 
insists that all motor vehioles be 
put through a safety inspection. 
The deadline for the owners of 
vehicles currently is September 
6, although an extension of the 
date is possible.

The theory of safety inspection 
is a good one.

Everyone knows that there 
have been and still are, literally 
thousands of motor vehicles in 
our streets and" highways which 
are in .unsafe—even dangerous 
condition. Therefore, everyone 
knows that something should be 
done to decrease this constant

menace to life, limb, and proper­
ty-

However, like many another 
fine-feathered theory, the Texas 
Safety Inspection law may fall 
far short of its goal in practice. 
And that is what the public, as 
well as the proper officials, 
should watch for.

Efforts on the part of some un­
scrupulous to make a racket out 
of the inspection law by now 
have been pretty generally curb­
ed. Some of the red tape sur­
rounding inspection has been cut 
away as the result of angry 
howls of protest on the part of 
of the public. But undoubtedly, 
there still remain some useless 
red tape and some racketeering.. 
Both should contiue to be battled, 
whenever and wherever they 
raise their ugly heads.

The inspection law is one

which should b f given a
chance. But It is not pne which 

tn  a” 'should be forgotteh and left on 
the books if its liabilities are 
found, through fair trial, to out­
weigh its assets.

Texans everywhere will be wise 
to watch next year, see if safety 
inspections may be credited with 
decreasing motor vehicle acck» 
dents, and, if so, give the law 
their unqualified support. *

On the other hand, if the in­
spection law is found to be just 
another way to bilk the motorist 
out of a'few dollars, and further 
inconvenience him like a boil 
on the neck, the public should 
demand of the Legislature that it 
be abolished.
