Quite a bit of interest seems
to be developing in Bailey
County as to the possibilities
of Castor Beans as a new
mopey crop for irrigation farm-
ers in the County, according to
Travis A. Winters, Administra-
tive Officer. Bailey County
PMA.

The growing season and cul-
tural operations in producing
castor beans is very similar to
those for cotton. Yields in the
Hereford Area last year ran from
380 pounds to approximately 16
00 pounds per acre, and yields
as high as 3,000 pounds per acre
have been produced.

Castor Beans are in short sup-
ply and the demand will be
heavy. The oils and chemicals
made from the castor bean are
now used in ever-increasing
|quantltles in hydraulic fluids,

lflonr tiles, textiles, nylon, print-

lubricants, electrical systems,
paints, varnishes, plastics, rub-
ber compounds, lacquers, asphalt

cosmetics, artificial
leather finishing, belt
caulking compounds,
fertilizers, fungicides, polishes
and waxes, protective coatings,
rust removing agents, soaps, and
a host of other products,

If Bailey county farmers are
interested in trving some acre-
age of Castor Beans this year
they should advise the PMA the
approximate acreage they will
be willing to try. The seeding rate
is from 12 to 15 pounds per acre
and the seed will cost about 20¢

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BABSON DISCUSSES —

Importance Of Businessmen

Babson Park, Fla., Feb. 29 —
A few years ago, the Pacific
Northwest was suffering a most
difficult readjustment. Unprece-
dicted wartime expansion seemed
likely to end in complete col-
lapse. Unemployment had reach-
ed serious proportions. Active
shipyards, giant aircraft factories
and war fabricating plants shut
down.

In these weekly articles I seldom
single out any one section for
specific mention. Our American
economy is interrelated to so
great an extent, that every sec-
tion is largely dependent on
other sections. However, 1 think
that there is a lesson for all sec-
tlons to learn based upon the
recent statistics and experiences
of the Pacific Northwest.

PREWAR SITUATION

Prior to 1940, the region was
almost entirely dependent for its
prosperity on selling its raw ma-
terials. Its products were mostly
shipped eastward in a raw state
for processing and distribution
to more profitable mass markets.

Here was an important lumber
district, but all its lumber was
shipped East in the raw state,
Rich northwest farm lands sup-
plled a large part of America’s
fruit and grain, but often as a
loss. Copper, Zinc, lead, silver,

ld and antimony were scooped

m its mines and shipped else-
where for refining and fabricat-
ing. Fishing, especially for sal-
mon, was big business. But, man-
ufacturing industries were badly
needed for lasting strength.

WARTIME EXPERIENCE

Expansion for war needs stim-
ulated manufacturing industries
temporarily. Aircraft factories
mushroomed overnight. A full-
blown aluminum industry sprang
up, and there was a new pluton
jum plant at Hanford. Ferroal-
loy and other electro-process war
fndustries were started. Huge

wer requirements pushed a-

ead hydro-utility construction

Population growth Kkept pace
with industrial expansion. People
rushed in from adjoining sections
to get employment. There could
have been a very bad slump

when the war ended.

There were no established
peacetime products or markets to
which the industries and workers
could return. However, instead of
a slump, the area has forged
ahead to new heights, due to the
enterprise and courage of its
business leaders. Labor today is
even scarce in some lines and
net migration into the area has
continued high.

POSTWAR EVENTS

Aided by extensive research
and these few businessmen, their
raw materials are now going in-
to finished goods. Prewar, no
aluminum was produced in the
Pacific Northwest; today nearly
half of all our aluminum comes
from this area. Food processing
has been emphasized to take ad-
vantage of the area’'s growing
output of agricultural products.
Its hustling businessmen are
making it the center of the new
i frozen foods industry. They are
starting new flour mills, new
canning plants, and other in-
dustries to employ nearly twice
as many workers as in prewar
1939. This proves again that
every community depends upon
the ability and courage of about
5% of its people,

Furniture production has be-
come a big industry utilizing the
regions lumber resources. Paper
and pulp industries have expand-
ed 509 since 1940, while the
chemical industry is being
doubled. Other industries have
been induced to move into the
region to decenteralize opera-
tions, and be closer to raw ma-
terial supplies. Electric power
output, despite tremendous
growth, is being further increas-
ed.

