Governors of Texas and Oklahoma
Witneaa Great Milit. ry Display.

Troops Loudly C eered.

Fort W orth—The S6th division, 
containing 22 000 men and 7.000 ani 
main, which has been in training at 
Camp Bowie since last September, 
passed in review on the down town 
streets Thursday before its command 
er, Malor-Gencal E. S. J. Oreble, and 
staff, two governors, scores of offi­
cials and a crowd of citizens estimat­
ed to number anywhere from 150,000 
to 225,000.

Men of the division were fully 
armed and equipped for war and 
showed to a marked degree the re­
sults of the seven months' hard train 
ing to which thy Jiave been sujected 
since they entered the camp.

BRITISH GIVE UP 
ARMENTIERESTO HUNS

TEUTONS MAKE SLIGHT GAIN8 
ON SIXTEEN-MILE FRONT IN 

TH IS REGION.

AMERICANS WHIP GERMANS
Strongest Enemy Attack Cornea to

Grief Before American Artillery 
Fire Near Tout Thursday.

Ixmdon. The German drive be 
tween Neuve Cha/pelle and Hollebeke, 
a front of about 16 miles, has com 
pelled the British to abandon Armen- 
tieres and drop back lleariy five 
miles west of that city. From Neuve 
t'hapelle, south to Givenchy, gains 
have been meager. Armentleres was 
evacuated Thursday night, after the 
Germans had made the position un­
tenable by the use of gae she'ls. The 
German gain in this region since the 
attack began Tuesday was from one 
to six miles, on a front of 16 miles.

The Germans are trying to repeal 
here the recent drive, which carried 
them within ten miles of Amiens, 
further south, doubtless with the 
hope that the British will be obliged 
to fall back all along the line from 
Momdkiier to the sea. it la evident, 
however, that the drive In this re­
gion is having l.ttle better luck than 
that directed at Amiens—the Ger­
mans moving slowly and losing a 
great many men aa they go. The 
British occupy high ground, which 
enables them to get the best o f the 
fight in the way of casualties inflict 
ed.

Efforts of the Germans Thursday 
to widen the gap by a tremendous 
attack on Hollebeke, at the north end 
of it netted them nothing In the 
way of territory, hut added consid 
erably to the German casualty list.

What part the American troops 
sent to join the British are taking 
in this fighting, i f  any. Is not given 
out. They possibly may be stationed 
further south, in the Amiens region.

Americans Repulse Germans.
With American Army in France —

The Germans attempted an attack

“ Three weeks ago the enemy began 
hla terrific attacks against ua on a 
5b-mile front. His objects are to sep­
arate ua from the French, to take tho 
channel porta and to destroy the Brit­
ish army.

"In  spite o f throwing already 106 
divisions into the battle and enduring 
the most reckless sacrifices of human 
life, he has yet made little progress 
toward his goals.

"W e owe this to the determined 
fighting and self sacrifice o f our 
troops. Words fall me to express the

"Many among us now are tired. To 
those 1 would say that victory will 
belong to the side which holds out 
the longest. The French army is 
moving rapidly and in great force 
to our support. There is no other 
course open to us but to fight it 
out.

“ Every position must be held to 
the last man. There must be no re­
tirement. With our backs to the 
wall and believ.ng in the justice Of 
our cause, each one of us must fight 
to the end. The safety of our homes 
and the freedom of mankind depend 
alike on the conduct d* each one of 
us at this critical moment."

•SAMS" PLA Y  HAVOC W ITH  HUNS

200 Start Across No Man’s Land and
Only One Reachea American Line.

W ith American Army in France.—  
In the raid carried out by the Ger­
mans Wednesday against the Ameri­
cans northwest o f Toul the enemy 
intended to penetrate to the third 
line positions, according to informa­
tion obtained from a prisoner.

The attack was made by a special 
battalion of 800 shock troops. As 
soon as the German barrage began 
the American batteries without wait­
ing for a rocket signal laid down a 
counter-barrage, with the result that 
less than 200 of the enemy succeed­
ed in climbing out of their trenches 
and advancing toward the American 
line.

