Freak Ice
Storm Adds
Moisture

A freak ice storm Sunday
night during the early hours
left Ozona covered with ice
and snow.

Tests Scheduled
At County Strike

Four-point tests were sch-
eduled at a prolific Crockett
County strike and a con-
firmer was finaled. Also an
outpost was scheduled in
Crockett.

Estoril Producing Corp.,
-Midland, was taking four-
point tests at its No. 1-23
University, in 23-38-ULS,
Crockett County Ellenburger
gas strike, 42 miles north of
the depleted Block 39-B (El-
lenburger gas) field, 10 miles
east of the Childress, East
(Canyon and Ellenburger
gas) field and six miles east
of Barnhart.

It flowed an unreported
time, making gas at the rate
of 820 million cubic feet
daily, through a 10-64-inch
choke and perforations at
8,092-159 feet.

JOHN TOWER
Labor Law Reform

WASHINGTON—Examining the debate thus far on
labor law reform leads to only one conclusion: never have
so few convinced so many that black is white or that one
plus one equals three.

Never has fact in a debate counted for so little.

The labor reform measure, passed with only token dis-
sent in the House of Representatives and due to be con-
sidered by-the Senate in coming weeks, is a union organiz-
er’s delight. :

Streamlining procedures of the National Labor Rela-
tions Board, as the bill does, would grease the wheels of
organized labor’s electioneering machinery, while slapping
stiff penalties on employers deemed responsible for inter-
fering with membership drives.

Glossed over or completely disregarded has been the
impact of this legislation on individual workers who may
not wish to join a union, and on future labor relations in
this .country, not to _mention the impact on the taxpayer’s
pocketbook from such a sweeping reyvision of the Natjon’s,
labor Taws. A M e G W

Employees themselves can expect few of the rights un-
ions claim will result from the bill’s passage. Individual
workers will continue to be frozen out on decisions gov-
erning the quality of their working lives. Union might will
decide right.

Texas has enjoyed a relatively trouble free labor man-
agement relations environment, due largely to a strong
right-to-work law. If this legislation becomes law, you can
expect all that to change overnight.

In Texas, the issue apparently has already been decided.
The results of a recent poll conducted by the Opin-
ion Research Corporation overwhelmingly confirm what
Texans across the state have been telling me in town after
town: the Federal government should not tamper with a
delicately balanced labor-relations law, tipping it toward
labor unions and as a result, altering a history of good
labor relations and vigorous economic growth.

According to the poll, only 15 per cent of the Texans
asked thought reforms to make unionization easier were a
good idea. Forty per cent of those asked thought current
laws should not be changed, and most revealing of all,
only about one-fourth of the members of all union house-
holds asked thought such reforms should be implemented.

Taxpayers across the country will find little to like in
the cost of the labor law reform proposed. An analysis
‘prepared by the National Labor Relations Board itself
concludes that increasing the size of the Board would
cost at least $28 million. The NLRB budget will total
some $113 million in FY 1979 without the new reforms;
passing them into law will amount to a $42 million budget
increase over the year before. This is hardly consistent
with Administration pledges to scale down big govern-
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AUSTIN — Homcowncrs
may bc paying sharply-in-
creased rates for their insur-
ance coverage.

In last week’s paper there
appeared an article on the
fire at the home of Mr. and
Mrs. Buie. In that report
reference was made to the
presence of ‘‘petroleum by-
products’ and ‘‘thin wood
paneling’’ and their part in
the intensity of the fire.

Some took exception to
this reference.

During 1976 the National
Fire Protection Association
reported that there were 2
million 939 thousand fires in
the United States. These
fires claimed 8,000 lives and
injured 108,000 people, while
mounting up a dollar loss of 3
billion 360 million dollars. It
is only through a careful
study and evaluation of fires
and how they spread that we
can take the proper steps to
reduce these statistics.

People who witness a fire
or see the after affects are
shocked by the way fire
spreads so quickly through a
room or building. They react
by saying that something
special was present that is
not present in their homes.
Living in a world of syn-

thetic goods of all descrip-
tions, it becomes important
for the home owner to realize
that no one is spared the
hazards. Not at home or at
work. Only through a con-
stant reminder of the dan-
gers can we hope to reduce
the occurance of fires.

Mention of the factors in-
volved was done only so that
others might be made aware
and in being aware be more
fire safety conscious. To
those who mis-interpreted
the article, be advised that
many of these same hazards
are present in all of our
homes. In no way was this
fire unusual, or the factors
involving its spread unique.
There is no reasonable as-
surance that fires occurring
at the rate of 1 every min-
ute somewhere in the United
States will decline in num-
ber until the public as a
whole demands materials
that are more resistant to
fires.

