Since as much time is spent in
taking the case history in reject-
ing a donor as it takes to accept
him, it is evident that more blood
would have been taken except
for the high number of rejec-
tions. Over 100 people were turn-
ed away because the facilities
and time would not permit their
being taken. The maximum num-
ber of donors that can be hand-
led by the unit is 200 per day.

FACTS ON FOOD PRICES

The high cost of stocking the
family larder with food these
days has been blamed on every
thing from excessive government
spending to the high handed tac-
tics of the local grocer. But per-
haps the greatest error in think-
ing is made in settling the blame
on the farmer.

The farmer is not to blame. It

is the marketing and processing
costs which principally contri-
bute to the ever widening spread
between what the farmer re-
ceives and what the consumer
pays.

The farmer rarely, and al-
most never, gets as much as
50 per cent of any food item
he produces, including meat
and milk. The middlemen get

the rest of the prices the custo-
mer pays.

Only an infinitesimal share of
the purchase price on processed
foods goes to the farmer. For ex-
ample, he gets about a penny out
of the average box of breakfast
cereal, If the farmer gave away
the grain in a loaf of bread, it
would still cost 15.4 cents. If the
vegetable raiser gave away the
beans in a 16 cent can of pork
and beans. it would still cost 14
cents.

The main trouble stems from
the fact that we are treating
our food like a luxury. And we
are paying luxury prices for some
of our foods. We indulge in such
items as pre-cooked waffles, pre-
cut, packaged and frozen pota-
toes ready to be french fried, and
ready to cook biscuits. When the
housewife leaves the grocery
store with a basket full of these
food specialties, prices are in-
deed too high. ,

Certainly, the responsibility
for those high prices can’t be
attributed to the farmer. That
is where the middle man comes
in.

The average selling expense
for these food specialties is 9.59
per cent, of the consumer’s price.
Advertising these commodities
costs some 897 per cent, for a
combined total of 18.56 per cent
for advertising and selling alone.
These marketing and promotion
costs are higher than for ciga-
rettes, radios, liquor, beer and

BABSON DISCUSSES

Business Profits And Taxes l

Babson Park, Mass., Oct. 10. —
It strikes me that a lot of people
have some queer notions about
business and profits. They don’t
say so right out, but they imply
that there is something wrong
about making money. It ought
to be evident to everyone that
business must prosper before
anyone can profit from it.

HOW MUCH PROFIT?

Surveys reveal that the aver-
age person has an entirely err-
oneous impression of company
profits. For example, a recent
sample study indicated that over
50% of the people think that
company profits range anywhere
from 10c to 40c on the dollar;
and 25% think" that" profits are
over 40c on the dollar; whereas
the actual take, -according to a
sampling of companies in varied
industries, is under 10c on the
dollar.

On the theory that large pro-
fits are not a good thing, our
braintrusters in the government
enacted an “excess profits” tax.
The average worker’'s attitude
toward such taxes has been one
of “let them tax business. That
won’t hurt me any. Most com-
panies have plenty of money
these days, so soak them!” But
is it true that excess taxes don’t
hurt the worker? Why of course
they do! If a company makes
& dollar and the government
takes 80 cents of it, that 80 cents
is gone. It has no chance to find
its way into your pay envelope.
But you're unionized, and you

|

and I do—in the form of increas-
ed costs on everything we buy.
Such a tax, therefore, directly
affects us.

MORTGAGING THE FUTURE

I've been asked by some work-
ers why such taxation isn’'t a
good thing if we're all willing
to pay higher prices. The answer
to this question is not an easy
one. As a matter of fact, the
New Dealer says that inflation,
heavy taxation, and deficit fin-
ancing have been good for us
betause we're all better off than
we were twenty years ago. That’s
where the New Deelers are smart,
because it'’s practically imposs-
ible to prove, up to this time, that
they are wrong.

A grave danger of this kind
of taxation is that it penalizes
good management, initiative,
hard work, proper advertising
and plant improvements. There-
fore, it jeopardizes your future.
This country became great be-
cause of its remarkable capacity
to produce. Men were willing to
take risks and work hard be-
cause their rewards came in di-
rect, proportion to their success.

And the best way to get into ac
tion is with a carefully selected
city planning commission.

Modern city plannig, explains
a special chamber committee
which made the study, tries to
guide the growth of small cities
into orderly communities; to pre
vent drab, unbroken expansion
over the countryside, the course
of many big cities where plan-
ning came too late.

It does this through better land
annexation laws, zoning ordin-
ances, subdivision regulations,
development of neighborhood-
units and better cooperation be-
tween separate communities,

A good city planning commis-
sion, the committee states, should
be non-political. It should repre-
sent the whole community and
it should have good technical
assistance even if only on a part
time basis.
