Over one-half inch of rain 
fell here Thursday afternoon 
in two hard showers which 
flooded streets in the down­
town and village areas, mak­
ing for unsafe driving condi­
tions.

The official gauge at the 
water district office gave a 
reading of .56 of an inch of 
rainfall for the day.

The rain came so hard and 
fast there was a great deal of 
run-off. but it was some help 
to parched lawns and shrubs.

Another quarter of an inch 
of rain fell Tuesday at noon 
on the heels of a windy front 
which blew in shortly before. 
The front and the rainfall 
cooled the weather and it was 
68 degrees at 3:30 Tuesday 
afternoon.

a commercial bribery charge.

Lewis’ report listed a Dal­
las law firm as the contri­
butor following a fundraiser, 
when actually the law firm 
organized the bash and gath- 
hered money from several 
individuals.

Mattox spent $99,700 on 
legal fees, and $14.140 to pay 
income taxes.

State Vs. Feds
State officials and the U.S. 

Department of Interior are 
still locked in a dispute over 
whether the feds can carry 
out mass leasing of submer­
ged oil lands in the Gulf of 
Mexico,

A federal judge last week 
ruled the oil lease sale could 
take place in Houston, but 
reserved the right to void the 
sale in the future.

Texas is arguing that such 
mass sales have shortchan­
ged the federal and coastal 
state governments by as 
much as $20 billion.

Rate Cut Offered
In what is a good sign for 

homeowners among rising 
mortgage interest rates, the 
staff of the State Board of 
Insurance last week recom­
mended a $64 million state­
wide reduction in property 
insurance rates.

If enacted by commission­
ers, the proposed cut could 
lower homeowner’s insur­
ance by about 11 percent.

The insurance industry 
still has to study the pro­
posal and comment.

Land Office
The General Land Office 

last week drilled a second 
well on controversial Duval 
County state oil lands.

The first well drilled three 
months ago is producing a 
monthly income of about 
$160,000.

The state must drill those 
wells as part of the legal 
solution to taking back the 
lands from Mobil Oil Corp.

Woman Appointee
The governor last week 

appointed what some believe 
is the first Texas woman to 
chair a major state board or 
commission.

San Antonio attorney Mar­
garet Meyer Maisell will 
chair the Industrial Accident 
Board. Maisell. a woman 
familiar with being “ first,” 
was reportedly the first wom­
an to be admitted to St. 
Mary’s Law School, where 
she graduated first in her 
class.

Utility Chief Quits
Meanwhile, the chairman 

of the Public Utility Com­
mission, A1 Erwin of Austin, 
resigned to go into public 
relations.

Erwin, a former journalist, 
was appointed in 1983 and 
said then he didn’t expect to 
serve a full six-year term.

He was one of the com­
mission’s initial members 
when it was created in 1975.

AG Computer
The Texas Department of 

Agriculture plans to use 
about 100 microcomputers 
installed in offices around 
the state to put farmers and 
ranchers in touch with buy­
ers.

The database is called 
AgNet. a federal program 
which contains up-to-the-mi­
nute information on buyers 
worldwide searching for par­
ticular products.

The initial cost is $500,000, 
which might be supplement­
ed by federal grant money.

Political Drop-Out
On the campaign scene, a 

state Senate hopeful from 
Austin announced he is drop­
ping out of the race be­
cause he can’t get any co­
operation or support from his 
party.

Pat McNamara, Republi­
can candidate for the seat 
being vacated by Lloyd Dog- 
gett, said his race is being 
passed over by GOP offi­
cials because it’s a predom­
inately Democratic district.

By state law, McNamara 
cannot be replaced on the 
ballot under such conditions. 
His resignation thereby gives 
the victory to his Democra­
tic opponent, Gonzalo Barri­
entos.
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SLAVE-MADE GOODS
By Edwin Feulner -

Evidence from official and unofficial sources clearly indicates that the 
Soviet Union is exporting goods to the U.S. prtxluced in whole or part 
by forced labor. But so far, nothing has been' done to stop the flow of 
such goods into the U.S.

