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Turnovers give 
Eagles victory
over Lions

Turnovers were the major cause of 
the Ozona Lion’s 32-7 loss to the 
Eldorado Eagles last Friday night. The 
Eagles took advantage of three Ozona 
fumbles within a 3-minute period to 
score 20 fourth quarter points and nail 
down the victory.

The Lions, now carrying a 1-4 
record, will enter District 7-AAA play 
this week against the Ballinger Bear­
cats. Ballinger advanced to the 1983 
class AAA state football quarterfin­
als last season.

Against Eldorado, the Lions took an 
early 7-0 lead with 9:22 remaining in 
the second quarter. Quarterback Har­
vey Fierro fired a nice pass to 
sophomore, James Sanchez for the 
7-yard score. Senior Ed Borrego put 
the extra point through the uprights.

Eldorado lit up the scoreboard for 
the first time with 3:21 left in the third 
quarter. Fullback, Jay O’Harrow ran 
31 yards for the score and Victor 
Gutierrez was unsuccessful in making 
the point after touchdown. Less than 
three minutes had expired when the 
Eagles scored again on a 46-yard run 
by Sophomore James Harlin. The 
extra point attempt by Jimmy Tur- 
berville was no good and the score 
remained 12-7 at the close of the third 
period.

In the final quarter, O’Harrow made 
a 17 yard score, a two-point conver­
sion, and a 3 yard touchdown. Harlin 
scored from 10 yards out to round out 
the scoring.

The Eagles led Ozona in first 
downs, 18-3 and in rushing yards, 
326-11. The Lions passed for 105 yards 
during the course of the evening, 
while Eldorado only had 39 passing 
yards.

Senior running back. Matt Gutier­
rez, led the Lions in rushing with 14 
forward yards. Harvey Fierro had all 
of his team’s passing yards. Senior A1 
Ramirez had 63 yards in pass recept­
ions and was followed by Junior David 
Adams, who had 34 yards.

The Ozona-Ballinger game is slated 
for 8:00 p.m. in Lion’s Stadium, 
Friday night. The Bearcats are coming 
fresh fi-om a win over the Brady 
Bulldogs last week, which brought 
their season record to a perfect 5-0.

In spite of conflicting events, a nice 
crowd was on hand for the dedica­
tion of the Emerald House historical 
marker Monday evening. Crockett 
County Judge A. 0. Fields unveiled 
and dedicated the marker, a restor­
ation project of the Crockett County 
Historical Commission. Rev. Ken 
Harrison, pastor of Ozona United 
Methodist Church, gave the invoca­
tion.

The marker dedication was held 
outside on the grounds, which had 
been quaintly landscaped by members 
of the Myrtle Post Garden Club, at 7 
p.m. The meeting of the Crockett 
County Historical Society followed 
inside the beautifully redone house.

Sandy Stokes, president of the 
Crockett County Historical Society 
introduced Dr. Curtis Tunnell, Execu­
tive Director of the Texas State 
Historical Commission, who spoke on 
the importance of preserving local

history and restoration for future 
generations.

The Crockett County Commission­
ers Court met Monday in the law 
library in the courthouse, as the 
district courtroom was being used. It 
was cramped quarters as Dr. Curtis 
Tunnell, Executive Director of the 
Texas Historical Commission address­
ed the court, accompanied by Sandy 
Stokes, president of the Crockett 
County Historical Society.

Dr. Tunnell impressed on court 
members the importance of the county 
historical commission as well as the 
importance of historical preservation 
for localities. He also reminded the 
court the Crockett County Historical 
Commission is an arm of the local 
government as is the sheriffs depart­
ment or the tax collector, and urged 
their support in the commission’s 
endeavors. The commission is ap­
pointed by the county court in each 
county.

Dr. Tunnell outlined the many ac­
complishments a local historical com­
mission could be responsible for and 
reminded the court that members 
serve on a volunteer basis. He said the 
local museum held a surprisingly fine 
collection and restoration of the histor­
ical junior high school building 
showed a remarkable job. He toured 
both facilities before attending the 
court meeting.

