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Highway 
murder near 
Sheffield

* A 22-year old Florida man was 
murdered in cold blood about 4:30 
Friday afternoon 10 miles west of 
Sheffield at mile marker 325. A 
subject is in custody in Pecos County 
Jail in Fort Stockton.

Mark Scott Ellis of Hollywood, Fla. 
and a companion were pulled over 
near the mile marker, talking with a 
motorcyclist, when suddenly, and for 
no apparent reason, the cyclist pulled 
a small caliber pistol from his pocket 
and shot Ellis three times, killing him 
instantly. The p assenger jumped from 
the vehicle and ran, flagging down an 
oncoming car.

John M. Dayton was caught some 
time later and is charged with murder 
with bond set at $50,000. Dayton is 
from Fort Walton Beach, Fla., but 
Sheriff Bruce Wilson said the two men 
apparently were not acquainted. The 
passenger who reported the shooting, 
said there was no argument no harsh 
words spoken between the two men.

Sheriff Wilson said the man in 
custody had no explanation for the 
incident. Ellis and his companion were 
on their way to California when the 
incident occurred. Investigation is 
continuing by the Pecos County Sher­
iffs Department.

Nancy Hale reported 2.4 inches at 
the Friend Headquarters ranch 
eighteen miles down Taylor Box Road. 
Four inches fell Tuesday morning at 
the Texas-New Mexico pump station 
10 miles west of Ozona.

Two Bergstrom AFB officers flying a 
reconnaissance training mission were 
killed Friday when their jet crashed in 
a remote area near Ozona. The RF-4C 
Phantom II crashed in an area about 
30 miles west of Ozona on the Foley 
Ranch and ten miles south of Inter­
state 10.

Killed were Airman 1st Class Rusty 
Hunziker and the pilot Capt. Michael 
A. Kfoury. Airman Hunziker boarded 
the jet as a reward for distinguished 
service in his Bergstrom job as 
inspector of G-suits, emergency para­
chutes, first-aid kits and other crew 
equipment.

Hunziker’s ride was similar to 
Phantom rides given to journalists, 
civic leaders and other important 
visitors to Bergstrom. Enlisted airmen 
are awarded such rides for high 
achievement on the job.

Both men were pronounced dead at 
the scene by Judge A. O. Fields, who 
said they were thrown several feet 
from the impact site with no apparent 
effort to eject. The last crash involving 
a Bergstrom jet near Ozona was June 
17, 1983. Both the pilot and weapons

system operator safely ejected before 
the crash.

Although the Air Force refused to 
release any specifics on the crash, the 
Phantoms typically carry no guns or 
missiles. The two-member crew also 
usually includes the pilot and a 
back-seat navigator.

Ozona Volunteer firemen rushed to 
the scene, and controlled brush fires- 
started by the crash until about 
midnight. No one was allowed in the 
perimeter of the crash except the 
investigators.

Offically there were no witnesses to 
the crash, however, an employee at 
the Foley ranch said three jets had^ 
been flying in the area all day. He said! 
two were high fl5dng planes, and the' 
one that crashed was flying quite low.' 
He said he saw the plane fly over a hifr 
and knew it had crashed when he saw 
black smoke.

Air Force personnel from Bergstrom 
and Goodfellow AFB in San Angelo 
have been in the area investigating the 
crash since Friday.

Absentee voting in the June 7 
run-off election, or second Democratic 
Primary, begins today in the county 
clerk’s office, and will continue 
through June 3.

In an unusual set of circumstances. 
Justice of the Peace Raymond Davee 
died recently. Davee was the incum­
bent for the office and polled 582 votes 
to his opposition’s 366 and 350 
respectively, throwing the election 
into a run-off between Davee and 
Jerry Lay.

The Crockett County Commis­
sioners Court appointed Davee’s 
widow, Christine, to the post, as has 
been traditional in the past. She has 
accepted and is presently working in 
the post.

The court did not consider appoint­
ing Lay to the post due to the fact he 
had 932 votes against him in the first 
primary. The other opponent, David 
Weant, got 350 votes.

Davee’s name will appear on the 
ballot along with Lay’s. Should he be 
declared the winner, Mrs. Davee 
would probably continue to serve. 
Should Lay win the election, he will 
take office January 1, 1987.

Voters in precinct 2, must choose 
incumbent commissioner B. W. Stuart

or his opponent Jerry Hill. Stuart led 
the ticket in the first primary, but 
failed to get a majority.

