Texas Rural Communities to operate fort

A proposal for operation of Fort
Lancaster and four other state parks/
historic sites by Texas Rural Commu-
nities Inc, was reviewed in Austin last
week and has possibly been signed by
now according to Tom Palmer, Re-
gion IIT supervisor for Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department.

Palmer,along with directors from
other regions affected by state fund-
ing cutbacks, and Carolyn Scheffler,
who is chief of parks operations, met
with TRC parks project director Greg
Wortham to review a draft of a pro-
posal for operation of Eisenhower
Birthplace, Caddoan Mounds, Starr
Mansion, Fort McKavett and Fort
Lancaster. j ;

Under the proposal, TRC will as-
sume operation of one facility per
month beginning with Eisenhower
Birthplace on Feb. 1. Fort Lancaster is
scheduled to come under TRC cpera-
tion May 1. Until that time, the fort
will be open 40 hours a week under
state funding as in the past.

In the 1930s Texas Rural Com-
munities Inc. went to the federal gov-
emment for grants to help rural com-
munities. From 1932 to date the cor-
poration's lending has shifted from 80
percent agriculture to 20 percent,
Palmer said.

TRC works in areas with popula-
tion of 25,000 or less helping small
businesses and improving the econ-
omy through tourism. TRC's goal is to
turn the locations it manages into
profitable operations in five years. At
the end of that time, the facilities will
go back to the staté. If economic con-
ditions are such that the state cannot
resume operation of the parks, this
will "be in a mode where private indi-

viduals could take over operations as
a concessionaire,"” Palmer said.

Local people will be employed at
the fort and TRC will use a strong
marketing program for the fort and
anything else in the community deal-
ing with tourism according to Palmer.
The. organization will "network all
across the state with the Texas Depart-
ment of Transportation to get people
into the community to se¢ other things.

"I see some real positive things in
this," said Palmer. "It can be very
profitable for the area."

Palmer said the 5-year agrecment
with- TRC has a one year renewal
clause, either party can terminate at
that time. The state will completcly
monitor all activities of TRC at the
fortthroughthe regional office. Palmer
does not anticipate a cut in the number

of days of operation per week, but
under the proposal TRC has the option
to change hours of operation.

" Included in the proposal is a re-
quirement that TRC maintain one
million dollars in liability insurance to
protect artifacts and structures at the
fort.

The state will contribute funds on
a declining scale for operation of the
five locations to be taken over by
TRC. Total amounts per year are:
$17,000-1993;$10,833-1994; $6,666-
1995; $2,500-1996; and $2,083-1997.
TRC will be responsible for repairs at
Fort Lancaster up to $15,000 annu-
ally, Palmer said. Managers at Cad-
doan Mounds and Fort McKavett will
be kept on the state payroll. Other
managers and staff will be employees
of TRC.

Children, elderly prone to nosebleeds

Children and the elderly have
something incommon. Both are prone

to nosebleeds, a condition that canbe  piece of cotton in nasal drops such as

-If bleeding does not stop, soak a

easily treated, says a Baylor College
of Medicine ear;nose and throat spe-
cialist. ;

Nosebleeds are one of those an-
noying problems that many people are
not sure how to treat says Dr. John K.
Jones, a clinical assistant professor of
otorhinolaryngology at Baylor.

“Most of the time, pcople really
don’t think of their noses,” said Jones.
“When a nosebleed occurs, however,
it is all they can focus on. Nosebleeds
canreally be a nuisance. The problem
is people are not sure of what to do.”

Nosebleeds are most common in
childhood, when they are relatively
harmless and easily stopped. They do
not frequently occur in healthy young
adults, but become more common and
more serious in the elderly.

“In children, nosebleeds are
commonly caused by a blow to the
nose, fragile blood vessels, or by dis-
lodging crusts that form in the mucous
membrane that lines the nose. Colds
or other viral infections can exacer-
bate the problem,” Jones said. “Inolder
people, recurring noseblecds could

signal other problems, such as high
blood pressure and anemia. In both
teenagers and the elderly, it could be a
sign of a tumor of the nose or sinuses.”

Mostnosebleedscanbe controlled
by simple first-aid. If this fails to stop
the bleeding within 20 minutcs, con-
sulta physician. The nose may need to
be firmly packed with gauze to apply
pressure. In more severe cases, the
wound may need to be cauterized, or
surgery may be necessary to stop the
bleeding. ;

Jones recommends the following
first aid measures:

-Apply pressure to the soft part of
the nose for several minutes - not the
hard bony portion.

