Bailey County Would Pay S8431 Less  Farm Bureau To

The comprimise pay raise
proposal for public school
teachers is the main issue Gov-
ernor Shivers has asked the
State Legislature to consider.
1f adoptad, it will increase
State taxes more than $25,000.-
000 per year. Also, many local
school districts will have to
contribute more monies from
local sources.

Here is approximately how
Bailey county would be affect-
ed during the next school year,
1954-55. The figures herein used
are the preliminary estimates
made by the Texas Education
Agency and vary only
slightly from final calculations.

Under Senate Bill No. 163,
authorized by Senator Andy
Rogers in 1953, Bailey county
would have to contribute $61,-
941 to the State as its part of the
minimum foundation program
under the Gilmer-Aikin laws
for the school year 1954-55. This
is a decrease to the county of
$8,738, as compared to the pre-
sent school year. Without the
provisions of Senator Rogers’ bill
the county’s contributions would
be several thousand dollars
greater.

The teachers’' pay-raise propo-

~ sal now under consideration by
the State Legislature could add
$8,682 to Bailey county’s contri-
bution of $70,623. However, the
school districts of the county
would be given credit against
this state assessment in the to-
tal amount of $8,575.

Thus the effect to Bailey coun-
ty of the teachers pay-raise
would be a net decrease in costs
of $8,631.

Of importance to the county
also is the fact that the pay raise
would add $34,472 to the coun-
ty’s income.

sorghum production in 1954
would make an acreage control
program quite likely next year.

We have had a long contro-
versy in regard to our agri-
cultural labor program involv-
ing farm labor from the Re-
public of Mexico. The stale-
mate has been broken, and it
appears that the program will
be continued and will possibly
be a little betier thian the 1953
program.

As you know, over a period of
months many of us have been
insisting that adequate allow-
ance must be made in our cotton
control programs for acreage
which could not be planted in
cotton during 1953 by reason of
abnormal weather conditions. If
this acreage is not adequately
taken into account, farmers in
the 1955 crop year will suffer an
extremely unfair reduction in
| acreage. The present law pro-
vides that consideration must be
given to abnormal weather con-
ditions. I had a talk this week
with the new Assistant Secretary
of Agriculture, Ross Rizley, form-
erly an Oklahoma Congressman,
and he tells me that he fully
agrees with our viewpoint in
this matter. The prospects are
better than ever before that the
1953 drought will be properly
taken into consideration. The
details of the matter have not
yet been agreed upon.

The new farm program which
has been under discussion for
many months has not yet taken
form. Secretary Benson has ap-
peared before the Senate and
House Committees on Agricul-
ture and urged the adoption of
the so-called flexible or sliding
scale support program. Apparent-
ly, most Congressmen from farm
areas feel as I do — that the
trouble with the sliding scale is
that it slides right out from un-
der you every time you need it.
Furthermore, I do not feel that
the sliding scale program would
tend to reduce crop surplusses.
In my opinion, the contrary
would tend to be true. My mail
from our District indicates that
our producers are almost unani-
mous in feeling that on basic
crops the support level should

are interviewed. Thus, it will be
seen that to give out a figure of
“3,385,000” is really ludicrous. It
surely would be more logical to
say about “3,400,000”, and call
it a “rough estimate”.

The figures never show the
real situation. When families are
interviewed they report not only
those who have been laid off,
but many who are ill, or work-
ing at home, or perhaps too lazy
to work. Recently, to help the
Republicans get the farm vote,
the coverage has been increased
from 123 counties to 450 counties.
This greatly increases the per-
centage of farm families includ-
ed in the count. I forecast such
figures will be found very unre-
liable as regards the status of
those helpers who live on the
farm, whether or not a salary is
being paid them.

POLITICS CREEP IN BADLY

When I was Director of In-
formation and Education of the
Labor Administration, I tried to
overcome the political slant. For |
instance, during the Truman Ad- |
ministration, the Republican
families were constantly expect-
ing a business collapse. Hence,
they gave the interviewer a pes-
simistic report pretending busi-
ness was bad; while Democratic |
homes gave good reports. Now |
the conditions are opposite. The
Democratic homes are talking
grief.

only ignoring the growth of the
country, but may also be chang-
ing the method of compiling the
figures, to please the C. L 0.
crowd. This is like changing the
rules of a game in the midst of
a game. Furthermore, the in-
crease reported under these new
rules is largely based on the re-
ported “unemployed” on a few
farms, which is a very debatable
figure.

Regarding your own state: —

Neither of the above figures for
present total United States un-
employed (the standard figure
of 3,385,000, nor the C, I. O. fig-
ure of 3,671,000) can be broken
down by states. Both are too
much of a guess. Moreover, of
the present United States popu-
lation of 161,350,000 about 12%
are over 60 years of age and 5%
are over 70 years of age. These
figures differ greatly with dif-
ferent states. For this distribu-
tion of the age group, the Labor
Department makes no adjust-
ment. It thus will be seen that
the whole business is guess work
and should be corrected or sup-
pressed.

Texas Traffic
Deaths For 1953
Lowest Since 1949

The 1953 highway traffic death
book for Texas was officially
closed today, according to Ho-
mer Garrison, Jr., director of the
Texas Department of Public
Safety.

Final figures for last year dis-
close that 2,368 persons lost their
lives in motor vehicle traffic
accidents during the period. This
is a 52% decrease over 1952
when 130 more persons died than
during 1953.

Garrison said that this reduc-
tion gave the state a 6.4 death
rate—the lowest in the history of
accident analysis in Texas. The
death rate is figured on the basis
of the number of fatalities per
eah 100 million motor vehicle
miles traveled.

“We are gratified by the 1953!l
record and the continuing de-
cline in the death rate,” Garri-
son said. He pointed out that less
people were traffic fatalities last
year in spite of the fact that
mortorists racked up nearly 1%
billion more miles of travel than
during the preceding twelve
months,

Total number of injuries drop-
ped, also—to 110,097—which was
2,871 below the number for 1952.
The economic loss declined by

December again proved to be
the most deadly month of the
year according to the DPS sta-
tistical report, accounting for
258 of the traffic fatalities. Aug-
ust was next with 233.

The 2,368 traffic fatalities for
1953 was the lowest for any year
since 1949. The traffic toll that
year was 1,957 but the death
rate was 7.3. ;
