I’ve got my farm­
in up on the International level 
and I wouldn't any more think of

plantin without first reflectin for 
months or even years than Sec. 
Dulles would think of gettin on 
the phone and talkin direct with 
the President of France. Sec. 
Dulles and I both know you’ve 
got to slip up on these difficult 
decisions, you don’t just blurt 
out your opinion or crank up a 
tractor without the necessary 
preliminaries.

Now I’ll admit that under this 
system you don’t get much 
farmin or diplomacy done, but 
the kind of farmin I do and the 
kind of diplomacy generally 
done, the world is about as well 
off without anyway.

I’ve been in preliminary con- 
ference with rnyself now for years 
over whether to put a ten-acre 
patch of my land in cultivation, 
and I figure I ’ve saved several 
barrels of gasoline, several gal­
lons of oil, and the seats of sev­
eral pairs of trousers by ap- 
proachin the problem In a diplo­
matic sort of way. I’ve got a 
saggin gate out here I’ve been 
speculatin about fixin since 1929, 
and I’ve been in preliminary 
conference over a two-wire fence 
between me and my neighbor 
since 1933. You don’t get many 
gates hung or fences repaired 
this way, but like an internation­
al problem, the problem is some­
times better to have around than 
the decision on how to solve it.

In fact, diplomatic farmin Is 
one of the nicest systems I’ve 
ever hit on for my personal com­
fort and wellbein. Whether agri­

cultural diplomacy has had the ]
same results on the international 
level, I can’t say.

State PMA Committee Urged As Agent 
To Allocate 'Hardship" Allotments

COLLEGE STATION — Farm 

land values in Texas show mod­
erate decline from postwar peaks 
established in 1952.

This decline coincides with a 
nationwide trend, says John G. 
McHaney, assistant extension 
economist, and is a reflection 
toward slightly lower farm real 
estate values.

Value of farm land in the state 
declined four percent last year, 
but is still 145 per cent over the 
1935-39 average, says McHaney.

Declines of two per cent or 
more were recorded in all but 
three states, and 10 states had 
drops of five percent or more. 
Sharpest land value decreases 
were evident in Kentucky and to 
Tennessee westward to Utah, an 
area including most of the states 
where drouth was a major fac­
tor in reducing farm incomes.

First apparent during the spring 
and summei of 1953, a mild de­
crease in land values continued 
in most of the country and now 
effects current developments in 
the farm real estate market, he 
says.

Farm real estate dealers and 
economists over the nation were 
asked recently whether they 
thought prices for rural real 
estate would increase, remain 
stable, or decrease further.

Only four percent of the re­
porter!? expected an increase in 
price while 40 percent thought 
prices would continue to lower 
The remaining group, more than 
half the total, believe prices wil 
not change.

Most reporters expect greater 
price drops for poor farms than 
for good farms.

tion is practiced and in areas 
where drouth has cut plantings 
w o u l d  not be discriminated 
against. The state board stated 
that the main reason for asking 
for an increase in acreage was 
to help alleviate “hardship" 
cases. Another reason was to re­
vise the basic legislation in a 
manner to facilitate necessary 
adjustments in the future.

The additional acreage appor­
tioned to the states may be ap­
portioned directly to the farm so 
as to provide an allotment equal 
to the larger of the (1) 65 per 
cent of the average acreage 
planted to cotton in 1931, 1952, 
and 1953, or (2) 40 per cent of the 
highest planted to cotton on the 
farm in any one of these three 
years.

This allotment may b3 limit­
ed by the State Committees by 
providing a percentage of crop­
land limitation which may be 
50 per cent or less. This per­
mits taking into account local 
factors in distributing the a l­
lotment.
Acreage that will be unused 

on particular farms may be re­
leased an dreapportioned to 
other farms in 1954 and 1955. The 
iarm releasing the acreage will 
not be penalized in calculating 
future allotments. This section 
of the new bill was adopted as a 
resolution by the Texas Farm

Texas’ share of increased 1954 
cotton allotments should be allo­
cated by the State PMA Commit­
tee directly to the farmer to take 
care of “hardship" cases, the Tex­
as Farm Bureau Board of Direct­
ors recommended last week.

