Probably considerable less than
97.558 acres of cotton is now 
growing in the county because 
of loss from hail and dry wea­
ther since planting.

Fred Barrett, Jr., said they 
would begin harvesting some 90 
acres at Morton Friday of this 
week.

He said the price promises to 
be good this year.

Yield, Barrett said, is not going 
to be too good this year because 
of an early freeze and later on 
some bad hailstorms. But yields 
are fair and should bring the 
grower in most instances a sat­
isfactory return.

The Barretts have some 500 
acres planted to potatoes tnis 
year and Bill Millen, who has 
his own processing plant, has 
about 130 acres. All told the 
acreage here is about 650.

The Barrett plant early in the 
week was a busy place, with 
about 40 employes on the job 
there.

GENERAL BUSINESS 

(1) Despite my general opti­
mism with regard to prospects 
for business during the last half- 
year, there will be many cross­
currents. The improvement over 
the first six months will be no 
one-way street. Some industries 
will lag, or fall behind. Others 
are slated for betterment. Build­
ing has held up well, and was 
Mio backbone of business in the 
*cst half of 1954. The momentum 
generated should carry through 
the balance of the year, 
i: (2) Also deserving of attention 
as in line for continued high ac­
tivity, or for improvement, are 
the following industries. Elec­
tric power output, aircraft pro­
duction. rubber manufacturing, 
household equipment, electrical 
equipment, petroleum, natural

«is, shoes, and textiles. Even 
e sick coal industry will enjoy 

some pickup from the very de 
pressed levels experienced dur 
Ing the first six months of 1954. 

(3) Due to slip further down,

or slated to show the lease im 
provement, are the following in­
dustries: Machinery, machine 
tools, railroad equipment, metal 
fabricating, steel and iron, and 
autos and auto parts. In parti­
cular, auto output will not 
match the first half, with compe­
tition keener in the last half 
than at anv time since the 1930’s.

(4> As in the case of general 

business discussed above, ales 
prospects will rule selective. 
With purchasing power holding 
well, demand for food products 
and soft goods will remain at a 
brisk pace. The public, however, 
have learned something about 
■watching their pennies. They 
have become thore price-con­
scious. For tj[tis reason. I predict 
that the mas^ Distributors, such 
as the groceiy and'Variety chains 
will run ahead 'o f the others 
saleswise. g^rlniT the last half 
year. [ ' '

C5' Retail, s^leti'jn general, al­
though about '4rr ’ lower dollar- 
wise, have held tip during the 
first half ip terms of physical 
volume as Discounts and other 
concessions reduced the actual 
receipts. This is encouraging 
since it shows that consumers 
are still willing to spend if the, 
price is reasonable. In terms of 
units, retail sales will hold up 
through 1954. Inventories will

POLITICAL OUTLOOK 
(6) I forecast that the more lib 

oral attitude on the part of the 
Eisenhower Administration will 
surely continue through Novem­
ber and perhaps until the 1956 
elections. During the past six 
m o n t h s  rumors have been 
spreading to the effect that Pres­
ident Eisenhower will not run 
again; but there is no agree­
ment at this writing by either 
party as to who the next candi­
date will be.

siles. Best authorities agree that 
we will get more protection and 
fighting strength from t h i s  
change with less cost. As a prom­
ise "to get our boys out of Ko­
rea” was a great factor in elect' 
ing Dwight Eisenhower as Pres­
ident, he naturally will hesitate 
to send U. S. foot soldiers into 
Indo-China. at least before the 
coming November elections.

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High Plains Counties Now Operate 
27,983 Irrigation Wells, Report

The semi arid expanse that 
once was considered a near des­
ert—the High Plains of Texas— 
has done so much with irrigation 
that it now is one of the highest 
cotton producing areas anywhere. 
9  Irrigation was first begun here 
in 1912. in restricted amounts. 
Since that time, however, espe­
cially after the “dust bowl" years 
of the thirties, irrigation has 
played such an important part 
in the farming operations that 43 
High Plains counties now have 
*27,983 operating wells.

This figure is taken from a 
May tabulation of area wells by 
Robert V. Thurmond, extension 
fjjjrvice irrigation specialist, Lub­
bock, who compiled the tabula­
tion from estimates given by ag­
ricultural agents in each county.

The survey shows that the 
area now has 3.627,105 acres 
which can be protected from 
drouth through the use of irriga­
tion water.

Compared to 1953 figures, which 
showed 45 High Plains counties 
to have a total of 24,304 irriga­
tion wells and 3,063.548 irrigated 
acres, also compiled by Thur­
mond. the survey show that 3.- 
679 new wells were put into op­
eration since May of 1953 and 
that 563.557 acres were convert­
ed from dryland to irrigated land 
because of it.