IMPORTANT LESSON

New stores, laundries, filling
stations and restaurants have
been financed by forward look-
ing citizens before they were

really needed. This has all oc-
curred in an area which seemed
on the brink of a depression only
some five years ago. Don’t let
any community, where this col-

umn is printed, get discouraged

| CONGRESS

Washington — Many members
of Congress are worried about an
$85 billion dilemma.

Their minds aren't eased by
letters such as this one, being
supplied by a Minnesota store-
keeper to his customers to send
their representatives in Congress:

“] have today paid my federal
income tax under strong moral
protest.

“While I fully subscribe to the
payment of taxes for essential
government purposes, I deeply
resent the use of my tax money

for the purpose inherent in the
for the wasteful and extravagant ‘
purposes inherent in the present |
bureaucratic plan and so glaring-
ly disclosed recently in the var-
ious government scandals.”

Such a letter is apt to remind
the average members of Congress
that the proposed $85 billion bud- |
get for the 1953 fiscal year, which
begins July 1, is the largest in
U. S. peacetime history; that tax-
payers are becoming much more
conscious of federal spending —
and finally, that this is a nation-
al election year.

His inclination is to give the
'$85 billion budget the longest
look of any budget since the war.

His dilemma arises from the

fact that he has to hurry because
this is an election year. With
national party conventions set
Ifor July, Congressional leaders

fare pushing for adjournment by
(July 1.
)} Technically, of course, Congress
is supposed to finish work on all
appropriations bills by the open-
ing of the fiscal year. But in the
past that has not prevented Con-
gress from continuing considera-
tion of new speding bills past
the July 1 date. Last year it was
three months late in finishing
work on some of those bills.

In fact, by coincidence or other-
wise, the lhst Presidential elec-

sty et PRl ey eSS

tion year, 1948, was the last yeap
in which Congress wound up
work on appropriations bills by
official July 1 deadline.

In 1948, however, federal spend-
ing was not the controversial is-
sue that it is this year. In§tead
of struggling with an $85 billion
budget carrying a large deficit,
Congress handled one of $40 bil-
lion, with the pleasant prospect
of a balanced budget. In 1948
Congress reduced taxes, where
as last year it raised them.

Meanwhile — if anything is
needed to compound the worried
Congressman’s dilemma — there
is the fact that unless he is a
member of the Appropriations
Committee, he has nothing di-
rectly to say about spending un-
til the appropriations bills reach
the floor for debate.

Furthermore, unless he is
member of that Committee, h
has little opporunity for detailed
study of the budget, or any part
of it, prior to the time debate
starts. It he tried to study it on
his own, he probably would not
get any other work done (the
document dwarfs the Manhattan
telephone book).

And the chances are that the
particularly worried member of
the House of Representatives is
not on the Appropriations Com-
mittee. Roughly speaking, only
one out of every nine members
are.

The average member’s solution
is to rely on advice from col-
leagues who are members of the
Apropriations Committee. He re-
quires a lot of advice this year,
for there are 11 different appro-
priations bills covering the broad
and varied functions of the govi§
ernment.

Those bills are brought to the
House floor for debate under a
schedule arranged by the Appro-
priations Committee. The House
member who is not on that Com-
mittee has nothing to say abhout
the schedule. -

He may wish the schedule was
slower this§ year so that he could
have a longer look at this record
peacetime budget. Bue he knows‘
that is hardly possible, for this
is election year and July looms
large on the calendar.