The German officers sent the men 
right through t ie  barrage but only 
two succeeded in reaching the front 
line. Both of these were taken pris­
oner, one of them dying a short time 
afterward from wounds.

U. S. Marines Land at Vladivostok.

Harbin.— American marines have 
been landed at Vladivostok, as well 
as British and Japanese forces, ac­
cording to advices from that place. 
The Americans are in control of the 
docks, while the Japanese are guard 
ing the railway and ammunition de­
pots.

Germans Plan for Great Naval Raid.
Geneva, Switzerland.— Great activ­

ity reigns at German naval bases, 
especially at Kiel. Coal and ammu­
nition are being shipped to the fleet 
In large quantities, according to in 
formation received here from a reli­
able neutral source. German naval 
contingents with heavy guns were re­
cently recalled from the western 
front to Join the fleets and were re­
placed by Austrian artillery manned 
by land forces, indications are that 
a naval raid of great magnitude la 

1 about to be attempted.

Huns Make Heavy Attack on French.
Paris.—German forces launched

heavy attacks Thursday afternoon 
against the French in the linngard- 
En-8anterre sector, east of Amiens 
The fighting continued throughout 
the day. Several attacks ended in 
failure, but finally fresh German 
troopa penetrated Hangard, although 
the* Western section o f the village 
was regained by the French, accord 

J o *  to the war office announcement 
.ftaarlcpn and French troops, fight 
lrfg togsffiar, reported a German at 
taak in the Apremont forest.

Increase of 20 Per Cent in Tonnage.
Washington.— An increase of 20 

pe rcent in the amount of tonnage 
shipped across the Atlantic in Maroh 
was gained through close co-opera­
tion of the ship control committee, 
the shipping board and the W ar de­
partment in directing the movement 
o f traffic. Officials confidently pre­
dict that the bfticlency in handling 
Is growing and would mean a gain 
of 30 per cent in tonnage during 
April. A  total o f 390 American ves­
sels now are in the trans Atlantic 
trade with a tonnage of 2,762,605.

U. S. Asks France to Send Officers.
Washington.— France has been call­

ed upon to aid in hastening the 
movement o f American troopa across 
the sea by sending additional officers 
for the training camps in the United 
States. General Vignal, military at 
tache of the French embassy, cabled 
his government suggesting that any 
officers that can be spared be detail­
ed for duty in America. Many French 
instructors already are on duty at 
the camps giving American officers 
and men the benefit of their experi­
ence in actual fighting at the front.

British Destroyer Sinks; All Lost.
London— A British torpedo destroy 

er sank as the result of a collision 
and all hands on board are believed 
to have been drowned, according to 
an admiralty statement.

Irlah Are Step Nearer Home Rule 

Ixindon.— The house of commons, 
■ltting In committee, has passed the 
Irish conscription clause of the man 
power bill by a majority o f 165. The 
Irish convention failed to agree upon 
a scheme of self-government for Ire­
land, but laid & foundation for an 
agreement “ unprecedetned In his­
tory,” Sir Horace Plunkett, chair­
man of the convention, aays in a let* 
ter to the prime mlniater transmit­
ting a report of the proceedings of 
that body.

The German attack came after a 
violent artillery bombardment of 
three days. A large number o f the 
enemy are believed to have been 
killed or wounded during the attack 
which continued for nearly two hours.

American Troopa Are Now on Front.
With the British Army In France— 

The first of the American fighting 
troops have arrived on the British 
front and have been greeted with 
Intense enthusiasm The overseas 
pioneers were a battalion of infantry, 
which came swinging along the road 
into a certain sector after an ail- 
night march that began on the anni 
veraary of America s declaration of 
war. The dusty uniforms and un­
shaven faces o f the Americans show­
ed they had been long on the road.

America.

London. —  Negotiations regarding 
the possibility 0/ peace between the 
United States and Austria-Hungary 
have been carried on between Prof. 
Anderson of Washington and Count 
Stephen Tisza, and Count Julius An 
dassv. former Hungarian premiers, 
according to a Vienna dispatch to the 
Berlin Tagoblatt, as quoted in an 
Exchange Telegraph message from 
Copenhagen.