I think that this incident
pinpoints a great problem in
the average American home-
a lack of discipline. Accord-
ing to published statistics by
the Federal Bureau  of In-
vestigation, juvenile arrests
for aggravated assault have
increased seventy per cent
faster than the general pop-
ulation in recent years. Two-
thirds of all the crimes of
violence-murder, rape, and
assault-are committed by
those under twenty-one
years of age. A recent As-
sociated Press article report-
ed that physical attacks by
students on their teachers
are increasing each year.
Most of these attacks occur
in junior and senior high
schools, although these at-
tacks are on the increase in
the elementary schools. Can
there be any doubt that one
cardinal weakness in the av-
erage American home is a
lack of discipline?

The Word of God says:
““Train up a child in the way
he should go, even when he
is old he will not depart from
it.”” (Proverbs 22:6) Then it
describes one important as-
pect of this training.

““Foolishness is bound up
in the heart of a child; the rod
of discipline will remove it
far from him.”’ (Proverbs
22:15;

Though this month has
been too cold and damp for

much outdoor action, be
ready to start real garden
work on warm days. Sow
early vegetable crops and
sweet peas, if you forgot to
start them as early as requir-
ed. Try planting them along
on the garden where they
may be easier to care for
along with the vegetables.

Even though we have had
more severe cold days than
usual, the spring flowering
shrubs and trees are begin-
ning to show bud growth. If
you wish early spring blos-
soms, bring in a few of the
budded branches, place in
warm water to force bloom in
a few weeks.

If you don’t have room for
a rose garden, try the climb-
ing varieties. They are pro-
fuse bloomers and much
more vigorous than the same
hybrid tea rose. Too, they are
ideal sources for cut flowers,
and can easily be grown
against a fence or without
support in a sunny location.
Some of the best are: My
favorite, Don Juan (red) Sut-
ters Gold, Climbing Peace,
Charlotte Armstrong, Chry-
sler Imperial, Crimson Glory
and the showy yellow Lady
Banksia. There are some new
ones that I have not seen or
grown, but inquire about
them at the nursery.

A guide to pruning flower-
ing and evergreen shrubs
may be helpful. They look
their best when allowed to
develop in their natural
shapes, but require prun-
ing to maintain them in their
best form. Dead, diseased or
damaged wood should be cut
out, and old wood that inter-
feres with new growth re-
moved. Cut out the oldest
and poorest branches all the
way to the ground. Other
branches may be shortened
to a reasonable length to
keep the plant from becom-
ing unattractive. Shrubs can
be trained to keep their
natural shapes by thinning
out old branches and prun-
ing back to a bud to control
the direction of growth. The
new shoot will grow. in.the
direction the bud points.
Make a cut on a slant about
even with the top of the bud.
When removing the entire
branch, make the cut flush
with the stem. Spring flow-
ering shrubs bloom on wood
formed the previous year, so
should have been pruned
after their bloom of last
spring.

As colors change with the
seasons, choose those that
create a desirable effect for
present body size, shape and
personal coloring. Some-
times favorite fashion colors
are not the most attractive
color choices for an individ-
ual. Also, skin and hair color
change with whim or age and
figures change in size and
shape. Flattering color choi-
ces may also change. -

Some basic guidelines
about affect of color on the
body may help in clothing
selection. Warm colors make
the body appear larger; cool
colors make the body appear
smaller. Warm colors are
those with dominant red,
yellow, or orange hues. Co-
lors with dominant blue,
green, or purple hues are
cool colors. Colors create
different effects depending
on their value or strength.
For example, bright, hot pink
reacts as a warm color while
pastel pink responds as a
cool color.

Bright, or strong colors
and light tints make the body
look larger. Conversely, dull
or subdued colors and darker
shades generally make the
body appear smaller. Use
color to make ‘‘top heavy’’ or
‘‘bottom heavy’’ figures ap-
pear proportionate. For ex-
ample, a dark, cool color-
ed skirt will help subdue
heavy hips. For a taller ap-
pearance, choose cool, dark,
solid colors or muted prints.
Direct attention upward with
a color contrast near the
head. To appear shorter,
select cool, dull colors with
contrasting colors at top and
bottom. Belts or contrasting
colors at the hemline direct
eye attention downward.

To remove fusible inter-
facing or fusible web once it
has been set in place, cover
with a damp press cloth,
steam for 10 seconds with an
iron and carefully pull apart
while still warm.

If a residue remains on the
fabric, remove by laying a
damp cloth on top of the
residue and repeatedly
steam until the cloth has
absorbed the residue, she
adds.