In fact, action on this matter was recently suspended for no apparent 
reason. U.S. law prohibits the importation of goods made by forced or 
slave labor, but a finding that the Soviet merchandise is in violation of 
the law ultimately requires the approval of the Secretary of the Treasury. 
Thus far. Secretary Regan has refrained from issuing a “ final finding.”

And yet, according to evidence provided by the State Department and 
CIA, some four-million Russians now work in forced labor camps, churning 
out cheaply made goods for export. These goods include w o ^  products, 
glass, various electronic and automotive parts, tea, clothing and raw and 
processed ores. Unfortunately, the list includes mostly raw materials and 
component parts, not things one could identify on the shelf and boycott.

In a rare move, 78 Members of Congress, representing a cross-section 
of liberals and conservatives, recently filed a formal complaint with the 
U.S. Customs Service. They want Customs to inform its district directors 
of the issue and detain suspect Soviet goods pending the Treasury 
Secretary’s ruling. If any goods being held by Customs turn out not to 
be on the forbidden list, they could then be released for sale.

This type of action could help stop the flow of “ slave-made” goods 
into the U.S. at least temporarily. Only once before, when the Soviet Union 
was accused of exporting crabmeat canned by Japanese prisoners of war, 
was a similar complaint filed with U.S. Customs. A ban was placed on 
the crabmeat from 1950 to 1961.

Certainly the U.S. public can live without the Soviet goods. Plenty 
of U.S. businesses are producing similar goods, so banning these products 
wouldn’t create any shortages. But it would stop the Soviets from taking 
advantage of bureacratic delays in the enforcement of U.S. law.

More important, it would send the Soviets another signal that we mean 
business. It is totally out of character for the United States to knowingly 
blink at this wholesale violation of human rights. The fact that the Soviet 
Union consistently violates ba îc human rights is nothing new. But forcing 
millions of its citizens to work in gulags and other prison camps under 
atrocious conditions should not be ignored by the U.S. or indirectly 
accepted.

Unfortunately, pursuing a policy of wishful thinking won’t discourage 
the Soviets from continuing these practices. And verbal disapproval isn’t 
enough either. In this case, an immediate ban on the entry of all goods 
known to be produced by forced labor is the only answer. After all, what 
good is hard-line rhetoric without action to back it up?

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Tips For Gardeners
From the

Ozona Garden Club

Our extended days with no 
moisture and very hot after­
noons, watering has been the 
number one chore to keep 
gardens looking their best. 
Here in Ozona we should be 
thankful for the plentiful 
water we can use. If your soil 
contains plenty of humas, so 
much water will not be 
required. Since our soil is 
mostly alkaline there is one 
advantage, for there is a 
much wider variety of alka­
line plants than acid loving 
ones.

Perhaps you have a door­
way or entrance, or want to 
make a dense sunscreen on a 
trellis or arbor and want a 
rapid growing, pest free vine 
to use. One of the few 
durable evergreen vines 
available is the hardy, native 
throughout the south, green- 
brier smilax (smilox lanceo­
late). A plus for it is that it 
does not damage the struc­
ture it climbs on. Some 
support is needed at plant­
ing. but once established, it 
will layer over itself to create 
a dense screen that is sur­
prisingly light and airy in 
appearance. It will do best in 
full or partial sun-needs

moderate amount of water, 
well drained soil and will 
climb 20 feet in single sea­
son. Its dark-green foliage 
has a softening effect on the 
architecture.

August and September are 
the months to plant oriented 
poppies if you have a good 
place or room for them. Also 
bluebonnets should be plant­
ed or thrown out on a 
hillside so they will be there 
when we have rain. It would 
be wonderful to have another 
beautiful display of them 
next spring.

Remove all spent annuals 
from planting beds to make 
room for fall flowers. Sow the 
seeds a bit thicker than 
needed so the seedlings can 
penetrate the crusty soil that 
we have. Some heat tolerant 
choices that do well here are 
marigolds, zinnias, periwink­
le and portuloca.

Now is the time to plant 
pumpkin seeds if you want 
some for Halloween or to eat. 
The vines take lots of room, 
so only plant a few. Plant five 
seeds per hill, allowing 6 feet 
between hills. Spirit Hybrid 
is a good selection for Texas 
gardens.