Stokes presented a financial state­
ment on the Emerald House which 
showed a balance of about $27 in the 
checking account and an insurance bill 
of $305. He told the court the Emerald 
House must be closed without more 
assistance fi'om the court. Several 
court members denied responsibility 
for the little house, but all with the 
exception of County Judge A. 0. 
Fields were present when the county 
gave the commission a large sum of 
money to move the house to its 
present location after it was purchased 
by Mr. and Mrs. R. A. Harrell.

Later in the afternoon meeting, the 
court agreed to allow the commission 
to use marker money for expenses and 
upped the marker allowance $100 per 
year.

Marilyn Cox, on behalf of the 
Crockett County Library Board, met 
with the court to present plans to 
begin the remodeling of the Perner 
home for the public library. After a 
study of the specifications court 
members decided they would need 
more time to approve them, but did 
agree to let bids and do the work 
under one contractor. The court made 
provisions for $50,000 firom the gen­
eral fund this year and put a total of 
$60,000 in the budget for next year for 
the library.

The annual fall clean-up was set for 
the last two weeks in October, when 
road department head Henry Elledge 
met with the court to give his report. 
He reported some damage to roads

during recent rains, but said seal­
coating and paving is finished for the 
season. Some discussion was held on 
the quality of rock or gravel being 
used.

Onesimo Ortiz, parks department, 
reported everything in good shape in 
parks and cemeteries. He asked for a 
$60 increase for the Lima Cemetery 
supervisor. The court voted to raise 
the vehicle allowance to $100. Dick 
Kirby, county auditor, reported the 
water bill for the cemeteries was 
$4,500 last month. This is caused 
primarily by citizens going on week­
ends and turning water on the lots, 
leaving it all weekend.

The court voted to hold next 
month’s meeting on Tuesday, Nov. 13, 
since Monday, Nov. 12, is a holiday. 
They also signed a petition to the State 
Highway Department asking for better 
safety measures at the intersection of 
Hwy 163 and 190, where six persons 
have been killed in the past few years.

Garland Young, in giving the civic 
center report, said the Saturday night 
movies had been so success^l, the 
board voted to have movies for the 
junior high once monthly. Young 
asked for improved lighting around 
the youth center building as well as a 
deputy to patrol the premises.

- A projection by the World Bank that the world’s population will ex­
plode from 4.8 to 10 billion by the year 2050, leaves one with nightmarish 
images of a world of people living like squashed sardines amidst excessive 
unemployment, disease, congestion, and crime.
‘ According to the report, the only solution to this grim forecast is im­

mediate family planning measures to reduce the fertility rates in develop­
ing countries.

The Reagan administration, however, takes another view on the issue 
of population growth. A recent White House draft paper — later muddied 
up by the bureaucrats — argues that in the long run a growing population 
is beneficial to mankind.

Proponents of population control say that population growth and politi­
cal instability are inexorably linked. In evidence, they merely point to 
“ overpopulated”  countries like India, which breeds riots the way the U.S. 
Congress breeds deficits.

But others, such as Julian Simon, co-editor of a brilliant new book, 
T fii Resburceful Earth, sees population as an asset, rather than a burden. 
Population increases give us a never-ending renewable pool of new talent, 
new genius, he says. If institutional roadblocks don’t get in the way, 
people-power (what author Warren Brookes refers to as “ the economy 
in mind” ) can solve almost any problem, he argues.
^  According to The Resourceful Earth — a challenge to the Carter-Mon- 
i^ale administration’s pessimistic “ Global 2000 Report,” which predicted 
^n overpopulated, polluted earth unable to sustain man’s basic needs — 
lyidence shows that given time to adjust to resource shortages, free people 
•Ifievitably will find a way to create new resources. The extraordinary as­
pect of this process, ,Simon says, is that it produces a world that is better 
l^an if the shortages had never arisen, thanks to the new technologies 
^ h ich  are developed. Plastics, for example, began as a substitute for 
^lephant ivory' in billiard balls after tusks became scarce.
I  The main point, Simon says, is that population growth increases the 
^tock of useful human knowledge that each day betters the world. And 
|[)opuIation “ control” , he notes with certainty, is a sure-fire way to make 
|u re  mankind has a sure supply of future Einsteins and Edisons.