Another issue confronting local 
voters is that of Democratic County 
Chairman. In the first primary, space 
was left for a write-in candidate. Many 
people failed to write a name in or just 
wrote their name or that of an 
acquaintance. Longtime Democratic 
Chairman Steve Kenley got 19 votes 
and Robert Longoria got 17 votes, so 
both men will appear on the ballot for 
the June 7 election.

Two names will be on the ballot for 
Railroad Commissioner, P. S. Ervin 
and John Sharp. Oscar Mauzy will be 
up against Shirley Butts for Justice, 
Supreme Court, Place 1. Jim Brady 
will be pitted against Robert Campbell 
for Place 3, and Jay Gibson and Raul 
A. Gonzalez will vie for the unexpired 
term. Place 4. Rusty Duncan and 
George Martinez are the candidates 
for Judge, Court of Criminal Appeals, 
Place 1.

Polls open at 7 a.m. and close at 7 
p.m. Each voter must vote in his or her 
pr6cinct. Precinct 1 voters will vote at 
the courthouse; Precinct 2, at the 
junior high school building; Precinct 3, 
at the Civic Center and Precinct 4, at 
the primary school.

It can be 
grown in almost any soil and spreads 
by means of creeping stolens.

I for one read and take 
your advice on how to care for the 
dlffermit types of plants I have. 
We need to be reminded each year of 
when and how to plant and fertilize.

EXTENSION OFFICE NEWS

A new diet book called Fit For 
Ufe has been confused with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service 
‘‘Fit For Life” weight control pro­
-a m . There is absolutely no connec­
tion between the two. The Fit For 
Life book written by Harvey and 
Marilyn Diamond, published by War­
ner Books, is based on untested 
theory. Nutritional advice does not 
meet the RDA for calcium, and if 
followed, may damage the health of 
tjie dieter.
* The authors base their advice on the 
concept of Natural Hygiene. Accord­
ing to this theory, the body has three 
natural cycles: appropriation, or eat­
ing and digesting (noon to 8 p.m.); 
Assimilation, or absorption and use (8 
p.m. to 4 a.m.) and elimination of 
body wastes (4 a.m. to noon). The 
Authors attribute weight gain to the 
build up of toxins from eating foods in 
inappropriate combinations and at 
inappropriate times in the body’s 
natural cycle. Conversely, one loses 
Weight by eating foods in appropriate 
combinations during each of the 
body’s three cycles so that the body’s 
natural energy will remove excess 
weight.

The authors claim that since the 
body is 70 percent water, the appro­
priate diet nust be 70 percent water, 
hence the best diet is one composed of 
70 percent fruits and vegetables and 
30 percent concentrated foods (every­

thing else). And since eating two

and carbohydrate foods cannot be 
eaten together.

Based on this theory, the authors 
prescribe a diet as follows: only fruit 
and fruit juice before noon, fruit and 
salad for lunch, vegetables and either 
a starch or a protein food for dinner. 
Nuts and nut butters, pasta, bread and 
grains are allowed in the lunch and 
dinner meals, but all dairy products 
except butter are off limits.

The authors do state that approx­
imately 10 percent of users of this diet 
will experience some initial discomfort 
(diarrhea, bloating, running nose, 
etc.) but this is ascribed to the body 
doing its job of removing toxins. But 
the most serious problem with this 
diet is the lack of a significant source 
of calcium.

Fortunately for the public, the 
restricted eating patterns and un­
realistic calorie reductions proposed 
by this diet will prove to be too much 
to maintain. Contrary to the authors’ 
claim, diet requires unrealistic 
changes in eating habits that will be 
difficult for most people to follow. This 
is fortunate since it is extremely 
unbalanced nutritionally and its use 
could increase the incidence of 
osteoporosis.

Travis faces 6,000 Mexican 
soldiers with only 181 at his side
By Brian A. Wilson

At 4 a.m. on March 4, 1836, about 
6,000 Mexican troops--barefoot in 
order to maintain the element of 
surprise-stealthily approach the Ala­
mo, As scaling ladders and troops hit 
the walls, the buglers sound deluelo- 
the call to take no prisoners. The 182 
brave fighters inside the old mission 
repel the first two waves of Mexican 
troops. A third wave makes the walls, 
but at a heavy price: one batallion 
loses 700 of its 830 men in the attack. 
Finally the Mexicans break through 
the south wall and start a deadly 
crossfire with their own weapons as 
well as turning the Texans’ artillary 
against them.