Neosinephron. Wring the cotton until
damp and pack in the nose, squeczing
the cotton gently.

-Place a humidifier in the room,
especially during winter when heaters
can dry out the air. Dry nasal passages
are more likely to bleed.

-If your child has a cold or viral
infection, use an ointment such as
Neosporine in the nose.

-Encourage young children not to
place their fingers in their nose, since
this is the  leading reason for nose-
bleeds in children. Most outgrow this
habit by around age 8 or 10 and nose-
bleeds should be less of a problem by
then.

“Nosebleeds are not something
that people like to think about,” says
Jones. “Butknowing what causes them
and how to stop them is useful infor-
mation.”

Social Security recipients must report earnings

If you worked and received So-
cial Security benefits in 1992, you
have until April 15 to report your
earnings to Social Security if you
earned over the annual limits, The
1992 earnings limits were $7,440 for
beneficiaries underage 65and $10,200
for beneficiaries age 65-69. The eam-
ings limits do not apply to people who
are age 70 and over the entire year.

The purpose of the annual earn-
ingsreport is to enable Social Security
to compare your actual earnings with
the estimate you provided when you
applied for benefits or when you filed
last year’s earnings report. The bene-
fits you were paid in 1992 were based
on that estimate. If you earned less
than you estimated for 1992, you may
be due additional money. If you made
more than you estimated for 1992, you
may have to repay some benefits.

The report should also include an
estimate of the earnings you expect to
make in 1993. Note the earnings limits
for 1993 are $7,680 for beneficiaries
under age 65 and $10,560 for benefi-
ciaries age 65-69. Again your benefit
check will be adjusted to reflect any
excess earnings anticipated.

If Social Security’s records show
that you expected to have earnings
over the 1992 limits, you will be sent
an Annual Report of Earnings form in
the mail automatically. If you do not
receive the report form by the end of
February, you should call the toll-free
number to have one sent to you.

Failure to report your earnings by
April 15 may result in substantial
penalties. You can be penalized up to

Texas Senate Week In Review

AUSTIN, Jan 28, 1993—On
Monday, Jan. 26 and Tuesday Jan. 27,
the Texas Senate met briefly to refer
bills to committee. ]

On Wednesday the Texas Senate
met in Joint Session with the Texas
House of Representatives to hear Gov.
AnnRichards deliver her “State of the
State” address. Included in the Gov-
emor’s presentation was her state
budget proposal entitled “Working
for Texas.” Among her recommenda-
tions: A five percent across the board
pay raise for teachers effective Sept.
1, 1993; full funding for alcohol and
drug treatment in Texas prisons; re-
storing most funding cuts proposed
by the Legislature in Health and
Human Services; and making a life
sentence without parole mandatory
~ for capital offenses where the death
penalty is not invoked. Gov. Richards
added that all her recommendations
could be implemented without néw
taxes. Instead her proposal is based on
anestimated $1.8 billion in additional
revenue, based on State Comptroller
John Sharp’s performance review
recommendations. Gov. Richards also
addressed 2 proposals to her health
and Human Services package: Immu-
nization for all children in the State;
and the Insurance Availability Act
which would guarantee access tobasic

health care for all Texans.

The Texas senate met on Thurs-
day morning and passed several im-
portant pieces of legislation. The
Senate first passed SJR 7, public
school finance legislation by Sen. Bill
Ratliff of Mt. Pleasant, which pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
authorizing ad valorem taxation by
county education districts if approved
by Texas voters on May 1, 1993, after
some debate, the SJR was passed by a
vote of 27-4. The Senate also passed
other legislation relating to the state
public school system, SJR4and CSSB
131, both by Sen. Teel Bivins of
Amarillo, SJR 4 proposes to the vot-

ers, in a May 1, 1993 election, a con-
stitutional amendment to authorize
the issuance of $750 million dollars in
state general obligation bonds to as-
sist school districts in financing fa-
cilities and repealing the authoriza-
tion for $750 million in state revenue
bonds guaranteed by the permanent
school fund. CSSB 131 establishes
the methods for implementing two
programs as facilities for equalization
of the public schools. The basic pro-
gram is designed to help districts with
the lowest wealth-per-pupil with
higher bond indebtedncss while the
supplemental program will provide
funds for districts facing immediate
needs caused by rapid growth rate,
high tax effort and, to a lesser extent,
low property wealth. The Senate also

passed out CSSB 4 by Sen. Carl Parker
of Port Arthur relating to product lia-

bility. The bill contains statutory re-

quirements in products liability suits
that would apply regardless of the
type of claim being made. Design
defect and failure to wam claims
involving common consumer prod-
ucts for personal consumption, such
as alcohol and tobacco, when the
dangers arc both inherent in the prod-
uct and known to the ordinary con-
sumer are elimin. ed. In cases where
adesigndefect is alleged, the plaintiff
would have to prove that there was a
safer alternative design and that the
actual design was a direct causc of
injury, death, or property damage. The
Senate stands adjourned until 11:00,
Monday, Feb. 1.