The TFB Board, in session Jan. 
26 in Waco, asserted that “hard­
ship” cases would benefit more 
through this procedure than if 
acreage increases were apportion 
acreage increases were appor­
tioned by county history.

A bill passed by Congress 
Jan. 22 gives Texas an increase 
of 1,342,320 acres over the a l­
lotment announced last fall. 
Under provisions of the new 
bill, Texas will get 8.719.178 
acers this year.

Congress gave the state com­
mittees authority either to dis­
tribute the allotments directly to 
the farm or to award the increase 
to counties for apportionment by 
county PMA committees. The 
Texas Farm Bureau opposed the 
latter procedure because some 
growers would be discriminated 
against due to the factors involv­
ed in arriving at county histor­
ies. The Farm Bureau contends 
that direct distribution from the 
state level would be most fair 
to all concerned.

Commissioner
big Pandora’s box full of acci­
dents waiting to happen. When 
winter stops field woik and the 
farmer spends most of his time 
attending to chores in the barn, 
these accidents begin to multi- j 
ply. The newspapers report them ‘ 
every day.

The first job is to find these 
accident hazards. Some of them 
may have remained unnoticed 
for years. If so, then some house- 
cleaning is necessary.

II alleyways or work areas 
are obstructed with feed, stools, 
carts, or other obstacles, locate 
a safe place for them. A “bark­
ed" shin is painful, but mis­
placed implements can lead to 
more serious accidents. A sto­
rage rack should be construct­
ed for pitchforks, scrapers and 
other tarn  cleaning tools.

Loft doors, feed chutes, ladders 
and stairways can be real booby 
traps for the unwary. Ladders or 
stairwells should never be used 
as hay chutes. A well construct­
ed. clean stairway with strong 
handrails provide the safest and 
easiest passage to hay mows. 
When it is necessary to use a 
ladder, see that it extends well 
above the loft floor and that it 
is kept in good condition.

Another good rule is “never 
work in the dark”. Fumbling 
around in dimly lighted work 
areas is really asking for trouble. 
Good lights properly placed not 
only help prevent accidents but 
also speed up the work.

Finally, observe a “no smoking” 
rule around the barn And al- 
wavs be on guard for fires.

WEEDINC OUY ACCIDENTS
Ever stop to think how much 

time a farmer spends in weed­
ing operations?

It’s not just a question of get­
ting rid of unwanted plant 
growths in the fields. It also en- 
volves weeding out inefficient 
farm methods, cutting down high 
production costs and eliminating 
unprofitable crops and livestock.

A  Right now, during the winter 
“slack season’’, another weeding 
job is in order. It is time to weed 
out accident hazards in the barn­
yard.

Careful timing of automatic 
clothes dryers to prevent over- 
drying will save both fuel and 
fabric, says Bernice Claytor, ex­
tension home management spe­
cialise.

Overdrying—leaving clothes in 
dryers after all moisture is re­
moved—adds materially to the 
eo.- f of operating the appliance 
arid may he hard on fabrics. Yet. 
Mrs. Claytor says it is a common 
mistake of new owners of dry­
ers. The specialist adds that 
table linens especially, if left too 
long in a dryer, come out so 
limp it is difficult to restore their 
crispness without moistening 
them over again before ironing.

An instruction manual usual­
ly comes with new dryers and 
contains; a timing guide for dif­
ferent items. Mrs. Claytor says 
as the housewife becomes fa­
miliar with her dryer, she can 
work out exact timings for va­
rious laundry pieces.

Shirts, sheets, and pillow 
cases, table linens or other items 
to be ironed should come out of 
the dryer still damp. Bath towels, 
chenille spreads, bath mats, cot­
ton rugs and corduroys, however, 
can be fully dried and will come 
out fluffy and ready for use.

Once a load is dry, she con­
tinues, it’s economical to take it 
from the dryer promptly. It’s also 
efficiency when more than one 
load of clothes is to be washed 
and dryed. The dryer should be 
ready to receive the new load as 
soon as the washer has finished 
with it.