The suvey included reports 
from all counties above the Cap- 
rock escarpment and several 
adjoining counties on the east. 
Outside the South Plains, the 
number of wells by county were 
comparitively small.

Top Counties Listed 
Hale, Hockley, Lubbock and 

Swisher counties remained the 
number 1 counties in the area, 
having 3,200. 3.275, 3,200, and 
2,800 wells respectively.

Swisher County has the most 
irrigated acres with 160,500 ac­
cording to the survey. Hale

County is second with 450,000 
acres. Lubbock Is third with 320,- 
000 acres. The other counties 
range from as low as 220 acres 
in Wheeler County to 296.000 
acres in Lamb County, the fourth 
high county.

The survey shows the number 
of farms which have irrigation. 
It ranges from as low as three 
in Roberts County to as high as 
1,750 in Hale County. Lubbock 
County has 1,700 irrigated farms 
according to Thurmond’s tabula­
tions.

The survey report says 15,125 
irrigation pump engines in the 
43 counties are operated from 
butane as compared to 6,617 
from natural gas; 4,692 from 
electricity; 1,088 from gasoline, 
and 460 from diesel fuel.

243 pounds of milk and 521 
pounds of fat, which is the high­
est Herd Improvement record in 
the state of Texas, made by a 
five year-old. milked two times 
daily for 305 days.

The sire of this cow, Wood- 
acres Royal Philosopher, owned 
by L. H. Smokier. Dallas, Texas, 
has one son and 17 tested daugh­
ters in the Performance Regis­
ter of The American Guernsey 
Cattle Club.

(11) Do not forget Europe and 
the Middle East.

man participation. Russia will 
strive mightily to widen the 
split between France and West-

follow it without any guess­
work or doubt, life is sure gon­
na get dull” , he argued.

This strikes me as backward 
nonsense.

The trouble with that fellow 
is that he has mighty limited 
notions of what produces enter­
tainment in this world.

"bait” of reunion between East 
and West Germany.

(12) Friction between the Jews 
and the Arabs in the Middle East 
is being encouraged by Com­
munist agents. The smoldering 
fires there could break into 
flame at any time, requiring a 
hurry-up call for Uncle Sam’s 
fire department.

STOCK MARKET OUTLOOK
(13) Of course, some day the 

market (especially the Dow- 
Jones Industrials) will get a bad 
wallop with very much lower 
prices. On the other hand, this 
may not come during the next 
few months. Up to this time the 
high yields of stocks have not 
appealed so much to investors, 
owing to the personal tax on 
both dividends and on income 
in general. Although s t o c k  
yields compared with those of 
twenty years ago are higher if 
personal taxes are not consider­
ed. yet when these personal tax­
es are deducted, today’s yields 
have not been attractive.

(14) The new Tax Bill and the 
ncreased buying for pension

funds and investment trusts 
have, however, increased the de­
mand for common stocks and 
could hold the market up for 
some months to come. I forecast 
that it will be very important to 
make careful selections of stocks. 
Don’t buy stocks just because 
they have gone off heavily in 
price and appear cheap.

(15) Unfortunately, many small 
concerns will find it more and 
more difficult to compete with 
their big competitors. Not only 
can these big corporations make 
goods cheaper and have better 
means of distribution, but they 
can spend huge sums on adver­
tising, which a smaller concern 
cannot do. This will be especially 
evident during the next six 
months. The companies which 
will prosper most are those 
which have inaugurated effec­
tive labor-saving programs. Man­
ufacturers will win only as they 
purchase new labor-saving ma­
chinery. spend more money on 
research and on well-directed ad­
vertising.

(16»Automobiles will continue 
to be hard to sell and easier to 
buy during the last half of 1954. 
Both the automobile stocks and 
the cars will be in less demand. 
There will be more bargains in 
used cars, discounts on new 
cars, especially cars of the “ in­
dependent” manufacturers.

(17) Canada will continue to 
boom during the second half of 
1954. but this may he a good 
time to take profits on Canadian 
investments.

MONEY, INFLATION, AND 
INTEREST RATES

(15) When Mr Eisenhower as­
sumed the Presidency with his 
Cabinet of “9 millionaires ”, they 
proclaimed a new monetary 
policy which would increase the 
value of the dollar and raise 
interest rates. Either fortunately

and even less in many places; 4.) 
they won’t buy a color set which 
requires a service contract cost­
ing $250 or more per year.