Water Conservation District Tax is

Set For Present At 3¢ Per Hundred

At a meeting of the Board of
Directors of the High Plains
Water Conservation District a
tax levy was finally decided up-
on. The Board of Directors chose

‘ at random 5 of the 13 counties in

the district to base an estimate
of the tax income upon, after
an annhual budget had been de-
cided, not including a recharge
program. The present Board of
Directors voted to levy the water
tax at 3¢ per hundred, state and
county valuation. This means
that the tax would run approxi-
mately $1.50 per section or ap-

proximately 40c per 160 acres o
proximately 40c per 160 acres of
land.

It was the thinking of the
Board of Directors that a re-
charge program might be con-
sidered in the near future if
the people of the counties so
desired. At present it is not
on the program.

Two towns have shown inter-
est in the location of the district
office. It has been the intention
of the Board of Directors to place
the district office near the
center of the 13 counties as pos-
sible. The city of Lubbock has
been considered to a great extent
due to the services that have
been offered to the water district
free of cost. Several firms of en-
gineers have offered their techni-
cal knowledge and assistance in
any problem that might arrise.
It has been understood that Tex
as Tech College is willing to co
operate with the district in any
research that negeds to be carried
ut in gaining the maximum ef-
ficiency of water pumped. '

ivities of the new district, It is
through them that all informa-
tion and suggestions for the bet-
terment of the district will come.
If well spacing regulations are

Muleshoe C of C To Sponsor Labor
Procurement Association In County

In response to the wishes of
scores of users of farm hands in
Bailey County, the Muleshoe
Chan:lhor of Commerce this week
woted to endorse and sponsor the
organization of a labor procure-
ment association,

For the past two months var-
jous aspects of the labor situa-
tion have been studied by differ-
ent committees of chamber of
commerce workers. The need for
additional hands was readily es-
tablished as well as the need for
additional housing to care for
the workers.

When over 95 per cent of
those interviewed expressed
the desire for an association to

» Secure farm hands, a chamber
of commerce committee set
about to obtain all of the ex-
pert advise and help that could

‘be obtained.

At the Monday night meeting
of the board of directors, over
twenty interested farmers and
ginners were present to hear an
outline of a proposed associa-
tion program aimed to provide
help at minimum cost and
trouble to users of seasonal labor
in this area.

Through the combined efforts
of the board of directors of the
new association, whose names
were not revealed, but will be
announced as soon as the charter
of incorporation is issued, the as-
sociation will endeavor to supply
all types of farm labor. These

‘will' include seasonal transient
American workers, Mexi¢an Na-
tionals and year ‘round em-
Pployees where needed. The or-
ganization will ‘operaté on  a
stri non-profit basis, fées ‘will
be kept to a minimum and after

ay i wTel e, 1y

all operation expenses have been
liquidated, the surplus will be re-
bated to the membership on a
per capita basis of the hands
secured throufh the association.

To help keep administrative
costs down, the chamber of com
merce directors agreed that the
new association could utilize the
services of its staff, and for the
time being would furnish desk
space, at a nominal cost, “We
felt that we would be doing our
farmers a distinet service by of-
fering these services,” President
Myron Pool, Jr., stated. “Until
the association gets some operat-
ing funds, and during its form-
ative stages, we can save it the
necessity and costs of full-time
clerical and superivsory person-
nel or renting a separate office
until the volume of work actual-
ly increases to the point where
the association will require
separate quarters and salaried
employees.”

The chamber of commerce di-
rectors withheld their action un-
til after the ginners and farmers
had had an opportunity to ask
all of the questions they desired
and had indicated by their re-
marks that they favored the
principles and aims of the pro-
posed association and their con-
fidence that such a project would
go a long way toward settling
or at least alleviating the irk-
some and costly labor shortage
problem.,

Thirty four visitors and direct-
ors discussed the various phases
of the procurement agency in the
district court room for about two
hours Monday -night before the
board granted its approval and