The dispatch also says the Austro 
Hungarian foreign office admits var­
ious attempts have been made to ob­
tain a general peace and that Em­
peror Charles has had negotiations 
with several persons who have inter­
national connections.

Russ Threatened by Serious Famine.
Moscow.— "W e entertain no illu­

sion. Victory over famine can not 
be expected under the existing cir­
cumstances,” declared M. Hrukhanoff, 
a member of the national food de 
partment. at the session of the Cent­
ral executive committee of the Sol 
dlers and Workmen's deputies. Fam 
Ine has spread among the great mass 
es of the people, he said, owing to 
chiefly the disorganized transporta­
tion.

Sinkings By U-Boata at Low Ebb
London.—The sinking of British 

merchantmen by mines or subma­
rines last week reached the next low 
est level of any week since Germany 
began her intensive submarine cam­
paign early in 1917. Four vessels of 
more than 1,600 tons, two of leas 
than 1.600 tons and two fishing boats 
were sent to the bottom. Vessels 
unsuccessfully attacked 11. arrivals 
2,534, sailings 2,495. The low record 
in sinkings for any week was the 
week of Nov. 11. last. Then only one 
vessel of over 1.600 tons and five of 
leas were destroyed.

Many Wounded Reported on April f  
Indicates Unusual Activity.

Washington — Acting upon cabled 
instructions from Secretary Baker, 
the war department has resumed pub­
lication of the dally list o f casualties 
among the American expeditionary 
forces. Lists which had accumulated 
between April 2, when the practice 
was temporarily discontinued, and 
April 8 were made public and it waa 
stated officially that the casualties 
would be announced regularly here­
after.

Four hundred and forty seven Am­
erican soldiers were killed or wound 
m  tn action, died of various causes 
or were captured by the enemy in 
the six-day period covered in the re­
ports

The heaviest toll for a single day 
reported since the first American sol­
diers landed In France was shown 
by the list of April 5, which con­
tained 124 name*.

Specific reference la made to 21 
men having been captured by the 
Germans. Twenty of these previous­
ly had been reported missing and on* 
previously reported dead The com­
bined list shows: Killed In action 18. 
died of wounds 11, captured 21, died 
of accident 4, died of disease 46. 
died cause unknown 3, severely 
wounded 103, slightly wounded 241.

Two Ship Loads of Grain for Holland

Washington.Intmedilate shipment of 
two shiploads of grain to Holland 
was authorized by the war trade 
board to meet the growing shortage 
of food in that country. A third 
steamer wlH be permitted to proceed 
to Argentina to load graiu for Hol­
land. The three cargoes w.ll amount 
to 14,000 tons, which, with other sup­
plies, will be allowed to go forward 
despite curtailment of consumption 
here, just as if the shipping agree­
ment with Holland had been put into 
effect.

1,275 Vessel* Adaed to Navy In Year
Chicago.- Since April 6. 1917, the 

day on which war waa declared 
against Germany there have been 
added to the United States navy 1,275 
vessels, aggregating 1.066.116 tons, 
Secretary of the Navy Daniels de­
clared In an address before the 
chamber o f commerce o f the United 
States, “ in addition to the battle 
cruisers, dreadnoughts and scout 
cruisers authorized, we are now build­
ing of what is known as smaller 
craft, from 65 to 1,125 ton* each. 794 
vessels, with an aggregate tonnage 
of 420,217.”

U. 8. Gets Baa* on Azores Islands.
Washington.— For the protection of 

the Atlantic trade routes to southern 
Europe the United States, with the 
consent of Portugal, has established 
a naval base on the Azores islands. 
Guns have been landed to begin forti­
fication of the station, which in ad 
dAtion to being used as a naval base 
for American submarines, destroyers 
and other small craft, also will serve 
aa an important homing station for 
American airplanes, a number of 
which already have been assembled.