Six million employers will
have much less paperwork
when reporting wages for
social security and Federal
income tax purposes for over
100 million workers as a
result of a change in the law
effective this year. The
change is expected to result
in millions of dollars in sav-
ings for both employers and
the Federal government, ac-
cording to Franklin Upp,
District Manager of the San
Angelo Social Security Of-
fice.

For the past 40 years, most
employers have had to report
employees’ wages to Inter-
nal Revenue Service every
three months. Most used IRS
Form 941 (Employer’s Quar-
terly Federal Tax Return),
along with detailed wage
data on each employee.
Many larger employers re-
ported on computer produc-
ed magnetic tape. All em-
ployers completed a Form
W-2 (Wage and Tax State-
ment) at the end of the year
for each employee which
showed total wages for in-
come tax purposes.

Effective with 1978, em-
ployers no longer have to
submit detailed quarterly
wage data. Instead, they will
report wages on an annual
basis, using the familiar
W-2, Mr. Upp said. This
means employers must com-
plete only one wage report a
year, rather than five. How-
ever, they still must send
summary wage and tax lia-
bility information to IRS once
a quarter.

The first report under the
new system is due in early
1979, covering wages for
1978. Employers will send
the W-2's to the Social
Security Administration

. instead of to IRS. Employ-

ers who have not been not-
ified of the address of where
to send the report by the time
it is due can get it from any
social security office.

Annual reporting has been
in effect for some 9 million
agricultural employees and
self-employed people for a
quarter century. Now, the
system applies to ten times
that number. Wages for em-
ployees of State and local
governments as_well as for
domestic employment, how-
ever, will continue; to be
reported quarterly.

Annual wage reporting has
the potential of substantially

reducing the paperwork bur-
den on employers, particu-
larly smaller ones who report
on paper forms, Upp pointed
out. The new system also
should reduce Federal gov-
ernment administrative costs
and improve compliance with
Federal income tax laws.
Legislation eliminating the
need to keep quarterly data
should save both the em-
ployer and the government a
considerable amount of time
and money.

Employers can realize a
more immediate savings,
however, by joining the
growing numbers who report
wages electronically. SSA es-
timates about 40,000 employ-
ers with small computers are
capable of reporting on so-
called “‘floppy disks’’ which
are relatively inexpensive.
SSA sends tape and disk
reporters a verified summary
of reported wages by tape,
microfiche, or paper--which-
ever way an employer pre-
fers.

SSA has different report-
ing plans to meet the needs
of employers who wish to
report by tape or disk. For

more information, ask for
booklet Tib-3, ‘‘Magnetic
Tape Reporting'’ at any so-

cial security office.

Consumer

For Week

Consumers may ‘‘go back
to their own grind’’ to save
money on beef.

Beef prices are showing a
price climb that may contin-
ue for awhile, according to
forecasts--and ground beef
prices are increasing more
than other cuts in some mar-
kets.

‘‘Beef supplies are not as
great as a year ago, espec-
ially the light weight type,”’
says Mrs. Gwendolyne Cly-
att, a consumer marketing
information specialist.

‘‘Generally, this means
higher prices and fewer mar-
ket specials as supplies de-
crease.

‘‘For consumers who have
facilities at home, it likely
would save money to buy a
good value chuck cut and
grind it themselves. Be sure
to save the bones for making
soup stock,”” she advises.

Best beef values include
chuck roasts and steaks,
round and rib steaks and
liver, she adds.

Economical buys at Texas
grocery markets this week
include grapefruit, fryer
chickens, Grade A large-size
eggs, cabbage, some root
vegetables, several canned
items and raisins, she says.

Although cold weather and
rain has disturbed the pro-
duce market, cabbage is in
good supply with low prices.
Root vagetables with econ-
omical prices are carrots,
turnips, potatoes, dry yellow
onions and rutabagas.

Grapefruit is plentiful and
has economical prices, but
consumers should compare
prices on oranges, tanger-
ines, pineapples, apples, ba-
nanas and pears for the most
economy.

Fresh strawberry supplies
are increasing, and prices
are moderate to relatively
high.

Despite earlier predictions
of a greater supply, pork
prices have increased.

Generally, values include
Boston butt and end-cut loin
roasts, shoulder steaks,

- smoked picnics, some brands
of bacon and sausage.

Along grocery market
aisles features include cann-

o a4
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ed tomatoes and tomato pro-
ducts, clingstone peaches
and pears. This year’s raisin
crop is reported to more than
double last year’s so use
raisins generously in cooking
and for snacks.