Medicare insurance 
available for kidneys

People in the San Angelo 
area suffering from perman­
ent kidney failure should be 
aware that Medicare health 
insurance is available for 
those who need regular kid­
ney dialysis or a kidney 
transplant, Franklin H. Upp, 
Social Security manager in 
San Angelo, said recently.

A person who has perman­
ent kidney failure can get 
Medicare if he or she:

Worked long enough to be 
insured under Social Secur­
ity, or already gets Social 
Security benefits, or is the 
husband, wife, or dependant 
child of someone who has 
worked long enough under 
Social Security.

Medicare coverage gener­
ally begins with the third 
month after the month the 
person starts getting dialysis 
treaments.

Coverage can also begin in 
the first month of a course of 
dialysis if the person takes 
part in an approved self-dia- 
lyze after the course.

Coverage can also begin 
the month the person is 
admitted to an approved 
hospital for a kidney trans­
plant if the transplant takes 
place within 3 months.

Ranchers who are being 
forced to sell livestock be­
cause of decimated pastures 
and reduced water supplies 
should begin considering the 
income tax aspects of their 
losses, says Joe Pena of 
Uvalde, economist-manage­
ment with the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service, Tex­
as A&M University System.

‘‘Income from drought 
sales may be treated two 
ways for tax purpose, de­
pending on whether the live­
stock is considered inventory 
or breeding stock,” Pena 
said. Both types of sales are 
outlined in the Farmer’s Tax 
Guide.

Income from the sale of 
inventory stock may be de­
ferred for up to one year, he 
said.

‘‘Producers can elect to 
defer the revenue from sales 
of certain, such as steers, 
heifers and calves, for one 
year if the sale was due to 
drought conditions.” Pena 
said. However, this particu­
lar election does not apply to 
livestock used for breeding, 
draft, dairy or sporting pur­
poses.

If, because of drought, a 
taxpayer, whose principal 
activity is farming or ranch­
ing, sells livestock in excess 
of the number that would be 
sold in a normal business 
year, he may elect to include 
the proceeds in the next 
year’s income provided that: 
the cash method of account­
ing is used; it can be estab- 
lishedunder usual business 
circumstances the number 
sold would not have occur­
red; and. the drought has 
resulted in the area being 
designated as eligible for 
federal assistance.

Purchased livestock, such 
as Stocker steers or heifers, 
as well as ‘‘raised livestock” 
will qualify, he said. In 
Addition, sales make prior to 
an area being declared elig­
ible for federal assistance 
may qualify, the economist 
said.

To determine the amount 
of income to be deferred, a 
producer must first calculate 
the average amount received 
per head sold due to grought, 
he said.

When livestock kept for 
breeding, daft or dairy pur-

poses are sold or exchanged 
solely because of drought, 
the sale ot exchange is 
considered an involuntary 
conversion, Pena said.

A Taxpayer may elect to 
postpone the tax on the gain 
from sales of breeding live­
stock if replaced with live­
stock of like kind within two 
years from the close of the 
year in which the fain was 
realized.

The Taxpayer’s principal 
business does not have to be 
farming or ranching and the 
area does not have to be 
officially declared eligible for 
assistance by the federal 
goverment.

Tax on the gain may be 
postponed on the number 
sold in excess of the usual 
practice. A loss resulting 
from the sale is deductible in 
the year that it is sustained.

In either situation, direct 
losses may be reported either 
in the IRS Form 4797, Sup­
plemental Schedule of Gains 
and Losses, or on Schedule 
F. Farm Income and Expen­
ses. if the livestock were 
purchased and died or were 
sold t a loss.

However, basic informa­
tion covering tax deferral 
should be reported in IRS 
Form4797, Supplemental 
Schedule of Gains and Los­
ses. The tax return for the 
year of sale should include: 
evidenceof drought: amount 
of gain realized: number and 
kind sold or replaced: and 
number and kind replaced.

Tax returns for the place­
ment year, should include: 
replacement puchase price: 
number and kind of replace­
ments; and cost of replace­
ment.

The cost of replacement 
livestock must equal or ex­
ceed the proceeds of live­
stock sold due to drought.

Drought losses will be felt 
over a long period by poor 
livestock performance, such 
as lower calving rates, weak­
er calves and lower weaning 
weights.