AUSTIN—After 18 years of try­
ing, United Parcel Service finally 
may be on the verge of gaining au­
thority to begin intrastate package 
deliveries in Texas.

A Railroad Commission hearings 
examiner has recommended to the 
commission that the UPS applica­
tion to initiate door-to-door service 
within Texas be approved.

The Connecticut-based company, 
whose dark brown delivery trucks 
already are a familiar site here, pres­
ently is limited to interstate deliv­
eries in Texas, The company can 
deliver parcels that originate out-of- 
state or carry parcels that originate 
in Texas to other parts of the coun­
try, but it cannot pick up and de­
liver packages between two Texas 
cities.

The stumbling block for UPS has 
been a 1931 law that requires all 
intrastate package deliveries to be 
made along specific routes and 
schedules.

UPS did not want to be bound by 
that law because its service is on 
delivering parcels to any address in 
the state whenever the need arrives.

Company officials said providing 
that type of service under the Texas 
law would have meant sending a 
truck to every city in the state every 
day regardless of whether there 
were any parcels to deliver there 
that day.

Still, the RRC steadfastly main­
tained that the 1931 law did not 
give the commission authority to 
consider the UPS applications.

That all changed when the Texas 
Supreme Court interceded and or­
dered the RRC to hold hearings on 
the request.

Now, it seems just a matter of 
time, probably just two or three 
months, before UPS gets the au­
thority it has sought for so long.

The company now is handling 
100 million packages each year in 
Texas in the interstate market. Intra­
state deliveries could add up to 
90,000 parcels a day

Hispanic Judge

Education Board
The newly appointed State Board 

I of Education was sworn into office 
jthis week amid the very vocal com­
plaints by state officials who con­
tend many school administrators, 
high school sports supporters, voca­
tional education teachers and others 
are trying to sabotage this sum­
mer’s education reforms before the 
board can even start implementa­
tion.

. Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby particularly 
centered his criticisms on Education 
Commissioner Raymon Bynum.

Bynum has predicted that new 
competency testing requirements 
could cost the state some 25,000 
teachers within the next year.

“Much to my disappointment, 
many of the leaders of the adminis­
tration of public education around 
the state—some of them in the 
(Texas) Education Agency and 
some of them superintendents, most 
of whom I’ve known for many 
years—did little to help pass House 
Bill 72 and, in fact, sought to im­
pede it,’’ Hobby said in remarks to 
the new education board members.

“They tried before the passage of 
the bill and since the passage of the 
bill to sabotage this monumental 
piece of legislation that is going to, 
with your leadership, raise Texas 
from 45th among the 50 states in 
educational accomplishment to 
first,” Hobby said.

White also chastised Bynum, stat­
ing that the education commission­
er failed to consider the positive im­
pact higher tie^ch^r s’hlaridS, 'btett0¥ '̂' 
classroom discipline and other re­
form measures will have on teacher 
recruitment.

Bynum has indicated he plans to 
retire soon, and White, though not 
saying so directly, gave plenty of 
indication that Bynum’s immediate 
resignation would not be displeasing 
to him.

^  tWhile the days are cooler and nights 
•i; ai^ frost free, move your indoor plants 

oqtside for two or three weeks. Apply

§ liquid fertilizer and water well to 
encourage strong growth. Don’t make 
^ t l t e  mistake of repotting plants just

^  Flowering house plants bloom more 

profusely when their roots are slightly 
crowded. Repot in larger size pots only 
those that were potbound last winter.

Established in 1889 as Crockett Coun­
ty’s first settlement, Emerald was the 
colonization project of railroad agent 
T. A. Wilkinson. When Crockett 
County was organized formally in 
1891, an election was held to deter­
mine the site of the county seat. 
Emerald lost its bid for the seat of 
government to a newly developing 
area that became the town of Ozona. 
Within a few years, many of Emer­
ald’s buildings, including this house, 
were moved to the new county seat.
As a result. Emerald eventually 
disappeared.