In a back room, Mrs. Candelaria 
tends to the ailing Jim Bowie. An old 
friend of Sam Houston, she has come 
to the Alamo at his request to tend his 
wounded fi-iend. She sees the vicious 
battle: “The Texans make every shot 
tell and the plaza is covered with dead 
bodies. The enraged Mexicans stream 
into the buildings, firing and yelling 
like madmen. The place is full of 
smoke, and the screams of the dying, 
mingled with exultant shouts of the 
victors, make a veritable hell.”

The fighting rages all day, but the 
sheer numbers of Mexican troops 
become too much to resist. The Alamo 
is falling.

“ Suddenly a dozen or more Mexi­
cans spring into the room occupied by 
Col. Bowie and me,” Mrs. Candelaria 
continues. “ He empties his pistols in

their faces and kills two of them. I 
throw myself in fi:ont of him and 
receive two bayonets in my body, one 
through my arm and the other through 
the flesh of my chin. I implore them 
not to murder a sick man, but they 
thrust me out of the way and butcher 
my friend before my eyes.”

In a far corner of the mission, a few 
remaining defenders can see the end 
is near and, as agreed by plan, try to 
torch the remaining powder supply. 
The idea is to blow up the Alamo and 
“ to blow a few Mexicans to hell with 
it.” But they get shot and killed before 
they can ignite the powder.

“ All is silent now,” Mrs. Cande­
laria says. “The massacre has ended. 
One hundred and eighty-two of the 
bravest men the world ever saw have 
fallen, and not one asked for mercy. I 
walk out of the cell, and when I step on 
the floor of the Alamo the blood runs 
in my shoes.”

Santa Anna has lost about 2,000 
men in the battle, so many that he 
cannot bury them all. Some bodies 
have to be tossed into the San Antonio 
river. The bodies of the Texas fighters 
are piled with brush and set afire 
about 5 p.m., just half a day after the 
final assault started.

Although the Alamo has fallen, the 
accounts of patriotism and determina­
tion rally the colonists in Texas. Santa 
Anna’s weakened forces soon meet 
their match at San Jacinto, where they 
surrender to the people they had 
Jttoped to rule. „ . i i

One of the primary objectives of the 
Crockett Soil and Water Conservation 
District is to assist ranchers in 
restoring their rangeland back to its 
highest productive potential. To ac­
complish this the development of 
some type of long range plan by the 
rancher is necessary.

The first step in developing this 
plan is for a rancher to inventory his 
pastures and compare the range 
plants present to the potential plants 
that would grow on that soil type. 
Certain plants dominate an area of 
land because they are best adapted to 
that soil, temperature, rainfall, eleva­
tion, exposure, and other ecological 
factors such as natural fires and 
grazing. This mixture of plants best 
suited to a particular site is referred to 
as the climax plant community for that 
site. Most generally, this is the most 
productive state of any plant Commun­
ity-

Through man’s influence in this 
country over the past decades most of 
our plant communities have deterior­
ated far below this highly productive 
state. Any type of disturbance such as 
continous overgrazing, extended 
drought periods, or wildfires during 
hot, dry summer months can change 
the potential plant community from 
desirable, highly productive grasses to 
low producing grasses and often 
permits invasion of moisture robbing

woody plants.
Once a rancher has completed his 

resource inventory and determined 
how his range condition compares to 
the climax plant community he can 
then develop a plan to restore his 
range back to its highest productive 
potential. To accomplish this a plan­
ned grazing system or some type of 
growing season deferment must be in 
corporated into the plan. Basically, 
managing animals to graze plants at 
the proper time and to the right 
intensity will stimulate plant growth, 
especially the desirable grasses. This 
managed grazing coupled with proper 
resting of plants, will increase the 
vigor of the more desireable plants 
and allow them to better compete with 
less desirable plants for sunlight, 
moisture, and plant nutrients. The 
plants that are best adapted and most 
competitive will begin to dominate the 
site once again.

Our grasslands developed under 
grazing conditions. Large herds of 
bison and other animals would graze 
an area of grassland and then migrate 
to another. This provided the grazed 
area with a rest period. Grazing and 
rest cycles stimulated the grasslands 
and kept them productive. For more 
information and assistance contact the 
Soil Conservation Service in Ozona, 
assisting the Crockett Soil and Water 
Conservation District.