TPWC approves $7,276,760 for new parks

AUSTIN - The Texas Parks and
Wildlife Commission approved
$7,276,760 in park grants for 25 proj-
ects during its regular public hearing
Jan. 21.

Applications for $13,796,569 in
matching funds were submitted by 55
sponsors seeking grants from the fed-
eral Land and Water Conservation
Fund and the Texas Local Park, Rec-
reation and Open Space Fund.

Both funding sources were estab-
lished to assist states, cities, towns,
counties and other local governments
in defraying the costs of purchasing
park land and developing outdoor
recreation facilities.

Grant monies are earmarked for
the acquisition and development of
parks in the following areas: Austin -

Park, $500,000; Ochiltree County -

DECIDING IF YOUR BUSI-

NESS IS FOR FUN OR PROFIT

How do you decide whether in-
come generated at home should be
handled as a hobby or a home-based
business? An accountant or tax advi-
sor can tell you for certain, but the
Internal Revenue Service (IRS) offers
several guidelines to help you decide.

For tax purposes, income from a
hobby must be handled differently than
income from a business. No clear-cut
rule exists to distinguish business
income from hobby income. The IRS
considersavariety of facts and circum-
stances, with no one factor being
conclusive. So how do you determine
what kind of income you have? Some
of the factors the IRS considers in
making the determination include the
following aspects:

A professional manner of busi-
ness - Approved operating procedures,
record keeping, and adoption of im-
proved techniques helps to establish
professionalism.

Level of expertise - An-income
earner who can show a high level of
preparation and knowledge in rele-
vant areas is likely to qualify as a
business owner. Expertise can be
documented through classes, self-
study, research or experience. Con-
sultation with authoritiescanalsoserve
to show expertise.

Amount of time and effort involved
- Personal time and effort of the tax-
payer will show intent to derive a
profit. A taxpayer who has left a pay-
ing job to run a business or employs
other people indicates dedication of
time and effort.

Expected increase in asset value
- Businesses which deal with assets
that will appreciate, such as land, can
show an increase in asset value to
establish business income. The asset,
however, must be connected to your
business.

Past success in similar activities
- The IRS primarily looks for success
in terms of a profit earned in earlier
activities similar to your current busi-
ness. However, a case could be made
for volunteer activities if satisfactory
“success” can be shown in another
way.

Profitand loss record of the busi-
ness - A series of years in which a
profit is earned is the strongest way to
show that an activity is a business.
Newly formed businesses will not be
expected to show this record. A his-
tory of losses because of uncontrol-
lablecircumstances, suchasdepressed
market conditions or natural disasters,
would not necessarily count against
the business.

Occasional profits compared to
investment - If profits arerealized only
occasionally, the IRS will compare
them to owner investments. Substan-
tial earnings compared to investment
provides a case for business income.

Financial status of the taxpayer -
If the business owner does not have
other sources of substantial income or
wealth, the IRS is likely to classify the
activity as a business. If the taxpayer
does have substantial income or capi-
tal from other sources, a classification
of recreation or hobby is likely.

Personal pleasure gained from
the activity - Fortunately, the fact that
a business owner likes what he or she
is doing is-not a reason for the IRS to
classify the business as a hobby.
However, if significant recreational
elements are present, a strong case can
be made against the business classifi-
cation. In the case of a free-lance golf
pro, for example, complete documen-
tation regarding the other guidelines
would help establish a business classi-
fication.

For all of the above guidelines,
good record keeping isessential. While
approved bookkeeping methods pro-
vide evidence of profit and loss, other
indications might not be so clear.
Methods of documentation could in-
clude:

A record of any classes or self-
study undertaken.

Notes showing the time, place
and topic of consultations with au-
thorities.

Clear, concise records of custom-
ers and vendors.

A complete, thorough business
plan.

Hours noted on a calendar show-

ing daily time devoted to the business.