Add to this the possibility of 
color converters being ready 
soon (one has already been 
patented) and you have a host 
of reasons why the smart buy 
ing public is investing in a big 
screen black-and-white set to 
day. instead of waiting years for 
color receivers to come up In 
size . . . and down in price. It 
takes a really strong pair of 
roseifolored glasses to see color 
TV as "just around the com er' 
at prices the average buyer can 
even think of . . .  so take a good 
clear look at that 21-inch black 
and white set. It’s your best buy!

or unfortunately, the economic 
situation caused a reversal of 
this policy. The value of the dol­
lar shows no increase over Jan­
uary 1st and this has been hail­
ed by Wall Street as a sign of 
further inflation. Will Street has 
boomed certain common stocks 
accordingly. Interest rates during 
the second six months of 1954 
should average about as at pre­
sent.

(19* The fear of involvement 
in Indo-China is strengthening 
the commodity markets. This 
takes some of the pressure off of 
Secretary Benson and those who 
have been resisting increased 
tariffs. I forecast an upward 
movement in many commodity 
prices—other than farm prices— 
during the balance of 195-4.

(20) Money supplies are on 
the rise again now. They will 
continue to expand during the 
last half. Inflationary effects on 
the price level will be limited 
as our capacity to produce is 
now large. Remember, the surest 
way to squelch an inflationary 
fire is with a flood of goods. In­
flationary effects of the exnand- 
ed money supplies could also be 
nulified by the change in the 
Government’s method of collect­
ing the corporate income tax. 
The new tax law may put the 
large corporations on a pay-as- 
you-go basis, squeezing their 
cash holdings.

(211 Any psychological infla­
tionary flare ups that may take 
place as a result of war scares, 
big or little, will not be long- 
lived. They will definitely be 
dangerous to follow -up. A word 
of warning: Don’t get drawn in­
to any speculative moves in com­
modities of stocks based on the 
outbreak of a small war. If the 
need arises, our Government will 
move with lightening swiftness 
to pue controls into effect. They 
are already "triggered”. The only 
real danger of any federal tax 
increases wfll come with the 
outbreak of another war.

LABOR. BUILDING, AND 
REAL ESTATE

(22) As to unemployment, I 
will say that this has increased, 
some over last year, but if con­
sidered on a per-capita basis. i£ 
is even less than that of five 
years ago. Look for a moderate 
reduction in the ranks of the 
unemployed during the last six 
months of 1954.

(23) The improvement which 
I expect in employment should 
not. however, be sufficient to 
make union leaders careless. 
Jobs will still be very much in 
demand. This should mean that 
the last hal will see no prolong­
ed strikes.

(24> Most union-management 
settlements will be made with a 
moderate amount of give and

take. Any wage advances will 
be limited to the neighborhood of 
a reasonable hourly figure, plus 
some additional fringe benefits. 
The Administration and the La­
bor Leaders will not try to re­
vamp the Taft-Hartley Bill dur­
ing the last six months of 1954.

(25) My forecast as to the 
various classes of real estate is 
as follows:

a) Large commercial farms 
will experience a further sag In 
their land values during the last 
half-year as farmers’ gross in­
come dips lower.

(b) Small farms on the fringes 
of big cities f05v-vyrtv HE 
of big city suburbs should hold 
or rise in price as people get 
further away from city centers. 
This move could become an 
avalanche in the event of really 
serious war scares.

(c) I look for vacant land in 
the suburbs to hold its value 
well. In the big cities it may be 
another story, unless the land 
is suitable for parking purposes.

<d) Business properties in the 
big cit|ps may ease somewhat 
in price during the last six 
months of this year. Suburban 
business properties can be ex­
pected to hold up. Demand for 
more shopping centers will he 
niticeable during the months to 
come.

(e) Home property (especially 
the older houses, particularly in 
the cities) will continue sagging 
in price. In the suburbs, the 
bigger houses, even of recent 
vintage, will be harder to sell. 
Most salable home properties 
will be the newer houses in the 
middle and lower-price brackets 
with emphasis on the "ranch- 
houses" so-called.

(f) In the last half-year, con­
struction will still be a powerful 
support to our economy as it has 
been for so long. Sasonally, 
building will hold well, strength 
ened by continual liberal credit

terms. Some boost to building T > 
could come in the second half if 
civilian defense moves create a 
"dispersal scare” . If this happens 
look for a rush by many factories 
to move operations into areas far 
from bomb-vulnerable cities.

CONCLUSION: I cannot end 
this Forecast without reminding 
readers that we are living in a 
truly New Era, comparable only 
with the year I A. D., 1954 years 
ago, or the invention of printing *| 
500 years ago. The H-bomb, in 
the hands of any ambitious dic­
tator. could bring about unparal­
leled conditions. These changes 
could make the things, about 
which I have written above, of 
little value or consequences. On­
ly a great spiritual awakening 
can save us.

erosion this past spring.