Germans Bombard Foundling Asylum

Paris.— The Germans renewed the 
bombardment of Paris with their 
long range guns Thursday. A  shell 
fired from the cannon struck a foun­
dling asylum in the southern out­
skirts of Paris, and three persona 
there were killed and 11 wounded. 
Wkbln the hospital were 30 women 
with newborn babies. One nurse, one 
patient and one baby were killed, 
while two probationers, six women 
patients aod three infanta were In­
jured.

The proper changing o f the air In a 
hoghouse Is o f the greatest lmpor- 
taace, for lu order to do It properly. 
It Is necessary to have control at all 
times and yet have no drafts directly 
on the hogs.

For letting the air In, openings should 
he left Just under the euves on each 
side o f any type of hoghouse, and It Is 
found that a 5 by 12 opening about ev­
ery six feet Is very close to being right. 
This Is easily secured by leaving out 
a 5 by 8 by 12 tile If this slxe is used.

The exit o f the air, the rldge-roll 
type o f ventilator which we have de­
veloped. Is by far the cheapest and 
fully ns effective as any o f the more 
fancy types. For a few cents, a rldge- 
roll ventilator will provide as much 
ventilation as an equivalent number 
o f dollars Invested In some o f the more 
elaborate types. These ventilators 
should be placed from alx to eight 
feet apart, depending upon the expos­
ure o f the building.

A  very common mistake Is made lu 
providing means for the clr getting out 
with no way for It to get In.

O f course, the openings under the 
eaves should be provided with small 
doors or other means for shutting off 
part o f the air la extremely cold w outli­
er. Sliding doors all connected to­
gether by a light rod muy be easily 
made so that the whole side o f the 
building muy be regulated at one time.

Experience and observation have 
convinced the writer that the parti­
tions between the pens should be on 
hinges, so as to awing up.

IDEAL NUMBER OF BRANCHES

Three Is Considered About Perfection 
on Apple Tree— Much Depends 

Upon Roots.

(From the United States Department of 
Agriculture.)

For an apple tree three branches aro 
considered the Ideal number. More 
may be grown upon some varieties, 
particularly those which are strong 
growers and upon treea whlgh huve a 
well-developed root system at planting 
lime. If, however, the roots have been 
badly mutilated In removing the tree 
from the nursery, It will be sufer to 
•educe the number to three rather than 
to maintain a larger number These 
three main framework brunches upon 
‘.he ordinary flrst-cluaa nursery tree 
should not be more than 10 or 12 
Inches In length. A t the close o f the 
first season’s growth after planting 
each one o f these three framework 
tranches should be considered as 
though It were a separate nursery tree 
and, If possible, three subdivisions o f 
this should be maintained for the wood 
supply o f the secoud year, the three 
brunches retained being cut back to 
about the same length as those orig­
inally held by the tree as plunted In 
the first place. This operation should 
be repeuted each succeeding year. By 
so doing a systematical development 
( ♦ i  be maintained, and by cutting to 
an outside or an Inside hud the habit 
o f the tree can be modified so as to 
make It upright or spreudlug lu char 
acter.

Quantity of Fruit Secured Varies 
With Climatic Conditions, Culti­

vation and Variety.

(From the United States Department of
Agriculture.)

The everbearing strawberry differs 
from those varieties which after their 
usual bearing season in early summer 
sometimes produce a few berries In 
the fall. In the northern United States 
under favorable conditions they bear 
continuously from the season of the 
ordinary varieties until frost. The 
quantity o f fruit secured during this 
period varies with climatic conditions, 
with the cultivation, and with the va­
riety. The amount o f fruit borne by 
the plants at the different periods of 
the year also varies.

I ’ lunts o f the everbearing type which 
have been set fo r a year bear a fair 
crop at the time the usual crop Is 
borne. For the period Immediately 
after this early summer crop, the 
amount o f fruit secured Is small. In 
August, September and October It be­
comes lurger, and, under favorable 
conditions, the late summer nnd au­
tumn crop from certain varieties may 
equal or exceed the early summer crop. 
Thus, Instead o f a constant supply 
throughout the season, there Is a dis­
tinct early summer crop, then a period