ICA Blames Government
For Farm Problems

T.A. Cunningham, pres-
ident of the Independent Cat-
tlemen’s Association, told
members of the House Com-
mittee on Agriculture this
week that the farm problem
is a national problem brought
on by government policies
which have not allowed agri-
culture producers a fair re-
turn on their investments.

The committee is holding
hearings in Washington,
D.C. on the general condi-
tion of the agriculture in-

dustry.

Cunningham criticised this
nation’s trade policies saying
untold millions of dollars
have been lost in trade due to
the “‘ridiculously low prices
placed on our agricultural
products.”’

He asked the 45-member
committee to do everything
in its power to change Am-
erica’s and the government’s
apparent lack of understand-
ing of the farm crisis.

‘“The people in agriculture

are asking that the policies of
the government be changed
from a cheap food policy to a
fair food policy,”’ said Cun-
ningham. ‘‘In curbing infla-
tion, government policies
have sacrificed the agricul-
tural sector of the nation.
Prices received by the farmer
have been held down while at
the same time the farmers’
costs have risen at an alarm-
ing rate.”’

He added that, “‘It is sad
that these people (ranchers
and farmers) have been
pressed to the point that they
must come here to demand
what is rightfully theirs--a
fair return on their invest-
ment. It is even sadder that
the government has let the
finest _agriculture in the
world reach a state of bank-
ruptey.”” ™ o

Speaking also for the cat-
tlemen he represents, Cun-
ningham requested that the
committee members use
their ‘‘expertise to in-
fluence’’ congressional col-
leagues to rewrite the 1964
Meat Import Act, allowing
less imports into the United
States when domestic beef
production is high.

‘“In the past, the agri-
culture producers have been
mislead and often manipu-
lated by government fore-
casts and crop reports. Not
too many years ago, the
American farmer was told
that in order to head off vast
world wide food shortages, it
would be necessary to plant
fence row to fence row. We
beef producers were told to
increase herd size, to max-
imize production because it
would be impossible to sup-
ply the country with the beef
necessary in 1980. These
forecasts were nothing more
than myth.”’

Cattlemen refer to the
1964 law as the ‘‘Bandrup-
tcy Act of the 70’s’’ be-

cause it allows an escala-
tion of meat imports as do-
mestic production increases
and the set quotas do not
include all processed meat
and live cattle.

The ICA is supporting
legislation by Sen. Henry
Bellmon of Oklahoma
(S.2484) and by Rep. Jake
Pickle of Texas (H.R.10894)
which would limit beef im-
ports at a time when do-
mestic production is high,
Cunningham told the com-
mittee.

The association
backing legislation which
would require tougher in-
spection and labelling of for-
eign meat products.

‘““We feel the consumer
has a right to know what he
or she is purchasing,” said
Cunningham.

Cunningham gave each
member of the committee an
American Produced Beef
window decal. Association
members are distributing the
decals nationwide to stores
and restaurants which use
‘only domestic beef. = =

Save Energy
When Baking
Or Roasting

When oven roasting and
baking, practice energy-sav-
ing methods, says Dr. Car-
olyn McKinney, family re-
“source management specia-
list with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service, The
Texas A&M University Sys-
tem.

When roasting large it-
ems, avoid preheating the
oven--it is unnecessary and
wastes several minutes of
heat.

When baking cakes, pies,
or cookies, preheat the oven-
but have pans ready to go in
as soon as the preheat tem-
perature is reached.

Then, resist the tempta-
tion to ‘‘peek.” A 20 per-
cent heat loss occurs each
time the oven door is open.

This wastes energy and
also increases baking time.

If you cannot justify the
removal of a limb or branch,
you had better put up your
equipment and go spade the
garden for exercise.

Some reasons for pruning
include removing dead or
winter-killed growth or bal-
ancing the top with the root
system when setting out new
plants. Diseased or ‘insect-
injured wood as well as storm
or accident-damaged limbs
should be removed as soon
as possible.

Rejuvenate older shrubs
by removing the older bran-
ches at the base. Pruning can
also help develop a desir-
ed shape or size as well as
aid in producing better flow-
ers and fruit.

Avoid drastic pruning un-
less it is necessary to cor-
rect damage from storms or
accidents, emphasizes the
agent. It is usually better to
prune lightly and more often

enter; remove branches or
limbs at the point of origin or
to a lateral branch. It is
advisable but not necess-
ary to paint all wounds or
cuts over three-fourths of an
inch in diameter with a
wound dressing available at
any nursery or garden cent-
er. In lieu of regular wound
dressing, common orange
shellac makes a good tem-

flowering those plants that
bloom in early spring with
the appearance of new
leaves.