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Barbecued chicken is dll time 
favorite among Texans

Texans enjoy backyard 
barbecuing and eating as 
much as anybody in the U.S., 
and chicken barbecue is an 
all-time favorite.

A few simple steps will 
enable you to enjoy mouth­
watering chicken barbecue to 
your heart’s content, says 
Dr. James Denton, poultry 
marketing specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas A&M Univer­
sity System.

Chicken barbecuing invol­
ves four basic steps: First, 
split the birds in half and 
sprinkle each half generously 
with salt and black pepper 
before placing on the pit. To 
shorten barbecuing time cut 
halves into parts.

Second, make sure coals 
are white hot before putting 
the chicken on the grill. Any 
type of cooker can be used, 
but keep the coals 8 to 12 
inches from the cooking rack 
for best results.

Another basic step for 
top-notch chicken barbecue 
is to use a basting sauce 
during the cooking process 
which contains no tomato 
product or sugar because 
such sauces burn easily. A 
basting sauce will keep meat

moist and juicy and add a 
desired flavor. Apply basting 
sauce and turn chicken 
halves frequently.

Denton suggests these in­
gredients for a basting 
sauce: 1 tablespoon salt, 1 
teaspoon black pepper, 1 
stick butter or margarine, 2 
tablespoons Worcestershire 
sauce and a few drops of hot 
sauce or red pepper. Heat 
the mix over a low flame until 
the butter or oleo melts; then 
add the juice of one lemon 
(vinegar may be substitu­
ted). Next fill the pan with 
water and heat but do not 
boil. Spices such as garlic 
salt ot lemon pepper can be 
added to suit personal pre­
ference.

To top off the barbecuing 
process, apply a finishing 
sauce to the chicken about 
the last 20 to 30 minutes 
before cooking is complete. 
This is the most critical time 
during the entire cooking 
process. Check the meat 
carefully and turn it fre­
quently to avoid burning the 
finishing sauce.

Several types of finishing 
sauce are available and vary 
from mild to hot. To prepare 
your own sauce (for 10

chicken halves), use the fol­
lowing: 1 cup cooking oil, 1 
cup vinegar, 1 cup catsup, 
*/4Cup sugar and Vi cup 
water. Add salt, Worcester­
shire Sauce, hot sauce, garlic 
and other seasonings to 
taste.

Chicken barbecue should 
be complete in about 1 Vt to 2 
hours. Cooking longer with 
less heat usually results in 
the most flavorful, juicy and 
tender barbecue.Placing the 
cooking rack closer than 8 
inches to the coals will 
reduce barbecuing time, but 
the meat will be drier and 
less tender.

A test for doneness is to 
twist the drumstick which is 
connected to the thigh. If the 
joint between the thigh and 
drumstick is loose, the chic­
ken is ready to eat. Another 
test is to cut into the meat at 
this joint. The moisture in 
the joint will run clear if the 
meat is done.

The fun part of chicken 
barbecuing is to develop your 
own secret recipe and cook­
ing style. The four basic 
steps outlined can be varied 
to suit your style and taste.

One variation is to debone 
the breast and thigh meat

Since 1970, Texas has had 

nearly 2.25 million people 
movefhere from other parts 
of the nation, according to 
U.S. Census Bureau esti­
mates. That’s more people 
than the 13 colonies had at 
the time of the Revolution.

What are these new Tex­
ans like? How do they feel 
about their new home and do 
they feel they have bene- 
fitted by moving here?

These and similar ques­
tions were part of a recent 
state-wide survey conducted 
by the Department of Rural 
Sociology in the Texas Ag­
ricultural Experiment Station 
at Texas A&M University.

“The results of the survey 
indicate that persons who 
have migrated to the State in 
the past 7 years are likely to 
make major contributions to 
the State’s continued 
growth,’’ according to Dr. 
Steve H. Murdock, head of 
the Department of Rural 
Sociology.

“Over 89 percent of these 
migrants were in the most 
productive ages of 19 to 54, 
nearly 40 percent were man­
agers, or in other techni-

cal occupations, over 20 per­
cent had come to the state to 
work in the energy or manu­
facturing industries, over 32 
percent were college grad­
uates and nearly 25 percent 
had incomes over $40,000 
per year.’’