Until 1981, when it was moved to 
this site, the Emerald house was 
located on one of Ozona’s main 
streets. It had been owned by many of 
the town’s prominent citizens, includ­
ing E. M. Powell, an early area 
surveyor who gave the land for many 
of the town’s public buildings and 
parks; pioneer merchant Phil Perner; 
newspaper publisher W. A. Cochran; 
ranchers George L. Harrell and J. W. 
Friend; and E. B. Deland.

As one of Crockett County’s ear­
liest structures and a survivor of its 
first settlement, the Emerald House is 
a significant reminder of the county’s 
heritage.

Since the Emerald House opened 
for public use in November of 1983 a 
total of 18 events has been held in the 
restored historical house located in 
Fairgrounds Park. Groups or individ­
uals may use the facilities for a $10 
cleaning up fee.

Those wishing to use the house for 
small gatherings may make reserva­
tions at the chamber of commerce 
o f f i c e . _______

IRAs more 
feasible than 
Soc. Security

Americans should be allowed to use 
Individual Retirement Accounts to 
save for retirement rather than being 
forced to contribute to the Social 
Security system, say two accounting 
experts.

Drs. Dennis Lassila and Karl Put­
nam of Texas A&M University’s 
College of Business Administration 
maintain workers should have the 
option of investing for retirement in 
“ Super IRA’s’’ that could bring 
greater returns than Social Security, 
instead of paying Social Security 
taxes.

The Social Security system will not 
be self-supporting within the next 
10-20 years and higher social security 
taxes or income taxes will be needed 
to raise additional funds, the profes­
sors explained. They said it would be 
fairer to let workers choose to invest in 
special IRAs for retirement and, if 
necessary, subsidize the Social Securi­
ty system through income, taxes.

Golf and band 
are class-loss
leaders

Critics who have condemned foot­
ball for robbing high school students 
of classroom time are barking up the 
wrong extracurricular activity, accord­
ing to a Texas A&M University study.

Golf and marching band actually 
require more time away from the 
classroom during the normal school 
day, says Jack Dean Clemmons. Clem­
mons conducted one of the first 
studies of how much class time is 
actually consumed by University In­
terscholastic League (UIL) activities 
which include speech contests, journa­
lism, literary and academic contests, 
drama, music and athletics.

Data for the study came from 82 4-A 
high school principals in Texas who 
responded to questionnaires asking 
how many students participated in 
different UIL activities and, on the 
average, how much time each year 
those activities took the students out 
of the classroom.

Qemmons analyzed the date in two 
ways. In looking at how much class 
time was lost per student due to an 
activity, golf ranked first with almost 
29 hours a year out of the classroom, 
he said.

Clemmons also looked at an average 
“ gross” number of hours an activity 
caused students to miss class which 
was computed by multiplying the 
average number of hours one student 
would miss class by the total number 
of students involved in the activity.

Marching band was the biggest 
“ offender” with football ranking 10th.

Clemmons said that high school 
principals who responded to the 
questionnaires overwhelmingly supp­
ort UIL activities and believe they are 
a positive contribution to students’ 
overall educational experience.

Booklet on 
Social Security 
must be read

A booklet spelling out the rights 
and responsibilities of people who 
get Social Security or supplemental 
security income (SSI) checks given to 
them at the time their claim is 
approved is required reading. People 
need to know the information con­
tained in the booklets to insure that 
their checks will continue to be 
delivered on time, at the correct 
address, and in the right amount.

The booklets contain information 
on the changes that may affect the 
beneficiary’s eligibility to benefits 
or the amount of benefits. Changes 
must be reported to Social Security 
promptly to avoid overpayment of 
benefits.

People who don’t take the time to 
read the booklets are running a 
number of risks, not the least of 
which is that they may get benefits 
they should not have gotten. Such 
overpayments must be repaid either 
in lump sum or by installment 
payments withheld fi-om future 
checks.