Employmentrecords or perform-
ancereviews from previous jobs show-
ing a success record in related fields.

A current net worth statement
indicating no dependence on other
sources of capital.

Home-based business owners can
read more about income classification
in the IRS code of regulations. Ask
your librarian for assistance in locat-
ing and using the code. Section 1.183-
2 specifically addresses the issue of
profit versus non-profitactivities. The
regulations provide examples of situ-
ations which illustrate evaluations the
IRS might make.

Clear documentation is the key.
Home business owners who maintain
clear, accepted business records are
not only likely to be able to prove to
the IRS that they are a true business
rather than a hobby, but will probably
be more likely to make a success of the
business.

For more information on small
business management, why not look
over our publications on running a
small business, including the resource
manual for small businesses? Just
come by the Crockett County Exten-
sion Office, located on the second
floor of the courthouse annex.

She
is hiring agency nurses from out-of-
town nursing registries and they are
expensive! An agency nurse costs the
county approximately 3 times more
than a local nurse costs and they take
this money out of the county to spend
it o s
An agency nurse's base day-shift
salary startsat $19.50 per hour. Added
onto this is overtime, travelling ex-
penses, living expenses while here,
evening and night differentials, week-
end and holiday differentials (which
has long been denied to local nurses
because of the expense) plus a sub-
stantial "finder's fee" to the registry
they work for. And how well can these
temporary, transient nurses function
inanemergency when they never stay
long enough to find their way around
the hospital!

Holiday mourning dove seasons proposed

The Texas Parks and Wildlife
Commission was briefed on a pro-
posal to split the mourning dove sea-
son in the Central and South zones
into three segments during its regular
public hearing Jan. 21 in Austin,

The proposal would permit a
regular fall dove season as well as
short Thanksgiving and Christmas
dove seasons when young hunters are
out of school, said Ron George, dep-
uty chief of the Texas Parks and Wild-
life Department’s wildlife branch. This
change would require a federal frame-
work change.

TPWD staff proposed another
change in the federal frameworks that
would include a four-county area in
the lower Rio Grande Valley in the
statewide mourning dove daily bag
limit which allows six white-winged
doves in the 12-dove aggregate limit.
Other proposals call for an early teal
season and a four-day white-winged
dove season in the Special White-
winged Dove Area, similar to last year.

Proposed dates for mourning

doves are Sept. 1-Nov. 9 in the North
Zone; Sept. 1-Oct. 31,Nov. 25-28 and
Dec. 26-30 in the Central Zone; and
Sept. 24-Nov. 14 (ends Nov. 10 in
Special White-winged Dove Area),
Nov. 25-28 and Dec. 26-Jan. 8 in the
South Zone.
Beginning in 1991, the U. S.Fish
and Wildlife Service permitied Texas
to have six white-winged doves in the
12-dove aggregate daily bag during
the regular mourning dove season
statewide, except for Starr, Hidalgo,
Willacy and Cameron counties where
the bag limit is restrictcd to two
whitewings daily. George said the
department believes the restriction is
overly restrictive and unnecessarily
complicates Texas hunting regula-
tions.

If approved, Texans would see an
early teal season for the second con-
secutive year. Proposed dates to hunt,
blue-winged, green-winged and cin-
namon teal are Sept. 11-19. Bag and
possession limits would be four daily,
eight in possession.

The department is asking for a
whitewing season in the Special White-
winged Dove area (except Sanctuary
B) for Sept. 4, 5, 11 and 12. Shooting
hours would be noon to sunset. Bag
and possession limits would be 10
white-winged, mourning and white-

tipped doves in the aggregate, includ-
ing no more than five mourning doves
and two whitetips per day.

Daily bag limit during the state-
wide mourning dove season would be
12 mourning, white-winged and white-
tipped doves in the aggregate, includ-
ing no more than six whitewings and
two whitetips per day.

The proposed season for rails
statewide is Sept. 1-Nov. 9. The daily
and possession bag limits would be 15
and 30, respectively, for King and
clapper rails, 25 and 25 for Sora and
Virginia rails. The gallinules season is
proposed for Sept. 1-Nov. 9 with bag
limits of 15 and 30, respectively.

Shooting hours for all early sea-
son migratory game birds, except for
the special white-winged dove sea-
son, would be one-half hour before
sunrise to sunset. If approved by the
commission and the USFWS, the
proposed changes would go into ef-
fect Sept. 1. These proposals will be
reviewed for final adoption by the
commission on July 8.