These migrants not only 
had very positive character­
istic but they also are gener­
ally happy with their new 
homes. They rated local gov­
ernments, schools, health 
services, job opportunities, 
shopping opportunities, 
housing and recreation more 
positively than did long­
term residents of the state, 
according to Murdock.

In addition, over 64 per­
cent rated their new com­

munities as above average in 
terms of overall amenities.

Finally, over 57 percent of 
the migrants, (compared to 
36 percent of long-term resi­
dents), felt that they were 
financially better off in 1983 
than in 1982.

Overall, then, the results 
of the survey indicate that 
recent migrants to the State 
have characteristics that will 
contribute positively to the 
State’s future development 
and have found the State to 
be a desirable place to live 
and work. It appears that 
most migrants have found 
that their positive expecta­
tions about Texas have been 
fulfilled, Murdock con­
cluded.

Delay reporting if SS 
check is not on tim e

A person whose Social 
Security check does not ar­
rive on the day it is expected 
should wait for two more 
mail deliveries before cont­
acting the San Angelo Social 
Security Office, Franklin H. 
Upp, District manager, said 
recently,

This will take care of a 
good share of delayed 
checks. If the checks has not 
arrived after 2 days, the 
people at the San Angelo 
office can begin action^

The most common cause of 
failure to receive a check is 
failure to report a change of 
address. Many people fail to 
notify Social Security when 
they move, even though they 
rely on their Social Security 
checks as their primary sour­
ce of income.

Some people think it is 
enough to report their 
change of address to the Post 
Office. The Post Office how­
ever, will forward mail to 
the person’s new address for 
a limited time. After that, 
they will send the check back 
to the U.S. treasury.

If the person’s check is 
returned and the new add­
ress provided, o  it „ usually 
takes about 4 or 5 days for a 
new check to be sent.

So far. though, the simple 

spring-loaded device baited 
with cheese that most people 
use will still do the job, as 
millions can attest.

But a mousetrap, no mat­
ter how ingenious, will take 
care of only the pests that are 
already in the home

Mice, and especially rats, 
are persistent and ingenious 
creatures. They can gnaw 
through aluminum, lead and 
even cinder blocks. They can 
crawl through openings as

small as a quarter-inch. They 
can leap 18 inches into the air 
and 36 inches from the point 
to another. Some species can 
swim a half mile through 
water.

The Texas Pest Control 
Association says the most 
effective way to make sure 
you don’t need a trap is to 
make sure that mice and 
other rodents cannot get in 
the house at all- If they do, 
you can make it difficult for 
them to live by not leaving 
food scraps and water around

where they can get them. If 
they can’t eat or drink, they 

won’t stay. Mice, and espe­
cially rats, are far more than 
a simple nuisance, however. 
Their gnawing can do great 
damage in a home and can 
even cause fires from elec­
trical short circuits. They 
also are carriers of disease, 
both through their own 
bodies as well as through 
fleas they can bring into a 
home. In extreme situations, 
rat bites can produce serious 
medical consequences.

Unwanted pests attack 
food and other stored pro­
ducts: in developing coun­
tries without post-harvest 
pest control, harvest losses 
range from 40 percent to 50 
percent: in the United States 
it is close to 9 percent.

There are an estimated 
100 million rats in the United 
States (approximately one for 
every two citizens), and rats 
bite more than 45,000 people 
each year. Each rat damages 
food and materials worth up 
to $10 per year and contam­
inates 5 to 10 times more. 
Rats can cause fires and

through 79 suffer some de­
gree of hearing loss. In the 
United States alone, more 
than 10 million older people 
are hearing impaired.

If ignored and untreated, 
hearing problems can grow 
worse, hindering commun­
ication with others, limiting 
social activities and reducing 
constructive use of leisure 
time. People with hearing 
impairments often withdraw 
sociallv to avoid the frustra­
tion and embarrassment of 
not being able to understand 
what IS being said. In ad­
dition. hearing-impaired 
people may become suspi­
cious of relatives and friends 
who “ mumble" or “ don’t 
speak up".