A booklet entitled Rights and 
Responsibilities: Retirement and 
Survivors Benefits lists the following 
events that should be reported:

Change of mailing address, earn­
ings of more than the annual limit if 
receiving retirement or survivors 
benefits, if a person intends to go 
outside the United States for 30 days 
or more, if a person works outside 
the United States, and Conviction of 
felony.

Dependents and survivors must 
also report:

Spouse or surviving spouse re­
ceives government pension, divorce 
or annulment, marriage, adoption of 
a child, child leaves the care of a 
parent, child nearing 18 is disabled 
or is a full-time student, change in 
school attendance for a student 18 or 
19, if a person is unable to manage 
funds, and if a person getting 
benefits dies.

A similar booklet tor people get­
ting disability benefits lists the 
following additional events that must 
be reported:

If they go to work, receiving other 
disabilty checks, and if condition 
improves.

People getting SSI should report 
any change in circumstances which 
affects their income or resources 
since the payments are based on 
limited income and resources. A 
booklet, entitled Reporting Changes 
That Affect Your Gold SSI Checks, 
focuses on the most fi-equent chang­
es in circumstances. These events 
include bank accounts, work, other 
income, living expenses, and enter­
ing an institution. More details on 
what to report is included in another 
booklet. What You Should Know 
About SSI.

Despite all the gimmicks for

only safe and effective way to lose 
pounds is to cut back on high-calorie 
foods and exercise regularly, says the 
Texas Medical Association.

Each year more “new, revolution­
ary” diets are promoted. And every 
year thousands of people begin these 
diets and are disappointed when they 
fail to lose weight permanently.

Advocates of quick and easy reduc­
tion programs may suggest practices 
ranging from sweating off weight to 
starving it away. They may recom­
mend pills, hormonal therapy, or diets 
emphasizing a single food such as 
grapefi^it, bananas, or rice.

The real problem with many of 
these methods is that they are 
seriously lacking in essential nutri­
ents. Not only will people on these 
diets be malnourished, but they often 
become bored with a diet’s monotony 
and give it up. The pounds they 
managed to shed will come back as 
they revert to overeating high-calorie

jumping rope, or aerobic dancing 
three times a week.

Garden enthusiasts combatting 

insects should look for the active 
chemical when buying pesticides rath­
er than the product’s name, says a 
Texas A&M University entomologist.

“You’ll be better off looking for the 
active ingredients you want,” said Dr. 
Rodney Hollaway, “because products 
often contain the same ingredients but 
are sold by different companies which 
use their own marketing formula and 
charge different prices. The amount 
you pay doesn’t always indicate how 
much pesticide you are buying.”

In many cases different pesticides 
can be used in the same situation, he 
added. Diazinon, Malathion, Sevin 
and Dursban are the most popular 
insecticides and will kill fleas, mites,' 
aphids and cockroaches inside and 
outside the house, Hollaway said, 
insecticides and will kill fleas, mites, 
aphids and cockroaches inside and 
outside the house, Hollaway said.

' South Texas employers have hired 
429 jobless Korean and Vietnam 
veterans, and have created over 
2,437 training positions since the 
Emergency Veterans’ Job Training 
Act became effective last October, 
the Veterans Administration has 
announced.

Under the legislation, the federal 
government will pay employers who 
hire or train veterans 50 percent of 
the vets’ starting salaries, said Ted 
W. Myatt, Director of the Houston 
VA Office.

So far, 774 Texas businesses, have 
participated in the program.

To qualify, veterans must have 
served 180 days or more on active 
duty and part of their service must 
have been during the Korean or 
Vietnam wars.

Korean veterans must have served 
' at some point between June 27, 1950 
and January 31, 1955 to be eligible. 
Vietnam veterans must have served 
at some time between August 5, 
1964, and May 7, 1975.

Veterans must have been without 
work for at least 15 of the last 20 
weeks beford applying for placement 
assistance.

Employers who qualify under the 
program must'have jobs available in 
a growth industry (one requiring new 
technological skills) or must have a 
position for which there are few 
trained workers. ;