Hearing loss mav cause an

older hearing-impaired per­
son to be wrongly labeled as 
‘‘confused.’’ ‘‘unrespon­
sive." or "uncooperative." 
At times, the feelings of 
powerlessness and frustra­
tion experienced by elderly 
individuals trying to com­
municate with others result 
in depression and withdraw­
al.

While older people today 
are. in general, demanding 
greater satisfaction from life, 
those with hearing impair­
ments often find the quality 
of their lives diminished. 
Fortunately, help is avail­
able. in the form of surgery, 
treatment with medicines, 
special training, a hearing 
aid. or an alternate listening 
device.

Some of the common signs 
of hearing impairment in­
clude: words are difficult to 
understand: such sounds as 
the dripping of a faucet or 
the high notes of a violin 
cannot be heard: a hissing or 
ringing background noise is 
heard continually: another 
person’s speech sounds slur­
red or mumbled: and tele­
vision programs, concerts 
and social gatherings are less 
enjoyable because so much 
goes unheard.

If vou are having trouble 
hearing, see your doctor for 
treatment or referral to a 
hearing specialist. By ignor­
ing the problem, you may be 
overlooking a serious medi­
cal condition. Hearing im­
pairments mav be caused bv:

exposure to excessively loud 
noises over a long period of 
time, viral infections, vas­
cular incidents (such as heart 
conditions or stroke), head 
injuries, certain drugs, tu­
mors. excessive ear wax. 
heredity, or age-related 
changes in the ear mechan­
isms. In view of the import­
ance of good hearing, seek­
ing medical help is certainly 
worthwhile. Unfortunately, 
the high cost of hearing 
health care contributes to 
this neglect. Medicare will 
pav for the diagnosis and 
evaluation of hearing loss if 
requested by a physician, but 
It will often not pay for the 
means to correct it. In some 
states. Medicaid covers some 
costs of a hearing aid.

transmit diseases, such as 
rat-bite fever, salmonellosis, 
trichinosis, murine typhus, 
the plague and leptospirosis.

But what if rodents tare 
already in your home andyou 
want to get them out and 
keep them out, without put­
ting traps all over the place?

TPCA says that there are 
three general methods that 
trained pest control operat­
ors use, depending on the 
severity of the problem.

In the first place, a trained 
professional knows where to 
look for entrances through 
which the mice get into a 
home. They will find those 
entrances and tell you how to 
seal them.

Once that’s done, there 
are three basic methods of 
rodent control. Baiting is 
probably the most commonly 
used technique. This is a 
process whereby the rodents 
are first attracted to non- 
poisoned bait. Then various 
toxic substances are substi­
tuted once the mice have 
become accustomed to the 
more attractive substance 
Naturally, the toxic bait must 
be carefully placed out of 
reach of children or pets.

Another technique is the 
use of tracking powders 
which are placed where the 
mice travel. The diluted 
toxics are picked up on the 
rodents’ feet and ingested

through grooming.
In severe cases of rodent 

infestation, fumigants can be 
used.

from uric acid, one of the 
body’s waste products. It 
normally passes out of the 
body through the urine after 
a trip through the kidneys.

If there is more uric acid 
than the kidneys can handle, 
the acid gathers and forms 
crystals that can get stuck in 
joints where the blood supply 
is too little or slow to carry 
them away.

Uric-acid crystals that get 
caught in the spaces between 
a joint inflame the tissue 
around it. This irritates the 
joint’s nerve endings, which 
causes the intense pain.

The pain usually comes 
without warning. It can strike 
an elbow or knee but more 
often a wrist or foot. In the 

foot, the pain often centers 
on the base of the big toe.

Within a few hours, the 
joint is so swollen and tender 
that even the w'eight of a 
bedsheet produces pain. Fe­
ver can hit 101 degrees, and 
the inflamed skin over the 
joint often becomes red.

shiny and dry.
A first attack may involve 

only a single joint, but later 
ones may affect several 
joints. The first few attacks 
usually last only a few days, 
but later untreated attacks 
can continue for weeks. Un­
treated gout can strike seve­
ral times a year. Sometimes 
it will hit only once and never 
again, but a second attack 
can come months or years 7 
later.

Untreated gout can lead to 
joint deformity and deterio­
ration of skin over the joint. 
Sometimes the uric-acid cry­
stals accumulate in the kid­
neys, which can cause kidney 
failure and death. Gout also 
can lead to high blood pres­
sure, heart disease, and 
stroke.

Fortunately, a physician 
can prescribe drugs to pre­
vent future attacks. The doc­
tor also may recommend 
cutting back on rich foods 
such as red meat, sardines, 
and anchovies, and drinking

less alcohol. Aspirin should 
be avoided because it. like 
alcohol, can slow down the 
elimination of uric acid from 
the body.

Only 5 percent of the cases 
involve women, most of them 
past menopause.

G lycogen 
provides 
race umph

Texas A&M University an­
imal scientests may have 
found a way to rev up race 
horses by depleting their 
muscle energy supply and 
then dramatically increasing 
it 7-10 days before a race.

Human physiologists know 
that higher concentrations of 
a carbohydrate compound 
called glycogen in the liver 
and muscles of athletes im­
proves performance. Glyco­
gen is a source of extra 
energy at the end of a race.

But no one knew if the 
same was true for horses, 
said Dr. Gary Potter, an 
equine nutitionist and horse 
program leader in Texas 
A&M’s College of Agricul­
ture.

Potter and Dr. Dr. Don 
Topliff, formerly P otter’s 
graduate student at Texas 
A&M and now leader of the 
equine research program at 
Oklahoma State University, 
found that a horse’s glycogen 
levels can be significantly 
increased through training 
and diet manipulation, which 
is important because it could 
help sustain a horse’s pace 
longer by giving it more 
available energy.

Does it pay to scratch 
convenience foods from your 
shopping list and prepare 
them at home?

Not always. Studies by the 
U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture reveal that 60% of 228 
selected convenience pro­
ducts cost more per serving 
than the homemade version. 
But one-fourth cost less, and 
the rest cost about the same.

The studies compared the 
cost of convenience foods to 
their homemade counter­
parts including the cost for 
fuel to cook them and pre­
paration time, figured at 
minimum wage.

To save money, the aver­
age consumer will have to 
shop carefully for conven­
ience foods. Generally, the 
more ingredients involved 
and the more preparation 
necessary, the slimmer are 
the chances that one of these 
items will be cheaper than 
one prepared at home.

Some samplings of the 
comparative costs cited in 
the studies show the follow­
ing:

Among the vegetables, 
most canned and frozen bulk 
packaged items are lower in 
cost than their fresh counter­
parts. However, vegetables 
with added sauces and in 
cooking pouches increase 
dramatically in cost.

Frozen french fried pota­
toes are less expensive than 
fresh homemade ones. Con­
venience au gratin potatoes, 
however, cost three times 
more than making them from 
scratch.

Pancakes and waffles 
made from mixing requiring 
only water are better buys 
than those made from 
scratch. And the frozen, 
ready-for-the-toaster variety 
costs three to five times more 
than those made from a mix.

Frozen orange juice is a 
bargain at only a third the 
cost of the same size serv­
ing squeezed from the 
orange.

70% of baked ready-to- 
eat products are more expen­
sive than home baked ones. 
However, white enriched 
bread and devil’s food cake 
mix are among the bargains.

Most commercially pre­
pared entrees with pork, 
beef and poultry are more 
expensive than home prepar­
ed. Frozen pizza and lasag- 
na cost more than twice as

much as the home-made ver­
sion.

When comparing conven­
ience foods versus home­
made ones, remember that 
most home prepared entrees 
contain a higher proportion 
of meat, poultry, fish and 
cheese. The convenience 
counterpart usually has more 
starchy ingredients such as 
sauces, pasta, bread coating 
and topping.

While it’s difficult to de­
fine quality, the product 
label is your best guide to 
what’s in the convenience 
package. The ingredients are 
listed in order of quantity.

For example, if gjavy is 
listed first, yoiir money buys 
more gravy than meat. La­
beling can also help in defin­
ing nutrients and ingredients 
but if you’re concerned with 
controlling fats, sugar and 
salt, you will not always be 
able to determine the amount 
from the label.

For consumers whose time 
is more important than cost 
or quality, it can often pay to 
let the manufacturer handle 
most of the food prepara­
tion.
